RIVER AND RAIL.

Jottings from Saturday’s Notes Among
Men of Locomotion,

Yesterday’s crop reports from along the
line of the St. Paul & Manitoba road
presented no new features of moment,
Almost the stereotyped report was
‘«“Weather cloudy and cool; prospects Ln-
changed.”’

W D. Sanborn, general agent of the C.
B. & Q. and St. Louis road, with head-
quarters at St. Lows, reached St. Paul
yesterday on a two week’s vacation for
rest and recreation, made necessary by
the arduous duties of his office. Mr.
Sanborn will occupy his time between St.
Paul, Minneapolis and the lake resorts.

Gen. Villard and party, of the Northern
Pacific road, whose trip over the road
from St. Paul west to tlic terminus of
the present construction, has been duly
chronicled in the GLOBE, left last night
on their return to New York, going by
the Chicago, St. Paul & Omaha to Chi-
cago.

Mr. E. M. Dickey, Dubuque, general
freight agent of the Diamond Jo line of
Mississippi river steamboats, after spend-
mg a couple of days in taking a bird’s
eye view of St. Paul, Minneapolis and the
numerous lake resorts contiguous, for
which Minnesota is so famous, left for
home and a resumption of labor by the
Diamond Jo of the line last evening.

The through Kansas City express on
the C. St. P. & O. road, arriving at noon

yesterday, brought in two sleepers full of
through passengers, en route for recrea-
tion and health at the Minnesota summer
resorts in and about St. Paul, and the
afternoon train took out two empty sleep-
ers for Kansas City, the accommodations
of which are already engaged for the
next incoming through train.

Advices from Bismarck received at the
Northern Pacific railroad offices yester-
day announced that the steamer Butte
would leave for Fort Benton on Tuesday
night on the arrival of the N. P. train
from St. Paul, with the 150 mechanics
and laborers for the military post at Fort
Maginnis, to be followed by the Black
Hills on Wednesday, with 100 mechanics
and laborers for Assinibonie.

James D. Brown, assistant general pas-
senger agent of the Missouri Pacific rail-
road, (part of the Jay Gould combination,)
with headquarters at Omaha, made St.
Paul yvesterday in search of a bit of fresh
air, and will remain until Tuesday, by
which time he hopes to be sufliciently re-
cuperated to stand another season of the
“fervent heat’’ with which Omaha and
other localities in the same latitude have
been afficted for weeks past.

The St. Louis river express of the C.,
M. & St. Paul road—running time be-

tween St. Paul and St. Louis twenty-five
hours and twenty minutes—is proving
immensely popular with the traveling
public, through cars both ways going
crowded, and local traffic unexpectedly
large. This experience is but a confirma-
tion of all experience, thebetter the fa-
cilities for traveling the better the pat-
ronage, and the better return for the in-
vestment made.

One of the significant shipments of the
times was received at the Union stock

yards yesterday morning, from the Chi-
cago, Milwaukee & St. Paul road. The
shipment consisted of four cars of garded
bulls, purchased from the best stock
farms in Illinois and Iowa, by the Dickey
Bros., of Montana, and are destined for
their great herding farm, about 100 miles
from the Little Missouri crossing of the
Northern Pacific road, where they have
several thousand head of cattle grazing.
The shipment was forwarded by the N,
P. last evening, and in due time return
shipments will pass through St. Paul
bound East.

Navigation Notes.

