16 KNOWN TO BE KILLED

Anil Twenty-Eight Injured,

MANY OF WHOM WILL DIE.

Tie List of Victims Reported.

[Special Telegram to the Globe.]
New I'lm, July 17.

—
The cyclone

which struck this place Friday afternoon
was more disastrous than at first sup-
posed. There is not a house in the en-
tire city but what ismore or less injured.
The city to-day is a vast field of ruin and
wreck. Itwould be hard to give, an ac-
curate description of the damage caused.
Itis undoubtedly the worst *storm that
ever visited Minnesota. The streets in
the city and the prairies adjoining are
covered with bricks, broken timbers and
tin roofs, pieces of shattered farm ma-
chinery, etc., while nearly all the glass
in the windows is broken and scattered
for miles. 80 far

SIXTEEN PEATIIS
have l»een reported, but others are bo
badly injured that they cannot possibly
recover, while several localities in the
country are yet to be heard from. The
number of wounded is not known, but
there are at least thirty in the city, with
a lartre number in the country. Itis al-
most impossible to tell whether they met

their
DEATH BYLIGHTNING

or by being struck with flying timbers.
The only wayof knowing is by marks on
the bodies. The city is crowded with
people from neighboring towns. A spe-
cial train of eight carloads came in from
Sleepy Eye this afternoon, bringing a
large number of visitors. Services were
held to-day in the various churches,
or rather among their ruins. The people
are naturally depressed at seeing all their
possessions destroyed in so short a time.
The tempest lasted but about twenty
minutes. The damage to property will
exceed $300,000.

THE KILLED,
as reported, are:

Henry Fidler, struck by a building,
sustaining a fracture of the thigh bone;
died and was buried to-day.

The S-year-old daughter of Mrs. Rais
had the top of her head cut off, from her
eyes; she was blown five squares. When
found the remaining portion of her head
was filled withsand and pieces of glass.

J. Warner had a child instantly killed.
Martin Frank, of West, Newton, struck

by fallingbricks and killed.
-

Jos. Holiover, wife and three chil-
dren of West Newton, killed outright.

Mr. Eckert, aged 50, killed by a
falling house. His son, aged 10, also.
F. Ditinyer, of West Newton, killed.

Boy unknown, while herding cattle in
the field near town with his dog was
struck by lightning and killed on the spot.

A little girl named [inch, of New
Ulm, was killed by lightning.

THE WOUNDED,

are as follows:
Mrs. Leach, received a large deep

wound in the forehead.
Ida, her daughter, .aged 10, had her

lett leg fractured. Another daughter
was killed. Mr. Leach was injured in
the railroad accident three weeks ago,
and at the time of the storm was confined
\u2666.0 his room, but escaped. When his lit-
tle girl was struck she told him she was
going to heaven, and soon after died.
Their house was taken a^vay, leaving
them on the open prairie.

Leonard Gulder, 14 years, dislocated
ankle.

A man named Swanson, and son, from
Sibley county, happening to be in town,
received wounds on the skull; recovery
improbable.

Clitis Epple, aged 49, seriously wound-
ed in the head and ribs; willrecover.

Maria Pfeiffert, from Milford, three
miles out, received a penetrating wound
on the right elbow.

P. Pfeiffert, !• years aold, cut. in. the
head.

Auton Loeschs, house struck by light-
ning and three children badly bruised,
one of them fatal ly.

Chas. Spooner's, face badl}- fractured
and a hole bored through his head.

Mrs. K. Wesson's throat cut, exposing
the juglar vein.

Col. Baasens' two children were seri-
ously injured; the youngest, aged 14, was
supposed to be fatally wounded.

Mrs. Report, badly*cut on the body.
Jacob Miller, fractured on the right

lower leg.
Wm. Speer had his leg, arm and ribs

broken, besides «i cut on the head; will
not recover.

Carl Vogel, contusion on the head and
eyes injured; —. Shram, aged 24, sus-
tained a compound fracture in the right
arm, below the elbow.

Six of these patients are being nursed
and cared forby the Sisters of Charity at
the nunnery. This building was consid-
erably "wrecked.

THE CHURCHES
were all torn to pieces withthe exception
of the Catholic, the walls of which re-
main standing, hut in bad condition.
Nothing is left of the Lutheran and
Methodist churches but their founda-
tions. The fullextent of the damage is
not yet known by any means.

OUTSIDE OF NEW ULM.

Reports fromvarious parts of the coun-
try visited by the storm are coming in
almost hourly. August Litchis reported
wounded; also Jno. Kussnick. Thos.Schi-
lingwas wounded in the head and other
parts of the body. Chris. Schick, injured
in the leg. A.Husch, sustained some in-

ternal injuries. Mrs. Dauer and son were
seriously injured. Jos. Kenitz sustained
a broken arm. Mrs. Knobitz was bruised
all over.

