HIGH PRICED WATER.

Suits Against the St. Paul Water Compa-
ny Asking Damage in $121,000.

Two important suits were brought in the

district court of Ramsey county, yesterday,
against the 8t. Paul Water company, and C.
D. Gilfillan, by Margaret Shaber, administra-
trix of the estate of Henry Shaber, deceased,
and by Theodore Hamm and Philip Ahor,
respectively. The aggregate amount of dam-
ages claimed in the two suits is the very re-
spectable sum of $121,000.

Both cases are nearly identical and the com-
plaints in each are very voluminous—covering
1 the Shaber case some fifty-six distinct alle-
gations and in the other nearly as many.

In the Shaber case the complaint alleges the
death of said Henry Shaber October 23, 1879,
and the plaintifi's appointment as Adminis-
tratrix cember 6 of the same year; that
defendant is a duly organized corporation;
that from and after April 7, 1874, and until
his death, said Shaber was absolute owner of
and posessor of an indefeas-
able estate of inheritance to certam
real estate in Borup & Payne’s
addition specifically described therein; that
May 6, 1872, Nancy and John R. Irvine, who
were, and for more than twelve years had been,
the owner of the same, demised and let to the
said Shaber certain lots also specifically de-
scribed, and also the mill dam and water pow-
er appertaining to the same, with the right to
raise the water of Phalen’s
creek twenty-two feet and. to
floor therewith all the premises which
would be overflowed by such rise in height of

the water of said creek, all of which premises.|

were then and theretofore owned by the said
Irvines for ten years from said date, for which
privileges Shaber agreed to pay yearly
rent of 800, in quarterly
installments, together with all taxes and as-
sessments thereon. That thereafter the said
Nancy Irvine, who succeeded to the premises
sold to said Shaber about August 1, 1879, all
that part of the premises designated as the
Water ¥ower Reservation, which said priv-
ilege is valuable, and for years been used and
occupied for mill purposes for the manufac-
ture of flour, ete.

The complaint then proceeds to state with
great minuteness of detail the operations of
the defendants which had resulted in lessening
the flow of water, and otherwise diverting the
same, to the great damage of the plaintiff and
depreciation of her property, and concludes by
claiming damages to the amount of $48,700.

The complaint in the case of Harmon and
Thor is, as before stated, identical with the
other, and after demanding that the defendants
be perpetually enjoined from diverting any
part of the waters of Lake Phalen until they
have fally performed all covenants, and that
an injunction issue pending the suit, con-
cludes by claiming damages to the amount of
$72,300.
