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Maxy Minnesota friends of Senator
Beck, of Kentucky, will be glad to learn
that the selection of the next legislature
in that State has so far progressed as to
ensure his re-election. SenatorjBeck is
one of the reliables who honors the State
he represents.

READERS of the GLoBE throughout the
State will find the report of a committee
of legal gentlemen of the St. Paul cham-
ber of commerce upon the workings of
the oppressive tax law of 1881, relative
to absolute forfeiture of property, of
much value. The law is so manifestly
unjust and oppressive that it will be gen-
erally contested, and this report, wltich
is printed elsewhere,contains good points.
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HARTMANN, the Russian nihilist whose
assassination confession was liberally
quoted from in the SuNpAY GLOBE, has
fled the country. He found that he was
becoming liable to get into trouble by his
open avowal of assassination proclivities,
and he prudently retired. Therecent at-
tempt at assassination in this country is
so fresh that no tenderness is felt for the
murderers of the czar, but on the contra-
ry a desire to hand the perpetrators over
to justice. Hartmann does not claim to
have been one of the actual murderers,
but he boasts of being in full accord with
the conspirators and with having parti-
cipated in blowing up the supposed im-
perial train, whereby a rumber of lives
were lost. No country ought to harbor
that assassin, and our ouly regret 1s that
he escaped bhefore he could be handed
over to justice.

POLITICAL CONVERSIONS.

1t is really amusing te see the solicitude
manifested in Republican quarters rela-
tive to the age of the Democracy of Book-
walter, the Democratic nominee for gov-
ernor of Ohio. These Republican oracles
are adly grieved because (as they say)
Boo'xwalter never voted a Democratic
tickst until last fall. One might almost
suppose that gratitude for his past record
would lead the Republicans to_say a good
word for their fellow citizen, but not so.
They seem to feel that he knows too much
of the party to be commended now that
he has leftit. The adamantine Republi-
can cheek overlooks the fact that since
1860 the passport to high position in that
organization is fer a man to have been a
Democrat. The most active and ram-
pant Republicans to-day are those who
have been rewarded for their apostacy
from the Democracy. In fact the bad,
unprincipled element of the Democratic
party long since went over to the Repub-
can organization as a matter of pecuniary
gain, That party is chiefly made up of
men attracted to it by the magnet of pub-

lic plunder.
There is no such incentive for a man to

join the Democratic party. 1t has not
been in power for twenty years, and the
skies are not particularly bright for fu-
ture success. The combination of treas-
ury leeches have held the country by the
throat for fifteen years, since the slavery
issue was settled, and they have thus far
proved too strong to be shaken off by the
unbought and unpurchased ballot which
is cast for principle and not for pelf.

The Republicans should not set
themselves up as censors on this
subject. Their system is  to
“convert’” such pseudo Democrats as

are in the market to be bought. The
Democracy have no such rewards to offer
Republicans.  When a Republican be-
comes disgusted with the corruption of his
party and is honest enough to renounce
it, he is welcomed to the patriotic ranks
of the Democracy where there is no more
inviting field than the prospect of un-
successful battle for principle. The man
who leaves the majority for the minority
party gives evidence of honest convic-
tions which demand respect.

So far as Bookwalter’s course cuts any
figure at all, it is to his credit that he is
no longer a Republican, and to his dis-
credit that he remained with that organ-
ization so long.

SECRET IRISH MEETING.

A World Convention of Irishmen to Be
Held Next Year—Delegates in Chicago
from Ireland.

CH10AGO, Aug. 6.—The convention of
Irishmen continued their session through-
out the day, and even at midnight they
are still sitting with hermetically sealed
doors. To-night the first really reliable
information is given out. The Rev. Dr.
G. C. Betts, of St. Louis, is chairman of
the meeting, and Mr. Hines, of Chicago,
who was reported as being chairman,
says he is not even a member, but is
a consulting attorney. Delegates are
present (under assumed names) from
Glasgow, Dublin and several Irish cities.
The gathering has been engaged tonight
in selecting a governing body, who shall
prescribe the mode of proceeding for the
future, and call a convention of ILrish-
men from every part of the world to :be
held at some place not given out yetin the
year 1882, on the anniversary of the date
when the Grattan volunteers obtained
a victory for Irish independence.
The gathering will, it is expected, be
the most important and decisive of any
in the history of the Irish race. The
delegates are united in denying that they
represent the dynamite idea, but agree
that they are willing to use even that dire
agent against the actual army of occupa-
tion. They say no royal scion has been
singled out for destruction.

Crops in Kentucky.

LoursviLig, Ky. Aug, 7.—The Lexington
Record this week says the prospect of the
corn and tobacco crops are anything but flat-
tering in Kentucky. The drought in central
Kentucky is very severe, and in Bourbon and
tHarrison counties it is said to be in quality
treble to that of the drought of 1875, and
the severest ever known in this section. Corn
is twisted and curled up with heat and
dronght, and it is certain it will be short.
There is very little old corn on hand, and
with the discouraging outlook it would not
be asurprise to see a big advance in prices.
In the southwestern part of the State reports
from tobacco are very discouraging. They
have had a continuous ‘drought for over a
month, and many think one-fourth of the
crop has been destroyed already, and if the
dry wea‘her continues much longer there will
not be over half a crop. Oats and hay have
turned out well, but of wheat, barley and rye,
not more than one-half a crop, and hemp is
anything but flattering, owing to the hot
and dry weather.

Cheap Harvest Hands 1n New York,

NEw YoRkK, Aug. 6.---Notwithstanding
the falling off in immigration in the last
month, Superintendent Jackson, at Castle
(Garden, says the demand for laborers and

other help still continues large, but that
there is less difficulty in supplying the
demand, as a larger proportion than

usual of  the immigrants now
arriving in want of employ-
ment. There has been a great demand

for farm hands, and a large number have
been sent to farms in various parts of the
State. Wages for farm laborers have de-
clined in the last week from $18 and $20
a month and board to $15 and $18 a month
and board.

MempHIS, Aug. 6.—The Democratic con-
vention of Mississippi, in session at Jackson,
to-day completed the State ticket by nomi-
pating H. C. Meyers for secretary of state;

A. Smith superintendent of education. The
platform of 1877 was reaffirmed and the con-
ventien at 3 p. m. adjourned sine die.

TorEDO, O., Aug. 6.—F. Joseph Meyer,
at one time a prominent and well-to-do
boot and shce dealer of this city, com-
mitted suicide by hanging himself on the
east end of Cherry street bridge last
night. The lossof his property is sup-
posed to be the cause.

Happy Because of Minnesota Air Coming
Down---The New Grain Grades Con-
tested.

Sr. Louls, Aug. 6.---The intense heat
of the past week or ten days was broken
this afternoon by the wind veering around
to the north, which caused the mercury
to fall quite rapidly, and produced amost
grateful temperature. To-night is com-
paratively cool, and thc prospect is that
the pleasing change will continue for at
least a few days.
