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It is claimed that not more than a
thousand of the Virginia Republicans
•willrefuse to vote for the repudiation
candidates for State offices. That is
about the proportion of honesty that is to
be foundin the ranks of the partj gen-
erally.

The ciTil service reformers do not ap-
pear to be making much of a sensation
just now. A.ttheir recent convention at
Newport there were less than twenty per-
sons present. This paucity innumbers,
however, didnot prevent the action of a
string ofresolutions long enough for half
a dozen national conventions. Resolu-
tions, however, are impotent to cure the
evils ofour civilservice, but they are a
cheap means of obtaining notoriety.

There is a great scare ity of small
change inall the business centers of the
country, and merchants are appealing to
the treasury for relief. Some of the sil-
ver now being coined into standard dol-
lars might withadvantage be coined in-
to piece* ef smaller denominations. Tbe
business public wouldbe thankful for ten
or fifteen millions of small change as
soon as itcould be conveniently issued.

HOW GUITEATTMATBE HAITGEIi

Guiteau may yet receive his deserts,
even though the President may recover
from the wound received at his hands,
for a new complication of the tragedy has
arisen. Dr. Blips, while attending the
wound of the President, accidentlv in-
oculated kimself with the poisonous pus.
Hehas since suffered eicrutiating tor-
ture, and there are grave fears that he
willnot recover from the effects, Causes
ofdeath from blood poisoningunder such
circumstances are »y no .means infre-
quent, and judging by tie reports, Dr.
Bliss has a less chance of life than the
President. .If.,BHss should die, would
not Gniteau be* responsible? GuitPau
fire1 the bullet that created the pus that

death. Therefore, Guiteau willbe guil-
ty ofthe murder of Dr. Bliss, whatever
the outcome nf tho ProciHpnt's wourrl
may be, and consequently he should suf-
fer the penalty. ; r1 '; .

Guiteau's crime can never receive its
adequate punishment if President Gar-
field and Dr. Bliss both recover. The
worst fate in store for him is imprison-
ment in the penitentiary for eight years.
This is universally regarded as a mere
mockery of justice, yet it is all the law
allows. If, through tile skillof the phys-
icians, Guiteau's purpose is defeated, it is
no mitigation ofhis crime, the intent of
which wa« murder. Inorder that, justice
»ay be meted 'out to the wretch, Bliss
should die. He would not be missed— at
least, not as generally as the President.
On kis death, Guiteau should be arraign-
ed for his murder. True, he did not
directly assault the great advocate of
cundvranco, but he would be the cause
of his death indirectly, for it is manifest
that, without being poisoned by the pus
froai the President, Bliss would not have
suffered the wound that seems likely to
cause his death.

The suggestion is one worthy of the
consideration of the law officers of the
government. IfBliss should vicariously
lead to the punishment of the President's
assailant he would have a niche in the
temple of fame that thousands of his
medical associates would envy. Let him
die and Guiteau he execute 1for his mur-
der, and the ends of justice would be
satisfied, whether the President recovers
or not.

T. C McClnre.
The death of T. C. McClure, of Bt. Clond,

which occured on Friday, removes one of the
prominent active business men and politicians
of Northern Minnesota. He had been a resi-
dent of the Btat« for twenty-four years, and
until recently has been exceedingly active in
business. Hi-health hts ef late caused Vim
to take some relaxation . But two or three
week* ago he visited Chicago chiefly for
health reasons, but on returning he gradually
grew worse until the end came. He was a
banker, miller, lumber dealer and farmer, and
became very wealthy. Politically he was a
Republican and a strong partisan. He leaves
a wife and four children.

Orville Grant.
The brief telegraphic announcement of

the death of Orville Grant, brother of ex-
President Grant, vouchsafed no particulars.
Itappears that he died in the insane asylum
at MorrisPlains, N. J. He had been unset-
tledin his mind since 1871, and brought the
President into a good deal of disrepute by
WLat now proves to have been his insanity.

Itwas not until 1877 that his malady was
fullydeveloped. He then went to Boston and
prepared to get up a corner on calf skins and
control the market of the country. This and
other wild schemes led to his being placed in
an asylum. He was 4G years old and leaves a
family of four children, a daughter of eleven
and three sons older.

Marriage ofJudge Mac Donald's Daughter.

On Tuesday last Miss Mary MacDonald,
daughter of Judge J. L.MacDonald, of Shak-
opee, was married to Mr. Michael K. Marri-
man at that city. The ceremony was per-
formed inthe Catholic church in Shakopee,
before abrilliant congregation, and the oc-
casion was noted as one of the most brilliant
society events of the year in that vicinity.
The bride N the eldest daughter of Judge
MacDonald, and a young lady of rare accom-
plishments and refinement. The eroom is
clerk of the district court of the eighth ju-
dicial district, and is a young man of excel-
lent traits and fine promise.

BVBGLARS AHOY.

Judge Chandler's Sunday Morning Race
After Theives.

