ExeceTivE MANsION, WASHINGTON, Aug.
30, 8:30 a. m.—(Official.)—The President slept
the greater part of the night, awaking al in-
tervals and retaining the liquid nourishment
administered. -His general condition this
morning is about the same as at the same
hour yesterday. Pulse 102, temperature 98.5,
respiration 18.

Bulletin No. 2. ;

ExECUTIVE MANSION, WASHINGTON, Aug.
0, 6:39 p. m.—The Presideut has passed a
comfortable day. Through the day he has
taken the usual amount of nourishment by
the mouth, with stimulants, and enemata at
stated periods. His rise of temperature this
afternoon is a degree less than yesterday at the
same {ime and his pulse is less frequent than
at noon to-day. The parotid swelling has
been discharging more freely and is continu-
ing to diminish in size. Pulse 109, tempera-
ture 99. %, respiration 18.

Bulletin No. 3.

EXECUTIVE MANsION, WASHINGTON, Aug.
3)., midnight.—At this hour the physicians
report no notable change in the President’s
condition since 10 p. m. He is now resting

quietly.

Blaine to Lowell,

ExecuTive MANsioN, WASHINGTCN, Aug.
0, 10:30 p. m.—The following was sent by
Secretary Blaine: Loweli, Minister, London
—The President, if not rapidly advancing, is
at Jeast holding his own. The fever is less
than last night and the swollen gland steadily
improves. His pulse contioues rather
higher this morning. This evening from 110
to 114. Perhaps the best indication in this
case is that he himself feels better and his
mind being now perfectly clear he readity com-
pares one day’s progress with another.

1y since midnight, sleeping most of the time.
At this hour his pulse is slower thanat 1 p.
m. and he i3 asleep.

Quiet and Uncventful.

WasHINGTON, Aug.30.—The day at the
Executive mansion has been extremely quict
and uneventful, the news from the sick room
being very gratifying to all inquirers. Shortly
after the midday bulletin was issued a ripple
of excitement became noticeable, ewing to the
rice of the patient’s pulse to 116. The rise,
the attending physicians said, was due
to a slight incision of the gland by Dr. Bliss
this morning. They think that during the
extremely enfeebled condition of the patient
no importance can be attached to the slight
fluctuations of pulse. The President continues
to take his usual nourishment, and during
the day in addition to koumiss, milk porridge
and beef tea, which bhe took freely, He ate
a piece of milk toast with a relish. The beel
tea which he is now taking is prepared by
Mrs. Garfield, from raw beef, chopped fine, to
which is added a quantity of water and a few
drops of muriatic acid. In conversation Dr.
Boynton said the glandular trouble was ap-
parently much beter, and there was a large
discharge from it this morning; that there
wss not much change in the condition of the
wound, and that granulation had been re-
newed, but not to any great extent. He con-
sidered his general condition fully s good as
yesterday.

Holding His Own.

WaAsHINGTON, Aug. 50.—The President’s
condition to-night, as compared with last
night, 1s practically unchanged. If there is
auny change it bas been for the better, but the
change is not sufficiently great to say the im-
provement, 1f any, is marked. The whole mat-
ter would perhaps be betterexplained by saying
that he is holding his own. In view of the
fact that he is not expected to gain strength
for some days, the mere matler of holding his
own is, all other circumstances being taken
into oconsideration, and evidence that
relatively he has improved since veslerday.
The discharge of matter from the gland has
caused relief. His pulse and temperature,
when last taken to-night, about 10:30, is about
the same as last night. There has been dur-
ing the day a slight flacluation in pulse, but
it was caused by a new opening whick was
made in another cell of the gland and
the disturbance of the patient connected there-
with hindered by the squeezing necessary to
exude the matter from the other openings.

THE SHIFTING OF THE BALL
noted last night slightly downward, has not
been noticed to-day. The ball apparcently re-
tains the position to which it had dropped
when the change of its locality was first no-
ted. It is thought by many the change of
piace of lodging of the ball was the cause of
the present strong rally of the President. It
isnot among the impossibilities the ball may
work itself into the abdominal cavity and pass
off through the rectum. All have been more
hopeful about the White house and city to-
day and hope in a strong form again prevails.
ANIMAL MAGNETISM.

