Yesterday a breeze set in. A reviving
effect was noticed on the President
instantly. The secretary says the doctors

told lnm that if this cool weather lasts and no
new complications arise the Peesident will be
out of danger in ten days. Everybody is
satisfied that the hot spell is over there, and
that pleasant weather will contlinue. The
surgeons say they apprehend no new compli-
cations in the President’s case; that they can-
not conceive of any new danger, and hence

feel most hopeful about him. The
President now has a good appetite
and relishes sohd  food. Kirkwood

says that had the hot weather lasted a few days
more it would have killed the President. In
regard to the report that the Presi®nt’s lungs
are affected and are suffering from blood poi-
sonint, the secretary says that he has had
several talks with the doctors onthe point,
and they assured him it was not true. They
had examined the lungs with great care and
that they are sound and are properly perform-
ing their functions. Everybody is hopeful,

'3 the secretary, and that the President him-
self is delighted with the change and believes
he is going to recover. The secretary says
further that the President maintains  the
ground he makes towards recovery by the sca
shore.

§1. Louis, Sept. 9.—A detective of the Express
company, who has been on the trail of the express
robbers for a lonz time, left here for the west this
n;ornlug.

county gave ths cowpany warning ten days ago that
there was going to be anotherrobbery attempted,
but neither the exact time nor place could be as-
certaloed, and therefore defioite steps or measures
could not be taken to preveni it. The detective be-
lisves the programme of the leaders of the gang
contemuplate aunother robbery befors they head for
iheir hiding place iu tha southwest. He also thinks
that Jesse James and two or three of the older
leaders were concerned in the robbery night before
last, and also tha one at Winston some weeks ago,
The remainder of the gang are made up of vicious
men and criminals who reside in the neighborhood
selected for the operation, who are ever ready to
oembark in any desperate undertaking if they have
the proper leaders.

THE ENGINEFR'S STATEMENT. >
A Kansas City special gives a description of thy

i3 by L. Foote, the engineer, a3 follows: Between
three and four miles east of Independence is a deep
cut, over which the Missouri Pacific track crosses
the Chlcago & Alton, and it was just iggfore entering
this part of the cut that I saw a pile of stones, prob-
abiy three feet high, on top of which wus a stick, to
which was attached a red rag.

Messenger Fox had hidden in
the woods by the roadstde,but they swore they would |
kill me if he wouldn’t come out, 80 I called for him |
and he entered the car with two of
the robbers, who forced kLim to open the
safe and pour its contents into asack. They were
disappointed at not getting more booty,and knocked
Fox down twice with the butt of a revolver, cutting
his head in a fearful manner. They tben marched
us to the coaches, where they kept us covered with
revolvers, while they robbed the passengers.
After the last car was gone through, they marched
us back to the engine, when the leader said: “Now
get back there. We will remove the stones. You
have been a bully boy, and here is a little present
for you,”” and he handed me two silver dollars

1 told them I would remove the obstructions, and
the entire gang skipped over ths embankment and
were out of sight ina twinkling. In going through
the passengers each one was made to hold up his
handws, and what was taken from them was put into
4 2-bushel sack, which was nearly full of watches,
money and other valnables, They didn’t take any-
thing from me.

Race Between Miss Cook and Miss Jew-
ett--A Grand Struggle Handsomely Won
by Miss Cook In the Eest Time Ever
Made--Monster Programme for To-Day
--Minnesota Stallion Trot, Two Running
Races, 20-Mile Equestrienne Race for
the Championship of the World, and
Sailing of the Monster Air-Ship.

Thursday morning the GLOBE announced
that with fair weather the exposition so dis-
astronzly commenced on account of the rain,
would end in a blaze of glory. Yesterday was
almost a perfect day, and the consequence was
that between thirty and thirty-five thousand
people flocked to the grounds to see the rich
programme of events offered for this enjoy-
ment—thé great amphitheatre, 120 feet over a
quarter of a milein length, being two-thirds

full, while the frack on each side
was linved with a dense throng of
spectators  for at  least  half its

length in the opposite direction of the amphi-
theatre. Two bands of music, one in the band

.stand, and the other about midway to the

amphitheatre, furnished music at intervals
daring the aiternoon.

