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ST. PAUL BOAT CLUB,

Performance at Washington Judged by

Eastern Sporting Papers.

Iv the anxiety consequent upon upon Presi-
dent Garfield's critical condition for weeks
prior tohis death, and the great sorrow which
fellupon all the people upon his demise, the
shadow of which stillsaddens all hearts, the

houorable part played by the St. Paul boat
dob (the Miunesotas), in the ninth annual
regatta of the National Association of Ama-
teur Oarsmen, at Washington, D. C, Sep-
tember S and i), has not received
that public recognition here at home,
demanded by the merits of the performance.
St. Paul has always been jealous of the repu-
tation of its boat club, and generous iv recog-
nition of its performances, a fact most enthu-
siastically shown upon its return from the re-
gatta at Devil's Lake, Wis., last year, and on
other occasions in the past, but most notably
upon its arrival home from the regatta this
year of the Amateur Mississippi Rowing asso-
ciation, held at Peoria, 111., where itwon a
gallant victory over some of tlie best amateur
clubs. Encouraged by this performance,
arrangements were perfected for the
clnb entering and taking part in
the amateur national regatta as above men-
tioned at Washington, where, as was well
know d,itwouldhave to meet the crack clubs
ofthe country. The result of the contest,

tho igh the Minuesotas finished second in their
race, four-oared shells, justifiedmost fully the
confidence felt iv the crew here at home,,it be-
ing withovt doubt the best performance of the
crew inquestion, ov of any crew since the or-
ganization of the crew.

Inthe heats for aplace for the fiual struggle
the Minncsotas met the Middlesex B. C,Cam-
bridgepotl, Mass., and Fairmount B. C,Phil-
adelphia. Describing the heat the New York
Clipper report says:

Tho Middlesex crew vrere first to show in the van,
and a.ou obtained a lead of over a length, the Falr-
iuouq'Bbeing next; but tke Miuuesotians' powerful
stroke of forty to the minute, jmlled with great
steadiness, finally told tho tale, and after (hey once
secured the lead they did nut relinquish it. 'lhe
Mlniiesotas' time was Hm.ilis.Mlddleisex H vi.52 b.,
and Fairmount 9 m.7s.

Intbe tinU heat the Minnesotaa met the
famous llilisdales, ofMichigan, victors in the
regatta for two successive years preceding,
aud the Elizabeth club of Portsmouth, Va.
The Clipper describes the heat as follows:

Ou the strengih of their highly creditable pre-
vious performance the Hillsdale ere* were hot la-
voiites. with the Virginians for secoLd choice. The
issue proved, however, that while the public were
not amiss in their estimate of the Wolverines, they
underrated the lot from Minnesota. The lirst few
strokes placed the stem of the Hillsdale shell in
lrout, their sweeps being worked at the rate of over
Ufty to the minute as a starter, while the Minnesotas
pulled two lets than the Elizabeths, and about ten
below the favorites. The Virginians, good crew
though they had i«reviously shown themselves un-
questionably to l>e, were unable to livethe pace, and,
ta'liag to the rear rapidly, found their chances for
even a plica utterlygone when a half mile had baen
rowed. Atthis point the favorites were headed a
trifleby the vigorously pullingmen of St. Paul, who
had named a little througd the indirect steering of
their opponents. Toe advantage was but momentary
however, aud during the next half mile the two
Western crews rem Uned as nearly as passible on
even tc mt>, the Hillsdaies continuing torow coneid-
eiably the fastor stroke of the two. After passing
the mile mark the tremendous ftralu appt-an dto be
telliug upon the Muuesota four, and directly the
champions had gained a half-leLgih lead; but the
former pluckilycame again, and the u'reat ell'ort put
far h placed them nearly level within a quarter of a
mile cf home, and forsome distance there was no
change. Inthe finalstruggle, however, both crews
teing vow pretty tired and the ."hells keeping auy
thing but a ritraight course, the HilUda!e3 put in tha
most efftctive work,lasting longest, aud won amag-
nificent race by over three lengths, and once more
o- vericg themsehes with boating glory. The splen-
didstruggle made by tbe Minnesota crew wag tome-
what of c. surprise, and they richly deserved the ap-
plause lavished upon them. Time: Hilsdule 8 in.

Inits report The Spirit qJ' the Times said
ofthe Minnesotas In the trial for a place:
"Middlesex went away at 52 strokes per min-
ute, and soon had a good lead. Fairmont
were always last. Minnesota ran
alone the west shore, knocking over
two boundary Hags, and rowing as if they
knew they could win the heat easily. Athalf
distance they crossed the river into the smooth
water under* the lee of tbe eastern shore,
caught and passed Middlesex without trouble
and went oneasy winners."

