DRAGS ITSELF PAST.

The Defendant As Usual Monopolizes the
Time — He Makes Another Senseless
“Statement” — The Judge Threatens to
Gag Him—A Number of Witnesses Ex-
amined—An Iosight into the History of
the Guitean Famt!ly, Ete.

WASOINGTON, Nov. 25.—The criminal court
was crowded in every part this morning,
mostly with ladies, for the most part repre-
senting the fashionable circles of Washington
society. Immediately upon the opening of
eourt Scoville stated that Guiteau desired to
make a statement.

GUITEAU'S STATEMENT.

No objection being made Guiteau read from
manuscript substantially as follows:

] propose to have all the facts bearing on
this case to go to the court and jury, and to
do this I have been forced to interrupt coun-
sel and witnesses who were mistaken as to
supposed facts. I meant no discourtesy to
them or any one. Any fact in my career bear-
ing on the question as to who fired that
shot—the Deity—or myself—is of vital

importance in this case, and I propose that it
shall go to the jury. Hence my personal, po-
litical and theological record may be de-
veloped. Iam glad that your honor and the op-
posing counsel are disposed to give a histori-
cal review of my life and ask the press and the
public to do likewise. All I want is absolute
justice, and I shall not permit any crooked
work. I have no idea that my coun-
sel want crooked work. They are
often mistaken as to supposed facts,
and I shall have to correet them. Last

spring certain newspapers in New York and
\{'ashlngton were bitterly denouncing the
president for breaking up the Repulican party
by improper appointments. I would like
those newspapers to reprint those editorials
now, and see how they wou!d look and sound.
In attempting to remove the president, I only
did what the papers said ought to be done.
Since July 2 they have been defying the
president and denouncing me for doing
the very thing they said ought to be done.

I want the newspapers and doctors who ac-
tually killed the president to share with me
the odium of his death. I neyer would have
shot him of my own velition, notwithstand-
Ing these newspapers, if I had not been com-
missioned by the Deity to do the deed. Bat
this fact does not relieve the newspapers from
the supposed dlsgrace of the president’s re-
moval. If he had been properly treated he
would have been alive to-day. It has
been published that I am in
fear of the Deity. ‘It is false. I have always
been a religions man and an active werker for
God. Some people think I am a murderer,
but the Lord does not, for he inspired the act
as in the case of Abraham and a score of other
cases In the bible. The assault made upon me
on Saturday last by a crank has been condemned
by the press. The eyes of the civilized world
are watching this case, and it behooves this
courtand the Metropolltan police to protect me
at all hazzards. I hereby warn all cranks of
high or low degree to keep away from me un-
der penalty of instant death. My assailant
would have been shot dead on Saturday but
for the rearing of the horses on the van. As
the officer was shooting the horses shook the
van 60 that he lost his aim, and though the
van pursued him, he temporarly escaped I
waste my arguments on cranks. All they can
see in this case is a policeman’s revolver.
Again I say, if they value their lives they
must keep away from me. I desire the court
and jury to dispose of this case on the facts
and law and leave all responsibility about it
to the verdict.”

MORE WRANGLING.
Scoville then referred to his previous de-

mands for certain printed newspaper slips
which were taken from Guiteau at the time of
his arrest.

A colloquy ensued between counsel, in
which considerable feeling was shown upon
both sides.

Scoville protested against the course of the
district attorney in the matter, and the latter
eontemptusly retorted from his seat: ‘‘Oh,
stufi! stuff! all stuff!”

The controversy was finally settled, and
Scoville called John A. Logan for the defense.
The witness did not respond, however.

“‘Guiteau, who seemed greatly excited, here
broke in again and shouted, ““There is another
matter I want to speak about right now. I
understand my divorced wife was to be
brought here as a witness against me. If
that is so there will be trouble. She wasa
poor unfortunate thing, and I never should
have married her. Butif she comes in here
to testify against me and do me any harm, I'll
rip up her whole record. She was seduced in
Philadelphia and had a child before I married
her.””

With great difficulty Scoville, affer some
mioutes’ expostulation, succeeded in quieting
Guiteau. Two other witnesses were called,
but failed to respond.

