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ArTHUR 18 taking time enough to make
a good cabinet.

SEVERAL ex-confederate brigadiers and
bushwhackers have been mentioned for
places in Arthur’s cabinet, but no color-
ed brother.

THE Guiteau circus ought to finish up
before the beginning of the show an-
nounced for next Monday. Both are
good, but the public should not be taxed
for patronage beyond its resources.

THE coming session of congress will
probably be a long one. Politics have
got badly mixed up, and there is 1ots of
maneuvering to do. There is much
important public business requiring at-
tention, too, but that can lie over till
next winter, or the winter following.

DuxxELL and Kasson are both better
qualified to discharge the duties of the
speaker of the house than Hiscock or
Keifer, and for this reason one of the
northwestern candidates should be chosen.
Keifer ought not to be thought of; he was
Hayes especial champion and spokesman
on the floor of the house, which ought to
damn him politically forever.

A TREASURY agent reports twenty-two
ports of entry “where not a dollarof du-
ties has been collected for a whole year,”
and thirty-two customs districts, ‘‘in
which the year’s cellections from all
sources have not equaled the year’s ex-
penses.”” This means there are several
hundred employes drawing salaries from
the government whilerendering no equiv-
alent. The information, however, is
not new. The facis have long °been
known, and the Republican managers, in
and out of office, are satisfied with this
eondition of affairs. There are thousands
of useless and superuflous men on the
government pay rolls. They are kept
there to lielp sustain the Republican par-
ty, and will hkely remain there.

TrE Pioneer Press thinks theRepublicans
could consistently elect ex-congressmen
Rainey (colored) clerk of the house,**hav-
ing given him the empty honor of a
nomination for the position when they
were in the minority.”” So they might,
but the Republicans are not particularly
noted for coansistency in these
days, particularly in their treatment of
the negroes, They are quite willing the
latter should be forced upon the Southern
people as governors, legislators and in
ether official capacities, but they want
neither political nor social equality up
north. To the average Republican every-
thing about the negro is offensive except
his vote, and no _ “‘off-color”’ governors,
or congressmen, or members of legisla-
tures, or even justices of the peace, are
found north of Mason and Dixon’s line.
It is true that occasionally some colored
brother is found in the postal service or
some other branch of government em-
ploy, but he is always appointed. He is
never elected to anything. Itis a safe
prediction that Southern Democrats will
be found nominating and electing colored
men to office long before the Northern
Republicans ever come to it.

MORE REPUDIATION PROPOSED.
An address has been issued in Arkan-
sas, calling for a State convention pledged
to nominate no man not in favor of repu-
diation. It is further recommended that
clubs be formed in every county and
precinct in the State. The “pu‘rid rem-
iniscences” of Republican and carpet-bag
supremacy in that State have taken cour-
age, and, backed by the patronage of an
administration born of assassination, will
address themselves to the task of wiping
out the evidence of their peculations in
the halcyon deys of the Dorseys, Kelloggs,
Spencers. Caseys and Dents. Recon-
struction in the South under Republican
rule has only commenced. The bonded
debt of the Bouthern States indicates to
what extent the Ianded agricultural, man-
ufacturing and commercial interests of
‘that section have paid tribute to the fa-
natical and blighting influences incident
to their reconstruction and regeneration
under the rule of the Republican party.
It is this axiom rather than postulate
which will put to the test the moral forces
of existing political organizations. In
spite of the vigorous protests and oppe-
sition of the democratic or conservative
political forces of the country, these debts
were fastened upon the southern states
by the Repubiican party, and, judging
from present indications, in spite of the
* same opposing forces, these obligations
will doubtless be repudiated in order to
perpetuate the power of the party both
* morally and legally responsible for their
existence. Every public interest as wel}
as the solemn obligations imposed by the
laws of the country, demand the defeat
of the scheme to plunder a helpless peo-
ple of the millions of property
represented by the bonds it is now
proposed to repudiate. The Democratic
party did not hesitate to assume the re-
sponsibility of the defeat of the measure.
Bat these obligations, having been once
assumed by the Bouthern states—even
had the state governments of the South
been only de facto—it now becomes the
duty of the Democratic party to treat
them as sacred obligations not to be
avoided save by dishonor. The Republi-
can party, true to the Jacobin spirit amd
revolutionary policy with which it has
set aside the constitution and defeated

the ends of justice, will doubtless in the
Arkansas case, a8 in Virginia, raise the
standard of repudiation in order to prop
its waning fortunes among a people it
hasruled with an iron rod and robbed
without mercy. There can be no safety
in longer confiding the conduct
of the govermment to a party
that recogmzes a higher law than
the constitution and subordinates the
moral and property interests of the coun-
tryto questions of mere party success.
Theissue cannot be forced too soon for
the public good. The Democrats in the
South, paying as they do, nine-tenths of
the taxes, have every incentive, flnan-
cially speaking, to induce them to join
the revolt against the payment of these
bonds. - But when the issue comes they
will rise superior to and above mere
questions of dollars nnd cents. The par-
ty may go down in the contest, asitdid
in Virginia, but the integrity of the gov-
ernment, and the welfare of the present
and coming generations demand that an
effort shall at least be made to substitute
a government underthe constitution and
in harmony with the traditions of the past,
for a government acknowledging no law
save that which is declared to be para-
mount to the written constitution of the
country.

