A PECULIAR LIBEL DECISTON.

The courts of California have recently
given a practical construction of the law
of libel, even 1f it is semewhat in discord
with the leading cases reported—or best
opinions—in this branch of law. The
decision opens up a vast field to enter-
prising journalists of a vituperative turn,
and will doubtless prove a perfect
bonanza to newspapers whese ‘“influ-
ence” is in demand.

The proprietors of the San Francisco
Bulletin and Call brought suit against
DeYoung, proprietor of the Chronicle, for
libel. The plaintiffs alleged that the de-
defendant charged them with selling the
influence of the Bulletin and Oall to the
Central Pacific railroad for §30,000. The
defendant’s counsel demurred to the
complaint, on the ground that the state-
ment was not libelous, and the court, in
sustaining the demurrer, said:

Talent is as much the capital of the advo-
cate, the lawyer and the editor as merchandise
is of the merchant; he has as much right to
sell his talents as the merchant his merchan-
dise. The lawyer, the minister, the parlia-
mentary advocate, the lecturer, the author,
sells his talent, and he is not the less respected
for so doing. The greater his leamlng, indus-
try, eloquence, and the esteem in which he is
held, the greater his pecuniary compensation.
It seems to me that it is no more libelous to
accuse one of selling for gain the support and
advocacy of his newspaper than it would be
to accuse the merchant of selling®or gain his
merchandise. The demurrer is sustained.

THE LOTTERY OF ASSASSINATION.
The influence of the Half-breeds seems
to be on a steady decline under the pres-
ent administration.

The Mutterings of the Coming Storm--Reso-
lutions of Farmers.

The Faribault County Agricultural society,
at its annual meeting held January 5, 1882,
adopted the following preambles and resolu-
tions:

WHEREAS, The representatives of different
wheat firms and mill associations in the state
of Minnesota, assembled at Minneapolis, on

the 15th day of December, 1881, for the pur-
pose of establishing a uniformity of grades,
and the purchase price of each grade in said
state; and,

WHEREAS, Representatives of the different
railway companies in the state were present
for conference, by invitation of said wheat

; an
WHEREAS, At said meeting an entire new
system of grades was agreed upon, which dis-
criminates greatly in favor of the buyer as
against the producer. And
WHEREAS, The unjust discrimination of
railroad companies in favor of said wheat
firms, and against other and independent small
buyers in the matter of sales, and furnishing
cars, thereby preventing all competition, is
not only a great damage to the producer but
of incalculable injury to all branches of in-
dustry. And
WHEREAS, Charters have been issued, and
munificent land grants, large sums of money
voted, charter privileges extended to the peo-
ple to aid in the construction of said railroads;
therefore,
Be it Resolved, That such railroads are pub-
lic highways, and that the peeple have a right
to use them on equal just and reasonable
terms without discrimination.

Resolved, That such combinations of wheat

firms, millers’ associations and railroad inter-
ests, demands prompt and immediate legisla-
tion, to compel such railroad corporations to
rform their duty to the people, by furnish-
ing facilities for transportation at reasonable
and uniform rates.
Resolved, That the system of grading wheat
established at said meeting was but the inaug-
uration of a wicked, unjust and swindling
scheme intended to rob the producer aud en-
rich the great and wealthy companies and cor-
porations engaged 1n buying and transporting
the grain crop of Minnesota.

COX IMPEACHMENT,

Argument of Defense that Specificatious
to Articles 17 and 20 are Unsuficient
and Should Not be Considered. i
At 2:30 yesterday afternoon, the hour to

which the impeachment court on Saturday
adjourned, there were only some dozen sena-
tors in their seats, and it was 8:20 p. m. before
& quorum was present, and the body was
called to order, and in accordance with preyious
understanding, counsel for defense proceeded
to give their objection to the consideration of
the specifications filed by the board of man-
agers toarticles 17 and 20, as ordered by the
senate,

Mr. Allis of counsel for the defense opened
the argument, confining himself to the one
point of objection, that allowing that the
board of managers had the right to formulate
amended articles of impeachment, or charges,
it was in this instance attempted to deprive re-
spondent of his constitutional rights to have
the charges made against him served upon
twenty days before trial. In this ease the
amended  articles were served upon
respondent  January 6, and the
trialwas begun Jan. 10, leaving but four days
from time of service until defendant was ar-
raigned for trial, and that therefore by the
terms of the constitution the prosecution was
inhibited from introducing evidence bearing
upon those articles.

