TilE HORTICULTURISTS.
The Annual Winter Meeting or the State

Horticultural Society— The Proceedings

of the Opening Session.

The ajnnual winter session of the State Hor-
ticultural society was commenced yesterday
afternoon in the chamber of commerce rooms,
witha fjalrattendance of the members. Upon
a long table, extending the entire length of the
room, was displayed an excellent array of
fruits, roots, various varieties of corn, pre-
serves, fruits and beautiful house plants.

PREMIUMS OFFERED.

Upon |ppecinmes of apples there are sixteen
premiums offered, amounting inall to $55.

Uponj best long keeping grapes there are
three premiums oik-red, amounting to$10.

Uponjflowers and plants there are eight pre-
miums offered, amonnting to $36.

Upon cut flowers there are twelve premi-
ums offered, amounting to $37.

Upon the various varieties of vegetables
there ar3 thirty premiums offered, amounting
to $48.

Upon cauned fruits, jellies, pickles, etc.,
there are fourteen premiums offered, amount-
ing to $26.
Premiums willnot be awarded on unworthy

articles levcn ifthere be no competition.
OPENING EXERCISES.

The session was opened byprayer offered by
the president.

Col. jjH. Stfyens explained that the mayor
expected] to be present, but requested him to
offer the welcome of the city which he did as
follows: i

COI.'STEVENS' WELCOME ADDRESS.
Mr.President, Ladies and Gentlemen of the

State Horticultural Society:

Inbehalf of Mayor Rand, who,Iregret to
say, is confined to his home to-day, by illness,
1bid you a cordial welcome to our city, the
citizens of which recognize the noble efforts
you huvnmade and demonstrated in the all
important industry of horticulture. They
always lent a friendly hand to your society,
and they]earnestly wish you success in your
laudible work. Itaffords me much pleasure
toextend to you their hospitality during your
deliberations in which they feel such a deep
and lasting interest.

The president, upon the behalf of the so-
ciety, expended thanks of the society for the
cordial trclcome and greeting. He then spoke
of the healthy and moral influences of horti-
culture. Spoke of a state prison incident.
The wartlcu had a desire to cultivate a garden,
and, consequently, looked among the convicts
fora practical gardner, but not one was there.

The horticulturists are honest, upright and
intelligent men, and an honor and credit ro
the humin race.

PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS.

Hon. J. S. Harris, president of the society,

then delivered an able address. He began by
saying that once more the society had as-
sembled ju the beautiful city, the queen city
of the Northwest, under auspices favorable
to a pleasant and profitable session. Abenifi-
cent providence had smiled upon the state,
and prbupered her various industries,
and all the people have abundant
cause for entering upon the new
year withrejoicing. The hateful locust has
not again devastated our fields, and no pesti-
lence has stalked abroad striking terror to the
heart and leaving a trail of deith to sorrow in
its course, but our flocks and herds have
brought their increase and the earth has yielded
up her frjuits to the tillers of the soil so we
have enough to spare

Never inour history has the prospect been
brighter br the people as a whole more pros-
perous than to day. The State Horticultural
society hiis also reached and occupies on hon-
orable position among the institutions of the
state, ancji isnow where itcan make its influ-
ence feltl for usefulness. Our membership
is larger than ever before and is comprised
of the most zealous and enterprising men of
the state, many of them of large experience
and capable of enduring much self-denial, if
as aresult they can see our interest advanced
thereby. 1 Our state has already a world wide
fame for the healthfulness of its climate, the
fertilityif its soil, and for the intelligence,
enterprise and morality of its people. We
have the Mississippi river and the great lakes,
which are giving us a highway to the ocean,
and the other water communication with the
older states of the east, and we have a system
of railroads managed and equipped in the best
possible style, which affords ample facilities
for travel and commerce, and a market for
every farmer almost at his door. The new in-
dustry oi cane growing of the state promises
soon to relieve us of the great expense of
importing our sugar, which is to essential to
good livibgand perhaps yielded a revenue and
but two obstacles aie in the way ofour state
becoming one ofthe best for the habitation of
man, thait the sun ever shone upon. We are
here for the transaction of business of the
state, it is the mission ofthe society to re-
move theise two obstacles.

