Quitequ to the Public,

Wasaingron, Jan. 26.—Guiteau sent to
the “pre's to-day the following: “To the
Ameiican people: Twelve men say I wickedly
murdered James A. Garfield. They did it on
the false notion. | Tam a disappo'nted office
seeker. My speech {hey say made no impres-
sion onthem. Iam not serprised at that ver-
dict considering their class. They don’t
pretend to be |christian men, and there-
fore did not appreciatc the idea of in-
spiration. They are men of the world
and of moderate| intelligence, and therefore
uot eapable of appreciating the character of
mydefense.  Accurding to oae of them ‘“‘we
alt had grog at the last meal and a clgar af-
terwards,” whigh showed their style and
habits. Men of this -kind cannot represent
the great Christian nation of America. Had
they boen high toned Christian gentlemen,
their verdict would have been not guilty —not
because of the insamty, for the mere morbid
act of the shooling would have been the same,

whatever the motive. If had been
a dizappointed oflice secker, which is absowte-
ly false as 1| proved by my papers,

and Mrs. Brooks, testimony on July 2d and 3d,
the outward shooting would have been the
same as if [ had been directed by the Deity to
do it, as I believed myself directed to do it,
which is a literal/trath as I prove by all! my
papers and talk on the subject. This jury had
not sufficient intdlligence to see that pointand
eutirely ignore the

and intelligent American people see. For this
veason I am | entitled to a new trial.
I want to employ two orthree first class
lawyers to takg charge of wy case. The
prineipal point to be to show a non-jurist that
this court cannot try this indictment because
the president died in New Jersey. The author-
ities on this point are confiicting, but some of
the best lawyers| in America say the predomi-
nance of anthoritie sare against the jurisdic-
tion of this court.

I desire the cotirt in bane to pass upon this
question and have no doubt but the high
toned christian [men representing the Wash-
ing court in bang will givs their most careful
attention to the pnd that the deity intended to’
protect me from the legal technicality herein
by allowing the president to depart gracefully
and peacefully in New Jersey. I consider 1t
especially providential 1n my favor and ask
the court in baae to consider it.

tions. The law gives the defendant four days
to file motions and reasons for a new trial. It
is customary for the court to sit the same day
to hear argumentthereon. S8hould this motion
be overruled, defendant will go to the general
term and under the law the defendant is
entitled to a suspension of the sentence till
after the next general term, not exceeding
thirty days. The January term is nowin
session, and the case cannot go there, but will
be appealable to the April term. it is the
custom to continue the April term until Sep-
tember, taking a recess over July and August
but should it be closed by the latter part o
May, then if judgment is affirmed the execu
tionjmay take place in July.
HOW WASHINGTON RECEIVED IT.

The news that the verdict had been rendered
in the Guiteau case brought the people out of
their homes to-night notwithstanding inclem-
ent weather, and the hotel lobbies were
thronged. Naturally the trial was almost the
only topic of conversation, and so far as ex-

pressions at places of public
resort could be heard, the verdict
was  universally approved and the

jury were highly commended. It is evi-
dent that Mrs. Scoville was entirely mistaken
in her opinion that the people of Washington
were divided into two classes, one believing
the prisoner should be acquitted on the ground
of insanity, and the other desinng his con-
viction. If there are any who believe Gnitean
insane they are not openly expressing that
opinion now.

The general conviction is that a new trial
will not be granted aud indications are that
council for defense do not indulge 1n any snch
hope. Guiteau, in his inordinate vanity, ap-
parently believes the president will interfere
and save him from the gallows, but his coun-
sel entertains no such icea.

What the Jury Say.

WaAsHINGTON, Jan. 26.—The jurors in the
Guiteau case say that even had they had an
opportunily to read the newspapers they
would not have taken advantage of it, for they
were determined from the first not to give any
cause for complaint, that they would do their
whole duty as jurists, and as far as their coa-
duet was concerned, there should be no ground
for the charge of irregularity.

A Hisser Maltyeated.

DEeTRrOIT, Mich., Jan. 26.—Quite an excite-
ment was stirred up at the Opera house last
night, when Herrmana, the magician, was ex-
hibiting. Between the performance the result

of the Guitean trial was announced, when the
audience at once broke into loud applause. In
the midst of the noise a hiss from the gallery
was heard. As soon as the signs of approba-
tion subsided the hiss became more audible,
and there were cries of condemnation. A
special official instantly discovered the man
who was hissing and stepped down the sfeep
aisle and adv:sed him to desist. This attracted
attention to him and before the officers could
get him out of the theater a crowd of men
and boys near by pitched upon the offender,
and the fellow was badly cut and bruised by
his patriotic assailants and removed with
great dificulty. He managed to help himself
a3 soon as put outside the building.

