| FINANCE & COMMERCE.

All the markets, especlally those im refer-
ence to staples are giving unmistakable signs
of revival as the spring approaches. The only
exception to this statement is in regard todry
goods, and even this cannot be regarded as a
substantlal exception. In thisline the indi-
cations are that the season will be rather back-

ually up into the flood tide and all indications
point to an unusually large business during
the season. With the exception of dry goods
business in all other lines made a very decided
advance in January, 8o that in many cases there
was an increase of over 25 per cent. during that
month over the corresponding month of last

vear. Largely increased orders are reported
from the country. Nothiog more clearly de-
monstrates the proposition that the country
nerthwest of 8t, Paul is rapidly settling up
and developing, than the transactions recorded
in the books of our wholesale dealers, year
by year, as time rolls on. Each year shows a
marked increase over the preceding one, as
each vear the tide of immigration flows
through this gateway to the great Northwest.
During the week under review the money
market has showed less activity, though the
change is not very marked, and money is a
shade easier, while the demand for money is
not quite so pressing as it was. The condition
of country barks is quite easy and satisfac-
tory, and gererally speaking the flnancial con-
dition, all around, in the conntry and in the
great business centres, is quite comfortable
and satisfactory.
