Washington, March 15.—This morning

Jacob R. Shipherd accompanied by his wife,
appeared at the rooms of the house committee
of foreign affairs investigating Peruvian af-
fairs, and was sworn. The chairman inquired
inrelation to four missing letters and asked if
he wrotesuch letters, describing them as in
dexed at the department to the secretary of
state. .

"Itis my recollection Idid." The witness
stated ha had expected to prepare copies
of the letters alluded to, but was
unable to complete them beforej leaving
New York. He had copies of the missing
letters inhis letter book and could prepare
copies, but as some of the letters were quite
lengthy and he would naturally wish to look
over and compare the copies he might have
mide, he wouldrequire some further time.

The chairman made several inquiries in re-
lation to the letters and asked if his sub-
prena did not require \u25a0 him to
produce his books and papers

Shipherd replied: "Iwas not aware itdid."
Witness produced the subpeena and read from

..it. Itrequired him to produce copies of all
letters written by him to Secretary Blame un-
der specified dates, copies of all letters written
to Secretary Evarts and Blame betwetu June
1, 1831 and February, 1882; also copies of let-
ters writtdnto any minister, consul or official
of the United States referring to the. affairs of
Peru, Bolivia or Chili, or any matters ofprop-
erty or 'business in which be was interested
in these states; also, all letters received by
him from cither the secretary of 6tate,or from
any minister, consul or other United: States
official. Shipherd stated as he understood the
subpoena itwould take his secretary^ at least
two weeks to make copies of all the . corres-
pondence called for.

Mr. Rice suggested delay might be avoided
by Shipherd sending for his letter books and
producing them before the committee.

Shipherd replied that the books contained a
variety of private lettere.and he did not think
they should run the risk of transportation.
lie."had no doubt, however, they could be
forwarded on an order to his secretary. -He
deeired to know the construction which he
should place on the words in the subj <ena,

"other officials of the United States." Con-
crivably there might be correspondence
•with members of congress and other
parlies,' and he was not quite clear
whether the subpoena was intended
to cover that; He further wishes to know
whether the intent was to call for all corres-
l» >rvlence which might have passed between
li.-tween members withthe government, or to
lim-t itto correspondence touching Chill and
l*civ, and finally whether, if the latter only,
the committee desired such correspondence or
only such as referred to possible officialaction
of toe officials with whom he had corres-
ponded.

Mr. Rice replied Itwas the intention of the
c-jniiuittee that Shipherd should produce all
letters which he had received from that some-
what broad clas3 of persons known as United
States officials, as wellus from all parties con-
r.tvled with the state department, or other
departments of the government. The com-
mittee then went into secret session, Shipherd
and wife remaining in the room to determine
whether the witness should be permitted to
return toNew York personally tosuperintend
'

the copying of the correspondence called for,
or whether an order should be issued directing
the letter books to be forwarded to Washing-
toe. Finally the committee adopted an order to
1he effect that Shipherd be required to furnish
the committee withcopies of all correspond-
inee addressed to any United States minister,
or official of the state department touching
the subjact matter of the inquiry; also all let-
(Lirs addressed to witness by such officers and
(plating thereto, and allcorrespondence and
copies of correspondence passing between the
aforesaid which willthrow lighton the subject
matter of the inquiry, also all other
corresj>ondence and copies of correspondence
i:jhis possession which may tend to show any
relation of such officers to the business tran-
sactions referred to in the resolution of the
house. • \ . -

Tne Inquiry was then postponed until
fMturdayand Shipherd will return to New
York to arrange the papers in accordance
with the decision ofthe committee.

