would seem to be a waste of time and
money to make any further efforts toward

has painted in such hideous and repulsive
characters, yet true in every lineament
to life—is not the only black sheep in the
Sherman flock now browsing on the Fed-
eral coOmmons. John Sherman, the
nephew of the national kleptomaniac,
has recently been dismissed the public
service in New Mexico for stealing publie
money, but, ke his slippery uncle, he
seems to have avoided the ball and chain
and the Inconveniences incident te prison
discipline and 2 felon’s fate.

There seems to be ample room and oc-
casion for public indignation at the un-
just discriminations that are practiced in
dealing with the criminal classes of the
country. The practice, under the present
administration of public affairs, of per-
mitling wealth and political power to
substitute in the criminal practice of the
country the word kleptomania for steal-
ing, and subjecting the poor thief to the
severest penalties of the law, while plun-
derers and thieves, like John Sherman,
are allowed to disgrace the halls of Con-
gress by their presence, and enjoy their
ill-gotten gains with perfect impunity—
is hbecoming so common that it excites
only passing comment among the people
of the country, There will be no change
in this respect until the men who are
now debauching the public and private
life of the nation are driven from power,
and an administration of the government
inaugurated on the constitution, having
in view the preservation of the proprie-
ties of the public. and social life of the
country. The longer the Republican par-
ty remains in power, the more corrupt it
becomes. That vitality and regard for
public sentiment of the nation which sent
Oakes Ames and Brooks to their graves,
and Colfax and ethers frem public Iife
in disgrace—has long since given way to
afeeling of indifference for public senti-
ment and a disregard of the moral inter-
ests of the country that will, unless
checked, preduce results fatal alike to
the future of the country and the hopes
of the founders of the government.

The Death of Longfellow.

Henry Wadsworth Longfellow, the scholar
and the greatest of American poets, died in
Boston, Massachusetts, yesterday, in the 76th
year of his age. He was born in Portland,
Maine, February 27th,1807. His recollections
of the old homestead, and the happy days of
his boyhood’s years, he crystalized into song
in that sweet poetic gem, “My Lost
Youth.,” At an early age Mr. Longfel-
low cxhibited literary talent of & high
order, and his writings attracted attention
in Jiterary circles for their purity of diction,
deep pathos, and elegance of style. The
“Hymn of the Moravian Nuns,” “The Spirit
of Poetry,”’ “Woods in Winter” and *‘Sunrise
on the Hill” were his earliest productions.
Jle graduated from Bowdoin in 1825, in the
same class with Hawthorne. He studied law
inhis father's office, but found the profession
of law unsuited to his talents and tastes, and
in 1826 accepled the chair of modern Janguages
at Bowdoin, was sllowed the customary
leave of absence to make a tour of Europe,
and spent four years in trave in France,
8pain, Italyand Germany. ring his con-
nection with Bowdoin he translated the Cop-
las de Manrique, and was a regular contrib-
utor to the North American Review. In
his contributions to the Review, and in his
translation of the Coplas de Manrique, as well
as in his “Outre-Mer,”” Professor Longfellow
endeavored to introduce into this counntrya

nection with Bowdoin College,
published Outre Mer, an account of
his travels in Spain, and was tendered and ac-
cepted in Harvard College the same chair he
he fllled in Bowdoin, and was granted two
years leave of absence which he spentin Eur.
pope. On his return from Europe he as-
sumed his duties in Harvard as professer of
modern languages, and held this position until
1854, In 1839 appeared “‘Hyperion,” a romance
full of poelic thought, and one of the best
production of his pen. Hyperion was fol-
lowed by ‘‘Voices of the Night,” a valuable
collection of his best known poems. In 1841
he published ‘“‘Ballads and other Poems;™
“Poems on Slavery,” 1842; “The Spanish
Student," 1843; Poatsand Poetry of Europe,”
1845; **The Belfry of Bruges,” 1846; “Evan-
geline,” 1847; “Kavanagh,” a novel, 1848;
“Seaside and Fireside,” 1850; ‘‘The Golden
Legend,” 1851; “The Song of Hia-
watha,” 185%; “The Courtship of Miles
Standish,’’ 1858; *‘Tales of a Way-side Inn,”
1883; “‘Flower de Luce,” 1886; “New England
Tragedies,” 1865; “‘Three Books of Song,”
1872; and his translation of Dante, in 1870-S.

