Qmanuatxa : We offer tbe following, with

the :ueoni}mn>)Eß plain-, as the leport of the
Engineers, appointed by the Ma>or and ap-
proved by yourUonoraoJe body, to"inquire in-

to «nd report on the location of a bridge,
from apoint at or below Minnesota street, in
eaid city,to apoint in the Sixth ward of said
city,as nearly opposite thereto as practica-
ble," inaccordance wilhan act of the Legis-
lature of the State of Minnesota, authorizing
the Common Council of the «.ity of St Pan?,
to isciie bonds of said city,for toe construct-
ion of a free bridge across the Mississippi
river.

Indetermining this location we Lave made
the necessary survejs of the river and the
connecting streets, examined the requirements
of the United States Government for bridging
tbe Mississippi river, and considered several
Important questions, with r.oDfiicting inter-
ests, inconnection with the bridge, such as
the danger of obstructing navigation and in-
juring our harbor, the utility of a draw or
fixedhigh bridge, the probable future of the
fc\itd inthe Bixtnward, and the best accommo-
dation of the traffic; and we are unanimously
infavor of abigh fixed bridge, and the ma-
jorityof your Eugiut'.'is recomuined a loca-
tion on Eobert 6treet, commencing at Third
dtreet aid extending to the levee lice at Lucas
street indie Sixth ward, as best suited to a<>
eommodite the diversified interests.

Bat, while we report in favor of abridce at
Hubert street, we also send pinns for a high
bridge a. Jackson s'ie-it, as the arguments in
favor of the two poinia aru bo evenly balanced
that a minority of jour Bugintera will re|>ort
in favor of that locanon.

That cur position may be more readily on-
derstood, we g v« briefly,our reasons for pre-
f.rriDgthis location toother points that were
examined.

Broadway appeared en many accounts the
be&tlocation for uniting the eastern portions of
citj;but a bridge a? tnia point • must com-
meoce at- Fourth street to obtain sufficient
tieadroom over the net work of railroad
tracks between Third street and the river;
thtre.by coasiderably increasing ihe length of
the brkJge; itmust be a drawbridge, because
ttie neccteary height of fiftyfeet above high-
wutermark, as required by the United States
government, cannot be obtained without too
bleep gradients, and itwould rtquire piers at
apoint so sear* the levee, that would, in the
opinion of your engineers, striously injure
our harbor.

Anybridge at Bible? street must cross over
therailro-d tracks, both on account of the
danger and delay of a grade crossing, and the
requirement ofthe United Sates government
that the lower chord of a draw bridge must be
thirty feet abovo low water, which would
place the roadway about ten feet above, the
level of the tracks, and further, \u25a0 bridge
placed at the proper height above the tracKs,
and extended toward Third sticet wouldser-
iouslyinterfere -with the immense business
truffle of the etr*et to the Union depot, the
the freight depot of the Chicago, Milwaukee
&St. Paul railroad, end th« steamboat docks,
which objections preclude the idea of abridge
at this point.

AtJackson street the same conditions exist
in regard to the railroad tracks, besides the

practicability of landing a bridge on a
ptr< et grnde of eleven feet per huudi cd.

Your engineers are of the opinion that a
draw brid/ ;is impracticable at any of th«
sites namtd, for,In addition to the reasons
above eUttd, the first cost is greater than that
of a highbridge; its maintenance is a source
of conftaut expense; the draw is a piece of
machinery liable to derangement, and during
the passage of boats a serious annoyance and
interruption to traffic, while the 6hort length
of 6p.in(one hundred and sixty feet in the
clear) pi\u25a0<.'*.• r.tfta great ruction to naviga-
tion.

MiDsetota street is a practical location fora
high bridge, :>b far as the structure alone is
concerned; but it would be ntcessar? to sta.-t
from Beeoad street, where it would connect
withan ei^ht foot grade juSecond street, and
a iiiix;foot grade on Minnesota street, besides,
tieing nearer the prtMst bridge than th« loca-
tiondecided on.

li..bert btreei and Jackson street both have
facilities fora high fixed bridge. The cobt
olcoustiuciion at either place is practically
the6ama; ttx; difference in length twenty feet,
being in favor of Robeit 6trett.

A idgoal Robert 6treet, commencing at
Third ttnet, und cxtend.ng to the levte line
at Lucas Btre«f| has the advantage of anearly
level grade from Third 6treet to the end of
the chain' lt-p»n, a distance ofseven hundred
feet, ofbeing at rightangles with the currents
of the river,and oi less damage to property.

Abridge at Jackson etrtet commencing at
Thirdttrtet and extending to the levee line
at Eva street, has the advantage of being at a
greater distance from the present bridge, and
nearer the business center and the railroad do-
pots.

