8yllabus—In the course of negotiations be-
tween plaintiff aud defendant for a lease of

stores then in process of completion, whose
eltuation required a sewer, plaintiff who had
conetructzd a eewer therefor, with ordinary
care, in good faith, recommended the said
stores as suitable for defendant’s tusiness,
and stated to defendant ‘“‘that there was anex-
cellest sewer connected with them, which
would make the premises clean.” The writ-
ten lease thereafter executad contained no stip-
ulations upon these matters and no reference
to the sewer. Sald sewer was sufficient 1n or-
dinary storms, but subsequently proved in-
sufficient in a heavy rain storm of exceptional
severity, and said premises were flooded and
defendant’s goods damaged.
Held, That said tepresentations are to be
taken as the expression of plaintiff’s judgment
and opinien merely, and fail to sustain ‘he
charge of fraud.
