" TIIE MURDER TRIAL.

The Toohey Marder Trial Finally Under
Way-—dMary Toohey, the Thirteen Yerr
Old Daughter, Testifies to the Shooting
—Sargeant West's Evidence — The Post
Mortem,

At about 3:30 yesterday afternoon the twelfth
juryman was secured in the trial of John
Toohey, indicted with the murder of his wife
on the 4th of January last.

The case was opened by County Attorney
Hale. He gave a detailed account of the
murder in accordance with the evidence which
he purposed introducing during the trial—
evidence which would show that the deed had
been committed in cold blood, without canse
or provocation. He read the indictment,
charging the prisouer with murder in the first
degree, and then spoke as follows:

‘It is rot necessary to show that there had
been no feud, grudge or quarrel between the
man and wife to prove that there was no cause
for the act. When a man does an act of that
nature, it is presumed that there had been a
quarrel. It has been said that the defense
would set up a claim of alcoholie insanity, or
something of that kind. I cannot say that I
know exactly what that means. But
certainly the man got drunk volun-
tarily, and then deliberately shot his wife dead.
The burden of the proof is= upon the defense
to establish that he was in such a condition of
ipsanity that he did not know the nature of
his act or crime. It wasnot enough to show
that he was drunk—so drank that he was be-
side himself—but that his mind must be so
diseased that he could not distinguish between
right and wrong. Insanity property is a
proper defense—bu t the defense must prove
conclusively that the prisoner was in such a
condition of mind that he aetuaily dou’t know
what he was about.

He asked the jury to give the evidence 1in
the case the closest attention and weigh
everything carefully.

MARY TOOHEY SWORN

testified as follows: T am thirteen years old;

John Toohey is my father; have sister named

Jennie, aged 19; was living on Western ave-

nue ard 21st street on the 4th of January last,

a short distance from Western avenue; father

was at home on the 4th of January; remem-

bered the fact that on that morning mother
was shot; was there at the time; sister Jennie
had been gone about a half honr. (Witness
was shown a diagram of the house as situated

upon the street, together with relative
positions of the same, which was
recognized as practically correct.) Half hour

after sister went away heard shooting; was in
the front room at the time; when I heard the
shot father and mother were in the kitchen—
next room adjoining, [witness here pointed
out upon the diagram, the position in which
ber father and mother were standing when
she entered the room,] father was walking to-
wards {mother when I entered; saw the re-
volver in father's pocket about tweunty-five
minutes previously; just before I heard the
shot I heard mother say shoot me
if you want; instantly thereafter I heard the
shot and rushed in; he was justabout toshoot
again; had the revolver in his right hwed and
was turning the chamber with his left hand;
mother threw her hands up and screamed; I
pughed father back, and threw the revolyer
up; father forced me arounnd into another
room; mother started for the front door; after
he had pushed me into the room he went
back; mother f{cil to floor at the fron: door;

called her but recived no answer; father ran
out back door; I ran out and met bim
as he game around the housze; he

said, *“Here, you go into the house, and stay -
there;” he walked down Western avenue out
of sight. I returned to mother and found her
cold and stifl; strangers came soon =after and
took the body away—about two hours and one
half after the shooting; know Officer West;
he came to the house a short time after the
shooting; little sister and brother weic in the
room when I entered it; they had been there
during the shooting; when Officer West ar-
rived mother was still lying at the door:
[shown a revolver which she identiied as
Leing like the one her father had.]

Before the shooting father waunted me to go
down town for some whiskv; mother said I
should not go; he said I would; she still said
she should not let e go; he said “I'll fix
you;"” this was only a short time before the
shooting; dida’t hear him say anything anout
shooting in the morning; when they were
talking angrily about. my going for whisky,
1sawd he Lad a revolver; mother asked if he
wanted to shoot her; he replied ‘Do you sup-
pose I would shoot a thing like you*'’

Thought from the way they talked they
were mad; he said he would show her who
was boss of the house; after mother was shot
I went to a neighbor’s for help; came back
and mgother was still there; was present when
they took her away.

