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Ahthoky Comstock, who has
been, lecturing inthe Bast in the inter-
est of the "Society for the Suppression
of Vice," should have extended his trip
to Minnesota. The personal and other
indecent advertisements that appear in
8 '1111' of the newspapers of this State are
of such a dangerous character as to pre-
sent a good opening for the inaugura-
tion of the reform measures had inview
by the society 31r. Comstock so ably
represents.

The people of the Old Dominion have
very properly repudiated Mahone's plan
of having tfcc graves of the soldiers of
that state attended to by penitentiary
convicts, under the supervision of tbe
state authorities. The New York World
suggests the following parody on Collins'
Ode as very forcibly illustrating Ma-
hone's ideas upon the subject:

"How sleep the brave who sank to rest, '
P.y nil their country's wishes bless'd !
By convict bands their knell is rung,
By striped forms their dirge is sung;
Tliere Murder comes inbuff and gray,
To deck the turfthat wraps their clay,
Aod Larceny yearly shall repair
To smirch the i.oral tributes there."

TriE ministers of Kentucky seem to be
inabout the same quandary about mem-
bers of their churches attending horse
races as Dr.H.IJ.Kevels, the first colored
United States Senator, was in trying to
reform the morals of his congregation by
threatening to expel all members who
persisted in living together as man and
wife without going through the marriage
ceremony. Having worked up several
deacons of the African M.E. Church,
at Natchez, into a lukewarm
support ofhis policy, the Doctor solemnly
announced to his congregation, after
finishing the morning service, that all
who were living together as man and
wife, who were without marriage cer-
tificates, would have to get a license and
have the marriage ceremony performed
before the next Sabbath, under the pen-
alty of being expelled from the Church,
and that the deacons of the Church
would report the names of all delin-
quents, to be read from the pulpit on the
next Sabbath. On next Sunday, to
the surprise of all, Dr. Kevels was
conspiculously absent, while the deacons
were unusualh- anxious to get through
with the services and go lionie. Nothing
more was ever said from the pulpit about
the matter. But several years afterwards
when the doctor was a member of the
United States senate he related the cir-
cumstance to a distinguished United
States senator, who asked him why he
did not enforce his policy. Doctor
Kevels answered: "Let me tell you,
my friend, had 1 carried
out my threat, I would
have had to expel all my people :Icould
not even trust my deacons." The Ken-
tucky ministers who are trj'ing to stop
the practice of horse-racing among the
members of their churches willfind that
they arc in about the same position as
Doctor Kevels —they irill have even Iheir
d, icon* against them, for it" there is any
one thing in which the denizens of the
"dark and bloody ground" take apardon-
able pride itis the Kentucky Morgan on
the Kentucky turf.

SBNATOR ltLAlli'i VEVBLOPZME ITS

The Brooklyn Eagle seems to have had
implicit faith from the very first that
there was a good sized ne<;ro in the Peru-
vian imbroglio; and judging fromrecent
developments before the Foreign Affairs
Committee of Congress having charge of
the investigation, there is a likelihood of
the Eugle'B zeal being rewarded with the
sight of a veritable African before
the investigation is brought to a
close. There is no doubt that
Mr.Blount struck it rich when he cor-
nered Blair on the face value of Ihe Pe-
ruvian scrip he received from Shipherd as
a retainer. To fixthe face value of the
scrip the astute disciple of Greenleaf saw
at a glance, would enable the public to
determine from the amount whether or
not the retainer was intended to
cover all emergencies, including
the rexpectations of Mr. lilair.
The services of Mr. Blair were evidently
not brought into requisition to deter-
mine the legal bearings of the case. There
is no conflict of testimony as to the fact
that Shipherd offered a bribe of $250,000
t<> Gen. Hurlbut, and that the same was
refused. This fact establishes two very
important, points: (1) That Shipherd
had money. (2) That he had no scruples
about buying men when he fouud it
necessary to accomplish his purpose.
"With this much established, it is not
difficult to either trace bhipherd in his
future movements, or to understand, his
motive in retaining Senator Blair to ply
between his oftice and the state depart-
ment after he found Hurlbut could not
be bought.

When Benator Blair appeared in the
case, he had been given by Shipherd such
a fabulous amount in Peruvian scrip as
a retaiucr that, when questioned by Mr.
IJlount, he considered itprudent not to
answer the question. And in this con-
nection, the fact should not he lost sight
of that Senator Blair's acceptance
of this |scrip [puts in evidence
the fact that he, as an
experienced aud able lawyer, and a prom-
inent, politician and United States Sena-
-lor, considered that Shipherd had such
influential backers as to leave no doubt in
his mind that the American claimants
wouldestablish their tilleto the property
in question.

