a brainless fop, but the bigger fool a man

is the less respect he usually has for
\u25a0women. After marriage; when the pro-
saic realities of daily lifedispel the ro-
mance of the situation, his selfish nature
asserts itself, and his wife finds herself
only a sort of upper servant tominister to
his comfort. There arc scores ofsuch
husbands Thebest ofeverything in the
house isreserved for them, "the children
must be quiet— is home/
the mother has had them all
day, but "that is what she
is for

If retrenchment in living is

necessary, instead of giving up cigars
and 6tauding treats withhis friends, he
preaches economy to his wife. His ward-
robe suffers no diminution while she
turns and makes over and repairs as best
she can to present a respectable appear-

ance. Of course ifhe loved her itwould
be a pleasure to make sacrifices for her j
sake, but instead he permits her to love

him.and that ought to satisfy any reason-

able woman.
There are better men than this class,

who need to heed the apostle's injunc-
tion. They are popular men, whom the
world is never weary ofpraising; the elo-
quent clergyman, the brilliant lecturer,
the gnat actor, the smart, wittywriter
and the successful business They
go home from the scene of their labor
and tucccss with the praise of men and
the flatte ryof women still sounding iv
their ears, and find their wives quite un-
prepared for hero worship. They admire

their husbands, but a constant state of
admiration is a terrible strain for the
average intellect and the cares of
home and children will command
attention, besides, if the men loved
their wives as themselves they would find
some worthier object than themselves to

admire, but 6iich self-love and worship
results only inindifference and neglect.
The small, mean mail seldom loves his
wife. When he was a lover he made
quite a show of generosity, and in the
ardor of his passion money was regarded
but secondary to his desire of winning
her. But when the wedding day is over,
money comes to the front again, and be-
sides there isnothing to be gained by in-
vesting inbooks, flowers or rides. As a

newly married man gallantly remarked
to his wife, "My dear, I;furnish you
beefsteaks now instead of bouquets."
Usually the mean man is meaner to his
wife than to any one else. He regards
hci, in one sense at least, as a part of
himself; she knows his meanness and he
never troubles himself about her opinion
of him. Said a husband ofthis kind, "1
reckon my wife has a good time; she is
warmed by my fire, eats at my table, and
Imako her an allowance for
clothes. Pretty fair, isn't it."*4Do yon allow her as much
as tou spend for cigars and

other trifles?" asked a friend. ["Of
course not. Who makes the money ?"

Of course his wife despises him. No

right-minded woman could do otherwise,
and unhappiness and misery follow.

The censorious husband is another class
for whom St. Paul preached. He seems
to have a grudge against his wife; he con-
siders that that unfortunate woman has
got the advantage of him in marrying
him, he feels bitter towards her, and
tries by fault finding to even up things.
No word of praise ever escapes his lips;
her most earnest efforts to please him
meet withno appreciation. Others may
regard her as a lovely, sensitive woman,
but to him she is simply his wife, and
imust know her place.

Ifshe is a highly strung, affectionate
woman she will either close her heart to
him and livea cold, scornful „life,or in
reckless despair pullhis castle of pride
about his ears and drag his name down to
dishonor and shame. There are but
few exceptions to this rule, that if
husbands are manly and loving

they will find {heir truest
'

and
best friends in their wives. There
can be nothing more infinitelymean than
for a man to win a wife in the guise of
anhonest, noble character, and wim a
fair show of truth and affection, and af-
terwards to drop the disguise and appear
inhis deformity a mean and dishonest
man.

There would be many more happy
homes than now ifhusbands would keep
theavows they made as lovers, and make
as serious efforts to retain the love as
they did to win it. Ifmen loved their
wives they would not think cherishing
meant a roof and something to eat; they
would not try to satisfy heart hunger
with an allowance for clothes.

TIMELYTOPICS

AVienna journal, in publishing the news
of the death of Darwin, apologized! forspeak-
ingof politics at all Inits "columns on a day
when humanity his suffered so great a loss."

With the close ef last month, the law,
whiebfcas existed in the state of Virginia for
the past four years, establishing the whipping
post as an instrument for the punishment of
petty larceny, expired.

"Goo tempers the wind to the shorn lamb,"
is found in Lawrence Sterne's "Maria," A
hundred years before Sterne a Frenchman,
Henri Estienne, said the same thing, translat-
ed by Herbert thus: "To a close shorn sheep
God gives windby measure." Sterne's form
ofthe epigram is far the most euphonebus.

Judge Wylib, of Washington, in recently
sentencing a young man to the penitentiary,
said that every parent in the land should put
his foot down on the trade organizations and
combinations, whichhave the.effect of bring-
ing skilled labor here from abroad and prevent
boys from becoming apprentices, and thereby
;cause a universal idleness among them, which
both tempts and drives them to crime.

Count Obsi, who is now seventy four years
old, but still alert and merry, is inthe habit of
illustrating Prince Louis Napoleon's obstin-
acy by a story of his behavior at the time the
attack onBoulogne failed. The prince's com-
rades had to carry him away by main force.
He made up his mind to die, rather than to
yield his chance of accession to the imperial
throne; and he clung so desperately to the
railings of the column commemorating the
assembling of his uncle's army that ittook a
half-dozen of his companions to wrench his
hands away.

