STIME FOR CNOGRESSMEN.

{ay 29.—The bonded spirits
bill investigation begaa this morning with
the examination of Mayor Thomas, of Loeuis-
ville. He detaited @t some length the process
in nse in Kentncky in the manufacture of
whi and also the metheds employed in
making bigh wines, and explained the differ-
ence in the products of the two modes of
manufacturing bonded spirits. The witness
had never been approathed by any outsider
with representations that he could secure in-
fluence with senators or members, and had
never seen the time when, in his judgment,
there was any oceasion for an expenditure of
one cent, to influence legislation, or secure in-
fluence with senators or memoers. He Lad seen
charges through newspapers that money had
been used with the press, but had never been
approached by auy newspaper raporters or
journalists €xcept with the request for news.
He was never asked for a dollar, never offered
one for newspaper mfiuence and never heard
any one, in the liquor trade ssy he knew of
aoy sueh thing being dome. The national

liquor dealors and distillers association never
raised a fund for lobbying purposes and never
made assessment upoa 118 members. Their
only fund was the annua! dues of, $10 for each
member.

Thomas stated thal owing to the over-pro-
duction which was stimulated by the flush
times of 1878 the stock of whisky now on hand
would be suflicient to meet the demana if no
more should ve prodaced for the next foar
vears; that only the relief which the bouse bill,
if passed, would give the distill rs, would
sive them from bankruptey,ande that this
was in fact all the relief they had asked; that
they are now selling whisky at a loss; that he
(Thomas) has 10,000 barrels in bond which he
would be happy to sell at cost. - He further
stated that 50,000,000 of 80,000,000 gallous
now in bond huve already been hypothecated
formoney borrowed, and that if the distillers
are compe!led by the government to pay at
the expirntion of two years $72,000,000 of the
tax which will acerue within the next two
years on spirits now in bond (as they are re-
quired by the existing law to do), the effect
would be not only disastrous but ruinous to
the entire d:stilling interest.

Mr. Harrison asked 1f indefinite extension of
the bonded period would not lead to over
production for speculative purposes and if
distillers are not now asking relief from over
production caused by a former extension of
the bonded period.

Mr, Thomas denied both propositions. He
admitted that the over production of which
he had spoken followed chronologically ths
extension of the bonded period, but was not
due to it.

The investigation will probably be resumed
Wedoesday.

Timber for Domestic Uses.

WasHINGTON, May 29.—S8ecretary Teller
has just made an important ruling in regard
to the coustruction hereafter to be placed
upon the act of June 8, 1878, authorizing
citizens of “‘Colorado, Nevada and the terri-
tories to fell and remove timber from the
public domain for domestic purposes.” The
department has construed the words *‘for do-
mestic purposes’ to mean cutting of timber
by individuals for their own use and not for
sale. Numerous saits have been brought and
many are now pending upon this basis, Sec-
retary Teller holds that to take this view is to
dafeat the very intent of the act, which was
to provide a way by which the needed timber
for the mines, mills and pioneer towns can be
legally obtamed. He holds that any such
use within the state or territory, whether by
an individual cutting timber or by a mill- or
mill man to whom it has been sold, is con-
sumption “‘for domestic purposes’ protected
by the act.

A Bankruptey Bill.
WasHiNGTON, May 29.—Senator Hoar has
introduced a bill to establish a nniform sys-
tem of bankruptey. It is substantially the
amended Lowell bill as reported to the house
committee on judiciary by the sub-committee
which measure is known as the Humphreys
bill. Ii is the intention of the friends of the
Lowell-Humphreys measure to offer this bill
a8 a substitute for the “equity” bill, recently
reported by Mr. Ingalis from the senate judic-
iary committee.

TRADE TROUBLES.

