WaEeN Brewster took his seat in the ‘‘act-
ing President’s’’ cabinet and announced with
such a flourish of trumpets his purpose to
bring the star route swindlers to a speedy
trial, he but re-echoed the repeated assurarces
of his predecessors in office, and, judging from
the present attitude of Brady and his com-
panions in crime, there is no immediate pros-
pect of their coming to grief.

Brack JAck LocAx promises to again un-
bottle his venom when the bill for the restora-
tion of Gen. Porter to the army comes up in
the senate. Logan has lied about and villi-
fied Gen. Porter so much that he has lost
what little influence he formerly exercised in
the senate on this subject. As his support of
the measure would be more fatal than his
mozst malignant opposition, Gen. Porter is to
be congratulated on the present prospect of
a speedy and favorable termination of this
controversy.

Paul with a view of eo-
gaging in  business bers, 2and after
looking the city over thoroughly have been
ecomp-lled to give up the idea and go else
where, for the simple rea-on that they could
neither find a dwellir g house 1n which to live
or a business house in which to do business
There is, of course, no way in which to learn
how many cases of this description there
have been. It is known, however, that there
have been a good many of them. In
a number of instances real estate men have
goune around town with these people, and en
deavored by offering big bonuses to tenants
to vacate, to get the necegsary buildings, but
not in a single instance has the bonus been
accepted, and the parties from abroad who
came here to locate and go into business
have been compelled to abandon all hope
and go elsewhere. It is gratifying
to know that at last some of our most enter-
prising and reliable men have waked up to the
importance of doing semething to remedy
this evil.

THE STATE UNIVERSIIY,

Opening of the Exercises oi the Week—
Eloquent Addrees of Dr. Dana, of St,
Paul, Upon the Purposes of Life.

The tenth annual commencement exercises
of the! state university began last evening by
an address before the literary socicties by Dr.
M. McG. Dava, of 8t, Paul. The audience
was large, and was well repaid by the forci-
ble and elogquent utterances of the speaker,
His subject was ** Purpoees of Life,” and the
following is an abstract of his remarks:

Ladies and Gentlemen and Members of the Literary
Societies of the Uni' I 3

1 am to speak to you on this occasion of the worth
and influence of an exalted life purpose. Just
now the gravest question occupying thoughtful per-
sons i8 how to live wisely and well. We all have
theories of life, but we fail when we come to its
practical details. Yet, now more than ever, is there
a call for a broadly conceived life for men fitted to
lead, and by their lofty characters to control in hu-
man affairs. The grand purpozed mwen in history
are still our admiration, and we study their careers
to gather inspiraiion for our owa lives. That is
now reckoned the most valaable lsarning which
eupplies impulse to noble achievements. Of the
youth in our univer-ities ths expzctant world asks,
What are you proposing to do with your acquisitions,
and to what uses are you intending to put the adyan-
tages furnished you by the state?

The up-lift of a great pugpose is seen in ths new
consciousness awakened. He who aims at the hon
ors of station, at the reputation founded upon skill,
at the applause which greets the learned and the
heroic will talk and act differently from those who

of this purpose we are to regard its effects upon
others. This, then, adds to the item of eelf-culture,
s no less important one of popular usefulness,
both of which our life purpose will right'y or wrong-
ly There is thing startliog in the
idea that there is not an actor a thoughtin
the lfe of s human being, but carries with it
a train of contequences the end of which we may
pever trace.
