GRANP EVENING RECEPTIONS.

Which Were Tendered by Citizens of
St. Paul Last Might,

Delegates who require return tickets to thelr
bomes sbould apply to H. H. Chandler, at the court
house, from 9tolls. m and3to4p. m.

Promptly at the hour named, 10 &. m., yes-
terday, the meeting of the American Medical
association was called to order by the presid-
ing ofMcer, Dr. Hooper of Arkansas. A few
mements were allowed for seating the mem-
bers, when the vast andience arose to their
feet while God's blessing was invoked by
Rev.D R Breed. In his prayer Mr.Breed return-
ed thanks for the lives that were spared, health
preserved, and use of reason retained. He in-
voked the Divine blessing upon the labors of
the convention, awd that all its acts would be
guided by the Divine Spirit avd redound to the
glory of God. He thanked God for all that
had been and was being doue by the medical
profession to ameiiorate and better the condi-
tion of the hnman race, and asked that alljthe
deliberations of the convention would be
directed by an overruling Providence, that no

errors be commiited. He invoked a speclal
blessing upon the delegates and those near
and dear to them, while absent from their
howes, and clos:d with the Lord’s prayer.

Dr A.J. 8toue, chairman of the committee
on arrangements, made a short verbal report,
informing all delegates who held round trip
passes from Chicago to St. Paul that the
passes had been extended until the 10th of

Juiy, and wou'd be good until that date. He
al:0 stated that the commtitee had made
preparations for from three to five huodred
wisitors, and he begged the delegates to bear
in mind that, when double that number ar-
rived, some little delay in prov ding for them
all at ouce was unavoidable. The committee
had endeavored to meet the emergency as
epeedily as possib'e, and, at the s.me time, he
begged the howe delegates and visitors to re-
member that St, Paul always took care of the
etranger 1u its midst first—[applansc]—but he
gasured them that the home delegites would
be properly provided for. He slso announced
that 1hose having ladies with them, who
were not provided for, would be attended to by
Dr. C. A. Wheaton, st the Metropolitan hotel.
He announced that the special trala to convey
the delegates avd their frieuds to 8till water to
attend the reception at the residence of Hon.
D. M. Sabin, wou!d leave the union depot
this (Thursday) afternoon at 5 o'clock and
would be held subject to the wishes und con-
vevience of the party (ach one of whom he
constituled & condnctor) a8 to the hour of 1e-
turping., Thoss who were unable to leave at
5 p. m., conld take the 6:15 p. m., train via
White Bear Jake. He then referred to the
receptions to be givea thiseveniug at the resi-
dences of a number of private citizens and
speaking for himself, he hoped they would all
eomne aud see him and stay a3 long as they
desired. [Applause aud Jaughter.] Healso
stat-d that he was in receipt of a vnmber of
Jetters and telegrams from all over ithe
porthwest inviting the association to wisit
them, and informed the delegates that thelr
eertificates of membership would be honored
by every line of transportation in tne Terri-
tory of D.kota, and the entire northwest.

NEXT ANNUAL MEETING.

Communications were read from the eities
of D:troit, Mich., and Cl-veland, Ohio, in-
viting the association to hold its next annual
mesting in those cilieg, both of which were
referred to the committee on numinations.

At this stage in the proceedings Dr. En.
glieh, of New Jersey, rose to a question of
personal privilege and read an eXiract from
the report of Tueedey’s prociedings in the
Pioneer Press of yesterday, refl-ctiug upon the
New Jercey 3t te Medical society, and 1n ear-
nest words denied the truth of the s 'atement.
The report was a libel upon that society, of
which he was s membefy and stated that
the society was composed/of as igh wminded
and noble men as there were in the profession,
and both as individuals asd as a society, were
utterly incapable of being guilty of such con-
duct,

Dr. J. V. 8hoemaker, of Philadeiphia, who
had made the remarks, atose and said
that he had been misrepresented 1n  the
report given by the  Pioneer Press.
He bad used no such language toward the
New Jersey Medical society. What he did
n{ he had stated upon the anthority ef a
delegate, and it was 10 the eficct tbat the
New Jersey State Medical society had been in-
vited to hoid its anoual mesting at Atlantic
City on a promice that all expenses would be
paid, and that sfterwards the members had to
bear 1h ir own expenses. He kuew personally
that Atlantic City was unable 10 entertsin the
sssociation.

These explavations being made to the satis-
faction of the parties interested, exceptiog
perhaps the blundering P. P., the convetion
re um-d the regular order of busive s.

being based upon experiencs and patholoei-
cal research, demands ubsolute freedom 1u the
selection and administration of materia
medica; ard there is nothing in the code of
ethics of the American Medical association
prohibiting the use by its members of any
kuown and bonorable means of combating
disease. Furthermore, a8 contributing to
the alleviation of human suffering, we hail
with pleasure and gratitude every discovery
in etiological and therapeutical sciesce by
whomsover made.

We therefore reject as untrue and
obnoxious the term ‘'Alopathists” as
applied to the members of this
assoclation by dogmatists amd extrem.
ists without its fold.

First—Because it tends to convey the errone-
ous impression that we are restricted to the
choice of remedies and the method of vsing
them by other than the limits of rational
science,

Second—Because for any as:ociation of men
claiming to practice the profession of medi-
ciue to adopt a name based upon limited and
conjectured theories of therapeutics for the
purpose of desiznating a particular school of
medicine, we have always held, and still re-
gard, as unscientitic in principle, and danger-
ous in pract ce.

On moticn the expenses of Dr. Dunnington,
of Indiznapolis, the treasurer of the associa-
tion duriog the session, was ordered paid.

An Associarion Journal.

