GLENDIVE, Mont., Juno 7.—Heonry Villard, presi-

RARE RACES AT RED WING,

The Pacing Wonder Little Brown Jug,
Beats the Record on a Half Mile Track
—G»m a Fine Second—Fastest Work of
the Year to Date—Another Close Race—
Euglish Racing—Other Sporting Events.

RED WiING,June 7.—The day opened fine
and long before the hour for the races to
commencs the road to the driving park was
lined with vehicles filled with the weaith and
beauty of the fair city of Red Wing. Arriv-
ing at the ground it was found that the track
had been put in first class shape and with the
cool breezs blowing up from the river. Rare
sport was anticipated and all who were for-
tunate enough to be in attendance were richly
paid for trouble, time and expense. The
Lake City band was in attendance anden,
livened the time before and between heats with
choice selections.

ITouse of Representatives.

WASHINGTON, June 7.—Mr. Sparks apolo-
glzed to Mr. Cox for his remarks made yester-
day while the debate on deficiency was going
on, and Mr. Cox accepted the apology in the
same kind feeling in which it had been ten-
dered.

Mr White desired to call up for present
consideration the report of the ways and
means committee upon his resolution calling
for information relative to the conduct of
Commissioner Raum recommending the pas-
sage of the Dannuell bill to extend the period
for distilled spirits.

The speaker replied the report had not yet
come from the printer, and suggested that it
would not come back until the ‘‘whisky
ring” let it, but subsequently dieclaimed any
intention of reflecting on the public printer by
that remark.

The house then went into committee and re-
sumed consideration of the general deficiency
appropriation bill.

Mr. Sparks (Ill.), moved to strike out the
clause appropriating $400,000 for army trans-
portation during the fiscal year of 1881, and
$500,000 during the fiseal year of 1882. He
believed the late quartermaster general had
been houest, but he never madela suitable at-
tempt to obtain cheaper transportations, -

Mr. Butterworth spoke of the great eer-
vices and indefatigable industry of Messrs.

the railroad companies. o

The motion to strike out was lost.

Mr. Blonnt, (Ga.) moved to sirike out
the clause appropriating $150,000 for the
bureau of  construction and repair of the
navy.

Mr. Hewitt, (N. Y.) in supporting
tie motion, discussed the proprietyfof voting
such a large sum of m«ny as was contemplat-
ed in this and the following clause: in_ all
$363,000 Congress was asked to give the
control of this sum to the head of the bureau,
who according to their own statements had
expended more than $50,000,000 in repairs,
and requested $2,500,000 more, in order to
make about thirty ships available for public
service.

Mr. Robeson (N. Y.) eriticised the policy of
congress on the subject of the navy during the
past 8ix years. It had aporopriated every
year from $10,000,000 to $12,000,000 to main
tain naval establishments, but during that
period nothing like a naval gun kad been put
afloat. The whole amount had been con-
sumed in house keeping and nothing had been
doue for the service itself, It was admitted
on all hands that the government needs new
ships but they could ot be finished foromne
ye r; perkaps not for two or three years.
Meantime it must do the best it could with
the ships it had,

Mr. Springer (IIl.) inquired who had spent
the money.

Mr. Robegon thanked God that every ship
that now borethe flig of Awerica to the
world had been built by him or finished under
his direction.

Mr. McMillin (Tenn.) inquired fwho was
responsible for these vessels now rotting at
the decks.

Mr. Robeson—They were started to put
down the rebellion that was rampant in the
southern part of the country.

Mr. Blount—The gentleman went to enor-
mous expense in repairine old yessels which
everybody admits were useless.

Mr.Robeson—I deny it.

Mr. Biount—The report of the navy depart-
ment shows it, and the gentleman need not
invoke the spirit of rebellion to defend it.

Mr. Robeson ho%ed when the gentleman
from Georgia (Mr. Blount) wished to discuss
the question he would attack him (Mr. Robe-
son) and not the service.

Mr. Blount replied that when he saw fi to
atf the gentleman he would do it squarely
and in the proper place.

Mr. Robeson—So far from its being accu
rate that every body agreed that the ships
which I undertook to provide for the defense
of the country are good for nothing, every
respongible authority says they are the best of
their kind. That is my statement against the
gentleman.

Mr. Blount—I will put the gentleman’s
statements against his own report as secretary
of the navy.

Mr., Cannon (I11.) was ashamed that a grand
government like this should not have one ship
with which to protectitself against the small-
est naval nation in the world.

The motion to strike out was rejected.

It was agreed thata yea and nay vote should
be taken upon the clause appropriating $112,-
600 for the payment of special deputy mar-
shals at congressional elections for 1881 and
prior years.

After concluding consideration of thirty-
two of the sixty-three pages of the bill, the
committee rose.

Eulogies” on the late Representative Allen,
from Missouri, will be delivered June 23.

WINONA, June 7.—The United Btates dis-
trict court reassembled at 9 o’clock this morn-
ing. The grand jury presented four indict-
ments against Douglas Vanderhoof for em-

bezzlement of money from the First National
bank, 8t. Panl, He was arraigned at the har
and pleaded guilty toone. United Btates Dis-
trict Attorney D. B.Searles then addressed
the court, recounticg the manner and times
of the embezzlements go far as is known, and
said while he felt great sympathy for the rela-
tives and friends of the prisoner, he had no
sympathy whatever for a man so lost to
every sense of honor as to betray the
confidence of his employers as Vanderhoof
had done while occupying a responsible posi-
tion as book keeper in their bank. It was
now known that the amount of his embez-
zlements reached $50,000 and it was believed
that they would approximate $100,000, and he
belleved a criminal so cool, £o calculating,
deserving of the fallest penalty of the law.
At the conclusion of his remarks Mr. C. D.
Strong, the father-in-law of Vanderhoof, ad-
dressed the court in an earnest and pathetic
appeal for leniency in passing sentence upon
the prisoner. He reviewed his_past history
from his earliest acquaintance with him down
to the present time, feelingly alluding t o the
trouble his indiscretion had brought upon in~
nocent parties.  Mr. Strong spoke for about
half an hour, the court room, which was
crowded, being hushed to stillness by his
heartfelt appeal. When he had concluded,
Judge Nelson proceeded to pass senience,
saying in substance: I have known you for
many years in the community where you have
grown from youth to manhood. In a guilly
moment you have committed a serious crime.
You betrayed the confldence reposed
in you by a nalional bank of S8t. Paul, where
you held a responsible position. You em-
bezled the money belonging to this corpora-
tion and have incurred the penalty of a vio-
lated law. You had peculiar advautages for
perpetrating this crime. For years you h'ad‘
enjoyed confidential relations with the chief
manager of this association and they had no
doubt of your integrity. You ha' every in-
ducement to lead an honest life. You hada
faithful and loving wife who relied upon you,
youn were revered and loved by children.

It is distressing to think, that, casting aside
all these influences to honest livehihood, in
one guilty moment you destroyed your repu-
tation, disgraccd your family, and forfeited
your liberty.

Charles H. 8locum, late pustmasicr at Blae
Earth City, was arraigned on an indictment,
charging him with unlawful detention of a
letter.
