House of Kepresentatives

WASHINGTON, June 10.—The house went
inte committee and resumed consideration of
the legislative, executive and judicial appro-
priation pill.

Numerous amendments were offered and
rejocted and the committee after consideration
of eighty of the 100 pages of the bill, rose and
the bouse adjourred.

Condition of Crops.

WaAsHINGTON, June 10.—The June crop
report of the department of agrieulture repre-
sents the entire area of 1,561 of the princi-
pie counties of the United States and includes
all but a small fraction of the breadth of the
prominent crops. The area in cotton is 2710
per cent. less than in 1781. A large number
of returns say that with the recent fioe weath-
ar the cotton crop is improving and gives

irance of a better report in July. The
iency is in the states bordering on
ssiesippi river where plantiog in the
rerflowed distriets was not entirely finished
on the first of June. The area sown in spring
whest has decreased apparently about 12 per

cent. The comparative average of the north-
west is as follows; Wisconsin 85, Mianesota
43, Tows 82, Nebraska 90, Dakota 102. The
conditicn of winter wheat s still very

high, averaging 100, Last year in June it was
76, Taking the winter and spring areas to-
gether and assuming a; continmance of the
presend conditions, a yield exceeding thirteen
bushels per acre would result in an aggregate
exceeded only by the product of 1880. The
Southern harvest is safe.

Northern winter wheat has few risks to en-
counter, bus spring is still uncertain in quan-
tity.

"'he corn acreage cannot be given until
July. A large increase in area is reported in
the Bouth and Northwest, but in half the
states planting was not finished on the 1st of
June and in large districts the plant had not

made a show above the ground. In some
parts of the South the early planted
6 in  tassel. Planting is  every-

where late, the plant 1s small and not average
in vigor or color, in consequence of cold and
wet weather. .

The increase in the area of eats is nearly
universal and amounts to an average of 7 per
cent. Average of condition 101. The her-
vest promiszes to be very large.

There is an increase of 1 per cent. in the
arca of barley. Average condition 90,

The coudition of clover and spring pasiure
has improved and ranges very high in the
South and fair to good in other seciions.

Sales,
68% @59 c for June, 69870 c for July, and
693 @705 ¢ for August.

In oats concessions were asked on account
of the liberal receipts and weak speculation.

POISONED BY A PARENT.

A Chicago Mother Gives Hsr Children
Strychnibe and Fiuishes the Tragedy by
Takliog a Dose Herself—-The Brooktield
Bank Robbers—A Couunclt Bluffs Affray
—Mivor Oriminalities,

Poisoned Ry a Mad Mother.

CricAGo, June 10.—Casper Seybolt is a
bsker and works at night. When he left home
last evening his wife began preparations for a
borrible deed. They had feur children aged
twelve, seven and twoand a-balf years and a
baby four months. 8he dressed them in fresh
white clothes with bright ribbons and gave
them strychuine and when they died laid them
out carefully with flowers in their hands, and
all the surroundings made as beautiful as
possible. Then she took a dose of
poison herself, having also put on a fresh
white chemise with ribbons in it. This was
Jjust before the return of her husband at 5
o’clock in the morning. When he appeared
at the door she met him and told him to come
in and see the children all dead and gone to
heaven. She said, *‘see how pretty they are
with nice flowers for angels.” One of the
zhildren was alive, but has since died. Mrs.
Casper died about 7 o’clock this morning.
The cause of the demented woman’s act was
not known.

It appears thatMr. and Mrs. S:yboidt did
not live in entire harmony,that since the
birth of her last child Mrs. S8eyboldt has not
been in good health, and it is beleived that
despondercy caused her to commit the deed.
Upon a number of notes written by her oldest
daugher, it appears that Mrs. Seyboldt talked
over the matter with her and got her consent
to the terrible tragedy. Severalare addressed
toher schoolmates on childish matters and
two to her father, one says: ‘‘Forgive me;
mamma thought it was the best we could do.””
The other asks him to bury them decently,
and tells him where she left money to buy
flowers. One addressed to a schoolmate says:
“Mother was always sick,and thought of
dying often; and how we would be treated,
and so thought it best all of us died at once,
and bought something to kill us, baby first
Annie second; Tony third,and I after,and,
then mother. We did not suffer much, and
now we are all ou’ of trouble.”

The Bold Bank Robbers.
BrookFIELD, Mo., June 10.—A special
train with the bank robbers in charge of mar-
shal McArthur and fifty men arrived here at
1.50 A. m. A great crowd received them but
no trouble occured. The persons were identi-
fied, three as Frank, Albert and, Fred Mason,
brothers, formerly of this county. The other
is evidently a new comer. Frank is tall, dark
and brawny, Fred is shorter and fairer,
Albert is tall and hardlooking. All are rough
looking cases. Frank Mason’s wife has
gone this morning under an escort to'
recover a bag of gola coin, about $1,400,
which she says she had under the floor of the
house. The four prisoners were taken to
Linneus, the county seat this morning, where
the county court is in session. The prisoners
are reticent, and say nothing of their past life.
They agree in saying that two of them are
from Indiana. The woman who is young and
pretty saysshe was recent from Ellsburg, Ind.,
and only came to Missouri five weeks ago.
She is keen and cool as the men and is no
doubt privy to their plans. It is believed
they will plead guilty.
