John W. Guitcau, Mrs. Seoville and her
daughter, Bertha, arrived at the jail. Mrs.
Seoville sent a bouquet to the prisoner inhis
cell, lie was much affected by the attention,
and was moved to tears for the first time in
Months, lie appreciated keenly this tukeu
fora the outside world. The prisoner had
'\u25a0 "n in the corridor, but was locked in the
\u25a0.Ml just previous to the arrival of his rela-
tives. They were not allowed to enter the
cell, but communicated through the bars.
When his sister, brother and littleneicc visited
him the scene was very affecting, owing
to the state of rape he was thrown
into by being locked in the cell while they
visited him. Guiteau stormed furiously at
Warden Crocker for this act and shouted:

"Letitgo down tohistory that Ikissed my
sister through the bars."

The prisoner turned to his sister and said,
"You willthink of intinglory to-morrow at
Ltis time."

She replied, "Yes,-you will get there all
~:ght and see dear iliothsr.'

_c answered, "Idon remember much
about mother. Idon't take much stock in
my relations any way. 1 don't mean you,
Frankie. Youare my sister inChrist."

Mis. Scoville added, she was a good mother
and she willbe glad tosee you.

The prisoner quickly retorted, "Iwill be
glad to make her acquaintance," [Smiles by
attendants.} Turning to his sister he added,
"You have always stood byme, the only

'
one

who has." Gaiteau said gcod-bye many
fi^eS durinfr the interview and repeatedly
kissed his sister and little Bertha.

Mrs. Scoville's eyes were red with weeping.
Mrs. Scoville, holding his hand through the
bare, said, "Charlie, Iwant you to send me a
sign when you get to paradise."

He replied withmuch feeling, "Yes Iwill
send you a sign when Iget there."

Mrs. Seoville is a linnbeliever in the theory
!hat disembodied spirits can hold coiniinin-'
ion with friends onearth and she seemed much
comforted by the readiness withwhichCharles
promised to materialize to her after his de-
mise. The prisoner again vented his nige upon
'•rckerand said, "God Almighty willcurtb
you for this. They are going to hang me to-
morrow, but the wrath of God will come
down on them and, likeJudas, they will want

•. to go and hang themselves. Then suddenly
and nervously seating himself in the corner of
the cell he muttered, "Well,- Ihave pot
through; there is no use talking any more."

He seemed, at times, iH a violent frame of
mind, and brother John said but little. Mis.
Seoville again •commenced with, "These arc
nice flowers, Charlie," when he replied, "Ye*,
but I'llbe inparadise to-morrow and that's
much better. Everything is beautiful there."

She inquired, "Youare glad to go there,
are you not, Charlie?" He quickly answered,
"Yes, you bet your life Iam. Iam glad to
get out of this." She then arose and coming
10 the crated door, he said, "Igo to paradise
not to heaven. Inthe final rcserrectiou we

Hi illgo to hecven." She naively suggested
that paradise was pretty good for man and he
added: "res, a big improvement on this
world."

\(tt"-"nnally shaking hands with his rela-
tives and again kissing his sister and little
"•tree, the visitors withdrew.

Mrs. Seoville and John signed a memoran-
v'um consenting that Rev. Mr. Hicks should
have the Bible and copyright of Guiteau's
book, and also that the physicians fhonld
perform an autopsy of the executoii, and that
the body should be buried ina secret place in
the jailyard.

GOOOnYES TO OI'ITBAU.

V.S. Jaw,, Washington, June 89.- At 1:^0
o'clock Guiteau's counsel, Rev. Dr. Hicks and
Dr. Beard arrived at the jail. Hicks reported
that the president now declines to see any per-
son in relation to Guiteau's case, and he
(Hicks) should announce to the prisoner that
no earthly hope remains. After an interview
with Warden Crocker Reed and Hicks were ad-
mitted to Guiteau's cell. A small Uiblc was
taken in upon which Reed will write
Guiteau's last will and testement.

r*oon after liocd entered the prisoner's cell
"John W. Guiteau, Mrs. Scoville and her little
daughter arrived at the jailand were taken to
the warden's private ollice, where at this hour
1hoy are still waitingan opportunity to take
leave of the prisoner. Wheu told by the
warden that his sister wished to see him,
Guiteau remarked that be did not want any
irazy talk, but if she could restrain herself he
would be pleased to see and would give her
an effcctlonate brotherly farewell.