The gauge marked six feet four inches
yesterday, a rise of one inch the preced-
ing 24 hours, a fact which was cheerfully
received by river men.
Set-backscome to every undertaking,
sooner or later. Plain, smooth sailing
was never yet vouchsafed to any mortal
or enterprise. The brief historv of Com-
modore Davidson’s fast packet, Gem City,
built after 2 model of his own, with the
idea of making a weekly round trip be-
tween St. Louis and St. Paul, furnishes no
exception to the rule. Tosatisfy himself
of the probable success of his experiment,
the Commodore assumed command upon
the first trip of the Gem City, and retained
it through three trips, making rea-
sonably close connections. Then,other
business demanding his attention, he
turned the command of his ideal over to
Capt. Abe Hutchinson, one of the most
experienced and clear headed comman-
ders ever directing a boat on the upper
Mississippi, but there are certain con-
tingencies that experience, forethought,
etc., cannot provide against. Capt. Abe
experienced one of those unavoidable
contretemps. He was sailing along finely
and making schedule time to St. Paul,
when a short distance below Prescott,
between two and three hours distant
from St. Paul, the boat refused to respond
to the driving power of the engine. In-
vestigation showed a derangement
of the machinery, which required
eight hours to repair. So it was
the Gem City did not reach St. Paul un-
til 4 o’clock yesterday morning, greatly
to the disappointment of the large num-
ber of passengers booked for her down
trip. The great majority of these pas-
sengers assembled at the company’s of-
fice early in the evening, and as hour af-
ter hour passed after the time announced
for the boat’s departure, with no tidings,
and Capt. Reaney and his assistants un-
able to furnish any information, there
was more or less grumbling, but the ar-
rival of the boat as above stated, and the
explanation following, made everything
lovely. The Gem City brought in an
even three hundred passengers, a major-
ity of whom were through from St.
Louis and about 150 tons of freight. She
left on her return to St. Louis at 8 yester-
day morning with nearly 150 peo ie, and
next Frida{ Capt. Hutchinson will have
her at the levee ready to leave at 6 p. m.

The mammoth Centennial, of the
Saint’s line, Capt. Tom Davidson, laying
here from Friday night to give the Gem
City the right of way, left last evening
with a goodly number of people and
small freight, The next boat of this line
will be the White Eagle, Wednesday

STALWARTS SCOOPED.

“ME TOO PLATT'S” SUCCESSOR SE-
LECTED YESTERDAY.

Speaker Sharpe Deserts Conkling and
Declares That He Teels Bound by the
Caucus—An Effort to Complete the
Business, But the Stalwarts and Dem-
ocrats Adjourn.

ALBANY, jnly 16.—The joint conven-
tion met at noon. The chair announced
that it would proceed to vote for United

States senator in place of Roscoe Conk-
ling, resigned.

Speaker Thorpe said: Mr. President,
there are a number of gentlemen here in
joint convention who are aware of the
fact that when my name is reached upon
the roll call I shall have something to
say in explanation of my vote. By cour-
tesy my name is at the foot of the roll,and
it has been suggested to me both by those
who approve everything I am to say, and
by those who do not, that 1t would be
manly to make the statement at thc be-
ginning of the roll call. If there be no
objection on the part of any member of
the joint convention, I will proceed to do
SO NOW. :

Mr. President, when the electivm of
United States Senator was brought before
the legislature of the State of New York,
there was one course that was pursued to
preserve the unity of the party and to
preserve harmony, and that was that a
consultation named a caucus skould be
called by persons authorized to call that
caucus in the regular way. We have
presented a seenein thislegislature which
I am sure all good Republicans must re-
gret. The gentlemen with whom 1 have
acted during the weeks past could do
nothing more than make a strong and
forcible protest against the action of the
majority of the Senate committee, by
voting for a United States Senator who
had resigned, against whom the action of
the caucus committee was said to be par-
ticularly directed .
Mr. President, the condition of things
for which we were in no wise responsi-
ble, remained until the caucus was called
by the majority of the Republicans of this
legislature. 1had,and so had those who
were acting with me, approved of a like
call. Theterms of the call were unob-
jectionable. There was a single circum-
stance attending it which was objection-
able. I1have always believed in theright
of the majority of a body tocontrolits ac-
tion, and if the caucus committee fails to
perform its duty 1 know of no other way
in the world tkan for the majority of that
body to call themselves, and those who
choose to act with them, for the perform-
ance of the duty. I am obliged, Mr.
President, aud have so stated frankly
when that caucus reached a result to ac-
cept 1tsresults.” [Applause.]