SERIOUS LOSSES.

Everybody livinghere sustained more
or less damage to property, but the heav-
iest losers are C. Baltrash, loss on prop-
erty and stock, $S,000; Dr. Wesekikc, on
house, stock and store, $5,000; M Miller,
lo&s on building, stock of hardware,
farm machinery, $S,000; Union house,
$2,000; the Methodist church, $1,500;
Catholic church, $3,000; Lntherian,
£1,000.
Itis reported 15,000 bushels of wheat

in the Eagle mills was destroyed; also,
hundreds of familis lost everything they
bad and are left entirely destitute.

.lust outside of town' in the southern
suburbs were a lot of small dwelling
houses where lived mechanics Now the
only remnants left of these houses are a
few' shingles, bricks and battered tim-
bers. There are many

CURIOVS INCIDENTS
connected with the cyclone. One portion
of a pump was driven to the bottamof
the well, while another was picked up
and carried miles away. A gentleman
who happened to be at the court houso
when the storm came up, clung to a post
for protection, when the windpicked up
the post and carried it away. A buggy
belonging to the sheriff was blown over
the court house bodily.

A meeting of citizens was held last
night, and a committee of ten appointed
to solicit aid for the destitute. Col. Pfaen-
der was elected chairman, Rev. A.
Berghall, secretary, and Chas. Wagoner,
treasurer.

Wheat and crops generally in the track
of the storm were destroyed. At Mud
Lake about thirty cattle, including sheep,
horses and cows, were found driven up
against a barbed wire fence, dead.

Fifteen cars of Montana cattle arrived
here this evening and will proceed to
Chicago to-morrow.

'July 17, 8:30 p. m.—The President passed
a very comfortable day. Dr. Boynton in
a conversation this afternoon expresses
the opinion the critical period has
passed. Although extremely weak now,
he is out of danger and there is no doubt
he willgain strehgth daily now and there
is every reason to hope for his ultimate
recovery.

Major Crump, steward of the mansion,
and one of the night attendants, says:
"Ifthe President continues a?, well dur-
ing this week as he has the past fewdays
he willbe able to sit up and eat his meals
by next Sunday.

Major Swain, who is almost constantly
with the President, said this afternoon he
was progressing finely. In reply to a
question as to Mrs. GarfleM's health Maj.
Swain said: "Oh, Mrs. Garficld is get-
ting along nicely. She speuds most of
the time at the President's bedside. 1

'
A TALK WITn CRUMP.

The President continued to improve
to-day, and the progress has been more
marked than hitherto. His improvement
now is visible to all around him. He is
stronger, feels more cheerful, looks bet-
ter and says he feels better. Mr.Crump,
one of the regular nurses, said to-night
hat he grows stronger every day, and

that the signs of returning health and
strength are visible in his eyes. They
have something ofthe lively sparkle the}-
had -when he was in health. Crump
says that last night the President
told him he was hungry and wanted to
have a good breakfast this morning, that
the President concluded to make out his
breakfast bill of fare right then, and
after thinking itover he said, "Crump, I
want for my breafast in the morning two
lamb chops. Now mind, Iwant two
slices of bacon, a baked potato, with
cream and butter, and two^l those light
finger rolls." They was served
this morning and he ate most
of what he had ordered. For lunch, at
1o'clock this afternoon, Crump says he
squeezed all the substance from a large
broiled tender loin steak on toast, and he
ate it,and besides he ate quite heartily at
supper.

The President has now got his appetite
and is ready for each meal before the
time for serving. He has no doubt
now of his recovery, and is satis-
fied it will come much ear-
lier than expected, and that he will
not have to lie upon his bed for months.
This has had the effect of making him
hopeful and cheerful.

Doctors Bliss and Reyburn left the
"VVliitehouse together about 9 o'clock to-
night. Dr. Bliss replied when asked
about the President's condition:
"He is doing nicely and that covrrs
everything. He is decidedly better than
at any time yet. His fever came in later
this evening than at any oiher day. He
has a good appetite, sustains his food and
is gaining strength, and beginning to be
able to move himself about. He is cheer-
ful and is getting well."

THE ALBANY BREAK.

A Hot Time in the Stalwart Conference
Yesterday— Speaker Shatpe Severely De-
nounced for His Defection -

But He De-
fends His Course as a Party Necessity—

The Adininlstrationists Confident of
Their Ability to Elect To-morrow— A
Claim Stoutly Denied by the Stalwarts-
No New Developments Yesterday.