The residence of Judge Chandler, general
agent of the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
road, No. 151 (old number) East Ninth street,
immediately adjoining the First Baptist
church, was entered^by burglars between 3 and
3 o'clock yesterday morning. There were two
of them, and one kept watch on the outside

while the other effected an entrance through
one of the front windows, the fastening of
which had been overlooked. This window
opened into the parlor, and the thief made his'
way through the hall,up the stairs and thence
to the sleeping apartment of Mr. Chandler
and his wif«. Mrs. Chandler was awakened
l»y the rustling of her dre6s which bhe had
placed on a chair naar the head of the bed, and
by the moonlight saw that some person was
in the room. She supposed at first that it
was one of the children, and
«he asked, "Who's there?" The
thief at once started for the
door witha soft, cat-like tread that made no
sound. Mrs. Chandler at once awoke her
husband, who, upon being apprised of the
fact, sprang from the bed with a war whoop
that wouldbava made a Comanche Indian
turn pale, and, clothed only in his night shirt,
started inpursuit witha ru!>h like that of a
cyclone. The thief had the length of the
stairs the start. Down the stairs, through
the hallinto the parlor and out of the win-
dhw went the lying thief and the pursuing
judge. Across the lawn they flew, the
thief and his outside accomplice, with their
arms filled withplunder, only a few feet in
Advance. On rushed the judge, his garments
fluttering in the wind, which, together with
his noiseless steps and his terrible war whoop
itevery houn«, must have caused the fright-
ened thieves to think that a section
>f the day of judgment or the late comet was
on their track. On the wings of the wind
they flew, out on Ninth street arr>nnd the cor-
ner of the church and then up Wabashaw
street to Tenth, closely followed by their
ebostly pursuer. At every yell given by the
judge, they began in their terror to drjp ar-
ticle after article, until every weight which
encumbered them was thrown away. Nothing
like cueh a race has been seen since Tarn
'»'Bh«nter'ft famous ride po graphically de-
scribed by Bobby Burns. The startled neigh-
bors threw up their windows and gazed forth
with pale, affrighted faces, wondering if the
end of all things .was not at hand. On flew
the thieves and on came the terrible spectre in
their rear. Soon the shrill whistle of the po-
lice was added to the war whoops of the re
lentless judge, altogether making up a scene
never before witnessed in that quiet por-
tion of the city. Officer Thomas, on
whose beat this took place, 6oon,
came to the rescue, and hf was quickly joined
by Sergeant Walsh, Detective O'Con-
ner . and Officer Gibbons, who
promptly responded to his whistle.
Not until the officers appeared did the
[ianting judee give up the chase, and not un-
til then did it occur to him what the res'ilt
might have been had he overtaken the thieves.
Burglars do not surrender very willinglywhen
caught in the commission of crime, and itfa
reasonable to suppose that those two were
irmed with some kindof bludgeons or weap-
ons which would have made it unpleasant for
the defenceless judge had he overtaken and
grappled with them. Hastily explaWteg the
mutter to the police, the judge returned to
the house and made an examination to see
what was missing. The s«arch revealed the
fact that nothing had besn taken except the
clothing of Mr. and Mrs. Chandler, including
even the judge's shirts. Inthe pocket of Mrs.
Chandler's dress was her portemonnaie, con-
taining a small amount of money, and in the
judge's pants pockets was his pocketbook,
also containing a small amount of money, to-
gether with the keys of his office and all
ais railroad passes. Allthese articles except the
money in the pocketbook, and three shirt
studs and a pair of gold cuff buttons were
found scattered along the street where the
thieves had dropped them, one after the other,
;n their terror. The thieves might have ob-
tained a far greater amount of booty if they
iiad not been so fortunately discovered by
\irs. Chapdler. In the sideboard of the
Mning room- was several hundred dollars'

orth of silverware, and upon the bureau in
their bedroom were the judge's and Mrs.
Chandler's watches and other articles of jew-
elry, none of which were disturbed. In the
meantime the police took up the chase, but
the thieves were too fleet of foot for them,
and they made good their escape. As neither
Mr. or Mrs. Chandler can give a description
of them, itisnot probable that either of them
willbe arrested, or even if they are, itwillbe
impossible to convict them. After the chase
was given up the police obtained a lantern,
and. as stated above, found all the articles,
with the exceptions mentiened. The
moral of the above occurrence is: See
that your dwellings are securely fastened
on retiring for the night. During
the hot days of summer it is the custom to
have doors and windows open to obtain air.
but itis a dangerous experiment toleave them
open all night. The city contains a number
of wellknow* house breakers and thieves and
but for the faithful and watchful care of our
police authorities many other robberies would
have been committed. The police, however,
cannot be everywhere and our citizens
should exercise a small degree of caution for
themselves.

Murders inIm>4»d Settlements. '\u0084 ..." *

Denver, Col., Aug. 13.—Republican's
Santa Fe special: Advices from be lew are
that the situation is more oerious than ever
before, as regards outbreaks of the Miscalero
Apachfs. The Indians in small bands are
raiding the country and itis utterly impos-
sible for the troops to come up with them.
Reports of murders and depredations com-
mitted by them in isolated communities
come in every day, and there is no telling
the damage done or the number of lives lost
since they have been in the field. The supply
of troops i« unequal to tbe emergency. Gen.
Hatch is in the field notifying the people to
arm, and informing them of the movements
of the Indians, as far as known. Two pros-
pectors were killed by Indians in the Florida
mountains, and a number near Guadaloupe
mountains. There is the greatest apprehen-
sion all over the country, and unless more
troops are. ordered to the district there is no
immediate prospect of relief.

Santa Fe, N. M., Aug.|l3.— Alburquerque
special: The volunteers from this city have
teturned home, relieved by troops from Fort
VVingute, who are posted at McCarthy and
other stations on the line of the Atlantic &
Pacific railway, where the hostiles are likely
to cross. The Indians were expected to at-
tempt to cross at Cobero yesterday. Major
Ingalls and Capt. Schaeffer, with volunteers
co-operating with the troops, hoped they
would be able to surround and capture the
hostiles.