Capt. Blanchard, of Brooklyn, has been in
the city making an offer to cure the President,
He has been a sea captain. His method of
cure is by animal magnetism. He is a large
man and says that he had cured many cases
simply by handling the body and imparting to
it an animal magnetism. He only wanted to
sce the President an hour a day and promised
after a week or ten days operalion
to put him out of danger. There have been a
number of offers of a4 somewhat similar char-
acter made and all of them rejected, with
thanks.

THE SWOLLEN GLAND.

The President complained some this after-
noon of the sensitiveness of the swollen side
of his face. That the swelling is diminishing
is evident. The incisions made in
the face are washed out with
permangarese of potash. The connection
between the two incisiens heretofore noted is
mace by means of a probe under the flesh. Of
course a flow of permanganese of potash
through it clears the connected cavities. Dr,
Boynton added that while there has been nat-
urally a gain of strength, there may have been
aslight 1mprovement. Dr. Boynton said no
change is expected at once. All we can ex-
peet is that he holds his own for a few days.
If he makes even a slight improvement it will
be perfectly satisfactory. He said he had net
noticed any indications of another ecrisis, and
the interview concluded by the doctor remark-
ing the prospects for final recovery are very
fair, but in a case of this kind no onec can say
positively he will recover. Therefore he
could not make a definite prediction. on that
point, *

He has lec-
tured publlcly in a Christian chureh .withm
two years on the evidences of Christian re-
ligion, and has for years been a devout and
constant worshiper and communicant, taking
into estimate all the temptations attendant on
such a career, the general looseness of Wash-
ington and political life especially.

Lute this evening Dr. Boynton said were it
not for the advent of septicema in the Presi-
dent’s system he would row be convalescent.
The stomach trouble of two weeks ago,
the glandular compheation, the stupor and de-
lirium, the rapid pulse, loss of strength, ete.,
were all due to this cause. The wonderful
vitality of the President enabled him to over-
come all dangers and complications attending
the wound prior to the occurrence of blood
poisoning. In his case geptica'had undermined
the very foundations of life, Drgducing
a condifion much resembling typhoid fever,
attended  with stupor, delerium and
great prostration. The process of digestion
and assimilation had been pretty much arrest-
ed; that although he partook of a suflicient
amount of food he became greatly emaciated

and exhausted. The blood, besides
being vitiated by the absorption of
septic matter, became more and more

depraved on account of the inability of the
system to assimilate and transform it into
blood. He’s been laboring under this blood
poisoning some time, and during the past
week it became evident, unless a favorable
change occurred, - his vital powers
would give way. The  problem
was now to sustain his strength until

NATURE COULD ELIMINATE THE*POISOYN.

If the bload poison continues to be elimi-
nated,and no more septic matters be absorbed,
he will elowly tut surely regain his strength.
In his present condition it is not
impossible there may be a further absorption
of septic matter bringing with it serious com-
plications, but it is confidently hoped such
will not be the case. No irreparable mischief
has occurred to any vital organs and recovery
is more than probable,

Another Crank.

NEW YORE, Aug. 30.—The Post’s Washing-
ton special says the police have just arrested
another crank at the White house gate.

BICTING PISOE

ON A RAILWAY TRA4IN NEAR AL-

BANY, N. Y.

An Attempt to Arrest Two Criminals
Leads to a General Fasilade of Fire Arms
— Both the Criminals and Two Ofiicers
Severely Wounded—A Young German of
Milwaukee Kills His Father-in-Law, and
Mortally Wounds His Mother-in-Law—
Further Reports of Disasters by the
Southern Coast Storm—A Number of
Vessels Wrecked—More Than a Hundred
Lives Known to be Lost, Mostly Ne‘ms,
Swept From Off Plantations—Crime and
Casunalty Record.

EXCITING EPISODE.