The judges of the racing cvents were Col.
King, Capt. Bart Atkins and Col. Fupk, with
Col. Armstrong and B. 8. Lovejoy as timers,
and W. L. Mintzer as starter, all of whom per-
formed their duties most acceptably.

The programme was carried out without a
lutch, except as to the balloon ascensions of
Prof. Rulison and M’lle Carlotta, which was
prevented by the strong wind blowing.

Red Ribbon, Florenee Payne, Athelstane, Clan
Alpine and Cinderella, faced the slarter. Ath-
clstane had the inside with Cinderella on the
outside. The start was made from the three-
pole. The horses were
nervous and considerable time was consumed
i getting them in position. Finally the
word was given to a fair start. Red Ribbon
cut out the work from the starf, the grand
stand being passed with him in a lead of two
lengths, Dolly Vernon second, Florenca-*ayne
a couple of lengths back, Cinderella; Clan
Alpine and Athelstane on even terms still
another length back. Going to the first quar-
ter Clan Alpine, Cinderella and Athelstane
moved forward and passed Vernon in the
order named. Going to the half, Red Ribbon
began to tire and fall away, when Clan
Alpine look up the running, closely
passed by Cinderella and Athelstane with Ver-
non and Payne wellup. Red Ribbon pumped
and out of the race. Entering the home
stretch Cinderella made play for the lead,
which she captured about half way down,
Clan Alpine atthe same time by a fine burst
of speed capturing second position, from
Atheistane, in which order the wire was pass-
ed, a length separating them, Vernon, Payne
and Red Ribbon unplaced, and finishing in the
order named.

Twenty-Mile Equestrienne Match.

The next event was the twenty-mile
equestrienne  mateh between Miss Em-
ma Jewett, of Mimnesota, and Miss

Belle Cook (or Mrs. Paul) of California, for a

‘purse of $5,000. As the public had been led

to expect from the preparations of Col. King,
in the way of furnishing the best horses to be
secured from the principal siables of Ken-
tucky and other racing centers, and the severe
preparatory work of the lady riders them-
selves, the race proved one of - the most bril-
liant and exciting contests ever seen ¢ a race
course, and was especially enjoyable from the
fact that it was ridden from start to flnish
without the least misfortune to either of the
fair contestants, while not one unpleasant
scene occurred, the ladies and their
gentlemen attendants and assistants, all com-
porting themselves as ladies and gentlemen
should. There was, however, one unfortun-
ate incident connected with the race, the
death of the mare Emma Dickson, a fine bred
mare owned by Geo. B. Payne, of Lexington,
which occurred from heart affcetion, just at
the head of the amphitheater when finishing
a two mile run ridden by Miss Cook.

Each lady had four horses provided by the
association. They were selected by lot, and
it was the universal opinion of all who saw
the race that the horses were as nearly
equal as they could well be. In the
choice for positions in which to make
their changes, Miss Cook secuerd the paddock
by the judges’ stand, Miss Jewett having that
about half way between the start and the first
quarter.

But little delay occurred - in starting the
e, the horses being promptly brought upon
the ground, and both ladies putting in an ap-
pearance as soon as called. Miss Cook made
her appearance upon the course first, receiv-
ing hearty applause from the thousands of
spectators, to which she gracefully
responded. Scarcely had the noise of the

reeting to Miss Cook died away when Miss

ewett appeared, her presence also be-
ing most heartily greeted by the multi-
tude, the appearance being rather more gen-
eral and hearty than that accorded Miss Cook,
showing that the Minnesotian carried with
her the sympathy of the spectators.

Both ladies appeared ina plain black riding
habit, somewhat curtailed in length, and
black jockey cap, without any ornaments, the
only difference between the two being that
Miss Cook wore a veil folded wound tightly
around her cap just above vizier.