Of the first heat the Spirit said: "Eliza-
beth's sick man, Riley, was not much better,
and the crew had little hope of victory, but
no one expected to see them fall behind so
rapidly, for they were left at once, and were
practically out ofthe race from the first stroke.
Some one was not ready in the Hillsdale boat,
and they made abungling start, which gave
Minnesota half a length. Hillsdale rowed fifty-
four strokes per minute, Minnesota forty-two.
Aneighth ofa mile was passed.and still Minne-
sota held that half length, and the quarter mile
showed the same position. Here Hilisdale
raised their strake to58, but Minnesota, stick-
ing to their original 42, not only held their
opponents, but at the % flaghad added several
feel to their half length. At the half mile
Hag, HillscUie still rowing 54, had reduced the
lead to 15 feet, and, at the % Hag to 10 feet.
Between here and the mile (lag Hillsdale
rowed 52, and Minnesota 40, aud, as they pas-
sed the mile post, the boats were exactly
even, and the race nearly over. Minnesota had
exhausted themselves, and Hillsdale went on
easy winners, dropping their stroke to 4fi,
und finally41. Minnesota persevered gamely,
but fellback rapidly on the last quarter-mile,
and finished fully five lengths behind."

Commenting upon the different stroke of
these two leading crews, the Spirit says:
"The final heat of the four-oared race afford-
ed an interesting study to those who profess
to know all about style, and forms and stroke,
:iiid rig,and other details of rowing. The
Hillsdale crew, champions for three success-
years, and averaging 154 pounds weight, are
universally admitted to be the fastest amateur
crew ever known in America, and pull ha-
bitually from 50 to GO strokes per minute
Minnesota are a young four in their first year
as a crew, and rowed as Junior in the Mississ-
ippi Valley Amateur Rowing Association re-
gatta last June. Their average weight is
140 % pounds, and they puliusually 30 and 40
strokes ]>er minute. In this race, rowing
40 and 42 strokes per minute, they led
Hillsdale for a mile, and the
champions, rowing 54, 50, and even 58 strokes
per minute, could not get away from them
until beyond the mile post. Hillsdale won
this race by strength and endurance more than
Bpeed, and as a straight mile race is a fair test
of speed, it is a pertinent question whether
Minnesota is not as fast a crew as Hillsdale.
It is also fair to ask if a crew rowing 40
ttrokes per minute can for a fullmile keep up
with a crew rowing 56. What is the use of
rowing !">(} when 40 seems equally effective?
Many old oarsmen remarked that Hillsdnle
went faster at 40 than at 50,and the champions
would do well to thoroughly test this matter
during their next period of training."

The above gives the record of our boat club
in the Washington regatta. Itis one of which
the crew, every member of the club, their
special friends and patrons, and every citizen
of St. Paul can well be proud.

I THE FATAL WOUI.
A Diagram Showing the Actual Track of the Bullet and

the Mistake ot the Doctors in Iheir
Probing the Bus Cavity,

The following sectional diagram of the j
back of the human frame gives a clear idea ofI
the wound which caused President Garfleld's
death:

The dashed line lrom A to B shows the
course of the ball. Itentered the body at A
on the eleventh rib, which it fractured, and
then glanced to the left, passed through the
first lumbar vertebra of the spinal column,
and lodged just below the pancreas at B,
about two inches and ahalf to the left of the
spine, aud behind the peritoneum, where it
had become completely encysted. A little
more than half-way between the spine and the
resting place of the bullet lies the mesenteric
artery, which was ruptured by the eating
away of surrounding tissue, causing the flow
of nearly a pintof blood into the abdominal
cavity. Tins was the immediate cause ofdeath.
The unbroken line A D indicates the sup-

The VJJtcial Autopvy.

With the above engraving before the reader, I
the followingofficial report of the autopsy I
willbo re-read with; interest:
Itwas found that the ball, after fracturing

the right eleventh rib,has passed trough the
spinal colum in frontof the spinal canal, frac-
turing the body of the grst lumbar vertebrae,
drivinga number of small fragments of bone
into adjacent parts, and lodged just below the
pancreas, about two inches and a half to the
left of the spine and beyond the peritoneum,
where ithad become completely encysted. The
immediate cause of death was secondary hem-
orrhage from one of the mesentric arteries ad-
joining the track of the ball, the blood rup-
turing the peritohium and nearly a pint
escaping in the abdominal cavity. This hem-
orrhage is believed to be the cause of the se-
vere pain complained of in the lower breast
just before death. An abcess six inches by
four in dimensions was found in the vicinity
of the gall bladder, between the liver and the
transverse collar, which were strangely inter-
adherent. Itdid not involve the substance of
the liver, and no communication was found

Two Sisters.
In 184G two sisters finished their

course ofstudy in a western school. The
youngest, whom we shall here call_Sarah,
regarded herself as an altogether excep-
tional woman, and had brought her
school-fellows to think the same. The
truth was, she had an active brain, a re-
tentive memory, an indomitable will,and
great ambition. She declared the ordi-
nary lifeof woman afforded no scope for
her powers.