James B. Smith, of Freeport, Ill., testifled
as to his acquaintance with the Jackson fam-

ily.

E. O. Foss then testified in regard to the
scene at the depot the morning of the shoot-
ing. There were several sharp passages be-
tween Scoville and counsel for the prosecu-
tion. During the questioning of this witness,

A LAWYER'S ENOWLEDGE OF DEFENDANT.

Chas. Hedson, of Chicago, detalled several
incidents in Guiteau’s career as a lawyger at
Chicago. The witness was a practicing attor-
ney for twelve years, and met Guiteau fre-
quently, but his relations with him were
never intimate. He had loaned him money,
which was still due. He always regarded
him as a very earnest man, but unbalanced.
He never saw any indications of violence,
and always deemed him harmless until re-
cently. The witnees saw Guiteau kere several
times last spring. Frequent references were
made during the conversations to an office
Guitean was expezting to have. The witness
told Guiteau he had no show for the Paris
consulship, and he would help him to get a
clerkship or some minor position where there

was little responsibility attachingz,
but Guiteau became very indignant,
and said “You watch the papers

the next tkree or four days, and you will see
the announcement of my appointment to the
Paris consulship.” The witness visited Gui-
teau afew days since, in jail,and asked him
why he killed President Garfleld. The priso-
ner was lying down on his couch. He arose
excitedly and begsn a rambligg sort of speech,
saying: “Ididn’t doit. e Lorddid it. I
was only the Lord’s instrument in removing
the president.” At times the priso-
ner would show great excitement,
striking his fist nst the wall with con-
siderable violence. Then he would relapse in-
to a perfectly quiet state, g almost ina
whisper. The witness received the impression
that Guiteau was of unsound mind. Being

ressed for a more direct answer, he replied *I

ad not a doubt of it.”

MORE ‘‘INJECTIONS.”’

Guiteau took exception to the date and
insisted that he did not see witness fora month
previous to July1.

Witness was sure of the correctness of his
statement, as he went directly to Saratoga and
heard there of the shooting of the president.

Guiteau shouted out, *‘I say it was the first
of May. I don’t forget anything you see.
That’s what the matter with my brain; when
anything gets in there it sticks."”

Witness resumed when Guiteau broke in
again directly contradicting him,and was can-
tioned to keep quiet, and he retorted, ‘‘We want

the facts, judge, to go before the juryand
nothing else, I claim that my act was in-
spired by the Deity. Istake my caseon that
gfsiﬁon and will take my chances on the ver-
et.”?

The Court (severely)—*Be silent, »

Davidge (firmly)—*‘You must keep quiet, at

Davidge (to witness)—‘‘You have heard the
interruption of the prisonerr What is your
opinion about the time?"’

Witness—“‘I am very certain that it was
that Tuesday."’

Prisoner—*‘That was the time I spoke to
you about getting $15. You said you did not
have the money. I don’t forget anything.
Anything that gets into my head sticks.”
(Laughter.)

Davidge (to witness)—*‘You said he stated
that you would see his name in the papers in
connection with the Paris consulship?”’

Prisoner—*I never said that.”

Davldge—*“Well, he says, Mr. Prisoner, you
did say it.” 2

The grisoner ina persevering manner de-
clared he had not said so. He also indignantly

denied witnesses statement that he had not
been admitted to the bar in Chicago. He did
not want any tricking abeut the case.

THE GAG THREATENED.
The court, impatient at the prisoners con-
stant interruptions of counsel and witnesses
in a stern and determined tone said: *‘If there
is no other wayof preventing these interrup-
tions you will have to be gagged.”
**Well,” began the prisoner.
*‘Keep yotr mouth shut,’”” thundered the
judge, “‘and don’t interrupt again during the
trial. I do not desire it, but if the trial can-
not go on without a resort to gagging it will
have to be done.”
Even this threat, though it had a momen-
tary effect on the prisoner, could not eatirely
repress him and he again denied the conversa-
tion detailed by a witness, who, he said, ‘‘was
a very good fellow but wrong there.” “I am
going to have the facts in this case,” he con-
tinued, ‘‘and nothing but the facts. I want
the judge and the jury to decide upon the facts
and upon nothing else. The witness is en-
tirely erroneous in his memory.’”
Davidge—*Did Guiteau say you would see
his name in the newspapers in a few days as
gonsaul at Paris or that he wonld make a
uss?”’