THE COUNTY OF NORMAN.

Carved From Polk County and Named in
Houor of One of St. Paul’s Most Honor-
ed Citixens—A Little Friction in Putting
the Connty Machinery Into Operation.
The session of the legislature of last

winter authorized the formation of a new
county -from the southern portion of
Polk county, inciuding about one-third
of the.territory embraced in the county,
upon an affirmative vote of the people at
the late general election. I¥ awshorized
by the vote of the people, the county was
to be known as Norman,with the county
seat at Ada, a flourishing point on the St.
Paul & Manitoba railroad. Upon the
question there was 1,157 affirmative votes
and 762 against, a majoriry of 395in fa-
vor of the new county. Upon these
facts being certified to the governor,
The law made it his duty to issue his.
proclamation announcing the formation
of the new county, within the prescribed
limits, to be called Norman, and its
county seat at Ada, and also to appoint
three commissioners, by whom the other
county officers were to be appointed.

The matter of the proclamation was
easily disposed of by Gov. Pillsbury, but
the appointment of the three commis-
sioners is much more troublesome. I
appears that a convention of citizens of
the new county was held for the purpose
of recommending the names of three per-
sons for such appointment. This con-
vention was captured by the Scandina-
vians, who recommended three of their
nationality for such appointments, to
which certain Americans and Germans
object. The consequence was the ap-
pearance of two strong delegations be-
fore the governor yesterday, one urging
the names recommended by the conven-
tion, and the other urging the appoint-
ment of a Scandinavian, American and
german, and the governor is in a quan-

ary.

The county, it should be stated, is
named in honor of our esteemed fellow
citizen, Norman W. Kittson, Esq., and is
the second county in the state named in
his honor, the other being Kittson, ad-
ivining Marshall on the north, which is
next to Polk county, from which the new
courty of Norman was carved. Polk
county is still very large in territory, and
could be very conveniently divided in
half, and it is suggested that if Mr. Kitt-
son would only furnish the next legtsla-
ture with his full middle name, it be given
to another county to be taken from Polk.
The *“W?” part of the name ought not be
slighted.

THE FIRE ENGINE TESTS.

CONGRESS NEVER GAVE HER $75,000.

But immediatcly after her husband’s death
in 1865 that body did vote her the amoudt of
the president’s salary for one year, $25;000,
less $2,500 which Mr. E. B. Washburne suc-
ceeded 1n having cut off the sum originally in-
tended, and this left her $22,500 8She went
to Chicago and purehased a house ou West
‘Washington street, paying therefor $18,000,
and in addition to this expenditure she laid
out a considerable amount for furniture, so
that she had very little left after this transac-
tion from the original amount of the approp-
riation. She finally found that it would cost
more than she could afford to keep up-the
house, so she told her son, Robert Lincoln,
that if he would pay her $1,500 a year for a
period of seven years he might have the prop-
erty.

The property much of the time failed to
pay more than half that revenue, so he was
obliged to make the payments out of his own
pocket. B8he also gave to Robert the house
in 8priogtield, which was very old, her hus-
band having bought it in 1843, and worth but.

Local Legisiation.

AN ACT to fix the compensation and sal-
ary of the county treasurer and county
attorney of Ramsey coun% and certain
officers of the city of St. Paul therein

named.

Be it enacted by the legislature of the

State of Minnesota:

Bection 1. That the salary of the coun-
ty treasurer of Ramsey county be, and
hereby is fixed at five thousand ($5,000)
dollars per annum, which shall bs 1
lieu of all fees, perquisites, clerk hire
and other compensation.

Sec. 2. That the salary of the president
of the board of public works of the city
of St. Paul shall be six hundred ($600)
dollars per annum, and the salary of each
of the other members of said board shall
be five hundred ($500 dollars per annum,
and said salary shall be in lieu of all fees,
perquisites and other compensation.

The salary of the clerk of the board
of public works shall be - the
sum of fifteen  hundred ($1,-

(1,500) per annum, and he shall receive
in’ addition for clerical assisiance the
sum of six hundred (600) dollais per an-
num, and the salary of the «;oun;{l—at-
torney of the wounty of Ramsey, shall be
twenty-five hundred (2500) dollars per

annum.

Sec. 3 That the salary of the judge
of the municipal court of the City of St.
Paul shall be twenty-five huncired (2500)
dollars per annum, and be paid monthly
out of the city treasury.

Sec.4. That the salary of the mayor
of the City of 8t. Paul shall be one thous-
and (1,000) dollars " per annum to be paid
monthly out of the city treasury and
shall be paid in lieu of all fees and other
compensation. :

Sec. 5. That the city courcil of the
City of 8t. Paul shall have power to ap-
point an assistant clerk of said city whose
compensation shall not exceed six-hun-
dred (600) dollars per annum, which
shall be in lieu of all fees, perquisites and
other compensation.

Sec. 6. Allacts and parts of acts in-
consistent with this act are hereby re-
pealed..

Sec. 7. This act shall take effect and
be in force from and after its passage.