Mr. Arctander, of counsel, followed Mr,
Allis upon objections to the consideration of
the articles in question. There were numer-
ous objection to this considerafion, he said,
important alike to the accused and the state.
Our first point is that the article is too indefi-
nite to constitute a charge within the juris-
diction of the court: The court decided that
the article as originrlly presented was too in-
definite, by requiring the prosecution o pre-
Eare and present specification, alleging parlicu-

r offenses at particular times. The specifica-
tions have been presented, but we claim that
like the original charge they are too general
in their nature to constitute an offense triable
by impeachment. In support of this position

Mr. Arctander read at length from the pro-

ceedin, of H. D. Pringle, judge
of e  surrogate court, éhenmgo,
N. Y, and also the case of Robert C.

Dow, canal commissioners of New York, in
both of which cases, indefinite char
made in article 17 in this case, were
out by the senate sitting as a court.

Qontlnuinz his argument, Mr. Arctander
claimed that there was no legal right in the
first place, for the filing of specifications by
the managers after the house of representa-
tives had adjourned, and that, even conceding
the right, the managers in this case had not,
in the specifications filed, met the requlire-
ments of the law, by setting out varticalar
offenses, so that respondent could prepare his
defense in a& proper manner. ’l}l)le article
charges respondent with being intoxicated on
several occasions, covering a period of three
years, to an extent incapacitating him from
the discharge of his official duties.

Now, are the specifications more
explicit ?

. Arctander here read the specifications,
and then continued. We take the position
senators, that these specifications inform us of
nothing. Itis a principle of law that time is
not material. The managers have acknowl-
edged that the dates given in all cases were
not correct, but under them, if they are al-
lowed to furnish evidence, they can cover any
period of time desired, thus preventing re-
spondent from any intelligent preparation for
Lis defedse.

. Mr: Arctander here called attention to sim-
ilar proceedings in the Page impeachment
trial, where the managers, required to furnish
specifications, set forth all the facts in detail,
giving times, places, and the character of the
offense, so that the defense knew just what
charge they had to meet—something not done
here. We knew before that Judge Cox was
charged with certain offenses, said to have
been committed somewhere i1n his district,
and that is all we are informed of by the speci-
fications; they give no facts which will enable
the respondent to act intelligently in comtro-
verting the allegations made. Take for in-
stance the fourth, sixth and eighth specifica-
tions, where the specifications charge respond-
ent with being drunk at certain places; the
records show he was hundreds of miles away,
but being permitted to intrédduce testimony,
the managers will attempt to show that re-
spondent was drunk at some timg, where we
will not know until the evidence is introduced.
With the exctption of the seventh specifica-
tion of article 17, not a particle of evidence
was taken before the house. All the ofhers
have been manufactured since, and up he
present time nothing has been developed or
iven us any information as to what proof we
ave to meet. Bo with the specifications to
article 20. In fact the specifications are so
vaéne we have nothing to even guess at.
ontinuing, Mr. Arctander said it seemed to
be the policy of the managers to keep the de-
fense in the dark as o the real character of
the charges made against them, and so the
specifications were made 8s blind as possible.
So far as the articles are concerned, weare pre-
pared to meet every one of them, but as to
these specifications we are euntirely in the
dark, and can know nothing until the evidence
is introduced.

S8econdly, Mr. Arctander claimed that the
manngern had no right to introduce new or
amended articles ir impeachment proceedings.
That power was vested solely in the house of
representatives by the constitution. The board

'own

of managers represent that body only
s0 far as the prosacution of the
charges found by it. But in

this case the managers attempt to do what
the house of representatives cannot do, formu-
late chargesupon which no testimony has
been taken, but merely upon the heresay.

Continuing Mr. Arctander said, but allow-
ing that the proceedings of the managers were
legal, and that the specifications met the re-
quirements in such, the managers were de-
barred from producing testimony upon them,
by not not having met the constitutional re-
quirement of serving upon the defense notice
of the charges against them. Another thing,
the house may perhaps adopt additional arti-
cles, but there is not a case on record except-
ing the Page case 'in this state, where the
board of managers is allowed to exercise this
authority. Inall impeachment cases before
the United States senate, all amendments to
the articles, replications, etc., have first been
submitted to the house, and by that body
acted upon, and if a to the managers in-
structed to sustain them before the senate.