First, we have treeless prairies, leaving a
void of (fuel. The railroad companies have
done much toward keeping down the block-
ades and icarrying fuel to the people. In the
east the forests are not classed with the horti-
culturists. Buthere it is. It is the duty of
the horticulturists to plant trees and pro-
vide shade and windbrakes. Forests cannot
be raised in a year but requires a half century,
and hence planting trees should not be de-
layed.

He advocated the adoption of such trees as
arc best adapted to our state and impress upon
the farmer the importance of ther culture.

He spoke ofthe fact that ithad been claimed
that apples conld not be successfully grown in
Minnesota, this he was safe in stating was not
true. He then spoke of the various varieties
which have been successfully produced in the
state. Tb the natural hybridizing we are "in-
debted fojr our fine fruit. Whether artificial
hybridizing was ever practiced he knew not.
Ifso itWas certainly one of the lost arts. It
is naturej's method. He spoke of the crossing
of the various varieties as slow and difficult,
owing to! the difference in the times of the
floweringof the various varieties. He then
ppoke of jornamental tree planting as a part of
their duty. He advocated plasting orna-
mented Irees, shrubs, and plants upon the
grounds jof the university and the various
school group.ds of the state.

Can we expect our children educated on the
bleak prairies, utterly devoid of anything of
the kindi, to become good horticulturists.
Itis a fact that every man is influenced more
or less by the circumstances and surroundings
ofthe childhood's home. He hoped the time
was coming when every school in the state
would be shaded and ornamented by trees and
plants, j

The president spoke of the unfavorable
weather [at the time of the fairheld in this
city last September. He said that owing to
the fact of the rainy weather, the horticul-
tural department was not what itmight have
been, unllcr more favorable circumstances.
Still the department was fullyas good as that
of any other department, and a credit to the
horticulturists of the state.

The speaker then spoke of the meetings of
the horticultural societies of other states
since thei last meeting. He stated that no re-
port of the Mississippi valley society had
come to this hand, but that the pomological
meeting was a grand success, and the most
interesting in some respects ofany ever held,
for which he was heartily glad.
Its membership comprises the best
best horticultural talent in America, and it
was the first National association for the pro-
motion of pomology, of which history
any account. Itis not only national in ex-
tent but American as well, foritalso embraces
the provinces of British America. He said
thatihe iwant of ahand-book was felt, ahand-
hooVbf ifruitculture adopted to the peculiari-
ties of the climate, soil, etc., of the states of
Wisconsin, Northern lowa, Minnesota and
Dakota. Itshould be something of the style
of Bowning's Fruits and Fruit Trees ol
America. Itshould describe the fruit, both
native and domestic, cow in successful culti-
vationhere, give accurate description of our
wild fruits, their value as articles of human

food or commerce, and the best methods
of cultivating and improving them, and also
accurate description of the new varieties of
the old and wellknown class of fraits. The
preparation of soil, planting, pruning and
treatment requisite to"success inthe climate,
should of course be a leading characteristic of
the book, inorder to bring the subject into
notice, and sooner bringabout its consumma
tion, he recommended the appointment of a
committee to correspond withlike committees
from other states, toreport at a future meeting.

APPLB CULTURE.
The secretary then read apaper upon the

future of the apple culture in Minnesota,
by Mr.E. Wilcox of La Crosse. The writer
spoke of the many times be had been asked.
"Can you successfully raise fruits in your
state?" The paper then gave a graphic des-
cription of agriculture in ye old time, also
mentioning the means of commerce, etc., of
the same period.

He then spoke of the Weathy apple as a
pronounced success. He gave as the obstacles
in the way of growing apples was
mostly included in the parasite
and not the climate. What has been done to
make fruita success?

The early settlers only introduced the kinds
used in the east. These others varieties were
introduced, and finallythe Duchess was the
only variety considered sufficiently hardy to
withstand the rigors of our climate.