Fifty Guns.
MipisoxN, Ind., Jan. 26.-—-The rejoicing is
universal over the verdict in the Guiteau case,
anda salute of fifty guns is to be fired in
honorof the jury.

Mrs Garfield.

CLEVELAND, Jan. 26.—Inquiry was iade
to-day of Mr. Rudolph, brother of Mrs. Lu-
cretia R. Gurfield, as to how the late presi-
dent's widow received the news ot Guitean’s
conviction. He answered that he has heen at
Mrs. Garfield’s house almost every day during
the trial, and pever heard the subject men-
tioned. Mrs. Garfield, apparently, has taken
no interest in the trial from the first.

English Satisfaction.

LonpoN, Jan. 26.—The Standard, Daily

Telegraph, Morning Post, Daily News and
Times, express gatisfaction at the conviction
of Guitean, bat all with more or less severity
criticizes the conduct of the trial.
LoNDON, Jan, 26.—The Daily News says:
It is doubtful whether Guitean himself ex-
pected any other result. If he did, the fact
would be stronger evidence of his unseitled
intelligence than any brought forward during
his trial. Newspapers not only express one
opinion as to the justness of the verdict, but
are certain it will be unanimously approved.

By Mr. Browne, Indiana, from the commit-
tee on invalid pensions, calling on the secre-
tary of the interior for information as to
what appropriation will be required annually
to pay pensions during the next twenty-five
years if all claims for pensions arising from
the war of the rebellion shall be adjudicated
within seven years’ period, terminating June
30, 1888, and if at the end of that time the
survivors of the war with Mexico shall be
pensioned at §8 a nionth. Adopted.

The heuse then resumed consideration of
the report of the committee on accounts, des-
ignating committees which are entitled to em-
ploy clerks.

The question being on the amendment of
Mr. Holman striking out a number of com-
mittees from the list of those entitled to
clerks, a separate vote first taken on that por-
tion of the amendment striking out the com-
mittee on militia. The house refused, yeas
104, nays 118, to agree to this branch of the
amendment, and the other branches of the
amendment were severally voted down.

The resolution from the committée on for-
eign aflairs requesting the president to obtain
from the British government a list of Ameri-
can citizens imprisoned in England, was taken
up and Robinson, New York, concladed his
speech. He finished by expressin a
desire to offer his resolution (published
some fime ago,) condemning the action of the
United States government in ealuting the
British flag at Yorktowu, but Orth refused to
yield for that purpose. Mr. Cox, of New
York, baving made a speech in vair, the Rob-
inson- bill went over till to-morrow. The
house then took a recess until evening, the
session being for debate. Only six members
were present. The speeches were started, but
the speakers asked and obtained leave to print
them 1n the Record, and the session adjourned.

Once the appetite for baked beans is
fixed, the appeals of reason, the sorrow
of friends, the dictates of morality, the
teachings of religion, are lost upon the
miserable victim.

Something, however, may be done for
future Bostonians by judicious legisla-
tion. Legislative prohibition, of the ba
king and selling of beans, even if it could
be secured, would be a dead letter on
thestatute books—for when a whole clty
is under the influence of 4 blighting
curse, the law will be evaded. But the
baked-beans traftic may be regulated
with good results. The sale of baked
beans to minors might be prohibited;
baked beaneries might be compelled to
close up at midnightand to cut short the
wild revelries of citizens under the influ-
ence of baked beans, which now
often continue till the gray dawn
touches the eastern sky when the vic-
tims go boisterously hame to the terror
of their distressed families. Baked-bean
palaces should be hcensed and put under
the surveillance of the police, and an in-
ternal revenue tax placed on all beans
intended for human consumption. Legis-
lation may be able to hmit if it cannot
wholly prevent, the ravages of baked
beans, the dreadful hane of Boston so-
ciety.

Impeachment Cartoons.

A clever cartoonist is doing much te
relieve the general ennui caused by the
stale and unprofitable proceedings in the
impeachment trial of Judge Cox. Yes-
terday two very happy conceptions were
passed around among the senators. One
was entitled Cox vs. Fox, and represented
Judge Cox in the form of a proud cock
perched on a high post, labelled “*Ninth
District.”