IS ITTO BE WHITEWASH?
Boaie members of the house foreigu aflaira

i- nnmlttce arc dissatisfied with the instruc-
tions of the committee given to Shipherd to-
d.iy in relatioa to the production of his cor-
respondence and express the opinion there is a
tendency to restrict the scope of the investi-
p ition. Shipherd testified very promptly and
intelligently and manifested an apparent wil-
lingness to give the committee the benefit of
nil his knowledge. In asking what cor-
respondence the committee would
want he intimated quite plainly
tint he hadletterß from some members of
congress and inquired if the committee want-
rtl 1hese produced. There was an immediate
whisDCred conference among some pleading
mf'tnbers of the committee the result of which
was that the room was cleared for a secret
Beision. The committee remained in secret
cession until adjourned and there was, it i&
said, an animated discussion as to what cor-
respondence should be demanded of Shipherd.
Some of the members insisted upon calling
for all facts in Shipherd's possession connected
with the matter before them, but the instruc-
tions finallyadopted and issued to Shipherd. il.fd for his correspondence withpersons
connected with the United States foreign (ser-

vice and state department, but do not
include members of congress. In
tbe committee meeting it was complained
that tho instructions to Shipherd really
kftitdiscretionary withhim as to what cor-
respondence and papers he wouldproduce,and
after some discussion the instructions were
{•roadened, but were not made broad enough
to include correspondence with congressmen,
if was this that caused dissatisfaction, but
innnbers of the committee say they think the
instructions willbe made broad enough at the
next meeting to include all correepsndencc
with all persons in the public service.

Sergeant Mason.

Washington, March15.—Bigelow, the at-
toiney of Sergeant Mason has prepared a j>e-

lition fora writ of habeas corpus, on the
ground that the court martial had no juris-
diction intime of peace, and even ifithad, it
uv.-ecded its powers in imposing a sentence in
exeesa of the punishment authorized by law.

sjc-ven petitions were received at th? White
House for the pardon of Sergeant Mason, one
from Chicago, one from Boston, one from
Tennessee, the remainder from Ohio. None
iv.;re numerously signed. The impression is
general that a mitigation of the sentence will
iifgranted ifnot a fullpardon.

Subscriptions to aid the wife and child of
Mason were begun this afternoon. Just be-
fore court adjourned this afternoon Judge
'.Viglie' rendered a decision in the Mason
brtbeas corpus case, denying the prayer of the
petition,but he afterwards reconsidered his
judgment and allowed Bigelow to withdraw
the papers, the latter wishing to present them
to tb* court in bane to-morrow. Meantime

Mason has been sent in irons to the Albany
prison under a guard of four soldiers.

Adjutant General Drum said the crime of
Mason was one of the highestknown to mili-
tary law, but nevertheless a mitigation of his
sentence would not be opposed by the war de-
partment. Gen. Drum also said the com-
plaints of Mason about his cell were childish
and must have been made for effect. The cell
wasas comfortable, if not more- so, than the
quarters he had before aprisoner.

LETTEROF MASON'S.
The following letter was sent the Critic

thi6 morning just as Mason was leaving for
Albany:

Guard house cell, Washington barracks, D.
C—To the editor of the Evening Critic: I
see by the Evening Critic, March13, 1882, an
article headed "Sergt. Mason's case— A nice
psint," etc. Imust say the court was sworn
in mypresence. Iwas asked if Iobjected to
any officer, all in obedience to the law.
Mr. Bigelow was not present at that time.
He was sent for, and he came in after allhad
been sworn. Ihad made no plea. Only I
wanted to plead guilty, for Iknew that the
court would findme guilty, andIam sentenced
to eight years in the penitentiary for
missing that wretch Guiteau. Ido
cot want to be sent to duty as
after six months in this dirty cell that would
killseventy-five men out of every hundred. 1
would like to say more, yet hoping this is
enough for the good Critic that gotme better
quarters. Ihave gained ten pounds since
Feb. 20, 1882.