Mr, Longfellow has beena frequent con-
tributor to the periodicals of the country dur-
ing the last few years, and is the representa.
tive and best Enown of American poets. His
works have passed through several editions
both In this country apnd Europe.
His poetry has been forcibly described
as ‘“‘a goszpel of good will set to musie.” It
mingles with the warmest affections of the
heart, and appeals to humanity through im
ages glowing with nature and life. His trans-
lation of Dante, while not equal to Dryden’s
translation of Virgil, is a work of worth, and
has the ment of being executed with great
fidelity to the text.

Mr. Longfellow was married twice and lost
his last wife through an accident several

years since, her clothes taking fire
from & Jamp explosion and in-
flicting  injuries which  proved [fatal,

This painful accident is said to have cast a
gloom over the declining years of his life, and
tinged with a vein of sadness the purity and
sweetness of style with which he was wont to
delineate the affoctions of the heart and illus.
trate the copgection which Faith makes be-
tween naturc and nature’s God.

The periods ‘‘The old Clock on the Wall”

“‘But the night shall be fllled with music

MINNESOTA MAIL ROBBERY.

A Small Fry Star Router Rifies a Mail Bag
in His Possession—His Arrest in Michi-
gan by Xespector Childs—A Plea of
Guilty Before U. §. Commissioner Car-
dozo.

By the noon train yesterday from Chicago,
on the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul road,
Hon. 8. P. Child, United States postoflice in-
spector for Minnesota, reached this city, hav-
ing in custody Mr. Austin Lobdell, charged
with raail robbery. Mr., Lobdell is what is
known as a star route mail contractor, that
is, he carried the mai1l on hersgback between
Janesville, Waseca county, and Vivian, same
county. On the 7th inst., while carrying
this route, a bag for Alma City, a point be-
tween the two places named, was cut open
and rifled, following which Lobdell disap-

ared.

At the time this robbery occurred Inspeetor
Childs was in the northern part of the state,
and did not learn of the robbery until his re-
turn home, on the morning of the 9th., He at
ovce put hig detective knowledge at work to
ascertain the whereabouts of Lobdell, with the

resuit that after trecking him to Wasecs,
Sleepy Eye, and ome or two other
points in Miouesota, he reached the

conciusion J.obdell bad goue tohis father’s at
Chesaning, Saginaw county, Mich. Thither
Inapector Childs wended his way, arrivicg
there the morning of the 224, and sure enough
his man was there, having arrived only the
night before. Lobdell’s arrest was made with-
out treudle, as was also the return here with
the prisoner, arriving as above mentioned.
Imnediately upon reaching St, Paul Lob-
dell was taken before United Btates Commis-
sloner Cardozo by Inspector Childs, who en-
tered a formal complaint against the prisoner
charging him with the robbery, to which
he plesd guilly, and was committed for trial
if the June term of the U. 8. district court at
Winona. In the meanitime Lobdell has been
phiced ie 1he cuefody of 8heriff Richter for
safe keeping. Lotdell is quite a young man
and had born a goad reputation up tothe time
of the robbery.

Some were quite young, even children,
while a few were past middle life., All were
bound for the great northwest, the
land of promise, which beats that
new island recently discovered by Mr. Don-
nelly. All these people were compelled to
wait till night before they could proceed.
They filled the depot building so that it was
inconvenient to circulate much in it, and the
gueauon was naturally asked, Where onearth

o all these people flod shelter? Not less than
20,000 emigrants have gone through 8t. Paul
during the present month of March. It does
not secem as though they could find shelter to
protect them and their children from the bad
weather and the cold of the prairie. Yet it is
very well understood, that this is really
nothing but the skirmishers of the grand
army that is coming, and that as
the season rolls over the emigrants
will come in much larger aumbers than those
already mentioned. The St. Paul & Manitoba

has ransacked the whole country, and cannot
get enough to do the business without incon-
venience. That road has even been compelled
to purchase second-class cars from the New
York Central wath which to help out.

THE SEARCH FOR SURVIVORS.

Letter from Assistant Engineer Melville
Detalling His Programme for the Search
for the Misalng Parties of the Jeanneite
Exploring Espedition.