We give the following general description
for tbe better un/kTbtaading the plans sub-
mitted ''.':'

Commencing at Th;rdstreet on the center
ofRobert street, an approach ol masonry
nineteen feet wide extends towards the river,
for a distance ofone hundred feet, at which
point sufficient bead room is obtained to start
the bridge proper, the sidewalks, for this part

of the bridge, tobe carried along the property
line until sufficient head room
is obtained to cross to . tbe
bridge; on each side of tbe masonry a
space of thirteen feet is left forsidewalks and
roadway toaccommodate the travel on Robert
street. From th»? end of tbe masonry the
btructure is of wrought iron, being a trestle
bridge to tbe south line of Second street, and
a succession of truss spans, supported by
stone peers, on pile foundations, ending with
a stone abutment onLucas street, at tbe south,
line of the levee. The width of the roadway
of the bridge is eighteen feet in tbe ckar,
withsidewalks eight feet vide on trestle and
d'Ck spans, and six feelon the through spans.
The elevation at Third street willbe fifty-two
feet above high water mark, and will run
nearly level to tbe end of the channel span,
which willbe fifty feet in the dear above high
water marK, as required by the United States
government. From the end of the chancel
i>pan the grade descends at the rate of
three and one half feet per hundred to the
abutment at the levee line; which point is
nineteen feet above high water mark. An ap-
proach, by an embankment, at about the same
rite of grade, will reach high water mark ut
Kate street.

The total length of the bridge, including
the approach at Third street, is one thousand
six hundred sixty-one feet, which is a little
shorter tnan tha present bridge at Wabashaw
street; while the heaviest grade willbe one
and one half feet per hundred less than that
bridge, and entirely practicable for a street
car line, being one half footper hundred less
than the grade of Fourth strtet from Waba-
shnw street to Minnesota 6treet.

The structure at Jackeon street, as pro-"
posed by the report of the minor! y,is of a
similar character and design. The length of
the masonry approach from Third street is
sixty feet. To get the same width of street
at Third street, itwillbe necessary to condemn
the six feet between the street line and the
buildings on the east side of Jackson street
fora distance of about ninety feet. The grade j
commancefi at an elevation of thirty-live
feet above high water mark -at

-
Third

street, :and rusos with a grade of three
aad one-half feet per hundred to the channel
span, a distance ofsix honored and sixty feet.

This span willbe on a level, and liny feet in
Ithe clear, above high-water mark. From the

end of this cpan the grade foils, us in the
Robert street plan, at the rate of three and one-
half feet \«r hundred to the levee line, and is
alt > practical for street cats.

Tbe bridge contemplated does not conform
to the requirements of the U. 8. government,
aa laid down in the act of April1,1873, rela-
tive to bridcing the Mississippi river, which
requires a channel span of tbr& hundred feet,
aba other spans of two hundred and fiftyfeet
each: but in con6ideratiou of the near prox-
imityof a bridge with spaas of less length
than those contemplated by our estimate, and
further as abill has already been introduced
in the Congress of the United States

—
upon which we contemplate favorable
action - by Congress

nates a bridge i:: 'his «iiy
withspaij of twohundred and fiftyfeet, we

base our estimate on a chanrel span of two

The unanimous and emphatic decision of
your engineers infavor of a high fixedbridge, i
practically limited its location, on the east side

\u25a0 of the river, toone of twostreets, Jackson or
Robert street, and only in the choice between
thtse two points, doItake exception to the
above report.

in the construction of a bridge &t Robert
street, there arc gome conditions that g.v^ it
points of superiority over a structure of sim-
ilar character at Jackson street, which are
found Bpetifli-ally stated .in the body of the
report. These elements of difference aie in
my opinion,of but minor importance, in com-
parison withthe greater advantages to be de-
rived from the locution of the bridge at a
point most .convenient and aooesible 3crth«
anticipated traffic over the new structure; and j
t:\-r things being equal, the report of your

engineers would have unanimous in lavor
ofJackson street over all other points con-
sidered.

Tlit;present and prospective growth, of the I
business portion of .St. Paul, wouldundoubt-
edly tend to carry the location of a new
bridge to the lowest available point,
limited by Broadway street. Admitting
this governing influence in the location of the—

which has been conceded by the en-
tire commission— as an important element in
this discussion, Iwould respectfully hold,

.that as between tbe two points considered,
the only question at issue is the feasibility of
a bridge at Jackson street, the central point of
the present and probable future business in-
terests of the city.

The practicability of a bridge at. this point
has been fully demonstrated in the report;
while the .estimated cost is the same as that of j
the structure proposed forRobert street.

Jackson strtet, as a thoroughfare between
Third street and the levee, is of bat compara-
tivelyEmail importance, since the completion
of LhtjUnion depot; the steep grade between
the points (eleven feet in one hundred) tending
to divert traffic to Sibley street; Ihe two road-
ways, nine feet in width, shown on either side
of the bridge approach, would more than ac
cowniodate the present aDd possible future
traffic of this portion of the street. .

As to the present crowded condition of the l
street at the junction of Jackson and Third
Btieete, the proposed paving of Fourth and
Fifth street*, and the contemplated widening
ofJackson sueet, between Third and Fourth
streets, willgive increased facilities fortraffic,
and this Question will most naturally adjust
itself.

The bridge from Jwksoa etreet would land
sixhundred and seventy feet lower down the
river on the west side th:<u that from Robert
street, which would giveitan additional im-
portance to that portion of West St. Paul, to
be man directly benefited by the new struc-
ture, '-^i.

For the reasons tbove stated, &ad believing
Unit the future of the city,even more than its
present conditions, will dematrd the lowest
available point for the location of the bridge;
this supplementary import is respectfully bud-
mittod. .-.;'. ..