Cross-examination—Mr,
are you, Mary?

Witncss—Thirteen years.

DR. EVANS,

Sworn, testified that he was a physician and
surgeon and that he was called in by the cor-
oner on the 4th of January last to assist in the
post mortem examination of the remains of
Mrs, Toohey. He made a post mortem aund
discovered a small wound in the breast, found
a small bullet just under the skin beotween the
eleventh and twelfth ribs in the back. The
bullet had passed through the heart. The
wouund must, in his opinion, necessarily have
caused death.

DR. PAIRBAIRN
testificd that he was county coroner on the
4th of January. Hs went to the house of
Joln Tochey atabout noon and took charge
of the remains of Mrs. Toohey. He gavea
warrant to thz relatives permitting burial.
DR. HILL
festitied that he also assisted in conducting
the post morfem. His testimony was identical
with that of Dr. Evans.
SERGEANT JONN WEST,

the next witness, recognized the revolver as
the one handed him while standing near the
kitchen door of John Toohey’s house, on the
4th of January. Ope chamber had been dis-
charged He further testified to finding the
corpse at the front door of the house, as de-
scribad by the other witnesses.

At 5 o’clock the court adjourned until 9
o’clock this morning.

STILL MYSTERIOUS,

Birdie Vesper Arraigned and Sentenced
for Shoosting Uj) Fire Arms Within the
City Limits—S8ets Up Selt Defense as Ber
Fxcuse,

As gunounced ia the Grosr of yesterday,
Birdie Vespel, a nymph du pave of the city,
was arrcsted by Capt. Berry on Wednesday
night on the charge of being one of the prin-
ciples in the mysterious shooting afirayiwhich

occurred near the 8t. James hotel at
12:36 Sunday uight. Yesterday after-
noon she was arraigned before the

muaicipal court charged with discharging fire
arms in the city limits. She
FLEADED GUILTY,

but set up the claim that she was forced to the
act inself defense. She testified that she was
cighteen years of age and had lived in Minne-
apolis for fifteen years. Her parentsare living
elsewhere. 8he refused to answer the question
as to wheth-r single or married. For some
time she hadlived at Madam Dann’s bagnio,
but since the trouble she.had taken
up her abode in that of Net Connelly on
the East side. On Sunday evening she said
two young men called for herself and another
girl at Madame Dupn’s inviting them to a
restaurant to partake of a little banquet. They
started, but instead of going to the restan-
rant, weat directly to aroom of one of the
voung men in a building on Washington
avenue, near Heffelfinger’sihoe store. ere
they remained until alfter 12 o’clock when this
girlin company with a yourg man who they
said gave the name of Lac Stafford, but she had
since been convinced that his name was not
that which he had given. Arriving near the

St. James, and going towards that hotel, the
young man seized her by the throat and saia,
“You wouldn’t give me what I wanted in the
room, and I will have it now or your life.”
The girl  testified that he then
attempted to drag her into an alley
near the hotel, when she drew her revolver
and fired two shots at him, intending to hit
him. The jud(%e then explained to her that
the charge made against her was simply that
of shooting in the city limits, but that she
had freely confessed that she had attempted
the voung man’s Iife, and asked her if she
wished to leave the city. She replied that she
did not, The judge then summed up the
case, speaking with much feeling upon the
sadness of the case, and found her guilty. A
tine of §50 or sixty days was imposed.

The story of the girl apveeas somewhat
tangled. T1here is no alley near the St. James
hotel, and yet she was positive that the
young man had attempted to drag her into an
alley, and that it wus close by the house.

In conclusion, itis only justice to the young
gentleman, whose name is drawn into the dis-
graceful affair, to say that he asserts that he
can prove an alibi—inasmuch as he was not
in the city on Sunday night.