From the time he received his retainer
until the scheme was exposed, Mr. Blair
testifies to frequent interviews withMr.
Blame inregard to this claim. And the
worst phase of the case is, that these
interviews were in regard to
the same Shipherd who had,
to Mr. Elaine's personal knowledge,
tried to bribe Gen. Hurlbut; making the
conclusion inevitable that the then Sec-
,-elary placed himself in an awkward po-
sition, to say the least, when he allowed
himself to be approached at all by an at-
torney whose very presence suggested
that his mission was to consummate an
arrangement with him through the same

corrupt agencies that had so signally
failed iv enlisting Gen. Hurlbut
in his interest. Mr. Blame
knew all about Shipherd, the
nature of the claim, and the manner in
which he had approached Gen. Hurlbut,

and, notwithstanding this, he net •nly
allows Blair to approach him on the
subject, but advises him to take a re-
tainer from Shipherd. The truth is, these
developments are by no means favorable
to the theory that Mr. Blame is an inno-
cent man.

As Gen. Grant seems to have had a
hand in the scheme, he should be called

on to tell what he knows about the case,
and itmay yet turn out that the final de-
velopments willbe of such a character as

to warrant the "plumed knight" in both
fearing and anticipating "the dirty slo-

gans of the Democratic pnjgs."

TEMPERANCE.
'

Superintendent Kiehle presented the follow-
ine communication relative to the instruction
of teachers in temperance, which was referred
to a committee consisting of Directors Niles,
Kiehle and Shepard :
To the Honorable Board of Directors of the

State Normal Schools of Minnesota.
Itha9certainly not escaped the attention

of the members of the board, that among the
best friends of the young, and the most intel-
ligent supporters of our public school system
there is great alarm at the increase of the
dangers of immorality and vice in the land.
This is especially true of intemperance, which
has already reached proportions ofpower that
have given ita prominence above all others.

With all the diversity of judgment as to
best methods of curbing theevil.good citizens
ofallclasses still agree on this.that the moral in
fluence of all whose special work itis to edu-
cate our youth in family,church and school
should be exerted to establish in the young
principles and habits of temperance, based
upon an intelligent understanding of the na-
ture and physiological effects of alcohol, and
the evils which itsuse has entailed upon us.

In this spirit the legislature has enacted
that all school officer 6 may introduce, as part
of daily exercises of each school in their
jurisdiction, instructions in the elements of
tsoclal and moral science, including temper-
ance, etc., and that it may be the
duty of teachers to give a short
oral lesson every day upon one of
the topics mentioned. School boards have
accordingly, iv some places, ordered that
regular instruction be given to pupils on the
subject of temperance.

J feel great interest in this movement, and
am in hearty sympathy withthose who are
laboring in the interest of our youth. Iam,
however, quite confident that whatever may
be provided in a text book, the real value of
instruction willdepend on the moral charac-
ter of our teachers, and the skill with which
they impart instruction and direct thought.

To the end, therefore, that teachers
may be encouraged to a lively interest
in the question, and may be directed
to aprudent and effective use oftheir ability in
promoting temperance among our youth, I
respectfully submit the following for your
consideration.

Inviewofthe dangers of intemperance, and
tbe increasing demand that instruction be
given in the schools:

Resolved, That the presidents ofthe normal
schools be directed to make such provisions
as may be necessary to prepare their students
to give instruction to the scholars of
tIn;•state, based upon the best es-
tablished authority as to the physiological
effects of alcohol, the adulteration of liquors
and the dangers and evils resulting from their
use as a beverage, and to establish them in
habits of sobriety and virtue. Very respect-
fully.

A Wife's Brutality.
Chicago, May 9.—John C. Newhousc,

an old settler, died from hemorrhage of
the brain, yesterday, aged seventy-seven.

He was once worth
half a million dollars, but lost a portion
and, two years ago, deeded the residue to
his wife, who, according to tbe story told
a Tribune reporter, treated him shame-
fully atter that, allowing him only $3.50
per week for all expenses, abused him
frequently, gave him diminutive and un-
healthy quarters, and refused him a pil-
low as he lay dying. Several prominent
and reliable citizens and neighbors con-
firmed this almost incredible story.

AMilwaukee Mnrdcr.
Milwaukee, May 9.— Children who were

poking around a refuse heap on a vacant lot,
in the First ward to-day, discovered a lot of
bones and called the attention of a man who
was hauling refuse. He saw at once that they
were human remains, for some of the bones
were yet covered with the flesh.