The publishing house of the Southern
Methodist church at Nashville has liabilities
of over $100,000 above its assets and this is
due to the mal-administration and frauds of
Rev. A.H.Bedford, D D., the trusted agent of
the concern,who has shown himself tobea wolf
in sheep's clothing, like many another pious
rascal. The report gives a detailed account
of his management, manipulations and pecu-
lations. Thus the prestige of the church is
lowered, its influence impaired, and Christian-
ity itself made tosuffer by the conduct offalse
and iniquitous professors.

The ex-king ofNaples has been living in
Paris, in a fashion better suited to a modest
grocer than to a royalpersonage. His home
has been a small furnished apartment on the
third floor of a far from magnificent hotel.
When he was dethroned, all his jewelry and
money were confiscated, as wellas the person-
al property bequeathed him by his mother.
His wife,one of the best and gentlest of wo-
men, has lately visitedItaly and had an inter-
view withits ruler, and it is said that King
Humbert has used his influence with the Ro-
man cabinet and restitution of the confiscated
property is to be made.

Tub Christian (Unitarian) Register says of
the Andover professors' statement of their
views: "The professors make the remarkable
statement that 'the questionings of to-day in
Christian hearts respecting . the doctrine of
eternal punishment are a consequence of the
elevating and spiritualizing power of the gos-
pel.' Yet, we suppose, this is not to be
understood as any concession to the truth of
Universalism, since they arepledged tooppose
that theory. Taken in connection with the
full text of the creed, the statement of the
professors is certainly a remarkable docu-
ment." _

Tna Charleston (3. C.)News thus gives
the Southern side of the story of the indig-
nity offered Bishop ]Payne, ef the African
Methodist Episcopal church: "Bishop Payne

had a second-class ticket and went intoa first-
class car. When the conductor came to him
and . took his ticket he told him he must go
into the second-class car. The colored bishop
became very angry, and said ifhe could not
ride in a first-chss car he would not ride any-
where; and, although he was told he might
ride to the next station, he refused to do so,

and despite remonstrances got off the train
and walked back to Jacksonville, where he
had got on."

The report of the committee of the senate
recommending an amendment to the national
constitution, giving suffrage to women, has
thrown the woman suffragists into ecstatic
delight. They feel that they have scored one,

and that day lightisbreaking. The action of
the committee, however, only serves to show
more palpably the deep, dense, darkened
gloom. Let the woman's rights women
bear inmind that the measure passed the com-
mittee by only a majority of one, and that
there isnot a ghost of a chance for itto pass
congress. And yet the woman suffragists
may thinkitmarks progress, while those who
favored the action, were impelled only by a
hollow pretense, intended to amuse the ladies,
without advancing their cause.

A Washington correspondent writing
about the dead letter office, gives the follow-
ing interesting particulars: "Atthe dead let-
ter office 15,060 letters are the average daily
received. They are first put inpackages of
100 letters, and Bent to eight persons, who
take once about 1,800 letters each a day, and
eend them to the class to which they belong.
Hero sits a young woman withbadly directed
letters and books of reference on her table.
There was a pile of letters withno state on
them. Ifthe county be on them, by a refer-
ence she can add the state. One was directed
to a college student. She fonnd the college
and added tbe townand state. "But the sad-
dest of all are the poorly written letters, with
the bard-worked for and carfully hoarded up
money.sent with generous words to the needy,
waiting loved ones, with neither full address
nor full signature. Sixty thousand dollars
were received last year.and nearly $8,000,000 in
checks anddrafts. About 97 per cent, of the
latter was returned to the drawers. And with
the sad comes always the amusing. In three
glass globes fullofalcohol are snakes, which,
alive in tin cases, were started forEurope." ;

The supreme court of the United States
has refused the application of the counsel of
Sergeant Mason for a writ of habeas corpus
to test the legality ofhis imprisonment. The
dismissal of the court is not placed on the
ground that the court has no jurisdiction in
the case; but, rather on the ground that the
court martial that tried Mason had full jur-
isdiction and excercised it in pursuance of
law. Chief Justice Waite, -in stating the
opinion of the court, comments with severity
upon the crime of which Mason was guilty.
The shooting was "by a soldier of the army
standing guard over a prison, with intent to
killaprisoner confined therein;" and- itwas
"not only a crime against society, but an atro-
cious breach of military discipline." Never-
theless the verdict of the court martial was
one of undue and unjustifiable severity, and
one which the president ought to greatly
modify, and undoubtedly will,if he does not

grant an unconditional pardon, which he has
full power to do.

i InEneland's good old easy days after the
!restoration in the seventeenth century, every
ipeer by the amazing privilege of the "bene-
fitof clergy"had a right to commit one man-

:slaughter. -He was allowed to plead "first
cause" and a good many peers availed them-

selves of the advantages of the privilege.
Among many instances given is this: Lord
Cornwallis and a friend came out ofWhitehall
drunk in the early morning, using the foulest
language. After trying in vain to ;quarrel
witha sentinel, they swore they would kill
somebody before going home. Anunlucky
youth came home tohis lodgings close by,and,
after some abuse by the peer, and his friend,
the lad was tumbled down stairs and killed on
tbe spot. -

As itdid not seem clear whether
Lord Cornwallis gave the fatal kick, he was
honorably acquitted. Asbad, and abounding
in crime as is the nineteenth century, is
it, any worse than the seventeenth?