Strikes in Progr«ss and in Anticipation
in the Coaland iron M nes.
PrrrsBUrGH, May 20.—The district;conven-
tion of coal miners to-day, resulted in rescind-
ing the order for a general strike after June 1,
and in its stead a resolution was adopted
ordering a strikelonly in;Pitteburgh, of opera-
tors who are filling contracts for mines now
on strike or for those supplyiog the yards ia
the city. The eession lasted eight hours and
there was quite an animaled discussion.
Many were in favor of resorting
to the policy adopted last week,
and striking 2ll over the district,
but the majority were opposed to extreme
measures, There was no disposition mani-
fested to compromise, and those receiving
four cents per bushel expressed their willing-
ness to contribute $10,000 a week to support
the strike rather than to submit to a reduc-
tion. It was also decided to continue the
policy of passive resistance to the impertation
of colored miners, and to use every induce-
ment to have them return to their homes.
The operators express indifference as to the
action taken to-day, and say they will con-
tinue to import colored laborers at the rate of
sbout twenty-five per day.
There was no new developments in the iron
situation to-day, and none is expected till the
strike occurs on Thursday.
Caicaco, May 20j—A conference of the
iron manufacturers of this distriet, embrac-
ing Chicago, Joliet and 8pringfield in this
state and Milwaukee and Detroit, with repre-
sentatives of the Amalgamated association of
iron and steel workers was held here to-day.
Representatives of the workmen presented a
duplicate of the Pittsburgh wages schedule to
take effect June 1st and to last & year. After
some talk the manufacturers statel they
would aceept that scale provided the Pittsburg
employers would do the same. This was not
satisfactory to the workmen. Finally a reso-
lution was adopted that both parties would
?ndeavor to secure delegates to a fature cos-
erence.

CRITTENDEN’S CLEMENCY.

Probable Pardon o—l' Frank James—A
Promise Required from Gov Hubbard,

8r. Louis, May 29.—The Post-Dispatch will
publish a statement this afternoot showing
that Gov. Crittenden has been in negotiations
with Frank James for the past ten days for
his surrender and that the noted outlaw will
be pardoned within a week. Sheriff Timber-
lake and Police Commissioner Craig, of Kan-
sas City, and an attorney representing Frank
James, accompanied by Frank James and three
of his friends were in St. Louis Fri-
day and Saturday. It is stated that
Frank James has nominally surrendered
to Sheriff Timberlake under a flag of truce,
and that Gov. Crittenden has promised full
and unconeitional pardon to the famous out-
law. Sheriff Timberlake was registered here
at a hotel under an assumed name but was
recognized by a Post Dispatch veporter and
both he, Police Commissioner Craig and the
attorney admitted that negotiations were
pending for Fravk James’ pardon. They
were in St. Louis for the express purpose of
meeting Gov. Crittenden on his return from
New York, but the latter passed right through
to Jefferson Oity.
They further stated that the delay in the
negotiations is occasioned ‘by friends
of Frank James insisting that a full
pardop should also be secared from the gov-
ernors of Minnesota and Texas, where the
outlaw is under the ban of the law, and steps
are now being taken to that end. These par-
dons are necessary for fear that® Crittenden’s
successor might deliver up Frauk James on
a requisition from either of said states.
There is scarcely a doubt that negotiations
will be successfully consummated.

ATUSSLE FOR TRICNPH.

THE FIGHT BETWEEN THE IIOUSE
MAJORITY AND MINORITY.

The Democrats Slightly Worsted—A Day
of Debate on a Polat of Order—Dsbate
Begun at Nightf:ll on the Maln Ques-
tion at Issue—Adjournment Over Dec-
ora'ion Day—A Sessi of the Senat
Claims and Appropriations the Subject
of Business,

The Senate

WASHINGTON, May 29 —The senate bill to
reimburse the Creck Indian orphan fund was
again considered and oppoged with earnest-
ness by S8cnator Cockrell, S8enators 8herman
and McMillan also spoke in opposition. The
bill went over without action.

The site of the old postoffice in New York
was ordered sold at a minimum price, $500,000.

Senator Garland offered a resolution in-
structing the committee on muilitary aflairs
to inquire into the propriety and necessity of
making further provision for the suffering
people within the district of the Mississippi
river overflow, Adopted.