Dr. J. H. Packard, of Philadelphia, from the
committee on journalizing the transactions of
the as oclation. made the following report:
At the last mesting of the association the uuder-
sigue d were appointed a committee to digest and re-
port in detail, as early as puesible, a plan for the es-
ablishment of » weckly jonrual by the association,
embracivg the salary of the editor, the time sud
place of publication, The terms to outside subscrib-
ers, aud such other pirticulars as may ensble the
assoc'ation to ariive at a just cono usion 23 to the
feasibility of the enterprise and the propriety of
their undertaking it. Deeply impressed with the
gravity of the p y sod flo s
volved, the committes have carefully consd-
ered tha subject, and beg to preseut the following
report:
An essential p y of any of this
kind must be th- securii g to the associstion of an
aonual income much lsrger than the Jargest it has
ever had since its | Your i of
Jast year, in their report, gave an estima:e of the
probable exp->nse of publishing & journal; but in
that statement they incinded »imply the dost of pa-
per and prigting. and tha probabls eum for which
tae editing could be secured. To these two-—the
former $2,500 aud the latter $6,000 ~must be added,
h , other incldental and idable expens:s,
which would scarcely be less than $5,000. Hence it
may readily be se«n that it would not be safe to esti-
mate the cost of tha proposcd undertaking at lees
thaa  $13,560 p-r year—perhaps in round
numbers about $i3,000. To propose to sn
association varying from year to yoar
in  numbers and membership, -as our
prese.t body has hitherto dons, sud an sanual in-
come never sbove $5,000, falling sometimes as low
as $1,500, the assumption of an expense such as that
ust mentioned § would be evidenily preposterous.
Uuless the associstion oan be mads far more stabie
and prehensive in ite character, with a truly per-
t bership, brack sud i t
ing s vastly greatec proportion of the profession, it
is idle to tak of its est: h and intainiog &
Journsl.
* To this end the first step i3 to adopt the ohang:s
in the plan of orga.ization, eto., of the association,
proposed last year, by virtae of which the member-
ship wou!d be throwa open to all members of state
snd couuty wsocieties upon spplicaiion by
the psymeat of asu snoasl fes of §5—
such membership to coustitute the hoider
s subscriber to the journal, sad to
forfeited by non-paymeut within three (four, orsix?)

At the conclusion of the reading of the re-
port, Dr. Brodie of Michigan said that the
matter was one of great importancs to the
association, and in order that ingelligent ac-
tion could »e had thereon he moved that the
report be printed aud a special hour set apart
to-morrow (Thursday) for i:s consideration.
Upon ascertainiog that the report in fall
would be printed.in the city papers, the mo-
tion to print was withdrawn, and the:t{ime
for its discussion fixed immediately after the
preliminary exercises this (Thursday) morning.
The convention then took up the- first
amendment proposed to the laws of the asso-
ciation, belng oue offsred by Dr. D. H. Good-
willie to Art. II ,8:c. 8. Permanent Members;
strike ont the words “but without the right
to vote.”
This proposed amendment gave rise to quite
a spirited debate, but 1ts fate was sealed by a
ringing speech from Dr. Davis, of Chicago,
who took grounds against it, because its
adoption would have s tendency to disinte-
grate the local societies, and upon the farther
ground, that while the permanent members
did ot have a vote, they were permitted to
participate in the debates, and voted indirectly
t. ough their local societies.
The amecdment was laid upon the table by
a decisive vole,
At this point a recess of ten minutes was
taken.

THE SCIESCE OF MEDICINE.
Upon coming to order, Dr. J. A. Octer-
lony, of Louisville, Ky., chairman of the sec-
tion of practice of mediciue, ete., delivered a
iengthy and interesting address, reviewing the

great  progress made in medical science
ian the last century, During that period
most Important discoveries -~ bhad  been

made, bearing upon the diagnosis of diseace.
Many of the most important avd effsctive
«ysiems of practice were unknown even fiity
years ago.

The history of medicina of the nineteenth
century will form one of the grandest and
noblest chapters in the history of scicree.
Medicine is still in a transition state.
The general ecepticism of the age
has invaded the realms of mnedicloe,
hut withal, thcre has been a rapid and steady
imprevement. A noble army of workers,
who have gone to their reward, have left be-
hind thew their best kuowledge and example
for the men of the present generation.
Dr. Octerlony fa continuation of his ad-
dress touk up and commented upcn the im-
oroved modes of trea‘ing diffzrent diseases,
and concluded as foilows:

“In thi- brjef avd currory review of a few smid
thonssvds of importaut discoveriea by the onitiva-
tors of scientiftc madicine, ws cicarly disosrn the
rendencles of the future, and percaive the raiubow
of a wloti ma promise

The first business was reading of the min.
utes of the previous day’s proceedirgs by the
secretary, Dr. McCall, of New York, which
w-te adopted after a slight correction by Dr.
Beals, of Iowa, which was not adopted.

A vaper on “My Bifractured Patella,” by
Dr.E. Catter, N-w York, which was to hava
been read yes'erday, was produced and re.
ferred to a snb-committce to reporton ils
contents at to-day’s session.

A Jittle dispute followed as to the rules
goverming the reference of papers to the pub
lication committee or a fub committee

The committee appointed was Dr. Wateon,
of New York, Dr. Peck, of Iowa, and Dr.
Carpenter, of Kansas.

The first and se@sond programme, “Plastic
Bplints,” by Dr. 0 J. Coskery, of Biltimore,
and ‘“*Aspiration with Compression in D s-
eases of the Joints,” by Dr. H. A. Martin,
were not read, the gentlemen not being pres-

ent.

The paper on “Fracture of the E bow
Joint,” by Dr. Stewart, was read hy the presi.