DETAILS OF TOE LAST DAY'S DOINGS.

United States Jail, 3:35 p.m.— While
Reed, counsel for Guiteau, was in the cell
withGuilcau, an attendant came in and pre-
sented Guiteau with a large and beautiful
bouquet. "Where did that come from?"
asked the prisoner. "From your Bister," the
fraard replied. Guiteau pressed it tohislipa
and wept bitterly for a few minutes. Then he
suddenly exclaimed, "This doe6not become a
man who is about to meet his God for doing

God'6will." This was the only exhibition of
tenderness be has giver way to. At his re-
quest and dictation Reed then drew up a will,
in which he de6lre3 his body shall be given to
Dr. Hicks, but on no account be used for any
mercenary purposes. He also gives to Dr.
Hicks his books and other papers, to be used
in writinghis biography.

Uocd also drew up the following paper at
Guiteau'a requett, which was presented to
Gen. Crocker :

"Washington, D. C, -Tune 89, LBSB.—To
Gen. JohnS. Crocker, warden of the United
state- Jail: We, Frances M. Scoville and
John W. Guiteau, sister and brother sad only
betri of Char'.fs J. Guiteau, to be executed on
Ilie 30th day of .Tune, ISB3, in the Unite!
States jail,in the District of Columbia, here-
by request you to deliver the body of said
Chawta J. Guiteau to Wm. W. Hicks after
Eiich execution.

Guiteau thanked Reed for the cllorts mIns
\u25ba•chalf, and then growing creatly excited, he
exclaimed: "As for President Arthur, he is a
coward and ingrate and he willbe punished
hereafter."

Keed started to co when Guiteau said,
\u25a0'Wait one moment. Iwish to say something
more." He then sat down at the table and in
a firm, bold hand wrote the following and
handed it to Reed, who came from the cell
deeply affected.

"To my dear friend, Charles 11. Reed, Iam
only too glad to express to you my un-
bounded appreciation of your services inmy
behalf. You did splendidly. May God re-
ward you for it. Meet me in heaven."'

[Signed] "Charles J. Guiteau,"

Dr. Hicks remained about fifteen minutes

longer with the prisoner, but was unable to
turn his thoughts away from the considera-
tion of his immediate surroundings.

When he retired from the cell Mrs. Sooville
and her littledaughter and John W. Guiteau
were admitted. Their interview with the
prisoner lasted fifteen minutes, toe warden

and deputy being present. Guiteau was at
first much excited and

the piesident and "those wretcbes," sjs he
tertaed those who had hounded him to the
spaliold, "and you, too,' he cried out, point-
ing his finger at Gen. Crocker and deputy,
you willbe both bent to hell"

Ina few minutes he calmed down aud said
he was ready to die and wanted to be hung at
l'J o'clock sharp. At parting he said, "Let
me kies my sister through the grated bars and
let it so go on record." After kissing his
sister and little niece, he turned lo hiobrother
and handing him a dime saiiT, "There is the
ten cents Sue the washerwoman, Iguess yoti
had boll, rsettle that balance to-day." Mrs.
SeoTille and her brother John then took
leave of him and passing directly to their car-
riage were taken back to the city.

The uliove invitation was scut by telegraph

to many physicians. Dr.Beard, who leaves
for home to-night, says he feels no interest in
further proceedings, lie expresses his firm
conviction that he has fairly predicted Guit-
eaifs action tomorrow. He doe6not believe
the post mortem examination willreveal the
true condition of Gaiteaa'e brain, or Eiiuici-
mtly demonstrate his insanity. Dr. Ueard
says that in selecting the names of those to be
invited to the autopsy, he tried to cover per-
sons ofall shades of opiou which had been ex-
pressed with regard to the prisoner's mental
concMtion.„ THE SGOVILLBS.