I beg I may not be interrupted in the
few wordsI have to say. There is a sin-
gle objection to that caucus. It is one,
sir, that I donot consider broad enough
to effect the great question of the right
of the majority to go into a caucus which
has been denied by its officers. It is a
teehnical objection, and in the condi-
tion of the Republican party, I will not
allow it to overbalance other considera-
tions. I need scarcely allude to them.
There is no feeling of my heart that
does not bound with gratification at
every flash that comes over the wires that
tells us of the improved condition of the
President, and while he lies there upon a
bed of suffering, which, thank God, we
have now reason to believe, will end by
convalescence, I will not stand except
upon a question broad enough to hold
me. 1have daily information that at my
home the cloud falls and rises, as does
the one over the sick chamber at Wash-
ington, and, thank God, there are a mil-
lion such homes. You may very well
say, then, sir, why was this action of mine
not taken last week. It isfor that I am
here, to ask to be excused from voting.
When the caucus was held at the end
of last week the viewsthat I present
now were well known Lo my associates.
The results of the caucus were however
the nomination of members of the pres-
ent Congress, that presented an issue
which itseemed to me and to others was
fraught with great danger. Ihave voted
for Richard Crowley and I say that in
voting for one well well qualified for the
position in all other respects the one
question had not come before us. When
two were nominated it was presented to
us. therefore believed 1t
would be proper to delay
actionjuntil we had called the attention
of gentlemen who had put their Senato-
rial nominees in the field and ask them
whether they were willing to incur the
risks. A strong paper has been present-
ed asking for a caucus call py the com-
mittee, but no result has been obtained.
Those who come to be friends of the ad-
ministration say they are willing
to take the  responsibility. 1t
is a grave one. 1 warn you
it is fraught with great danger. Do not
think because the Democratic party on
the floor of the House have by their
course demeaned our administration and
respect; do not fail to remember that
they wlll be fertile with expedients to
take advantage of this dangerous position
I, with others, laid before those who have
a right to take the responsibility, the
reasons for avoiding it, and they stand
where they dic a week ago.

Then the question comes down with
me as to whether I shall not suppert Mr.
Lapham and Mr. Miller simply on per-
sonal grounds. Sir, there are none. 1
have served with them in the ranks of
the party. I know none that questions
their Republicanism or high honor. I
decine to make an oppgsition an any such
ground, when my nameis called on this
pallot in place of the eloquent leader who
in the darkest days has pointed us to the
brilliant path of victory. I shall vote
for E. G. Lapham. [Applause.]

THE SHORT TERM.

The vote was then proceeded with.
Senator Foster, when hig name was called,
explained his action as member of the
caucus committee. He conclued by voting
for Evarts. Senator Hulbert, when his
name was called, renouced the action of
Senator Foster, and said Speaker Sharpe
had made the greatest mistake of
his ife. He concluded by vot-
ing for Roscoe Conkling. Senator Stra-
han said he was not yet ready to admit he
had beendoing wrong, but was ready to
acceptthe will of the majority, but it
must come through a regular medium.

Rev, Mr, Smith’s Misquotations.
To the Editor of the Globe.

Permit me to say a few words in reply
to the letter of Rev. 8. G. Smith which
appeared in last Sunday’s GLOBE.

Mr. Smith is evidently a believer in the
principle that audacity insures success.
In no other hypothesis can I account for
the positive and bold assertions, so con-
trary to facts, with which he fills up his
lectures and his letters. If assertions
were arguments Mr. Smith would un-
doubtedly be the victor in every discus-
sion. Unfortunately for him the hearer
or the reader weighs the assertion before
he accepts it.