New Yojik, July 17.—The Times' Albany
special says: Before the open contest in the
joint assembly, the stalwarts met as they had
for several days in Attorney General Ward's
ofllce. The attendance ofstalwarts wai large,
butnot full. The proceedings were stormy.
Senator Winslow presided, and speeches were
made by a number of members, but that of
Speaker Sharpe was the one of the day. In
plain words, he expressed anew the opinion he
had rather hinted than declared outright
before, and told his comrades he intended to
abide absolutely by the will of the majority,
as expressed in caucus, and so vote for both
the caucus candidates. Assemblyman Arm-
strong, of Oneida, made a tempestuous attack
on Gen. Bharpe, tellinghim that his desertion
of Coukling was an act of treachery, aud that
his proposed vote for Laphani and Miller
would present him hefore the people of the
State as an

INGRITE AND POLITICAL SCOUNDREL.
He said the speaker owed whatever political

'Success he had achieved to the assistance and
influence of Roscoe Conkling, and that he
could not now abandon him without receiv^
ing the reproaches of every Conkling man in
the State. Speaker Sharpe objected to this
sort of talk, but stillmaintained his purpose
in abiding by the actions of the caucus. Louis
F. Payne, who was present, gave him a piece
of his mind, inlanguage that was intended to
be more strong than elegant, and denunci-
ating remarks were also made by Senators
Halbert, Btrahan, Brennan and Assemblymen
Carpenter, Williams and one or two others.
Senator Wallace and Assemblymen Brieham,
Campbell, Sullivan, Dickey, Alvard and Jack-
son expressed the intention of voting for
Miller,but still standing by Conkliug.

STILL HOLD THE KEY.
The Sun Albany correspondent says the

friends of Conkling still hold the key to the
situation. They have 29 votes and so long as
they can hold them no other Republican can
be elected, unless the Democrats by remaining
away furnish the opportunity. The fine record
they have made in this contest thus far, which
drew from Speaker Sharpe and Senator Hal-
bert wotds of praise in their speeches to-day,
they are not likely to destroy by such a snici-
dal course. How much longer the struggle
willcontinue no man can tell. If Conkling
consents to name some man beside himself to
succeed himself, Lapham can be beaten before
the middle of next week. That the rank and
fileof his supporters are willing to desert him
onsuch a compromise is beyond question. If
not then, so long as his 29 men
stand firm, or even twenty-six of them, he
may continue the struggle allsummer, or uu-
itilfinal adjournment of the legislature, or un-
tilthe half-breed leaders willconsent to calling
a regular caucus.

He urged others to follow him inbreak-
ing this deadlock and bringing a useless
struggle to a cloae, and save the party from

CHAGRINED.
Tribune Albany: The failure to elect Lap-

ham to-day caused the Garfield representatives
considerable chagrin. Itis generally felt that
witha little more effort he could have been
chosen after the election of Miller and the
contest finally disposed of.. The friends of
Millerappealed in vain to the joint conven-
tion to take another ballot. The appeals
were unheeded by the Conkling men and
Democrats, who voted for adjournment, and
were in a majority. Some of the Conkling
members still hope to defeat Lapham and
make an argument with their associates, that
by persistently holding out the administration
leaders willbe forced to grant a caucus where-
in some one, more satisfactory to them as a
successor to Conkling might be proposed.
Lapham lacks only five votes of
an election. The administration
already have promises of sufficient votes to
elect him. There promises to be small at-
tendance of the joint convention Monday, so
the administration may not deem it wise to
attU-mpi toelect anybody on that day. From
present appearances Lapham will be elected
Tuesday. Undoubtedly the Conkling men
willmake a desperate effort to defeat him, and
they may be abie to postpone his election un-
tilthe latter part of the week. The adminis-
tration leaders are determined in Liphum's
case as that of Miller, not to enter another
caucus. The success of the policy in Miller's
candidacy is prophetic ofits success in that of
Lupham. The coming week may be a repetion of
the present one, beginning with sturdy re-
sistance by Conkling and ending in their dis-
comfiture, but the administration leaders do
not anticipate such a long resistance.

The entire list of horses above mentioned,
to which some others mightbe added, are all
"gentleman's roadsters," and not, witha rare
exception or two, perhaps, kept with the hope
of their \u25a0 oining money. At a veryshort no-
tice a matinee can be had, withowners as
drivers, and a pleasant and agreeable time en-
joyed by all lovers of the turf in attendance.
The interest felt by owners and citizens gen-
erally in the improvement of the grade of
driving horses of the State is commendable,
and the Globe takes pleasure in recording
the state of things at Red Wing as a matter of
interest to horsemen generally.