ALBANY, Aug. 30.—The train from the
north on the Deleware & Hudson Canaf com-
pany’s railway, which reaches this city at 9:35
a. m., was the scene lo-day of a most exciting
affair. When the train reached. Comstock’s,
two men, supposed to be members of the
Frawley and Magic gang, entered a
car as passengers. The chief of po-
lice of Albany and Sheriff Post, of Sara-
toga county were telegraphed, and when
the train reached Mechanicsville Post and as-
sistant boarded the train, walked up to one
man and plucked the tieket out of his hat to
see whether it read Albany or not. The man
immediately drew a revolver and fired, in-
flicting an ugly wound in the neck of Post,
who quickly returned the fire hitting him in
the forechead. The second fellow fled and
Post’s victim undertook to follow, but

fell off the car from loss of blood.
Post pounced on him and beat him
until hauled off by train hands. Number two

while running off was shot in the neck bya
farmer. Both were then secured and taken to
Ballston jail. The names given by the crim-
inals are Lewis Proctor, and John Murray. In
the firing that follow?d the first exchange of
shots, a depuly sheriff was wounded in the
breast, and a civilan named J. K, Farman was
shot in the shoulder, but not dangerously
injured, Proctor’s wound is in the back of the
neck. One of the prisoners said to a_reporter
if his paper said anything he would like him
to publish the fact that Proctor and his friend
were arrezted in New York State. Proctor is
about 26 years of age, five feet six, and rather
slim. The friend is between 30 and 35, and
six feet tall. The fellows are said to have
cnm(;niltrd several robberies in the neighbor-
hood.
FURTHER STORM DISASTERS.

SAVANNAN, Aug. 30.—Every arrival contin-
ues to bring fresh accounts of disasters by
storm. The Juniata, from New York, ar-
rived to-day. S8he brought the crew of the
schooner Panuch M. Bellis, bound from

Jacksounvile to New York, with
lumber, which she took off. On
the 28th. Capt. Sollis was lost overboard.

Jas. G. Harris, mate of the schooner Mary G.
Fisher, from Philadelphia for Wilmington, N.
C., laden with coal, was picked up at sea on
the 29th by the steamship Santiago, and
brought to this  port. He was
on 2 piece of the cabin of the schooner,
naked and delirious,when found. The schooner
foundered, the 24th, off Frying Shoals, and all
hands were lost except Hamris, It is esti;
mated over 100 lives were lost in this vicinity
by the gale. Between twenty and thirty in-
quests have already been held. With the ex-
ception of seven, all were negroes washed off
plantations.

The steamship Marabah Anducher is re-
ported ashore on Sapelo. The pilot boat Belle
picked up, sixteen miles southeast, a raft with
the captain and six men of the barge Bruns-
wick, from Pascagoula for Boston, which
foundered Saturday. Four men were lost
from the raft.

KILLED HIS FATHER-IN-LAW.

MILWAUKEE, Aug. 30.—At about 10 o’clock
to-night a young man named Herman Hilden,a
German,shot and instantly killed his father-in-
Jaw, Paul Krimmer, and mortally wounded
his mother-in-law, Mrs. Krimmer, at the resi-
dence of Krimmer, No. 569 Canton street.
Hilden wes at once arrested. Family
trouble is the cause aseigned. ZLater it was
learned that Hilden has been at work in 8t.
Louis, and arrived here last Saturday evidently
with the intention of murdering his mother
and father-in-law, for he did not go to'the
house until about ten minutes before he did
the shooting. Hilden tried to escape but was
caught.

POWDER MILL EXPLOSION.

New HAVEN, Aug. 30.—An explosion oc-
curred soon after 2 o’clock, in the loading
room of {he powder factory. The cause was
the explosion of the machine used in load-
ing cartridges with fulminate. One end of
a one story building was blown out, and both
side walls fell in, but fortunately but few peo-
ple were in that room. P.N. Warner was
badly burned by powder and cut in the hand,
and may not recover. Wm. Aress was badly
burned all over his entire bodﬁ y powder and
by his clothing taking fire. . Davidson and
daughier were both burned. The others in.
jured by powder were Chas. E. Allen, Ed.
Broderick, Daniel Katon and two young girls.

BURTED BY FALLING WALLS.

BALTIMORE, Aug. 30. —The wall of a build-
ing now being demolished at 56 Hanover
street, near Pratt, fell, burying several colored
laborers in the ruins. Henry Hawkins and J.
Jacksen were dead when reached.jThos. Bruce
died soon after being released, and others are
severely but not fatally injured.

CINCINNATI, Aug. 30.—Alfred Horgett,
train dispatcher on the Cincinnati, Hamilton
& Dayton railway, to-day was found dead in
his room, with a revolver ball in his head and
a revolver in his hand. His brother, to whom
he had written a letter, feared such an aet, and
had the shock of finding the dead . body.