A short gallop side by sidein front of the
amphitheatre, and at 2:35 the lorses were
faced to the starting line, with Miss Cook on
the inside; the word ‘‘go’” was given, and the
anxious and mettlesome steeds rushed away,
followed by the plaudits of the vast multitnde.
Going to the turn Miss Jewett had gained a
sufficient lead to take the inside, which she
did. Going to the quarter Miss Jewett in-
creased her length to three lengths, which
relative positions were maintained for the full
mile, which was run in 2:50. Approaching
her chagging place Miss Cook signaled for
the transfer, but Miss Jewett continued around
for asecond mile. Miss Cook made
a quick change, butbefore she was in motion
Miss Jewett had secured a lead of about a six-
leenth of amile, whiclt was gradually redue-
ed by Miss Cook, untilat the end of a the sec-
ond mile she was only a coupleof lengths
be ck. This time Miss Cook made no change,
and while Miss Jewett was making the- trans-
fer, she took the lead and had opened upa gap
of nearly an eighth of a mile before Miss Jew-
ett was fairly in motion. Once straightened
away MissJewetl began to draw up a little,
but not enough but what Miss Cook was able
to make her change at the end of the third
mile and start the fourth . with
a shight lead. Again Miss Jewett passed her
station without a change of horses, and thanks
fo the speed and endurance of her horse was
able to maintain her position against the
fresh horse of Miss Cook. At the end of the
fourth mile, however, Miss Cook continued
right along, and while Miss .Jewelt was
changing to a fresh horse secured a lead of

fylly an eighth of a mile. Miss Cook’s ad-
vantage was of short duration, however, for
her horse was hardly equal to two miles,
Miss Jewelt with her fresh stud shortly re-
ducing the lead, until nearing the finish of
the fifth mile the two were on nearly equal

terms, a situation that was enthusiastically
applauded by the crowd. 2

. Miss Cook lost some time here by her
horse running by her - altendants, so that
Miss Jewett made her change and 7ot away
with some twelve lengths the best of it,which
Miss Cook reduced at the flnish of the sixth
mile to about four lengths. Both ladies
changed at their slations, but Miss Cook
was away decidedly the quickest, and led
twelve lengths at the quarter. Again both
changed, and again Miss Cook was the quick-
est, securing a lead of nearly a quarter of a
mile before the mile was finished, when both
chang:’d,-!ewett this time beingiequally prompt
with Miss Cook, the latter advantage being
held to the finish. Again both changed, Miss
Jewett losing a little in the transfer, givin
Miss Cook a lead of an eighth of a mile. Star
ing on the ninth mile Miss Cook changed to a
fresh horse,Miss Jewett continuing on around,
but in doing so over estimated her horse,Miss
Cook 'increasing her lead to nearly or quite a
quarter of a mile, Inchanging this time Miss
Cook was considesably slower than usual
while, Miss Jewett was unusually quick, so
that when the two were squared away on the

tengliinile the former lead had been reduced
to~ ut an «ighth of a mile, which
le was further reduced as the
m progressed, and  Miss  Cook
stopping to change, Miss Jewett took the
lead,#he audience manifesting the gratifica-

tion by cheering, clapping of hands and wav-.
ing of handkerchlefs.

Without a stop Miss Jewett continued
along for a second mile, and though Miss
Jook made a surprisingly quick change, she
gained a lead of twelve langths. With her
fresh horse, however, Miss Cook gradually
drew up on Miss Jewelt, and at tire finish of
the mile was only some four lengths bebhind,
and not stopping for a change she passed Miss
Jewgett while she was changing, securing a
lead  of nearly an eightly of
a mile before the latler was under way,
a lead that was maintained to the finish.
While Miss Cook was changing Miss Jewett
came upand again passed to the front, and
continuing right along without a change se-
curéd alead ofeight or ten lengths at the
quarter. Jewett’s horse provedunequal to
the extra distance so that Miss Cook rapidly
overhauled her, getting on even terms with
her4ust after passing the half, and taking the
lead on the back streteh, whieh was increased
to five lengths at the finish. Miss
Cook  made no change and  be-
fore Miss Jewett had made the transfer
had secured a lead of a quarter of amile. Go-
ing along to the half it was evident to the
closa observer that Miss Cook’s horse wuas

giving out. Slowly hut steadily, notwith-
stanfling every effort of his rider, his speed
sl ed until he came to a dead stand still
abo@t twelve rods from the finish. As the