She pursued her studies on leaving
school, totally negleted all social and do-
mestic duties, went through a medical
course, and was finally admitted to prac-
tice in an Eastern city. At that time
such a career involved hard fighting on
her part against the press, public opin-
ion, the medical faculty, the very teaoh-
ers who instructed her. She was quite
ready to fight. Her tongue was sharp,
her pen facile, her witbitter and coarse.

Such a contest would be justified ifher
motive had been a high one, as itis with
many women who leave the beaten track.
Butin her case, she was urged on neith-
er by a desire to help suffering humanity,
to elevate her sex, nor even to develop a
defined talent in herself. She simply
coveted notoriety.

When she had gained her profession,
she was in a position to become a real
helper in the world, an active, beneficent
power. Butshe settled downinto ahard,
sarcastic, selfish woman, no better a
doctor than the hundreds of young M.
D.'s about her, and with a narrower in-
fluence than most of the wives and moth-
ers of whom she always spoke withpity-
ing contempt. She died a year ago,
"tired out," as she said, "withliving,"
and withbut one or two friends to follow
her to the grave.

Her eldest sister was a dullgirl,cared
little for books, had no ambition, and no
especial talent. (Sarah used secretly to
wonder why the world was filled with
such commonplace nonentities, to lead
"lives of nothing, nothing worth.") But
she had an affectionate heart, piety, com-
mon sense, fine tact, and above all, abso-
lute unselfishness.

She married and became the mother of
half a dozen children. They are men and
women now. with families of their own.
They are artists, authors, merchants,
ministers of the gospel, each lifean act-
ive current of strength and good in the
world.

"Whatever any of us have done," said
her husband once, "or may do that is
right orhelpful, comes at first from moth-
er here in her chimney corner."

Young people starting out inthe world
should remember that itis not the talents
of a man nor his profession, but his mo-
tive inliving,which inthe end makes his
life great or noble, or a miserable failure.

ASignificant Article.
The following extract from Tuesday

evening's New York Commercial, always
an unflinching "stalwart" or Conkling
organ (and not infrequently supposed tc
draw its inspiration from Mr. Arthui
himself), possesses a significance which is
not tobe^miataken:

"Gen. 'Garfield's administration was
that which was indorsed by the great
majority of the American people. They

desire no change; they wish his views and
his policies to be carred out, though he
is no longer here to direct them inperson.
Such loving regard and such faith were
never shown betore. That itis Gen. Ar-
thur's desire to carry out the wishes of the
people we have not the slightest doubt.
Nowhere else can Gen. Arthur look for
this advice, and lean so reliantly upon
that given him, as on Gen. Garfield's cab-
inet. The gentlemen who composed it
were selected by the master mind, and the
harmony with which they have worked,
and the results they have accomplished,
show how wise, how discerning was the
mind that chose them. If they should
be invited to remain in their present po-
sitions it would be looked upon as an
earnest of the determination of the new
president to continue the good work that
has been begun."

Inanother editorial yesterday the Com-
mercial Advertiser says: "The federal offi-
cers, from the collector of the port down
to the night watchman, may rest their
souls in peace. There willbe no remov-
als for politicalreasons, and no Hayes
civilservice humbugging policy will be
carried on inthe custom house.

Qulteau as a Glutton.

Guiteau has increased considerably in
weight, at least ten pounds, during his
incarceration. Within the past few days
[since the death of the president) he has
eaten ravenously. Whether this is the
result of fear or not is not known, but
certain it is he now eats fully 50 per
cent more than the average prisoner. He
is still on sick diet, and with his
bread and milk devours an im-
mense amount of meat. For several
weeks after his confinement he seemed to
have but little care on his mind other
than to make himself a great hero, but
he is now anything else than a hero, even
in his own estimation, having since the
death of the president become so fright-
ened that the least noise fills him with
alarm. After filling his stomarch, his
next great care is to keep his carcass
whole.. Since Sergeant Mason shot at the
prisoner, the soldiers on guard in the
building never see him, and some
of the regular guards only occasion-
ally. Yesterday afternoon he wrote
one or two letters and retired
at his usual hour. This morning he took
a prodigious meal, even larger than usual,
and wouldhave eaten more ifithad been
given him. After this he [was allowed
half an.hours exercise, and [made good
use of his time. He then lay down, evi-
dently in some pain from overloading his
stomach. Lying on his couch, he was
seen by some of the guards, and as they
approached he fairly trembled. It was
noticed that when he was up he fairly
trembled or panted, and was evidently
under the impression that there was a
crowd coining.