Witness—*He said, ‘If I do not get it
(reflecting) I will find his exact language—"’
The prisoner—(interrupting) ‘It is abso-
lutely false. I never said any such thing.
That has nothing at all to do with my intend-
ing to remove the president. I rest my de-
fense entirely in the inspiration which came
from the Deity for that act and I will take my
chances on the resnlt. I do mot want any ly-
ing or nonsense in this business and I will not
have it.”
Davidge (to witness—*‘Go on.”
The witness—‘‘He said in connection with
the administration, that if he did not get the
Paris consulate, he would either make a fuss,
or do something about it in the newspapers.”
The paisoner—*‘I never said anything of the
kind, and never thought anything of the kind.
That is the result of your own imagination,
Mr. Reed and it’s not true. - You are a good
fellow, and I think a geod deal of you, but
you are mistaken in your facts.” (Aftera
pause.) “‘I was not in the habit of tellihg my
business in that kind of a way, to anybody.”

Davidge further inquired about the grlsoner
appearing to defend criminal cases in Chicago,
and witness said he could not tell how many
cases he had appeared in.
The Prisoner—*That is another mistake, I
never had a criminal case in Chicago,”
Davidge came back to the prisoner’s state-
ment that his pamphlet on Christ’s second
coming was as much inspired as the new testa-
ment.
“] claimed it then,” the prisoner spoke in,
“and I claim it now—just as much inspired as
the old testament or the new either.”
Davidge (to witness)—*‘You said something
of your translating the Greek testament.”
Witness—*I said Guiteau said he had seen
something which I had writtén in the Chicago
Tribune about the translation of the new
testament.
Prisoner—*That is true. I did see some-
thing of the kind. Mr. Reed is a fine Greek
scholar.”

AFTER RECESS.

After recess Scoville asked for an attach-
ment against Emory A. Storrs. He under-
stood Storrs had been served with a subpcena
but posi‘ively refused to come as there might

be some doubt, however, whether the sunbpcena
had been actually served, he would postpone
his application for the present. .

The prisoner in this connection expressed
hope that Storrs would not be attached unless
absolutely necessary, because he was a very
nice fellow.

AN AMUSING WITNESS.

IL. B. Amerling, at present a lawyer in Wil-
liamsport, Pa., and who formerly lived in
Freeport, Ill., testified to peculiarities of Lu-
ther W. Guiteau. :

The cross-examination of this witness was
very amusing, he being rather prosy, and de-
siring to give an explanation of nearly every

answer. Davidge questioned the witness
searchingly in regard to a letter which his
500, at his request, had wrilten to Freeport,
to Mr. Oiler, making inquiries as to the
strange actions of Luther W. Guiteau.
Witness replied that he had told his son to
write the letter, not out of any love for Chas.
J. Guiteau, but out of respect for his family.
“Iloved L. W. Gniteau” gaid the witness,
“as I did myown brother.”’

Question—*‘You have been a sort of consult-
ing counsel in this case? Answer—*I gave
Scoville all the assistance I could. I prepared
a brief on the question of insanity. I don’t
want to disguise nothing. I assisted Sco-
ville in every way, manner and form in this
case. Ihaveno love for the prisoner, none
whatever; because Isay to you I thought it
was a terrible wrong in shooting the presi-
dent, and I think so to-day.”

Witness stated that he had no acquaintance
with the prisoner, but subsequently said the
prisoner bad made threats against him.
“Why,” broke in the prisoner, ‘I never saw
you before in my life till you came to the jail
last Saturday.

Scoville then questioned the witness as to
the occasion on which he had been threatened
by the prisoner.

“Well,” began the witness, “we had a Iyce-
um in Freeport. Horatio Burchard, Mr.