At its conclusion 8enator C. F. Buck asked
Mr. Arctander if he understood him rightly,
if it was claimed by respondent that the speci-
fications made to articles 17 and 20 by the man-
agers, were no more specific in law and fact
than the original articles.

Mr. Arctander answered in the affirmative.

Senator Adams then read the following par-
agraph, with which the several articles are
concluded: r

‘“‘And the house of representatives, by pro-
testation, saving to themselves the liberty of
exhibiting at any time hereafter, any future
articles or other accusation or impeachment
against the said E. 8t. Julien Cox, and also of
replying to_his answers which he shall make
under the said articles, or any of them, and of
offering proof to all and every of the aforesaid
articles, and to all and every other articles,
impeachment or accusation which shall be
exhibited by them as the case shall require, do
demand that the said E. 8t. Julien Cox may be
put to answer the said crimes and misdemean-
ors, and that such proceedings, examinations,
trials and judgments may be therempon had
and ;,zlven. as are agreeable to law and jus-
tice.”

In conclusion Mr. Arctander argued, allow-
ing the right of the managers to amend the
articles by specifications, that in this case they
had not done—that the presented specifications
filed were but the semblance—that in fact they
were in no respect more specific than the orig-
inal charges which the senate refused to con-
sider, and that for this reason, if for no other,
tkey should be refused.

REPORT OF THE GRAND JURY.

The grand jury reported at 11 o’clock yes-
terdey morning. They returned true bills
ogainst Thomas Hines an Mike McCarthy for
highway robbery. Two additional indict-
ments were returned, but it is not deemed ad-
visable to publish the names as the defendants
are still at large.

No indictments were found against S8amuel
Ekland and Thomds Jefferson. In the latter
case the jury were unable to find material
witnesses who had left the city,

; Their final report, in substance, was as fol-
ows:
COMMITTEE ON JAIL.

The report of the committee first refers to
the worn out and ill ventilated condition of
the jail, which was found overcrowded with
prisoners committed for petty offenses. They
recommended repairs for the furnace and that
iron gratings be substituted for the wooden
arrangements that separate the cells from the
On this subject they con-
sider that it would be an easy matter for the
prisoners to force the wooden gratings, over-
power the keeper and make their escape. It is
also recommended that an irou grate or fence
be placed three fest from the outer walls,
along the corridors, both upper and lower, in
order that the keepers may be enabled to pass
in and out without being obliged to mingle
with the prisoners.

Upon being questioned the prisoners ex-
pressed pretty general satisfaction with their
treatment. e food was found to be suf-
ficient in quantity and wholesome, except the
tea, which was of bad quality. The daily
menu of the jail was given and the jury recom-
mended that the county physician be required
to visit the jail on regularly stated days, with
the view of giving sick prisoners systematized
attention. Reference is made concerning the
inadequate means to punish unruly prisoners.
When confined on bread and water for mis-
conduct, the fellow. prisoners of the recalci-
trant pass a portion of their food to him,
which makes the intended punishment a dead
letter. The general unfitness of the jail is
spoken of, and the hope is expressed that the

resent contaminating infiuences that pervade
he jail may be obviated by the speedy com-
pletion of the work house.

The committee also refer to their inspect-
ion of the city hall, which was found in as
neat and orderly condition as the present
cramped and inadeqtuate situation will allow.
It is tecommended that the city erect an addi-
tion at the north end of the building, to have
at least double the present capacity.

POOR FARM,

The committee on poor farm submitted a
brief report, stating that it was found in a
satisfactory condition, and they recommend
the construction of cesspools for the use of
the honse.

COUNTY HOSPITAL.

Messrs. Sealy, O'Brien and Heyderstadt vis-
ited the hoepital and found the institution
under efficient management. The patients re-
ceive as careful attention as the internal ar-
rangements will permit. The ventilation was
found defective as were the arrangements for
isolating infectious cases and patients requir-
ing surgical attention. They reccommended
improved heating and ventilating apparatus
and certain improvements in the water system.

COUNTY OFFICES.

The committee on county offices found the
affairs of the respective offices admirably con-
ducted and the usual, reflections were made
concerning the inudgguacy of all the county
buildings. They made no suggestions.