He spoke of the hundreds of imported Rus-
sian and the crab apples, about
the hardiness of which there was do doubt
voted that all the papers brought before the
society should be laid upon the secretary's
table forpublication in the minutes.

The president stated that the road seedling
was particularly hardy and had stood very
severe tests by being exposed ta extremely cold
weather.

The leading of this paper was followed by a
discussion upon the question, "have we a
hardy apple in Minnesota."

Mr.Underwood stated that it was a well
known fact that there was not a variety of
apple or crab-apple which had not been injured
by the coldness of winter, yet he wanted it
understood that there was a difference in the
degrees to which the various varieties had
been injured.

The Duchess of Oldenburgh be considered
sufficiently hardy as not to have suffered any
serious injury. He thought the peach, apple
and several varieties of crab might be added,
although none of them had passed the test of
our winters in certain localities without in-
juryin some degree.

The president then called Mr.Emery to the
chair.

Mr.Gibbs stated that if itwas meant by the
question if we have any variety which shall
withstand the cold without injury in any de-
gree, he would answer in the negative.
Inhis opinion the best service we, as a society
could do the people ofour state at present is
toadmit the tenderness of even our hardiest
sorts, and to preach the necessity ofconstant
protection ofour fruit trees. Showing, ifwe
can, what the best methods of protection are;
and the next best is io encourage the produc-
tion ofnew seedings by processes that shall
giveus gradualiy increasing hardiness from
generation to generation, till in time the de-
sideration is reached.

Adjourned until 7 o'clock.

Evening Session.
The first business of the evening session

was the reading of a paper on "Strawberry
Culture," by Isaac Fawcett, of Minneapolis.

He spoke particularly upon the dependence of
the horticulturists upon natural causes for the
finest production ofthe fruitin question. He
said strawberry yields were extremely variable
in quanty of fruit during different seasons in
the same place, and under almost precisely the
same treatment. The finest yields are un-
doubtedly the result of a combination of very
favorable condition of the soil, varieties of
cultivation, location, moisture and tempera-
ture. He had seen some remarkable crops
when all these conditions had apparently
been unfavorable, leaving the moisture and
temperature to account for them. An emi-
nent horticulturist having been asked respect-
ing what fertilizer he would recommend for
strawberries, replied: "First, water; second,

water again."
The speaker said that this nearly accorded

with his experience. He advocated irriga
tion as necessary and profitable. He then
cited incidents where sprinkling had been re-
sorted to with astonishing effect in cases of
drouth. Inview of the fact that irrigation
was often too expensive to be adopted profit-
ably, he urged that the horticulturist prepare
the soil, cultivate and manage, so as
to retain and utilize all the moisture
at command. Rarely was there
too much rain. Too much care cannot
be exercised inpreparing the soil at the time
of setting out the plants. The soil should be
moist and cool, not wet, fertile and thorough-
ly pulverized. Persistent cultivation must
then be maintained, keeping a good surface
mulch, finely pulverized. He preferred the
n6e of adjustable steel toothed harrows after
each rain, destroying all weeds. The best re-
sults can only be attained by keeping the
plants singly inrows. He covered his plants
early inthe season for winter protection with
one or two inches «f straw, two
to four weeks before freezing. He modified
the effects of the cold dry winds which pre-
vailed that season. In removing this mulch
in the spring, care should be exercised in
leaving all the plants. . V \u25a0-'.^ \u25a0-\u25a0'\u25a0

The paper was closed by speaking of the
various theories ofdifferent culturists respect-
ing covering, •

R. J. Mendenhall, of Minneapolis, read an
exhaustive and scientific paper upon the para-
sites with which the horticulturist has tocon-
tend. As a remedy against the Colorado
beetle he said that Paris green
was as necessary as was the
planting, plowingand digging. He paid it
was a well established fact that up to a cer-
tain point the longer a country had been set-
tled the more numerons are the species of in-

\sects with which the agriculturalist has to
icontend. This is the natural result of
planting the same seeds for a succession of
years. Itwould profitone farmer very little
to burn his stubble in the fall in order to
destroy the brood of Hessian fly, while the
farmer next adjoining paid no attention to
such precautions. He stated that the govern-
ment and many states were expending
much money in investigation of the matter
of destroying the Parasites, and he advocated
that the farmer read carefully the reports of
these investigations and profits by their
changes. The paper elicited much discussion
by the members present.