Internal Mevenue Reductions.
Washington, \u25a0 March 15.—The sub com

inittee ofthe house committee on ways and
niean6, in charge of the changes iv the inter-
nal revenue laws, have agreed to report abill
to thefull committee to morrow recommend-
ing the following: Internal revenue reduction,
etc.; on whisky, from 90 to 50 cents a gallon;
malt liquors, from 93}£ to 60 cents per barrel;
tobacco, snuff, etc., from 16 to 10 cents per
pound; cigars, from $6 to $4 per 1,000; cigar-
ettes, from $1.75 to 60 cents per 1,000. Also a
reduction of about 50 per cent, of the special
taxes now imposed upon dealers inthe above
mentioned articles. The report will also
recommend the repeal of the laws which im-
pose taxes on capital and deposits, bank
checks, matches, proprietary stamps on medi-
cines, ]>erfuinery, etc. The estimates of the
proposed reductions, based on tb« internal
revenue collections of !a6t year, will amount
iv round numbers to about $68,000,000.

American "Suspects'' in Ireland.
Washington, March15.— The department

of stata sent the committee on foreign af-
fairs yesterday copies of the telegraphic corre-
spondence between the department and lega-
tion at London respecting the imprisonment
ofAmericans in Ireland under the coercion

act. The cases of McSweency and Hart are es-
pecially alluded to. In his negotiations re-
garding the former, Lowell failed to obtain
from the British government any information
beyond that contained in the warrant of arrest
but was assured byLordGranville McSweeney's
actions brought himunder the coercion act and
he could not be released. Hart's reputation
isbadandhe will not promise to behave bet-
ter ifset at liberty. Lowell doe» not believe
either of the two is more innocent than a
majority of persons arrested. In answer to
department instructions to waive for the pres-
ent all discussion of the justifiableness of
these arbitrary imprisonments, but to press
for an early trial of the various American,
"suspects." Lowell states Her Majesty's
government have prornieed to give, the matter
mmediate attention.

General Capital Hews.
MISSISSIPPI RIVER IMPROVEM

Representative Gibson s billmaking appro-
priations for the construction, repair, com-
pletion and preservation of certain
works on the Mississippi river,
in accordance with the recommendation
of the Mississippi river commission will be
favorably reported to tho house. It appro-
priates $6,113,000.

Senator Garland said in thesenute this after-
noon, in relation to his bill appropriating
$15,000,000 forimprovement of this Mississ-
ippi river,he wanted it referred to the com-
mittee on improvement of the river, and he
hoped the committee would give itprompt
attention and report itearly. Ifthe commit-
tee did not report itback in proper time, he
would resort to other parliamentary rules to
get itbefore the senate.

STCRGIS' CHARGES.
The testimony of Gen. Sturgis, military

governor of the Soldiers' Home, before the
senate investigating committee, is made public
to-day. Afteralluding to the amounts ex-
pended for beautifying the grounds of the
home, a portion ofthe sum has been expended
for providing means of recreation to the in-
mates, he charged that the choicest products
ofthe farm and dairy and conservatory have
been delivered to twomembers of the board of
managers, at their residences. Material and
mechanics have been used in adorning their
homes at the expense of the government.
Surgeon General Barnes and Commissary
McFerly are the two members named.

DEMOCRATIC CAMPAIGN COMMITTEE.

Mr. Rosecrans has been chosen chairman of
the Democratic congressional campaign com-
mittee, and also chairman of the executive
committee. Representative Flower was elected
a member of the executive committee, and he
and Gen. Rosecrans were empowered to desig-
nate the other fivemembers*

MISSISSIPPI LEVEE SYSTEM INTHE
SENATE.————

BillIntroduced Appropriating $15,000,-
-000 for the Work—Facts and Figures

Presented by Senators Garland, Jonts
and Vest InSupport of the Necessity and
Economy of Such an Expenditure—Bill
Appropriating $150,000 forSupplies for
Flood Sufferers Passes tha House— AnEx-
citing Controversy Between the Speaker

and Re presenlatlve Money.

The Senate.
Washingion, March 15.—Senator Brown

from the railroad committee reported with
amendments a bill granting the right of way
for a railroad and telegraph line through the
lands of the Choctaw and Chicasaw Indians to
the St. Louis and San Francisco railroad. Re-
stored to its former place on the calendar.