WASHINGTON, March 24,—Secretary Hunt
has received from Past Assistant Engineer
George W. Melville, under date of Yakoutsk,
Eastern Siberia, January 8d, a copy of the let-
ter of instructions sent. by him (Melville) to
the Ispravnik local governor of Verkhoyansk,
as follows:

It is my desirre and the wish of the govern-
ment of the United 8 of Awmerica and of
the projectors of the American expedition,
that dilgent and constant search be made for
my missing comrades of both boats, Lieut.
DeLong and his party, consisting of twelve
persons, will be found near the west bank of
the Lenariver. They are west of the small
hunting station which is west of the
house Lknown among ‘dhe Yakouts as
Quirna. They could no¥ possibly have
marched as far south as Bulcome. Therefore,
be they dead or alive, they are between Quirna
and Bulcome. I have already traveled over
the ground, but 1 followed the riyer Lena.
Therefore, it is necessary that a more careful
search be made on the high ground back from
the river for short dislances as well as loag,
from the river. ?

I examined man{ huts and small honses,
but could not possibly examiue all of them.
Therefore it is necessary that every house,
large or small, be examined for books or pa-
pers or persons of the party. Men withoutfood
and with but little clothing would ndturally
seck shelter in huts along the line of march,
and if exhausted might bs in one of the huts.
They would leave their books and papers in
a hat if unable to carry them further. If they
carried their books and papers south of that
section of cauntry between Motvai and Bul-
come they will be found piled up in the heath,
and some prominent object reared near them
tq attract the attention of searching parties.
A mast of wood or a pile of wood would be
erected near them if not on top of them. In
case books or papers are found, they are
to be sent to the American minister
resident ‘at St Petersburg. If they
are found in time, and can be forwarded to
me before I leave. Russia, forwarded them to
me. If the persons are dead, I wish to have
them carried to a central position most con-
venient of aceess, to be all placed inside of
the small honses, arranged side by side for
future recognition. Make jthem securely
closed and banked up with snow or earth, and
let them remain so until the proper person
arrives from America to make flual disposi-
tion of the bodies. In  banking
up & hut, have it done in such a manner that
annimals cannot get in and destroy the bodies.
Search for a s boat containing eight per-
sons should be made from the west mouth of
the Lena to and beyond the east mouth of the
Sana river. After the separation of thethree
boats no.  information has been received con-
cerning the small boat, but as all three
boats were destined to Barkes, and thence
to go to the mouth of the Lena river, 1t is
patural to suppose that Lieut. Chipp directed
his bogt to Barker, if he managed to weather
the gale, but if from any cause he could not
fiud the mouth of ths Lena he would continue
along the coast from Barker west for the nerth
mou%h of the Lena, or south .for the eastern
eptrance or mouth of the Lena river.

How Boller Explosions Occur—A New
- Theory.

PiTTsBURG, March 24,—D. T. Lamson suc-
cessfully demonstrated his theory of boiler
explosions at Munhall farm, near this‘city,
to-day. The test was made under the super-
vision of the general supervising inspector,
Capt. Fehrenbach, ard the boiler was ex-

loded with a steam pressure of 235 pounds.
}I)‘ne boiler used for the experiment was six
feet long and thirty inches in diameter, and
had tweniy-three inches of water. The valve
was pulled at cvery twenty-five pounds,

and when 235 pounds pressure was
reached the Dboiler burst. with a loud
report, and fragments were scattered

in every direction. Upon examination it was
found te have been completely demolished, the
largest piece being two and one-half feet lon
and nffle inches in diameter, Capt. Fehrenbae
expressed his entire satisfaction with the ex-
periment, which was a complete demonstra-
tion that explosions do not occur from low
water, but are camsed by a sudden burst of
water into the steam, whea any vacuum is
caused in the steam department by the open-
ing of a valve.
Express Companles vs. Rallrcads.

87. Louis, March 23.—The form of the final
decree to be entered on the express companies
cases against the railroad companics was ap-
proved to-day by Judges McCrary and Treat
in the United States circult court. Itis a
sweeping injunction, providing for the carry-
ing of express matter in charge of a messen-
ger or agent on all passenger trains. The
railroad com?’anles cannot open or inspect

kages, or demand a knowledge of their con-
f:xf . Railroad officials are not allowed to in-
terfere In any way with express matter
or the messeoger. FExpress companies are to
keep an account of the carrying service, and
to make a settlement on the 15th of each
month for the business of the month- preced-
ing. Therateis to be not exceeding 50 per
cent. more than preseribed rates for the trans-

rtation of ordinary freight, and not exceed

ug the rate charged by the railroad company
for any other express company. All previous
excessive or unjust discriminatiqus are to be
Investigated by the master in chancery. The
iojanction is perpetual.