John Adams was one of the great men
of our heroic age of the revolution! a true
and devoted patriot. But he was irascible,
he hated and despised shams and adulation.
The popular admiration of Wash-
ington excited his infirmity -of tem-
per, and '--in a letter written
to Elkanah Watson, of

-Pittsfield, Mass., in
1812, he expresses himself as follows: "The
rushing and dashing and roaring ofthe sound
Washington! Washington! Washington!
like the waters of the Passaic or-the more
tremendous cataract of Niagara, deafens,
stuns, astonishes and bedauards allwithin
hearing. Bothparties are equally bewildered
in this folly.

'

They make the name of Wash-
ington, ofhis opinions, principles, system and
example, exactly what they have hitherto
made of the word Republicanism, that is to
say, every thing,any thing and nothing."

• "Was Darwin an atheist ?"asks a contempor-
ary, and answers by saying, 'a man is known
by the company he keeps,' but it would not
be just to say that he is equally well known
by the newspaper he takes. Yet, if a man
gives his money largely tosupport and cir-
culate a newspapsr . of de-
cided character, itis right to say he holds the
views of the paper he thus endorses and en-
courages. The Bos.on Index, a journal of
infidel, atheistic proclivities, says that Dar-
win was a subscriber of the Index from the
first year ofits publication to the time ofhis
death. He manifested his interest in this
journal by generous donations from time to
time; and when he last renewed his subscrip-
tion,not many months ago, he inclosed a £25
note to be used in the support and circulation
of the paper." The inference, therefore, is a
fair one, that he was in fall sympathy with
the views and sentiments of the Index.

Froude tells a strange but truthful story

ofthe wifeof Carlyle. Jane Welsh, Isabella
Martin, Edward Irvingand Thomas Carlyle
figu-e in the narrative. Jane Welsh and
Edward Irving loved each other "passionate-
ly,"as Jane Welsh, after becoming .Mrs.
Carlyle, described it. ButIrving was engaged
toIsabella Martin, who clung to him, though
she had not his heart. He honorably retired
from love to duty, having previously formed
an engagement withMiss Martinand married
her. Irving,brilliant and eloquent, became
erratic almost or quite to insanity. He rose
likea rocket and fell like a stick to the disap-
pointment ofhis friendand hisdoting, Isabella.
According to Froude, after Irving's mar-
riage, Mrs.Basil Montagu precipitated mat-
ters by exciting the pride of Miss Welsh, and
opening the eyes of Carlyle. Young, clever
and •beautiful, Miss Welsh had learned to
know and appreciate Carlyle, and he had been
ever attracted to this bright creature. To
show Mrs. Montagu that she was not pining
for another woman's husband, Miss Welsh
determined tomarry Carlyle, while the latter
learned for the first time her love for Irving.
Throughout the negotiations, the motives of
the two contracting parties came into some-
what sharp prominence pride and ambition
on the partof Miss Welsh, desire for 'a con-
genial companion and a comfortable home on
the part of Carlyle. No wonder that a mar-

riage on this basis brought little satisfaction
toeither; but the utter want of consideration
on the part of Carlyle towards his wife is
almost beyond credence. 'To keep secure his
almost savage pride and independence, he con-
demned his gently nurtured wifeto spend six
years of her life in the wildsolitude of Craig-
enputtock, often without seeing or speaking
to her for days together. . She had frequently
to descend to the roughest work; Carlyle
once sat smoking in the kitchen while she
scrubbed the floor. No wonder that her
health never recovered a normal
condition for the remainder of
her life. Two sayings of hers re-
corded by Mr. Froude, sum up the pathos of
her life. She said: "There would have been

no tongues had Irving married me." "I
married for ambition. Carlyle has exceeded
all that my wildest hopes ever imagined of
him, and— am miserable." What kind or
wife she was to Carlyle, how she cheered him
inhis fierce struggles against dyspepsia, pov-
erty, and want of recognition, may be judged
by twopoems written by Carlyle and his wife.
To the verses, written by Carlyle, printed

in the "Miscellanies," which begin,

"What is Hope? A smiling rainbow."
She wrote a reply as follows:

Nay, this is Hope; a gentle dove,
That nestles in the gentle breast,

Bringing glad tidings from above
Of joys tocome and heavenly rest.

And this isLife:ethereal fire
Striving aloft through smothering clay

Moulting,flaming, higher, higher!
Tilllost in immortality. - -

And man— hate not nor despite
The fairest, lordliest workof God! \u0084 ;-'

Think not He made the good and wise
Only to sleep beneath the sod!