Senator Lapham, from the committee on
privileges and elections, upon a petition re-
ferred to them, presented a long report with a
resolution ditection the payment of $5,000 to
Marie G. Underwood, administratrix of John
C. Underwood, for his iime and expenses in
prosecuting his claim to his seat as senator
from Virginia. Placed on the calendar.

Senators Harrison and Pugh were appointed
as visitors to West Point.

Senator Plumb reported favorably from the
committee on public lands the senate bill set-
ting apart atract of land on the Colorado
River of the West in Arizona, as a public
park. Calendar.

Senator Plumb also reported favorably from
the committee on agriculture with amendment
the house bill toenlarge the powers and
daties of the department of agriculture. The
amendments give elaborate details. and a new
section providing that, so far .as consiatent
with the efficiency of the service, officers and
employes of the department appointed by the
president should be selected without refer-
ence to their party affiliations from the indus-
trial classes in the various sections of the
union.

The Japanese indemuity fund will come up
as the regular order. Senator Hale gave notice
of an amendment directing payments to
Japan to be made in legal form directly by the
United States through its minister to that
country.

Benator Jones, (Fla.) also gave notice of a
substitute probiding for the payment through
the minister resident of Japan of the princi-
pal only—($785,000.)

Senator Van Wick asserted that nobody
doubted the existence of an organized lobby
to secure the passage of the bill, and he be-
ieved the claimof Wyoming was supported

‘by the same combination.

A long debate took place upon the amend-
ment allowi:dg payment of a claim for prop-
erty destroyed by fire, belonging to Consul
Fisher, United States consul at Japan.

Senator Saunders finally withdrew the
amendment and the bill was laid aside with-
out actien. Adjourned.

House of Kepiesentatives.

WASHINGTON, May 29.—As soon as the
reading of the journal was ended Mr, Reed
called up for consideration the proposed
amendment to the rales, prohibiting dilatory’
motions on the contested election case. The
question of consideration was instantly raised
by Mr. Randall, and that was followed by a
motion of Mr. Kenna to adjourn, and one
by Mr. Blackburn that when the house adjourn
it be to Wednesday, stating as the reason that
Tuesday was Decoration day. On the latter
motion the yeas and nays were ordered, and the
tactica of obstruction thus put in operation.
The vote on Mr. Blackburn’s motion was az-
nounced—yeas 2, nay 147, and the epeaker de-
clared the motion lost,

Thereupon Mr Randall moved that when the
house adjourns to-day it be to Thursday next.

Oan thas Mr. Reed made a point of order
that on the proposition to amend the rules,
dilatory motions cannot be entertaived.

Mr Randall denied the right of the speaker
to put any suck construction on his motion.

M. Reed proposed fo discuss the point of
order and suggested that a limit be put on
that discussion.

No agreement to that end, however, was
made and the speaker said he would net
ula t;ake the limitation less than an hour on each
side.

Mr. Reed then ovened the discussion—he
claimed the house had under the constitution
certain powers, expressly conferred upon it;
powers which it could exercise without
let or hinderance of any other body; powers
which it could not surrender; which it could
not trade away, which it must perform, and
the first of these powers was to judge of elec-
tion returns, and the qualifications of ils own
members. This honse has been endeavoring
for the last ten days to perform that duty but
had been prevented by dilatory motions. The
best acd most orderly way to put a stop to
that course was to amend the rules, and that
was the object now.

He maintained that the proposition that
whenever there is a duty imposed upon
congress to accomplish certain work it is the
duty of the Bpeaker to carry ont that rule of
law or of the constitution. He cited the
ruling of Speaker Randall when there was
filibustering agamst the execution of the
electoral count law and when obstruction wus
attempted by Mr. Springer to the eflect that
he (Randall) had allowed this, and had al-
lowed that, and had allowed the other in the
way of motions, but the house was now
brought to a point where it must act.

Mr. Reed referred to the decision by Mr.
Blaine, to the effect that the pending propo-
sition fo change the rules on dilatory motions
cannot be entertained. He closed by stating
that the minerity had no right further to de-
lay the action of the house.