Mrs.Scoville said to-night in further sup-
port ofher opinion that 8:oville had no in-
tention ofcoming toWashington at this time,
that just before her departure for the east
Seoville had announced his willingness to pay
the expenses of herself and daughter to
Washington provided she (Mrs. Seoville)
wouldsurrender certain papers. Recurring to
the fetter Which she had received from Sco-
villej/last evening Mrs. Secville said Ihers
were enclosed therein a number of self ad-
dressed envelopes which Scoville wished
handed to his little daughter Bertha whom
he desired to hear from, a request, Mrs.
Seoville added, which would be complied
with.

Mrs. Scoville also added that there was ab-
solutely nothing in the contents of the letter
to indicate that her husband contemplated
coming to Washington and she expressed the
opinion that the telegram announcing his in-
tention of doing so, was made up by some
person or persons desirous of making a sensa-
tion, jShe says she is firmlydecided to retain
the custody of the little girl and irrevocably
fixedinher determination to obtain a divorce
fromher husband. When asked if the near
approach of her brother's doom had caused
her to lose hope the replied, "No, and Iven-
ture to say that Friday willbrine; with it a
great surprise."

She iivery hopeful that the hand of the ex-
ecutive willyet intervene to prevent the kill-
ingof an insane man.
It can be stated authoritatively that the

president willnot see any more persons in re-
ference to Guiteau's case, and it is useless for
any one to send any more letters, appeals or
I>etition6 to him on the subject, as he has
acted finallyand docs not propose to recon-
sider his action.

There were a number of queer people at the
White house today to see the president in
Guitcau'd behalf. None of them were ac-
corded au Interview.

They were all referred to W. H. Crook, one
of the executive clerks, who received them in
an ante room, and be heard their requests.
Three woman and one man wanted to have
him persuade the president to bee them, but
to no purpose. They- came separately, bat
were all on the same errand, to ask that
Guiteau be respited because of his insanity.
One man was a Frenchman and wanted Guiteau
pardoned outright. When Crook told one
woman of the visitors that it was useless for
her to trouble herself further about the case,
as the rresident had decided not to interfere
with the execution of the sentence, she was
very much overcome with grief and burst
into tears, and had to L-; ltd cut o. the build-
ing. She sadly bemoaned her unhappy lot,
and Eaitl itwas a 6hame for the country to al-
low "poor brother Ciuiteau'' tobe hanged. .

The letter in the nature oi a willby which
Gullcan disposes of his body is as follows:

Washington, 1). C, June 89.—T0 Rev. W.
W. Hicks: I,Charles J. Guiteau, of the city
of Washington, in the District of Columbia,
now under sentence of death which is to be
carried intocflect between the hours of 13
and 3o'clock, on the 30th day ofJune, A.D.,
1833, in the United States jailin said District,
do hereby give and grant you my body after
such execution, provided, however, it shall
Eotbe used for any unnecessary purpose,
and 1 hereby, before God and for
sufficient consideration?, give, deliver and
transfer to said Hicks my books entitled "The
Truth and Removal" and thy copyright
thereof, to be used by him in writinga truth-
fulhistory of my life and execution, and I
direct that such history lie ientitled "The
life and Work ofCharles J. Guiteau;" and I
hereby solemnly proclaim and announce to
all the world that no person or persons shall
ever ivany manner use ray body for any raer-
cenaiy purposes whatever, and if.at any time
hereafter, any person or persons shall desire to
honor my rcmaius they cau do it by erecting
a monument whereon shall be inscribed these
words, *llt:re lies the body of Charles J.
Guiteau, patriot and Christian. His soul is

in glory.' [Signed] Charles J. Guiteau."