I had accused Mr. Smith of misquoting
and mutilating passages from Catholic
writers. Of course Mr. Smith indignant-
ly denies the charge. “I have quoted
Roman Catholic authorities,’”” he says in
his Jetter, ‘“‘with scrupulous care, and
have examined the declarations of their
own theologians, that 1 might give their
own presentment of the case, believing
most firmly that the more clearly and ac-
curately the Roman Catholic position is
stated, the more easily 1t is. seen to be
false.”” Here is a very positive as-
sertion of candor and mnocence on the
part of Mr. Smith, and those who would
only read his letter, believing him to be a
truthful gentleman, would be sure that
he never misquotes, or mutilates, or
garbles authorities. He is himself the
innocent and the injured party, he gives
us to understand; it is his opponent who
has all the guilt to bear. Inanother part
of the same letter he says: *I write to
call attention to his (Bishop Ireland’s)
renewed charge of misquotation of Car-
dinal Manning by which he seeks to di-
vert attention from his own offenses of
that kind. I should not ever do this, but
for the fact that the bishop hasbeen guilty
of one of the well-known tricks of pro-
fessional controversialists by which they
hope to overcome plain and straightfor-
ward men. The bishop is too polished a
gentleman, and of altogether too frank
and sincere a spirit to have done this
thing, and when less closely pressed and
in a less dangerous position he would un-
doubtedly haye made a more honorable
defense. But I must proceed to expose
him.”
1f assertions were arguments, I repeat,
Mr. Smith—the ‘‘plain and straightfor-
ward’”’ Mr. Smith—would be all right.
But, alas! assertions do not always, cer-
tainly not in Mr. Smith’s case, accord with
facts. ‘“But I must,” he says, ‘‘proceed to
exposc him.”’> And he proceeds—in a very
singular way for ‘‘a plamn and straight-
forward’’ man.

Mr. Smith’s most serious mutilation
of a Catholic authority occurred
in his treatment of Cardinal Bellarmine.
He cut up, twisted around, turned upside
down, a sentence of the cardinal’s until
he got out of it what the cardinal, and all
Catholics with him, believe to be a hor-
rid impiety, viz.: “That if the pope could
or should so far err as to command the
practice of vice and to forbid virtuous
actions, the church were bound to be-
lieve vices to be good and virtues to be
bad.” This was quite a performance, and
Mr. Smith was not unmindful of his suc-
cess. ‘I commend,” he added, ‘‘this
choice bit of literature to the careful and
prayerful consideration of Bishop Ire-
land.”” In my last lecture I brought home
to Mr. Smith this fearful fraud upon Car-
dinal Bellarmine. What has he to say
about it in his letter—in this letter which
promises to expose me? Nothing—abso-
lutely nothing. He writes, in concluding
hisletter, the words already referred to:
“I have quoted Roman Catholic authori-
ties with scrupulous care.” Now, Mr.
Smith, say something to us about ‘‘this
choice bit of literature’” and tell usin the
style of 2 ‘“plain and straightforward”
man how you fabricated it.

1 had also accused him of misquoting
and garbling Cardinal Manning in twe
instances, and from these accusations he
strives to defend himself in his letter. I
will review his dcfense. The first
charge was that he had translated into
“facts of history” what Cardinal Manning
had called ¢‘difticulties of history.”” This
charge Mr. Smith denied in his lecture
June 26. “Well if this were true it would
havc been proper.” (The italics are
mine.) In his letter last Sunday, as far
as I have been able to understand him, he
admits the fact charged, but declares it
legiti.mate inasmuch as according to him
‘glifficulties of history,”” mean ‘‘facts of
history.”” With this explanation, I will not

petrating a fraud upon the cardinal. But
in fact, he did perpetrate upon him an
egregious fraud as the cardinal’s mean-
ing is entirely changed and he is made to
say something which he could not en-
dorse, by the translation of his words,
“difficulties of history,” into ‘‘facts of
history.”