horge stopped Miss Cook quickly slipped from
le to the ground, and as she did, the
nma Dickson, fell over dead. Her at-
tendants noticing the disaster.ran forward
quickly with another horse, but before the

chagge could be made Miss Jewett
had i secured a lead of some
tweWe lengths, which she sought to

maiatain by continning along for two miles
without a change. In this, she erred, how-
ever, as her horse was unequal to the extra
exertion, and by the time the half was reached
Miss Cook had gotten on even terms with
her, and at the finish had secured a_lead of
five lengths. Bothladies changed,Miss Cook
beigg much the guickest and securing a lead
of one-fifth of a mile before Miss Jewett got
off. Going the mile Miss Jewett gained a
trifile, but stopping to change while
Miss Cook kept right along for her second
mile, she found herself when under way again
nearly half a mile in the rear, a distance that
she couid not materially reduce during the
mil?. Making a quick change Miss Cook
started out for a last mile fully a quarter of a
mile inthe lead. Passing the grand stand it
wa:-noticed that Miss fewett’s horse was la-
boring badly, and it was only by great exer-
tion she could keep him moving to her
chuaging station. All this time Miss Cook
wa? increasing her lead, and Miss Jewett be-
ing so long making her change, it
began to be feared that Miss Jewelt, seeing
that defeat was inevitable, had decided nof
to ride the Jast mile. But this thonght did
injustice to the plucky Minnesotian, for just
after Miss Cook had passed the thrae-quarters
she came out and took up the race, Miss Cook
contifuedut full speed, passed under the wire
winner, in the lead of Miss Jewett by about
three-qtarters of a mile in the remarkably fast
time 47} minutes, including changes—the
fastest time ever made in such a race by eques-
triennes. Miss Jewett’s time was 484 minutes,
the time of Miss Cook last year, the time of
miking changes not included. The fastest
mile was made in 1:57, and the slowest in 2:19.

The winner was greeted with tumulluous
applause, which was repeated again and again
as she rode back to the judges’ stand. Miss
Jewett was also enthusiastically cheered as
st® estand to her changing position,
when she immediately entered a carriage and
was driven away to her residence.

Coming back to the stand Miss Cook was
assisted from her horse by her husband, who
showed his gratification at her splemdid vic-
tory by warmly embracing her and imprint-
ing a kiss on her mouth, a proceeding that
was immediately followed by a lady friend in
attendance upon her, the brief osculatory
scene provoking a perfect storm of applause.

After a briefrest in the ladies waiting room

Miss Cook was escorted by Col. King to the
jndges stand, and introduced.to the audience,
which he followed by presenting her, on be-
half of the ladies of Minneapolis, a beautiful
white satin, gold embroidered belt—a perfect
beauty—as a testimonial of her’victory.
The result of the race was no surprise to
anyone at all acquainted with the two con-
testants. Miss Cook is a most, accamplished
horsewoman. She is assisted by her husband
and others experienced in such races, and her
changes are quickly and safely made, and once
in the saddle, she sits her horse easily and
maintains a steady control over his movements
greatly assisting him in his running. Then,
too, she is several pounds lighter than Miss
Jewett, a fact that counts counsiderable in such
arace. Miss Jewett rode a very plucky race,
but she lost time in her changes, and failed,
at times, to control her horse., In fact, for a
portion of the time, about the middle of the
race, she seemed to have lost control
of herself, sit her horse heavily and
allowed him to go about as he pleased,
swerving from side to side of the track. How-
ever, as said above, she rode a plucky race,
and her performance isone of which she can
well feel proud.

The Four-Mile Race.

In his original programme Col. King pros
vided for a 4-mile heat running race for a purse
of $10,000. The race, Col. King rightly
thought, would be looked upon as the crown-
ing attraction of his great aggregation of
commanding events. The rich purse attract-
ed some of the best horses in the country, but
unfortunately the rain came, deluging the
grounds for three days of the week, first com-
- pelling a postponement, and finzlly a revision
of the programme. In the revision the four-
mile race was scaled down to a four-mile dash,
with a corresponding scaling down of the
price. Owing to this latter scalling several
of the horses named for the beat race and $10,-
000, declared out for the dash.