WAS ITMURDER?

James Fewer Found Dead in an Exca-
vation Yesterday Morning

—
The Whole

Tragedy Wrapped inMystery—lost Mor-
tem Examination.
Early yesterday morning the body of a man

which was subsequently recognized to be that
of James Fewer, was found inthe excavation
in front of the new building at the corner of
First avenue south and Third street.

Wild rumors were soon afloat about muidei ,
robbery, etc. The excited people rushed to
the fatal spot. Everybody knew all about it.
Yet, strange to say, everybody's opinion varied
materially from those ofhis neighbors.

The remains were carefully taken to Pren-
dergast's undertaking rooms, where an au-
topsy, under the supervision of Dr.Fairbairn,
the county coroner, was held. The man had
an ugly gash, extending through his mus-
tache to his chin and cheek. There was a
slight contusion over his eye, otherwise no
wounds or bruises were disclosed
by the post mortem examination, and none
of these could, of themselves, occasion his
death. Hence the conclusion that he came to
his death by fallinginto the pitwithhis head
downward, and, it having been proven by
parties who were with him the previous
night that he had been under the influence of
liquor, strangulation resulted. In fact, the
position in which the remains were found
also go to confirm the belief.

Yet there are many who refuse to accept
this disposition ©f the fatality. Parties, his
chums, who had been with him, aver
that he had had trouble and
that he had been threatened by
a man who carried a dangerous looking cudg-
el. Others, who were early at the scene, testi-
ly to the fact that blood had been found upon
the sidewalk on the opposite side of the street.
And then another friend comes forward and
says he had been withhimin a restaurant on
Firstavenue south, opposite the excavation
where he was found dead, at about midnight;
that Fewer had a little difficulty witha man
in the restaurant; that after a while he went
out, saying, ''Wait for me; Iwillbe back in
a minute." He waited half an hour,
and Fewer did not return. He
then went home. He said Fewer had
been drinking immoderately. Another party
states that Fewer had just sold his team, and
had considerable money upon his person.
But when the body was found, something less
than $10 was found upon his person.

The police force willnot leave a stone un-
turned nntil the mystery is cleared, or until
itis decided that Fewer came to his death by
accident.

Can Blaine ßemain?

[Philadelphia Times.]
Itis hastily assumed by some of the

party organs, notably by the Press, that
Secretary Blame willremain in the cabi-
net of President Arthur.

The fact that the new president did
not accept the resignation of the cabi-
net on Thursday, in the midst of the fu-
neral ceremouies of the late president, is
no indication whatever of the continu-
ance of the Garfleld constitutional ad-
visers. Common courtesy required the
entire cabinet to tender their resigna-
iions, and decency required that the vice
president should refuse to accept them
at that time. In every case of the ac-
cession of a vice president to the presi-
dency, the cabinet resigned and were in-
structed to resume their duties.

The assumption that Secretary Blame
may remain in the Arthur cabinet has
not a single probability inhis favor. The
Chester H. Arthur, whois nowpresident,
is the same Chester A. Arthur who left
the vice president's chair to lobby the
Albany legislature inthe election ofsena-
tors, and to make an exhaustive struggle
to rebuke the Garfleld J administration,
and especially Secretary Blame, for re-
fusing to obey the dictates of the leaders
of the spoils system. Is the same
President Arthur likely now
to make the same Mr. Blame his
chief cabinet adviser and the leading
spirit of his administration? And would
Mr.Blame be likelyto find itat all con-
genial to remain in the cabinet and wit-
ness men rewarded, through his own de-
partment, for their hostility to himself ?

The two men whose relations are clos-
est toPresident Arthur, and whose coun-
sel willbe most heeded in the new ad-
ministration, are Gen. Grant and Roscoe
Conkling, neither of whom speak to
Blame or extend the commonest
courtesies to him. Blame is judicious and
generous, and may forgive- and forget,
but Grant and Conkling never do so, es-
pecially when they can find a much more
agreeable and profitable secretary ofstate
by not forgiving or forgetting. Is it
likely that President Arthur would re-
tain as secretary of state one whose office
could not be entered by Grant and Conk-

ling, or one whom theycould not meet at
the White house or on state occasions
without embarrassment?

The retention of the Garfleld Cabinet
is a pleasing sentiment to paragraph just
now, but itis best to face common sense
and the truth, and they seem to make the
continuance of Blame in the Arthur
Cabinet an absolute impossibility.