Bailey and—"’

Here Davidge cautioned witness to be brief,

Witmess—**We had a debate on the question
of national bonds. I cannot fix the time.”
The prisoner—*'I have not been in Freeport
for twenty years. It must have been when I
‘was a boy.”
Witness (contemptously to prisoner)—*I
was not talking to you, sir.”’ [Laughter.]
Prisoner—*‘But I was talking to you.”
Witness—*You are not fit to talk to.””
Davidge—*I do not intend to fix the time.
At the debate there was Coffin and Guitean on
ore side, and myself and Dexter Nolton on the
other side. I said a good deal.” [Laughter.]

“The old gentleman became angry
with what I said and pitched
into me. Ihad my opportunity at the case

and improved it. said the old gentleman
was well fitted to any ition, but the one
which he was best qualified to fill was withan
apron from his chin to his toes, with a knife
in his hand, in the kitchen of the Oneida com-
munity, peeling potatoes.”

The solemnity with which the witness re-

Witness (to Scoville)—‘‘Shall I answer that?"’
Scoville—*‘Certainly.”

Witness—‘‘They were all seated around the
table, and they were all quiet for a few mo-
ments, and then if any body felt like saying
anything he did so, if not, nothing was said.
‘What was usually said was: ‘I confess Christ
in me with a thankful heart for this food.?”’
The Prisoner—‘‘ 1 thank Christ for this
dinner,’’ and all all similar expressions. that
was a substitute for the ordinary grace in
Christian families.

Witness assented, and went on to relate how
Chas. Guiteau, or Julius, as they called him
then, came to the table late,and was spoken
to by his father in a peremptory and offensive
tone, and how Charles, passing behind his
fathér’s chair, struck his father on the back
or neck, and how his father at once jumped
from his chair; how the two clinzhed and
struggled, until Charles finally surrendered,
and then how they withdrew from the table
by themselves, talked the matter over, came
back and wenton with theirmeal. This -was
a sudden outburst or both sides.

The prisoner—*‘My mother died when I was
7 years old, and my father remained a widow-
er until I was 13. Dauring these years we
were exceedingly intimate. After he married,
the,r,e was more or less alienation between
us.

Witness went on to speak of the Oneida
community. Luther Guiteau was a thorough
believer in the tenets of the Oneida cummn-
nity and desired his family to join the commu-
nity. His wife, however, did not like her
children to join it, and objected to going
there herself.

The Prisoner—‘‘That was my stepmother.
My mother had been dead a good many years.
1f she had beenalive I never would have been
served in that way.”

The witness stated how at the religious and
social circle the old gentleman related how
himself and wife were ready to join the Oneida
community, but were vioiently opposed in so
doing byasonof 20 or 25 years. Luther
Guitean jumped from his seat and said *‘take
a knife and stab him as Abraham did Isaac!"
His mother was so exceedingly shocked that
her tongue was paralyzed. Luther attended
church occasionally, sometimes the Presby-
teriau church and sometimes the Methodist.
The Prisoner—*‘*His idea was that he was so
good he had no need to go to church. He was
a church in himself.”

The witness spoke of the prisoner when an
office boy. He nuticed an offensive egotism,
as though he desired to do mere than he was
really capable of doing. He wished to usurp
the duties of the deputy clerks. His greaiest
quality seemed to be that of egotism. He
was 15 or 16 years old when he commenced
working in the office. *‘I always felt when I
was in contact with him that porcupine quills
were coming out of him.”

Prisoner—*“You aund I Jid not agree very
well at that time. That was the reason I did
not like you then. I like you now better than
I ever did in my life.”

Witness went on to testify about Abraham
Guiteau, Luther’s brother. He said his con-
dition of mind was so weak that it was mot
safe to trust him with business.

Davidge questioned the witness as to the
“religious circle” to which witness had

alluded.
The prisoner broke in with the suppositioa
that this circle was a sort of branch oneida

community.

“That is what I am coming to, Mr. Pris-
oner,” said Davidge.

““That is right judge,” said the prisoner ap-
proving'}g. “‘Go into it.”

—“Were-you a member of the circle?”’
A—*T met them. There was no particular
organization.”’