A Richmond, Va., special of the 14th inst.,
says: Caroline Richings-Bernard, the well-
known cantratrice, died last night after mid-
might of smallpox, after a sickness of thirteen
days. 8he had the dread disease in its worst
type, confluent, and, until she hecame deliri-
ous, three days ago, suffered the most intensa
agony. She came to Richmond fwo years ago
from Baltimore, being engaged with her hus-
band by the Mozart Musical association. Un-
der the auspices of Mr. and Mrs. Bernard, the
Mozart operas were given during the winter.
In addition, she had a large conservatory of
musie.

TWO DAYS BEFORE SHE WAS STRICKEN DOWN,
alady friend told her of the spread of small-
pox all over the country, and begged her to be
vaccinated, but she declined, us she had no
fears of having the disease, Sh¢ was vaccim}-
ted as an infant, it is thought, but there is
some doubt about it. Her illness and death
created profound grief throughout the city,
and over society circles has cast a gloom, The
night before she was stricken down she at-
tended the performance of
“PATIENOCE,"”’
and remarked that she felt badly; but, notwith-
standing, she enjoyed the clever hits im the
opera. She had the small-pox then and did
not know it. The next day she sent for her
physician, and he told her that she had the
terrible disease. During her sickness she re-
ceived every attention. The superstitious
recall some singular coincidences connected
with her illness and death. A few days before
she was attacked she celebrated the thirteenth
anniversary of her wedding, snd, at the dinner-
table on that occasion, thirteer people were
seated. The superstition which makes
THE NUMBER THIRTSEN
an omen of disaster was commented upon at
the time, and laughed at. It is remarkable
that the unfortunate lady died after a sickness
of thirteen days,and on the 13th of the month.
For three days before her death she was de-
lirious, and at times the anxious watchers
about, her bedside were startled by her singing
snatches of her favorite airs, anc noted that to
the last the pains of death could not mar the
richness and purity of her voic:. Her burial
took place at 5 o’clock this evening, and,
under the law regulating such cases, was as
private as possible. A delegation of the Mo-
zart association was present, and the Rev. Dr.
Armstrong, of
THE MONUMENTAL EPISCOPAL CHURCH,
read the service. She was interred in Holly-
wood cemetery, by the river side, and not far
from the quarter in which is situated Presi-
dent Monroe’s tomb, as well as that of the
confederate leader, Gen. J. E. B. Stuart. A
beautiful and touching incideat is related of
the dead songstress. Early this morning a
mocking-bird escaped from its cage in the
upper part of the city, and, though diligent
search was made, ils owner could not find it.
THIS EVENING;
a8 the last clods of earth were being thrown
on the grave of the opera-singer, a succession
of trills and c! warbling was poured forth
from the throd® of a mocking-bird perched in
a tree near by, and was continued until the
minister had pronounced the benediction. It
was recognized as the missing bird, and at
sundown it returned home and went back into
its cage, which had been left open in the win-
dow. - Mrs. Bernard some time since connected
herself with the Episcopal charch here, and
took communion at the Monuraental church
on the 1st of January. The burial certificate
stated that the deceased was born in London,
was 49 years old, and came to America when
she was 1 year of age.

Paul an
ulcer had formed over the sencitive tendons,
and the vaccinated limb had become swollen
and inflamed, and so lame tbat she could
with difficulty appear in her paris upon the
stage. Two 8t. Paul physicians were
consulted, and they informed Miss Ab-
bott jthat she would he a cripple for life
and probably would be compelled to have her
leg amputated. Whenshe reached Burlington,
Ia., the difficulty had become so serious that
she had to relinquish her S8aturday night en-
gagement at that place and hasten to St. Louis,
where the services of two eminent surgeoms
were called into requisition. Under careful
treatment the troublesome limb was put into
a less painful and inconvenient condition, and
Miss Abbott concluded to go on to Louis-
ville and try to fill her engagement there.

It was from this point the information re-
specting the prima donna’s serions condition
reached her friends in this city, and it was -
timated that it was quite likely that after the
close of her engagement, which came to an
end last evening, she weuld be compelled to
cancel future engagements and place herself
entlre]iein the care of competcnt physicians
until the difficulty was overcome. The parties
in possession of theinformatior state that the
vaccination story is a painful and distressing
reality, and indignantly deny that it has been
ex:ﬁgerated 80 a3 to serve as an opportune ad-
vertising dodge for the prima donna.