Apaper upon fall and spring delivery of
trees and plants by M. Pearce, of Minneapolis,
closed the meeting.

A HORRIBLE CRIME,

The Body ofan Infant JFound in the Top

ofit*Mother's Trunk at the Wall House.

Three weeks ago a rather good looking girl
of about eighteen years of age, secured board
at the Wall house. To the female employes
of the house itbecame apparent that the girl
was about to become a mother. These fe-
males took itupon themselves to watch de-
velopments. On Sunday the girldidnot make
her appearance as usual, and these women
made a sortie upon the room and found the
girlsick inbed. Uponbeing interrogated she
acknowledged that she had given birth to a
male child, which she said was bom dead, and
she had placed in the top of her trunk. The
trunk was opened and her story found to be
true, insomuch as the dead body was con-
cerned. The chief of police was notified of
the matter, and apoliceman placed on guard
without the door. Coroner Fairbairn held a
post mortem examination yesterday afternoon,
and found evidences that the child had been
actually born alive. He has called an inquest
which willbe held to-day.

The girlgave her name as Ella Jogenson,
and that her parents reside in Bt. Paul. She
alleges that one John Hart, ofRoscmount, is
the father of the child.

The stories of the girl are disconnected and
extremely contradictory. Some are of the
opinion that she is suffering from mental ab-
erration.

BRITISH GRAINTRIDE.
Sluggish Movement With I.lltie Change In

Prices.
London, Jan. 16.— The Mark Lane Express

in its review of the British grain trade the past
week says :Trades sluggish, farmers deliveries
diminishing and prices likelyto continue rel-
atively good for sound samples. The mild-
ness ofthe 6eas©n restricts the demand. Flour
firm. Provincial markets have toned down
and trade everywhere is very quiet. Of foreign
bread stufls on the spot sales were low and the
supply ample, while the prices of fine qualities
were fullymaintained. There was a slight
decline Friday in other sorts. Flour in insuffi-
cient supply to meet the demand and values
unchanged. Maize quiet and values unchanged
at 30s. Foreign barley unchanged. Fine par-
cels sell readily. Oats dull. Off coast trade
quiet. Nine cargoes arrived, of which three
were sold. Floating bulk considerably in-
creased, two-thirds of itfrom America. Sales
of Euglish wheat for the week amounted to
47,260 quarters, at 45s 5d per quarter, against
29,010 quarters, at 42s Id, for the correspond-
ing week last year.

Western Freights Marked Down.
Boston, Jan.16.

—
Instead of receiving ad-

vices to advance western freight rates this
morning, the agents of the different fast
freights at this point were considerably sur-
prised at the reception of orders to make quite
a reduction in the schedule rates lately in
force. The new rates, in comparison withthe
schedule of January Ist and the anti-war
period, are as follows: To Chicago, per 100
pounds: First class, 30; second class, 25; third
class, 20; fourth class, 15. January Ist: 45,
32, 26,19. Anti-war period: 75, 60, 50, 40.

The Central Vermont and Grand Trunk lines
are 10, 8, 6 and 4 cents per 100 lower than the
above rates. This action of the railroads, in
view of the movement toclose up the war, can
be acconnted for only upon the supposition
that it is independent of the most extensive
cutting which has lately been going on, and
that the new rates will remain inforce until
after the numerous contracts now in force at
extremely low rates have expired, after which
the tariff agreed upon by the trunk lines will
probably be enforced. It is understood the
agents are now under imperative orders not to
make any cute lower than the schedule rates
received this morning. Similar reductions
were made from New York.

Baume, of Boston, to probate to-day. The
bulk of the estate was left toAllen Thorndyke
Rice, editor of the North American Review,
who washer grandson, and who in addition to
receiving a legacy of $500,000, receives an
equal share withthe daughters in the remain-
der of the estate, which is valued at several
millions.