'.
Senator Edmunds obtained an indefinite

leave of absence on account of illae&s inhis
family.

Senator Mahone introduced a eoncurent res-
olution which was read for the first time as
follows: That in the event of any reduction
in the tax ou tobacco manufactured in the
United States, a rebate equal tosuch reduction
shall be granted on all stamps, or taxpaid to
tobacco manufactured in the United States
after the adoption of this resolution and be-
tween such date and the time when any law
making such reduction shall go into effect,
then remaining in the hands of licensed
dealers or others than a manufacturer.

The bill passed appropriating $20,000 to-
wards amonumental column tocommemorate
the battle of Monmouth.

Senator Garland then spoke on the impor-
tance of the maintenance of an efficient levee
system on the Mississippi river, the billon the
subject recently introduced by him being up
temporarily. The bill directs the Mississippi
river aommission to cause to be constructed
or repaired and kept inorder such levees along
the banks of the Mississippi river as theyshall
deem to be of the greatest importance to the
preservation of the river channel, and for the
prevention of devastation from breaks and
overflows, and to facilitate the commerce,
trade and post service, under rules of the war
department. An appropriation of $15,000,000
is made for this purpose. Anyexpenditure or
liabilitybeyond this sum is prohibited, and no
money shall be paid for levee work until the
same is approved by the senate.

Senator Garland's belief was the loss by the
present overflow largely outstripped the total
of the appropriation now asked for,and would
amount to at least $30,000,000.

Senator Jones, Louisina, said a rough cal-
culation he had made showed the country in
Mississippi, Arkansas and Louisiana, now un-
der water, orin danger of being submerged,
produced in 1830, a total of 750,062 bales of
cotton, the value of which, at
the ordinary market rate of $15 per
bale, was $33,752,835. The area in Louisiana
which would be submerged if the levees give
way,produced in 1881 crops amounting in
value to over $22,000,000 ivsugar, over $5,-
-000,000 in molasses, and over $2,000,000 in
rice. The overflow now threatens the destruc-
tion of these fields. The possibility ofraising
a cot ton crop on the inundated fields would
dt'jiend on whether the sufferers found bankers
and merchants willingtogive them credit after
the loss of all their personal property and the
devastation of their plantations. As to
the sugar crop, the water would cause
its total destruction throughout the inun-
dated region as the effect of water on the
the seed is such us to destroy not only the
growing crop, but the possibility of a crop
for the next two or three years until the land
cap be thoroughly replanted.

Senator Garland explained that tho only
levees contemplated by the bill were those of
the Mississippi river. Ifthe general govern-
ment willtake care of the leveesjon that great
national highway the states will provide for
those on the Mississippi tributaries.

Senator Vest asked to say a few words before
the billwas disposed of, because he added, he
regarded the reference of the billas a final dis-
position of it and that itwould never come
back to the senate. He thought the time had
come to determine whether the great Missis-
sippi river is tobe made a terror and curse to
this country, rather than a highway for its
commerce. He asserted itwould be an eco-
nomical expenditure for the government to
spend to-day $250,000,0'J0 upon Mississippi
river improvements.

Senator Garland said if the committee in
charge ofthe bill did not giveitearly consid-
eration he would resort to some
parliamentary "jack-screws" to get itback.
The billwas sent to the committee on Mississ-
ippi river and tributaries.

Consideration of the postoffice appropria-
tion bill was resumed, and the pending
amendment to make the provision relating to
subcontracts applicable only to contracts
hereafter made, was agreed to. Yeas 32,
nays 12.