Mr. Randall proceeded to reply to Mr. Reed,
He admitted that the rules of a legislative
body were first for orderly eonduct of busi-
ness, and next for protection of the rights of
the minority. In this latter point he quoted
from the ruling of the speaker of the English
house of commons. He argued that just as
the coustitution presented the manner in
which it should be amended, so the rules pre-
scribed the manner in which they should be
changed. As to his own decision in the elec-
toral eount, he put 1t on the ground that
the law under which the house was then act-
ing was greater than the rules and cut off dila-
tory motious. Inthe present case, however,
there was po law interfering with the rules.
As to Blaive’s raling or rather dictum, Ran-
dall asserted that it had never been pressed
nor advantage taken of it, but that ou the
contrary efforts had been made on that occa-
sion when the civil rights bill was under con-
sideration, to suspend the rules so as to cut
off dilatory motions, but without success: so
th:t after Blaine’s dictum it had been conceded
that only by a two-thirds vote counld dilatory
motions becutoff. In conclusion he justified
the action of the minority in the contested
election. ;

Mr. Kasson argued on the Republican side
of the question, declaring if dilatory motions
could not be cut off the minority could pro-
hibit the majority from passing auy appro-
priation bill or disposing of any other ques-
tion, great or small, at the whim, not merely
of the minority, but of a little over one-fifth
of the whole number., Was it possible that
any legislative body in a civilized community
could be placed in that condition? If so, the
house would be officio, its wer
would be dead and nothing would be left for
it to do but to adjourn and leave the govern-
ment to perish.

Mr. Kenoa asked Kasson whether the mi-
nority had ever been refused the right to

muke such motions as the mioority had made
in the present.case. Mr, Kasson replied that

dilatory motions had not hitherto heen made
in election cases. In these cases the house
sat judiciously, not legislatively.

Mr. Kenna further inquired whether the
constitutional duty of ths house was higher
in election cases thar in cases of raising reve-
nue or passing appropriation bills.

Mr. Kasson replied that it was because the
house must first fix upon men to be entitled
Lo pass on such measures.

Mr. Robinson of New York, suggested that
a simple remedy was by motion to suspead
the rules.

Mr Kaisson said he could pot admit bona fide
that suggestion coming from & man who had
refused to vote, so as to deprive the house
even of a msjority vote. In conclusion he
stated that this obstruction became revolution,
not segislation. It was nota rule of proceed-
ing but of vpon-proceeding. If the espeaker
did not at some point refuse to allow dilatory
motions, then of course its hands were tied
up and it could not perform its functions.

Mr. Carlisle, (Ky) , spuke on the side of the
minority. The house had established rules
and was bound by them in all 1ts proceedings.
If the house could disregard them for one
purpose it could disregard them for other
purposes. He would not characterize this
proceeding as it struck his judgment he would
credit the other side with the same desire to
preserve the honor and digoity of the house
and the integrity of its proceedings that he
claimed for his side. If the house were not
bound by its rales now it would not be bound
at any other time. The majority could in an
attempt to take up 2 contested elec-
tion case change the rules in
order to establish a new method of proceed-
ing. It could step in in the midst
of an appropriation bill and change the rules
that govern the proceedings of the house in
the consideration of that measure, and so it
would go on and on until the rules were frit-
tered away and there would be nothing to
govern the proceedings of the house but the
arbitrary will of one man or the arbitrary will
of the majority. [Applause on Democratic
side.] Thatwas where the house stood this
moruing and the country ought to under-
standit. He proceeded to quote the remarks
of Garfleld in defense of the rights of the
minority, and yielded to Mr. Williams (Wis )
to read some further remarks of Garficld on
the same occasion, in which the action of the

minority was characterized as revolutionary.

Mr. Carlisle asserted that Gen. Garfield had
subsequently to those remarks engaged in just
such proceedings as the minority is now en-
gaged in, [cries of ‘‘never,” from the Repub-
lican side] in the closing periods of the Forty-
sixth congress. This filibustering policy had
been resorted to by a Republican minority to
prevent action on the apportionment bill. He
did not consider that action revolutionary al-
though he had considered it unjustifiable.
The right of the minority to protect itself by
a resort to parliamentary process was an un-
questioned right im this country. In conclu-
sion ne defended the action of the minority in
the present case, declaring that there was not
an enlightened court of justice in Christendom
that would not suppress the testimony waich
was objected to in this contested election

ease.