Ivconversation witha representative of the

Associated Press tonight Ilccd, counsel for
Guiteau, said: "Ihave seen nothing as yet to
shake my conviction that Guiteau willdie to-
morrow without weakness or faltering. His
courage is not that of an ordinary criminal, a
mere ruffian who takes pride in dying game.
Itis rather that of a martyr, of aman who
6ufleis aud dies for the sake of some religious
principle. Ithought at one time he was be-
ginning to show weakness. Isaw in the
newspapers that a spiritual adviser had been
called in, and the thought occurred to me that
perhaps Guiteau had begun to realize that lie
had committed a crime and needed divine for-
giveness, and that he wishes to make prepra-
tion for death. The next time 1saw him I
said to him- "Charles, 1sea by the newspa-
pers you have called ina minister. Do you
feel as ifyou needed to prepare for death? Do
you repent of what you have done?"

He looked at me witha wild expression in
his eyes, end shouted, "no 1haven't called in
any minister. Ihaven't done anything wrong.
The minister came of his own accord, IdidH't
send for him."

Two or three days afterIwas introduced to
Dr. Hicks, whomIhad never previously met,
and Isaid to him, "doctor, has Guiteau ever
shown inhis talk withyou any consciousness
ofhaving done wrong; any feeling of repent-
ance or desire for forgiveness?"

"None, whatever," he replied;"he has main-
tained constantly throughout that he has
done no wrong; that he has simply done
God's service and has nothing to repent of."
Up to the present time, Reed added, Guiteau
talks of his death without any manifestation
of fear of death, lie said to me, "To-morrow.
Mr.Reed, what arc you going to do withmy
body V" Itold him that was a very painful
subject to talk about, and that 1would rather
not go into it, but that he might
rest assured his body would be properly cared
for. He said, "Idon't care particularly what
is done withitso longas it is not used for
gain.

Iassured himagain his body should

not be diagnosed or used for mercenary pur-
poses. "What do you mean by that," he in-
quired. Iexplained to him the meaning of
the word "mercenary" and he said, "that's
all right. Perhaps that's a bettei word. I

Inhanding to Reed to day the farewell let-
ter whichhe wrote just before bidding him
good-bye Guiteau said, "This., mybest friend,
is the only compensation Icm give you for
your services tome. You have never lied to
me nor deceived me, while nearly everybody
else has. lam going to heaven to-morrow
at 1o'clock and Iwish you were going with

Guiteau about G o'clock took isupper of
broiled steak, potatoes and r.ispberries. He
was then shaved byCapt.i.Torrcns. At7o'clock

Deputy Warden Rush visited him. The latter
found him quieter, but he talked in his usual
vein and exhibited some nervousness. Lying
down he slept about fifteen minutes About
S o'clock he requested Dr. McWiUiams tosee
that the "machine" should be in working
order so that he might "goofi" at 12 o'clock
to-morrow.

Dr. Hicks and John W. Guiteau called at
10:30. Dr. Hicks was admitted but he de-
clined to see his brother. Dr. Hicks spent
but ten minutes in the cell. Guiteau intro-
duced tbe topic of "simplicity," saying he
feltlikea child going home tohis father; that
he wouldsee his heavenly father in the mern-

ing.

BAD LUCK AT LAKIMOBE.

ATerrible Fire Which Will Seriously Re-

tard the Boom of That Enterprising

Town-Loss $50,000— Iiohs of Life In tba

Rnlos.

[Speciai Telegram to the Globe.]

Larimobe, D. T., June 39.—One-half of
the business portion of the town was laid in
ashes this morning. The flreoriginated about
3 o'clock in anuncompleted building among
shavings, between Flint's saloon and Union
hotel. Itwas probably the work of an in-
cendiary. Several persons are missing but
they willprobably cover the number of lives
lost. One young man, just arrived fromHar-
vard of Woodstock, til.,is known to have per-
ished. He was dragged partly out, but his
partner was obliged to jump for hitoyfrn life,

and he dropped back in the flames. The wind
was blowing a good stiff breezs from the
south, causing the nre to sweep everything in

its course, until itstruck an open space. All
the buildings that were burned were against

the windor the loss of life would have been
much more. The buildings being all wood
burned very rapidly as it was. Itcommenced
to rain just as the fi»e was over, thus almost
ruining what few goods were 6aved.