The second charge was that in a quota-
tion from the cardinal, Mr., Bmith left
out words, the omission of which was a
material mutilation of the cardinal’s sen-
tence and a complete change of his mean-
ing. The cardinal’s sentence is: “But
against the one nor the other of these
things can human histories written by men
not inspired by the spirit of God, not seldom
inspired by any other than the sptrit of God

prevaill.”” The words in  italics
are those which Mr. Smith omitted.
Mr., Smith’s reply to this charge

is that the quotation, with the omission,
was taken from the Pioneer Press report
of May 16, which was only an abstract of
his lecture, that in the full report of his
sermon of June 26, he .states that he had
previously read the full passage to his
congregation, and then gives the passage
again, in which the italicized words occur.
This explanation given, he adds: ‘““And
yet Mr. Ireland has the indecency to ig-
nore the complete quotation in the full
report of June 26, and go back toan ab-
stract, and on July 3, to accuse me of sup-
pressing a part which I never didsup-
press. A falser or more outrageous
charge than this of Bishop Ireland was
never made in public controversy. He
would have been excusable had he only
been in possession of the abstract of May
26.” If ever loud words were spoken to
mean nothing, here is assuredly a case in
point. There was never question in any
one of my lectures of the quotation from
the cardinal, as given by Mr. Smith June
26, but of the quotation as given by him
May 16. On June 26, after I had called
his attention’to the omission of the wards,
he supplied them, but this sapplying of
the words June 26, to which I had forced
him, does net justify or explain the
omisson May 16, and this is the omission
to which I alluded July 3, emphasizing it
on that occasion, because Mr. Smith,
June 26, had denied my charge.
He had said, “I deny and repel the state-
ment. I quoted from the author himself
and read the complete passage.’’ An ex-
planation is given in his letter of last
Sunday, which does not improve the case.
It appears that while delivering his lec-
ture Mr. Smith read the complete passage,
but in the abstract of the lecture the ital-
icised words were omitted. The abstract
for the paper was prepared by Mr. Smith
himself. So, according to Mr. Smith,
when an abstract of a discourse is made

it is lawful to garble quotations and sup-
press words that materially affect the
sense or meaning of the author quoted.
This is yet worse than all he has previous-
ly said or done. In theso-called abstract,
be it remarked, the cardinal’s words are
inserted between quotation marks,with no
asterisks where the omitted words occur,
and it was thus simply impossible for the
reader to suppose that he had not a full
text of the cardinal’s words before him.
Mr. Smith is too honest to deceive his
Methodist congregation, but it isall right
for him to leuﬂzto error the readers of
the Pionecr Press,—this is the case ag it
now stands.

The fact is that Mr. Smith garbles and
mutilates Catholic authorities through
some natural necessity. In his letter of
Sunday last he makes a new attack upon
Cardinal Manning. He insists that
the cardinal does defy history, ‘‘and this,”
he adds, *‘is consistent with the trend of
Roman thought.” To show the cor-
rectness of his position he quotes: “Is
there any tribunal of appeal in matters of
history, or is there no altimate judge? Is
history a word where no one can err, or
is it a ‘wilderness in which we must wand-
er without path or guide? Are we all left
to private judgment alore? If any one
say that there is no judge but right rea-
son and common sense, he is only repro-
ducing in history what Luther applied
to the Bible. . This theory may be intel-
lectually and morally possible to those
who are not Catholics! In Catholicssuch
a theory is simply heresy.” Now in the
very same paragraph of the cardinal’s,
are two sentences, one immediately pre-
ceding Mr. Smith’s quotation, and the
other immediately following it, which
throw full lhght on the card-
inal’s  words, and these two
sentences Mr. Smith dexterously omits.
The first oné is: ‘‘Between such contra-
dictory judgments who is to decide?’ The
second is: ‘“That there is an ultimate
judge in such matters of history as affect
the truths of revelation, is a dogma of
faith.” 1 have italicized the important
words in the two sentences. Whatever
may be consistent with ‘‘the trend of
Roman thought,” the garbling of authors
is fully consistent with the trend of Mr.
Smith’s thought. I will follow Mr. Smith
no farther. With what has been said the
readers of the GLoBE will, I am sure,
duly appreciate these words of the ‘‘plain,
straightforward”’ Mr. Smith: “I have
quoted Catholic authorities with scrupu-
lous care, and have examined the declara-
tions of their own theologians, that I
might give their own presentment of the
case.”” Manning and Bellarmine—the
latter especially—are examples of Mr.
Smith’s scrupulous care in quotations.