The race was called immediately after the
conclusion of the twenty-mile equestrienne
contest, four horses answering to the sum-
mons, viz: F. D. Stone’s b. m. Adele; F. P.
Porter’s ch. ¢. Victor, and V. Halla’s b. g.
Jack of Trumps. The horses answered prompt-
ly to thecall, and, after a short, preparatory
gallop, and rub out, faced the starter. At
the first effort they got the word “‘go.”
Liatunah at once jumping into the lead, close-
ly foliowed by Jack of Trumps, Victor D.
next and Adele last. From the start Liat-
unah let offat a driving pace, in which Jack
of Trumps followed, the two going the first
mile on nearly even terms in 1:53%; Adele on
a pull six lengths in the rear, and Vietor D.
twelve lengths further back, and laboring
badly. In the second mile there was no
change of tactics, the two leaders being given
their head, Adele firmly restrained, and Victor
D. droppinF still further to the rear and quit-
ting just after the second mile was passed.
Entering the third mile Liatunah had
a lead ok two lengthg of Jack of Trumps,
who was some twelv€lengihs ahead of Adele
still ruuning under a strong pull. Around the
turn into the half the leaders thundered with
no change in their relative positions until
nearing the half, when Jack of Trumps was
noticed tfostumble, and almost immediately
came to a standstill, the word quickly going
through the crowd, “‘Trumps has broken
down.” Seeing the misfortune to Trumps,
Adele was cut loose a little, and Victor D.,
who was being walked back to the stand was
turned about and started around the course
again with the objest of securing third money-
In the meantime Adele had been slowly creep-
ingup on Liatuuah, who entered upon the

fourth mile only about six lengths in
the  lead. aving the start the
jockey of Adele was ordered

to cut her loose, and then began a desperate
struggle. Slowly but eurely Adele began to
draw up on Liatunah, until at the half they
wereon even terms. Buat the run was not all
out of Liatunah, and down the back into the
home s ‘h the two were head and head.
Coming into the home both jockeys

plied catgut and steel liberaily, both horses re-
sponding gallantly, first one and then the oth-
er getting a slight advantage. In this manner
they ran until within some twenty feet of the
wire, when Adele forged ahead and passed un-
der the wire a length in the lead, in the good
time, considering the track, of 7:42. Victor
D at this time had just entered
upﬁn his fourth mile which he completed in a
allop.

Tke break down of Jack of Trumps was
caused by his runninﬁ over a dog and break-
ing his tendon, which ends his racing career.

THE MAIN BUILDING.

Directly in the rear is the
incomparable minatuf® Minnehaha water fall, over
which a volume of water constantly thunders down
into the basin below. All around it is dra in
emerald, and on the whole forms one of ths most

In the rear of the falls is & fine exhibit ef shingle
machinery and jack screws. On the other side are
arranged stalls in which are displayed the mercan-
tile indastries of the West, comprising as a whole an
e;cellllent array which is sure to elicit the vleasure
of all, .

The buildings have been erected by and
at the expanse of the individual exhibitors,and really
form an at{raction complete in themselves. They
ara not han dsome in architectural design, andi are
tely painted, and are ged along that and
gfar that part of the ground occupied by the sta-
es.

The newly incorporated part of the fair grounds
is occupied by ths many large dining halls, in capac-
ity well calculated to feed the hungry thousands
To-day may be exsected the crowning effort of
Col. King. Ha ig exerting his utmost for its suc-
cess, and the people will all attend—and they will
not in the least suffer any disappointment.

1adies next day (Thursday), between 2 and 3 o’clock
in front of the house, and again at 7 in the evening
through the hotel window, and soon after saw thewm
go up Chapel street . Saw Blanche and two gentele-
men Friday talking on the sidewalk. Blanche went
toride with ome of them (Walter), going down
Chapel street. James went up street.

Witness was sharply questioned by the defense, .
the object being to show the had made different
statements to reporters. He completely broke down
and wept, saying her memory was de-
fective, having been affected by fever.

A FEARFUL TRAGEDY