Prisonar—*‘He,"” (alluding to witness) ‘“‘was
my father’s bosom friend at the time.”’

itness stated that some members of the
circle accepted the doctrine of the Oneida
community on the matrimonial relation. His
own opinion, theoretically, had been that it
was a subject that might be realized some-
where in the indefinite future.
Q.—“You thought it correct on principle,
but that the time was inappropriate? A.—
I don’t see how I could think it entirely cor-
retit’zn principle unless I thought it sracti-
cal.

The prisoner—*‘As far as I know my father
was a very moral man, but in fall sympathy
with Noyes on the social question. It was a
mere theory with my father, but it was a
practice with Noyes.”

Witness—*‘I never did fally accept the
theory of the Oneida community.”

THE CZAR.

A Novel Method of Attack—Arrest of Many
High-Toned People in Connection With
the Affair—Terriflc Storms in Grert Brit-
aln~The Situation in Ireland, Etc.

RUSSIA.

ATTEMPT TO ASSASSINATE THE CZAR.

ViExNA, Nov. 25.—A report has been re-
ceived here of an unsuccessfal attempt made
by the Nlhilists against the czar’s life. The
imperial family in consequence decided upon
removing at once from Gatschina. The Rus-
sian police, without letting the fact become
known, made many arrests in St
Petersburg, Charkow and  Telermi-
goff. Among the prisoners are the
chief of police of an important provincial city,
two daughters of a high state official and two
Jewish merchants, besides a number of stu,
dents and members of the Nihilist party.
The plot was an extraordinary one. It
was decided to cause a balloon 1o ascend at
Gatschina, carrying a quantity of dynamite
and explosive fire balls, together with an ap-
pliance to cause the balloon to fall within the
palace yard, when it would explode and

set the palace on fire. In the confusion it was
intended to seize the czar arnd family. The
machinery seized shows that everything was
in readiness for the execution of the plot.

ENGLAND.

RAVAGES OF THE STORM.
LoxDON, Nov. 25.—A storm has raged since
Tuesday with terrific violence. At Storno-
way the sea broke over the beach and invaded
the streets. Eight flshing boats were de-
stroyed. The Ardiguar hotel, at Fort William,
was flooded by the sea, and three or four feet
of gravel left 1n the rooms. The pier was
much damaged. At Black Pool the sea swept
threugh the windows into many houses, and
cabs were blown over. The sea rushed down
the streets, one thorougfare being under six
feet of water. In Ireland the gale was very
severe. At Port Ardown roofs of houses
were carried across several streets. At 8ligo
a schooner was blown ashore and a bridge
partially destroyed. At Derryhead, Queens
county, 8 man named Moran was killed by a
house being blown down. Part of the roof of
the railway terminus at Limerick was carried
away. Similar reports are received from
Newry, Logan and elsewhere. At Dablin the
storm was the severest known for many
years. At Spiddal, county Galaway it was
the worst experienced for half a century.
Shipping on the coast suffered terribly. In
nddftlon to the loss of the ship Culzean
and crew the Thames foundered
and three seamen  were  drowned
The bark Baraboo from Rongoon for Liver-
pool, was totally wrecked in West Bay, Pem-
brokeshire- All hands were saved except the
captain. A brigantine was seen about a mile
and a quarter outside Adroasa, battling with
the gale on Wednesday, but she foundered
and her crew, seven or eight in number, were
lost. Her majesty’s ship Spiegle put into
Queenstown, greatly damaged.
RAILROAD CASUALTY.

A passenger train from Edenburg approach-
ing Tayport station came in collision with a
goods train. The engine of the latter was
driven bodily into the vau. Four: persons
were killed and eight injured.

IRELAND,

INTENTION OF THE GOVERNMENT.
LoxpoN, Nov. 25.—It is understood it is
the intention of the government to release all
imprisoned members of the house of com-
mons before the commencement of parlia-
ment, provided no treasonable conspiracy ex-
ists and tenants are not intimidated from ap-
flylng to the land courts. The principal

rish judges strongly deprecate any suspen-
sion of trials by jury.