The increase in the item for compensation
of postofnee clerks, of $150,000, prevailed.
The next amendment reported by the senate
was an item on sub-letting contracts, and
declares the carrier employed by a contractor
or sub-contractor, who shall file his
agreement and evidence he has done
the work, shall have a lien on
the money of his employer for his
pay, and if the contractor or sub-contractor
shall fail to pay the carrier withintwo months
after the end of the quarter, the department
shall pay the debt and charge it to the con-
tractor. When a person or firm, holding sev-
eral contracts, fails to perform the service, or
any one of them, the pay for the others shaJl
be"withhelduntil the service has been re-
stored and all penalties satisfied.

The amendment gave rise to protracted dls-
cussion upon the possible difficulties arising
under itin the postofflce department.

Senator Dawes aud Hawley become involved
in a personal controversy upon what the
latter construed to be an unwarranted
criticism on the part of Dawes in attributing
his efforts to show tha unreasonableness of
the amendment in practical operation to spec-
ial anxiety for the interests of mail contrac-
tors. Alter further remarks a modification of
the amendment was made by the transposi-
tion of several words and as modified adopted.
Without further progress the bill was laid
over as unfinished business for tomorrow
and the tariffcommission bill was again taken
up as the regular order.

Senator Allison submitted the report of the
committee on appropriations, with the testi-
mony taken in what is known as the treasury
contingent fund investigation. The report
and testimony were tabled temporarily and or-
dered printed.

The senate went into executive session and
adjourned.

House ofRepresentatives.
Washington, March15.—Mr.Hawk,chair-

man of tlie committee on war claims, reported
back the bill for allowance of certain claims
reported allowed by accounting officers of the
treasury department. Passed without division.
Itappropriates $291,000 for the payment of
1,300 claims.

Mr. Rice offered a resolution directing the
committee on judiciary to inqnire whether
the conviction of Sergeant Ma«on by a mili-
tary court, and the proceedings thereunder,
are not inviolationof the laws and the con-
stitution of the United States, anl report the
determination to the house, giving the com-
mittee leave to send for persons and papers.
Referred.

Mr. Hiscock, chairman of the committee
on appropriations, reported back the senate
billmaking further appropriations to relieve
the sufferers by the overflow of the Mississip-
pi river. The committee recommend the
adoption of amendments increasing the
amount appropriated from $100,000 to $200,000
and authorizing the secretary of war to ex-
pend such part thereof as itisproper for la-
bor in strengthening the levees of the Missis-
sippi river, but providing he shall onlyemploy
persons to whom he is issuing rations on ac-
eonnt of destitution. The bill passed with

amendments recommending an increase to
f159,000 and the house resumed consideration
ofthe Chinese billand was addreesed by Mr.
Page.

After discussion Hiscock stated he had
modified the amendment so itwould read as
follows: "And the secretary of war ishereby
authorized to expend such part thereof as he
may deem advisable for labor only instrength-
ening levees of the Mississippi river where
there is danger of immediate breaks at points
in his discretion, but he shall onlyemploy
persons to whom he is issuing rations on ac-
count of the overflow ofthe Red river and its
tributaries."

This amendment was adopted, as was also
that increasing the appropriation.

On motion of Mr.Cannon, 111., an amend-
ment was adopted providing that nothing
herein contained shall commit the United
States to the improvement or maintenance of
Mississippi river levees.

Money, Miseissippi, desired to speak, but
Hiscock refused toyield.

Mr.Money thereupon, under the loud rap-
ping of the speaker's gavel, stated itwas un-
just that representatives from the section
most nearly affected by the billshould have no
time to discuss it.

Mr.Money having taken his seat, the speak-
er said sharply: "If the gentlemen think
they can impose on tbe house and chair inun-
dertaking to make speeches inviolation of the
rules of the house, the chair will take pains
toreprimand them at least."

The billthen pasted as amended and the
house resumed consideration of the Chinese
bill.

Mr.Page. Cala,, addressed the house and
characterized polygamy as the twin barbarism
ofChinese immigration. After remarks by
Rice, Mass., in opposition consideration of
the billwas suspended.