Mr. Haskell (Kas.) made an argument on
the Republican side of the question. He de-
clared that for the first time in the history of
the country a parliamentary revolution had
been orgeanized to prevent a constitutional
majority and quorum from discharging its
clear and undisputed constitutional duty.

Mr. Blackburn (Ky.) sfibmitted an argu-
ment in opposition to the point of order. He
insisted that while asserting and granting the
right of the house to change its rules, the
change must be made accordiag toterms and
conditions which the rules themselves im-
posed. He showed the inconsistency of re-
quiring the speaker to exclude dilatory mo-
tions on & question of amending the rules,
while allowing for the last ten days such
motions on a question of the highest priv-
ilege—the right of a member to his
seat; it required two-thirds to suspend any
rule for an hour, but now the claim was that
on one day’s notice a majority of one could
change or abrogate all rules. In fixing the
precedent now sought to be set, it could not
be limited or restrained to the contested elec-
tion cases. The same process might be re-
sorted to in order to abrogate the rule that
guards the treasury from “riders' on appro-
priation bills. He pleaded with the speaker to
weigh well the consequences of what he was
asked to do and consider the power which
such adecision would give to an unbridled
mujority to act outside the rules. It would
be an entering wedge for the abolition of all
parliamentary government and would open
the treasury to raids, robbery and plunder.

Mr. Robeson (N. J.) followed on the Repub-
lican side. He laid it down as a principle that
where the constitution gives to the house the
right of proyidiog rules of proce-dings, it
did not coutemplate either a single rule of ob
struction, or collection of such rules, or
practic: under them. The right of filibuster-
g had been used in the past, but never on
the Republican side, when the other side had
a msjority, or were present. He quoted
Speaker Randall’s decision on the 24th of
February, 1877, refusing to entertain a motion
because he should not recognize 1t in any
other light than asa dilatory motion. He
argued that it was always better*to repeal a
bad law than to bpeak it, or avoid it, and if
the rules contained anything which authorized
ohstruction of the business, that thing should
be swept away. The majority was proceeding
in this instance to change the rulein the
regular and orderly way.

Mr. Cox (N. Y ) reminded the Republicans
of how they had filibustered against the ap-
portionment bill, against the tariff bill, and
against the attempt to impeach George Sew-
ard for corrupt practices in his mission to
China.

At the close of Mr. Cox’s remarks the
speaker stated that the hour originally con-
templated as a limit 1o the discussion had been
extended to three hours, and he intimated that
he would soon have to bring it to a close.

Mr. Hooker (Miss ) sought the floor and the
speaker recognized him, suggesting, however

that he must be brief. Mr. Hooker thanked
the speaker irorically for the privilege, and
proceeded to argue on the Democratic side of
the question.

: er. McLane (Md.) followed on the same
side.

The discusgion was continued by Messrs.
Reagan, Randall, Hazleton (Wis.) and Robin-
son, and closed by Reed.

The speaker then made his decision sustain-
ing Reed’s point of order, that dilatory mo-
tio]nu cannot be made to prevent a change of
rules. .

Randall anpealed from the decision of the
chair, and Reed moved to lay the appeal on
the table. The sppeal was laid on the table.
Yeas 150; nays noue.

After aonouncement of the vole Mr. Cox
(N. Y.) presented a protest signed by over 100
Demoeratic members against this ruling by
the gpeaker. The protest was not allowed to
go upon the journal, but was read as part of
Mr. Cox’s remarks, so as to be printed in the
Congressional Record.

The report of the committee on rules was
soon afterwards sdopted. Yeas 150, nays 2.

At 6:45 the house determined to proceed to
the consideration of the con'ested election

case.

Mr. Miller (Pa.) took the floor to open the
debate and then the house adjourned until to-
mMOrrow.