Those that i^riehed inthe flames were in the
Unionhotel and a frame . building two and a
half stories high not plastered. ,Agreat many
escaped from itby jumping with their Undet-
cloths on only. Anumber were more or less
injured and burned. One of the worst was
Dan Smith, a wagon maker. He had his
hands and feet burned but will probably re-
cover. He was taken to Grand Forks for
treatment this morning.

This is a sad blow to the young town, but
the burned district willbe rebuilt. The losses
as near aa can be ascertained at this hour are:

From Another Source
[Special Telegram to the Globe.]

Mooehead, Minn., June 29.—The town of
Larimore, twenty-eight miles from this city,

this county, suffered a most disastrous con-

flagration this morning, in whichproperty to
the value of $50,000 was destroyed, and at
least two persons, and itis feared more, lost
their lives.

Larimore has been in existence only about
six months butalready numbers a population

of from 2,500 to 3,000, and was growing very
rapidly. The buildiDgs, of course, were all
wooden and very few even were painted, so that
the flames once started had plenty of material
upon which to feed, while there was nothing

to stay their progress.
The only water supply was from a fewwells,

and nearly all that wa3 soon rendered useless
t>y the rapid spread of the fire. The flre brcke
out about 2:30 a. m. in the Union hotel, in
the very center of the oldest and business
portion of the town, through whichit ran
withsuch rapidity that at least two ofthe oc-
cupants are known to have perished, and one
or two others are thought to be miesing,
while many others had very narrow escapes,
several suffering more or less serious
burns. Owing to the loss of the
hotel directory it is impossible at this time
to tell just exactly how many did perish, but
the remains of a man named Frank Harris,
Woodstock 111., have been recovered, and also
auothcr man not yet identified. Harris was a
young man of sixteen years and had but just
arrived in town. Thu other man who pcr-
iehed was seen at a window with a woman.
4ladder was quickly raised and

bya citizen who was badly burned, but before
the man could be reached, he hadgbecu over-
come by the heat and fellback into the flames
and perished.

Daniel Smith; formerly of Tiverton, Ont,
an occupant of the hotel, escaped from the
burning building with great difficulty, pre-
cipitating himself at last from the second
story window sustaining Bcvere bruises in the
fall,besides being burned badly about the
face and arms. He was brought to Grand
Forks by the early morning train and is being
cared for by Doctors Collins and Wheeler,
who do not anticipate fatal results fromhis
injuries.

From the hotel the flames spread to the
adjoining buildings, and favoied by a strong
wind, rapidly spread, until every building
but one on ihe west side o' the street, and
half of those on the north were consumed.

Had the wind been from the west instead of
the east, as itwas itishardly possible* a build-
ing would have been left to mark the spot
where the flourishing town of Larimore of
the night bef ore stood, for owing to the in-
flammable character of the buildings, even-
with the head wind|thc fire fiend took in all
in its reach without making a jump of more
than half ablock. As it was the fire would
have been still more disastrous had not the
citizens very wisely gone ahead of the flames
and torn down buildings a quarter of a block
away.

There is some doubt as to the originof the
fire,some ascribing it to incendiarism, in set-
ting fire to 6havings in an addition being
made to Union hotel, and others tt> the over-
turning of a lamp in the hotel. The latter
theory seems most plausiole, from the state-
ments of those who were.on the ground.

ADelegation ofVhippewaa Going to Wo»h-
mi/tonini/ton to Protest Against the WashVurn
Bill.