Mr.Money, Miss., stating he rose toa priv-
ilege question sent to the clerk's desk and had
read the official notes of the speaker's re-
marks made when he (Money) was attempting
to get the floorthis afternoon, to speak on the
billfor the relief of sufferers fromthe Missis-
sippi river overflow. "Mr.Speaker," he then
said, "I want to state the circumstances
which attended this very remarkable declara-
tion by the speaker."

He was not allowed to proceed further.
The speaker called" him to order and said:
"The chair understood the gentleman to rise
for the purpose of suggesting something that
was privileged."

Mr. Money—lhave if the speaker willke
patient. Iwant to be understood about the
matter.

The speaker
—The chair also wants to be un-

derstood about this matter. The chair de-
sires to state if the gentleman rises for the
purpose of making any correction the chair
will,but ifhe rises for the purpose of passing
any criticism on the chair, the chair willtake
occasion to call him to order.

Mr. Money—lrise inmyright as amember
of this house to protest against the language
used by the speaker t.s a gross breach of de-
corum andfo the privileges ot this house.

Here Money was again interrupted by loud
cries of order on the Republican side and by
continuous rappings of the speaker's gavel,
whileCamp of New York and other Repub-
licans demanded that the words spoken be
taken down and read from the clerk's
desk, to which demand Money gave concur-
rence.

The Speaker— The chair will order that the
eergeant-at-arms see that the gentleman now
preserves order. The gentlman willbe seated.
The chair will elate again he has no de-
sire to be oppressive in any sense upon
any member, but when any gentleman insists
upon making a speech out of order, the chair
feels himself bound to call him to order. If
the gentleman from Mississippi desires to
make any explanation or correction in what
he said, the chair willrecognize him, but will
not recognize him for the purpose of making
an assault upon the chair out of order. (Ap-
plause on the Republican side.)

Mr. Money—lam not objecting to tho ac-
tion of tbe chair incalling me to order. For
half a minute, or aminute, Iwas out of order,
but under no rules of the house has the chair
authority toreprimand or punish any member
of this house.

Mr.Hiscock— Tne' gentleman Isnot iv or-
der in putting the speaker on trial here and it
isnot in tbe line of privilege in here and now
arranging the speaker.

The Speaker
—

The chair willstate the gen-
tleman from Mississippi is recognized for the
purpose of making any explanation with re-
gard to his own conduct, but beyond that the
chair holds he is out of order and insists on
exercising his right as presiding officer in see-
ing the gentlemen is inorder.

Mr.Money
—
Irecognize the speaker's right

to preserve order, but Irise as a matter of
privilege in justice to myself and to the
house, to call the attention of the house to
the fact the speaker has reprimanded a mem-
ber of the house. That is a breach of the
privileges of the house and Idesire to put it
on record.

The Speaker— Tho gentleman violates the
privilege given him now.

Mr.Money —Ihave been advised by perhaps
the best parliamentarian in the house that I
have the right to rise to a question of privi-
lege, and that itwas due to myself and to the
house that this matter should be stated.

The Speaker— The uhair still recognizes its
right to preserve order in the house and when
the gentleman insisted on speaking as the
chair then believed out of order itwas duty of
the chair to preserve order.

Mr.McLane—lunderstood the gentleman
to rise toa question of privilege and 1submit
to the chair, he must be allowed to stale his
question of privilege and that the chair must
submit itto the house to pass upon it.

Mr, Speaker— The gentleman from Mary-
land rises to a parliamentary inquiry. The
chair understands the gentleman iroin Miss-
issippi rose to a question of privilege, but
that this question only extends to a vindica-
tion of himself and inno sense to a violation
of allroles of parliamentary law by assailing
the speaker by criticism.

Mr. McLane—The chair misunderstands my
inquiry. Itwas not a parliamentary inquiry.
IroFe to a question of privilege and that ques-
tionis the rightof the gentleman to speak. I
have most perfect respect for the chair and
willnot utter a word inconsistent with that
respect.

Here there were loud cries of "order" on
the Republican side, which led Tillman of
South Carolina, to suggest, ironically, that
Mahone was a member ofthe house.