[Moorhead News, 27th.]
Saturday afternoon aparty of Chippewa

Indians arrived in the dual city from the Red
Lake reservation, and this morning a repre-

sentative ofthe Ntws paid them a call with a
view to ascertaining their mission.
The party consists of eleven men and
one woman and are led by their interpreter,
a half-breed, who gave his name as J. B.
Russell. There are three chlefo among the
number, who are known near aid far
as The-Man-who-walks-where-the land-meets,
Little Thunder and Little Rock. They are
certainly an intelligent looking lot of men,
and seem determined to be heard in behalf of
the tribe. They are en route to Washington
tooppose the Washburn pine land bill. They
intend to make the trip at their ownexpense,
asking no favors other than what is justly
due them. Mr. Russell, the interpreter, is a
finelooking youngman whoha6a good under-
;standing of the English language, and re-
asked the questions and returned the trans-
lated the sentences in akind and gentlemanly
manner. Little Thunder seemed to be the
spokesman ofthe party, and to the question
as to what was their errand in Washington
replied about as follows:

"We hear that Washburn is going to sell
our land to the highest bidder. That isn't
right. We want tosell itoureelves and to the
government. Ifthe land is sold as Washburn
wants itshould be, we will get cheated; the
agents are dishonest, they lie and cheat. We
want to deal with the government direct, then
we will have our rights. We want to sell
one-half otir land and keep half. We want to
stay on our oWri reservation. Don't want to
go on to the White Eat th reservation. If
they willlet us alone we willdo well enough.
We farm for ourselves; raise wheat, corn, po-
tatoes and such vegetables as we want."

"Isyour reservation prairie or timber land?"
"Mostly timber—pine."
"flowmany acres are there in the reserva-

tion V
"About3,200,000."
"Doyour people find plentyof game on their

ownlands."
"les, we find bear, moose, elk, deer and

small game in abundance."
"What we want is our rights," volunteered

LittleThunder. "The lumbermen are
STEALINGOUR TIMBER,

and floating itoff down the Stillwatsr. We
compained to the agent. He]said Imust
attend toitmyself. Our people have written
time and again to Washington, but got no re-
ply. Walker has a camp on our reservation
now, and has many men at work cutting our
timber on the Clearwater. Lots of white

|men come up and look around to see timber.
Idon't want to hurt any one for encroaching
upon our rights, and that's what we are go-
Ing to Washington for. We have been im-

posed upon long enough. This new Dill of
Wasbburn's my people consider as a game to
rob us of our land. Itwon't work. We were
there first and shall protect our land."

There followed a series of questions regard-
ing the habits of-the trib3, churches, schools,
laws, etc. Little Thunder said : "There are
about 3,000 members of the tribe; we have
our public school; there are three churches,
two Methodist, one Catholic; the Catholic
church has the greatest number of members,

about 600 (women and children not counted);
our people are quiet; we war with no one.
the Bioux ueed to be our enemies;
we fought our last battle eight
winters ago; we visit back and forth
now. We have good frame houses on our
reservation. The law of our tribe does not
allow the use of liquor or cards within the
limits of the reservation. We keep up the
old customs of the tribe, dances, gala days,
etc. Tell your people, through your paper,
we are going to see Mr. Ramsey (ex-governor
of Minnesota). He is my friend. He has done
much forus, and weall like him. We are go-
ingto see himand get him to use his iufluence
inour behalf. Anddon't forget to 6ave us a
copy of the Niws. We are done.

FKEIGHT HANDLERS' FIGHT
ADubious Outlook forthe Striken InJer-

sey City—lnNew York-Other Places.

New Yoek, June 28.—Tae strikers continue.'
-orderly, freight being received and rather
slowly handled by the new men, but the situ-
ation is generally improved.

INJERSEY CITY.

. Jersey Citt, June 28.—The strike con-
tinues, but the strikers are nt \u25a0 tas confident
as yesterday. The striking switchmen are
dissatisfied withthe treatment accorded them
by the freight handlers. Said one of the
leaders: "We had no grievance; we were re-
ceiving $54 to $58 per month, work and no-
work, and struck to help the freight handlers
out. Now they go back cm us and allow new
men to take our places withoutprotest."

The various railroad companies are now
movinga large quantity of freight and are
working with a fullforce ofmen.