Mr. McLane continued— "WhileIhave this
respect for the chair Ihave also some respect
formyself, and when Ifind the gentleman
from Mississippi called to order by the gentle-
man from New York,Camp, and taken to task
by the speaker, neither the gentleman from
New Yorknor the speaker recognizing that he
took the flooron a question of privilege, I
rise to s question of privilege and that is that
itbecomes the duty ofthe speaker to submit
that question to the house."

The Speaker— The gentleman is mistaken.
Mr.McLane, (dryly)— Well, Iwould like to

know how.
The Bpeaker— The chair recognizes the gen-

tleman from Mississippi on the question of
privilege, but the moment the gentleman vio-
lated his right to such privilege, any other
gentleman, as well as the speaker, might have
called him to order. The chair recollects no
case where a question of privilege has been
submitted to the house.

Mr.Kenna (W. Va.)—Doe6 the chair intend
to be understood by his statement now and
his action to-day, as claiming itis either the
right or the duty of the speaker of the house
toreprimand a member without action of the
house?

The Speaker— The chairtiold6 itishis most
imperative duty to preserve order, and when
any steps are necessary within the power of
the chair, this chair willresort to them. (Ap-
plause on the Republican side.)

Mr.Kenna—lhope the chair willnot evade
myinquiry.

The Speaker— lf gentlemen willnot resume
their seats when out of order and called to
order, the chair willgo further, if necessary,
than merely to reprimand them ifthey insist
oq violating the rules ofthe house.

Mr.Kenna—ltrust the chair will give me
a direct answer, and Iask the chair to state,
as candidly as Ipropound the inquiry,
whether the chair means to be under-
stood as claiming the right to reprimand a
member.

The Speaker— When any gentleman is openly

j in the act of violating the rules of the house,
which the chair is charged with enforcing,
the chair regards itas not only his right but
his duty to reprimand him and insist
upon order, not that he has the right to call
a member up and punish him,but the right to
call him toorder being as itstands alone and
without precedent.

Mr. Kenna—lam glad to have the frank
announcement of the speaker inthat regard.

Mr. Money—ltis nothing but justice to me
that the record should contain what I've
thought itmy duty to say in vindication of
myself if-the house willpermit me to proceed.
Ihave no intention proceeding out of order.
The gentlemen whomade the point of order
against me perhaps anticipated what they
supposed Iwould 6ay.

The Speaker— The gentleman willbe recog-
nized toproceed, but not for the purpose of
making an assault upon the chair.

Mr. Money— As Iwas proceeding to say,
and Iam speaking without passion, and sim-
ply indefer.se of myrights, and the rights of
this house, when the bill,appropriating $15,-
-000 for the relief ofsufferers by the overflow
was under considertion thirty minutes were
allowed for debate, and none of that time was
granted representatives of the section of the
couutry most interested in the bill.The gentle-
man from New York(Hiscock) farmed out the
time. Iasked him several times for a few
minutes, and so did King, Dunn, Robertson
and Chalmers. These requests were denied,
and the floor given to other gentlemen
who had no direct interest in the people
concerned. Then,, when tbe gentleman de-
manded the previous question, Iarose to a
parliamentary inquiry and asked the speaker
if the thirtyminutes had expired. The chair
replied itbad not. Iagain asked the gentle-
man from New York for some time, and was
again refused. Ithen holding tbe floor, not
interjecting myself into any man's speech,
desired to state that the people from our sec-
tion had not been heard. Just before that a
Republican member (alluding to Marsh,
of Illinois) spoke out of order,
and in a voice so loud it
seemed hoarse, and brandished his fist and
nobody spoke ofreprimanding him. There is
no rule that permits a member of the house te
be reprimanded except by order of the house
and no speaker has tne right to arrogate to
himself and usurp thepowers of the house.
Now take that down ifyou wish. (Applause
on Democratic side.) As far as Iam con-
cerned personally, Isimply wish toshow the
people Irepresent that1was incapable of sub-
mitting to a thing of this sort without
protesting against it. (Applause on the Dem-
ocratic side.) Ifthe speaker has the right at
his own motion to reprimand orpunish a
member, he has usurped functions and powers
reserved to tho house itself.