Bpecial police are.still onduty, at the yards
day and night. The striking switchmen of
the Central road have decided toresume work.
The company has a fell force of freight
handlers and is said to hays disposed of200"
car loads of freight in the past thirty-si:-
hours.

The Pennsylvania company put 200
additional Italians at work this morning. The
New York,Lake Erie «fc Western this morn-
ingput400 Russian and Hungarian Jews at
work on their docks. This company now has
830 refugees working on their piers at Long
dook and the foot of Duane street.

Jersey City, N.J., June 27.—Tn» striking
'longshoremen and freight handlers held
another large meeting this afternoon. A
telegram stating that the Newburgh boatmen
and bargemen were co-operating with the
strikers here was received with cheers. In
dead silence was heard the statement that the
police commissioners had ordered off the
strikers visiting the Central railroad yard.
"We were only five ofus," 6aid the chairman,
"and had no show so we went away without
accomplishing our end." The object of the
visit was to induce the drillers to joinin the
strike. The president announced that he had
a check for $100 from the surrogate of Jersey
City and $20 fromBoss Carpenter, the grocer

who supplied the Erie laborers with rations,
and from the Jersey City Evening Journal.
Itwas resolved toboycott the railroads to-

day. The Pennsylvania company has a large
force of Italians at work, together with a
number of old hands. The officials claim to
be able to forward freight without great delay.
The company has large posters placarded,
stating that no men are required in any ca-
pacity. Special police continue to guard the
property of the company. The Central Rail-
road of New Jersey is working a full force of
new hands and rapidly handling freight. The
New York,Lake Erie & Western Railroad
company has 150 Russian and Hungarian
Jews and 100 Italians working on the dock at
Jersey City,and 180 Italians on the dock at
New York. About twenty Irishmen remain
at workat the latter point. The new men are
takenback to Castle Garden from the end of
the dock each night and receive their money
for the day's workbefore they leave.

The company intends to fit up a boat for
them so they may be available at any hour of
the night. The new men to-day loaded twen-
ty-eight boats west bound freight and unload-
ed a large number ofeast bound cars for de-
liveryto the steamship companies. The su-
perintendent of transportation states that the
company do not propose to compromise with
the strikers, but intend to have its freight
handled and shipped. When the men leftthe
company they made no statement of their
wants and even now seem afraid to ask for
what they want. The company is very much
encouraged by the present situation and sees
no reason why itshould. not be able to do
good work with the force at its disposal.

There is no truth in the report ofa strike
at Hornellsville, etc.

The train dispatcher say& that he has not
had the slightest trouble withany freight or
passenger trains.

The general freight agent stales that freight
is going west all right, although a large
quantity has to be transferred at Buffalo and
Salamanca.

CHEESE MEN KICK.

New York,June 2S.— A meeting of the
cheese trade was held to-day for the purpose
of takiDg action in regard to the non-delivery

ofgoods by the railroad companies. Resolu-
tions were adopted for the appointment ol
committees to assess damages for the losses
sustained by reason of failure of delivery of
goods by the railroad companies to members
of the trade.

A committee of fifteen of the board of trade
seeking relief in the transportation of freight,
commence suits for damages against the rail-
roads for non-forwarding of freight. The
attorney general's co-operation willbe invited.

BULLDOZED BY/ BOILEU MAKERS.

Cincinnati, June 29.—The boiler makers
who-have been on a strike, to-day gathered in
considerable numbers on the landing where
eight or nine men were employed by aboiler
making firm in repairing a boat for the upper
Mississippi service. The strikers were bold
in their langugc and demanded that the work-
men should atop. There was but one police-
man on the boat, and his brother was one of
the leading strikers. They flourished revolvers,

but fired no shots. The workmen were so
much intimidated that they Btopped. Noat-
tempt was made to begin again and the fore-
man says work willbe resumed in the morn-
ing under police protection, while the strikers
offer te bet large sums that no workmen can
be found to go on the boat.