After some further sparring between Mc-
Lane, Hiscock and the speaker, the matter was
dropped and the house adjourned.

Mr.Chairman and Gentlemen: fouwillno

doubt regard itas appropriate in responding
to this toast to refer to some of ihe circum-
stances that especially eon tribute to ourcoun-
try's greatness and power. Borne >f the im-
portant influences and agencies must, how-
ever, be omitted. Icannot so mi;eh as make
mention of all. The railroads, telegraphs and
telephones have been heretofore sufficiently
discussed, but withyour permission and ap-
proval we willtake a journey on some of the
great railroadlines. Shall itbe from Boston to
San Francisco? Seven days and and nights
willpass as the train flies onward , before we
hear the ceaseless murmur of the Pacific. Such
a journey from the Paris coast would carry
us beyond Europe and far into Asi:i. The line
of our travel marks and measures the great
extent of our country. The sane flag re-
mains over us. [Applause.]

They are co
great, so powerful, and contribute so largely
to hold the balance of trade inou: favor with
other countries, that each may veil claim a
sceptre in the excellence of quality and in the
quantity produced. Each is almost the
exclusive product of this country
and each may securely relyupon the wants of
mankind to supply a market. That product
which always commands on market is the
king.

Mr. Chairman and gentlemen while with
grateful pride we are considering the vast ex-
tent of our country and thegrea. variety and
enormous value of itsproductions, we are ad-
monißhed that the purest cf our pa-
triots and the wisest of our sfcitesmenhave
expressed their fears and profound anxiety
lest out of these should cone jealousies
and antagonisms. No dmger need
be felt from that source, if we stand by our
nation and form of government.

Samuel J. Tilden sent the folowing letter:
Gbeystone, Tonkers, N. V., March 11,

1882—Gentlemen: Ihave received your letter
conveying to me an invitation .<> attend the
banquet of the Iroquis club inChicago the
15th inst, the anniversary of th<s birth ofAn-
drew Jackson and to respond to the toast
•'Democracyl" Itwillnot be practicable for
me to be present with you on I.hat occasion,
but Icordially sympathize in the homage
which you propose to pay to the memory of
the great soldier- statesman. lie represented
the exultant nationality of a sentiment which
had always characterized the D<nocracy, and
he manifested in a great public irisis his own
inevitable determination to mair tain the terri-
torial integrity of our country and the indis-
soluble union of the states. He likewise
represented the benificent Jeffersoman
philosophy which prefers that noth-
ing shall be done by the general
government which the territoriilauthorities
are competent of doing, and nothing by any
governmental power which inlividuals may
do themselves. The great coniests of his ad-
ministration arose out ofhis elortsto hold
congressional power inderogatli mofthe rights
of localities and of individual. as well as of
the constitution. Iwellremerx t-er that inthe
debate in1882 on the vote of the bill to re-

charter the bank of the United States, Mr.
Webster with all his eloquence, denounced
and deplored the spectacle of an executive dis-
claiming the power and dismantling the gov-
ernment of which he was the head. The over-
growth ofabuses and the arrogation of au-
thority which now conceal, as they have dis-
torted our political system, would have
seemed fiftyyears ago, when the debate oc-
curred, as incredible to Webster as they would
be to Jackson. The government can never be
restored and reformed except from the inside,
and by the active, intelligent agency of the
executive. We must hope providence will,in
its own good time, raise up a man
adapted and qualified for the wise execution
this great work and that the people willput
himin possession of the.executive administra-
tion, through which alone that noble mission
can be accomplished and the lifeof ourpoliti-
cal system be preserved and reinvigorated.

BATARD'S REGKETS.
