Bewteex the Prohibition laws of
lowa and the Federal statutes regulating
the manufacture of distilledand rectified
whiskies, and wine and beer, grape cul-
ture in that State will henceforth be de-
prived of much of the interest and all
the profit that has heretofore marked the
progress of the industry in that State.

The rapidity with which the news of
Uuiteau's execution was flashed over the
country, was even greater than the in-
telligence of the fatal shot which he
fired. A telegraph office was opened in
tho jailso that there was no delay in
conveying the news. He was hung at
seven minutes before 1 o'clock, Wash-
ington time, and the fact was announced
upon the Globe bulletin board at twelve
minutes before 12, St. Paul time. In
fact, the springing of tho trap on the
scaffold and the click of the telegraphic
instrument was practically simultaneous.

THE CRIMES EXPIATED.
On a bright Saturday morning, one

year ago, lacking a day, the country was
shocked by the intelligence that the
President of the United States had been
cruelly shot by an assassin. The people
were preparing, as they now are,
to celebrate the national birth-
day. The President, himself,
was about leaving the the national capi-
tal to participate in the usual Independ-
Day exercises elsewhere. The details of
the great crime, the months of patient
suffering by the victim, the sorrow of
tbe nation, the mourning of the bereaved
family, are all matters so familiar that
they need no recapitulation here.

Yesterday the long-delayed second act
in the tragedy took placeat Washington,
the assassin expiating his crime upon tho
scaffold. The only question at issue
from the start has been the mental ac-
countability of the murderer. While he
indulged in many freaks which might
well be attributed to a madman, the
whole manner of the perpetration of his
crime, his deliberate and careful plan all
demonstrate that he was morally respon-
sible for his conduct. It was on this
basis that a jury, after a protracted trial,
pronounced him a fit subject
for the gallows. The fact that
he responded to the call, by having his
miserable life prolonged until he could
be hung like a dog, is a source of gratifi-
cation.

The country has a multitude of
crotchety individuals who can be classed
by the general term of cranks,
and the fate of Guiteau is
not only a just punishment, but a solemn
warning to cranks in general that they
cannot rely upon the insanity dodge to
escape the responsibility of their crimes.
It is lamentable that such a miserable

wretch should have been able to have
wrought such mischief and produced
such national and personal affliction.

The only occasion for regret relative
to yesterday's proceedings is that they
wero so long delayed. The earth would
have been well rid of the murderous
wretch ifhe had not been permitted to
see the mid day sun on the 2d of last
July.

THE HIGH SCHOOL.
Graduating Exercises of the Glass of '82—

The Opera House Thronged— Am Enter-
taining Exhibition,

The graduating exercises, of the St.. Paul
High school took place last evening at the i
Opera house, which was crowded fro* pit to
dome withthe parents, friends and students of
the Highschool. The auditorium was deco-
rated withthe national colors, entwined with
evergreens, and over the stage was an elab-
orate wreath bearing the motto of the class,
"Initvm non Peractum %

(begun,

not ended), and at either • corner
of the stage wereplaced beautiful pyramids of
flowers.one of which was arranged in the form
of a harp. Long before the exercises every
seat was filled, the audience being composed
largely of ladies, and the elite of the city.
It was after 8 o'clock before tb» exercises

commenced. The graduating class, composed
of17 young ladies and five young gentlemen,
were seated upon the stage, at the right of
which were seated the teachers.of the iHgh
school, and at the leftthe president and mem-
bers of the board of education, Prof. Keihle,
state superintendent of public instruction,
Prof. Wright, the superintendent of schools
for the city ofSt. Paul, the Rev. E. D. Neill
and others.

The exercises were opened by Seibert*s
orchestra band playing an overture, "Crowe
of Diamonds," which was followed by the
St. Paul High school singing, "Joy, Joy,
freedom to-day !"with orchestral accompani-
ment.

Professor C L.Campbell, principal of the
High school, announced the order of the <-x- r-
ciaee, which opened witha salutatory essay
delivered by Miss Eliziberh Bewail Ina clear
and p'easing voice.

After a happy greeting to the superintendent
members of the.board of education, and the
audience, Fbe referred toIheschool the grad-
uates were about to leave aft a little world in
which they bad lived for four yearß past, and
closed by stating that they had barely touched
the shores of that great world upon which
they were about to entar. Her remarks were
very happ>,and were received with applause
and a shower of boquets.

This was followed py Miss Anne Yoerg,
who delivered an essay upon "Woman's place
in War." This would seem an odd subject
for a young lady to talk about, but Miss Yoerg
invested it with an interest almost entirely
new. She rapidly but graphically referred to
the more notable women that had distinguish-
ed themselves ia warlike deeds in ancient and
modern history, and then in sweet Bf-nt ments
referred to the mothers who had borne and
'rained men who made their names immortal
m the cause of right, and she did not forget
•he Florence Nightingale's who followed in
the tracks of war to soothe the dying and
minister to the living.

Right here we niay6tate that every one of
the jiltingladies and gentlemen who enter-
tained the vast audience were overwhelmned
withbouquets and baskets of flowers, and be-
fore the exercises closed the stage was literal-
ly carpeted with thechoicest exotics, arranged
withexquisite taste, the perfume of which
filled the air.

Nsxt came music by (he orchestra, when
Miss Sophie Lorin delivered an oration upon
"The Practical Influence of the Ideal," a sub-
ject which she treated in a ma6terly manner
no to speak, showing evidence of deep and
original thought.

Mr. Charles Wright chose for his essay the
"Uhject of "Great Men," and his address
-ho wed plainly that he had read hlctory care-
fully and could distinguish between those who
were really great and those who werenot. This
address was well conceived and well delivered.

"The Human Hand" was the somewhat
novel subject of Miss Laura Boydcn's essay.
Itwould Beem, a* first thought, that very lit-
tle could be said on this topic that would be
new; yet Miss Boyden invested it with aninterest, both in language and manner of de-
livery, that drew out the applause «f the
large audience, and won for her the second
place in the contest for the Benz prize for ora-
tory, composition and delivery.

Miss Maggie Bowie had forher subject the
hackneyed theme "Excelsior," but the au-
dience showed conclusively that her effort was
appreciated. Many of her expressions in trac-
ingthe journey of life were Hotonlyeloquent,
but originalin thought.

Miss Clara Wilson chose for her subject the
"Qualities of the Voice," a subject which
she treated in a manner « which
would do 110 discredit to many
a professional teacher, and she illustrated her
ideas with some exhibitions of her ownpow-
ers ofsound, that led many in the audience to
believe she was a ventriloquist.

Next came the subject of "History," by
Miss Jessie Newson. Miss Newson is not
only an accomplished scholar, but also a
natural elocutionist, with a large amount of
dramatic power. Nothing but a full report
would doJuatice to her address, and then the
reader would miss the charming manner and
modest grace with which she spoke, and
which won for her the priao
offered by Hon. George Bens for
the best oratory, composition and delivery.

Mr. Harry Horn brought down the house
again and again in his happy hits at mem-
bers of bis class in his "prophecy" of their
career. He delivered his address with all the
self possession and lon homme of an experi-
enced orator and his allusions to some of
the well known characteristics of his class-
mates convulsed them as well as the teachers
withlaughter. His father will have to look
well to his laurels or his son at no distant
day will outrank him as a pursuasive and
polished speaker.

The valedictory of the class was delivered
by Mr. Arthur Fnzelh a young gentleman
who passed through all the grades of the
High school in three years and graduated at
the head of his class, thus winning the prize
of a life membership in the St. Paul Library
offered by the association for the best scholar-
ship. His farewell to teachers, classmates
and the Bcenes of school life TVas admirable in
language and beautiful in sentiment.

Tne name of this new comer
is "Bismarck," and itarrived yesterday from
the Pullman works at Detroit. I;,is a model
of elegante in make, style and finish through-
out. Itcontains 14 sections and a smoking
room. Its ornaments are heavy silver plate.
There are no brass ornaments in
the car whatever. The panels
are skillfully inlaid with delicate
and appropriate vines, flowers and leaves.
The entire woodwork on the inside is cherry,
and all the upholstering isof maroon colored
velvet, while the carpet is an elegint pattern
of body Brussels. The swingiug doors, about
which 60 much complaint has been made
are dispensed with, and in their place are heavy
worsted and silk rep curttains. This elegant
car is warmed by steam 1 the same as a
private house is, and is lighted by eight large
double Smith &Nixon lamps, which furnish
a remarkably bright and cheerful light. The
mirror and ornamental work about the doors
arc most artfullydesigned and Inelaborateness
far surpass anything in that feature ever be-
fore attempted in a sleeping car. It
is moved on six wheel trucks each

Washington, Juae 30. —The house was in-
formed of the death ol Representative Hawk,
whereupon resolutions of respect were
passed, a committee to attend the obsequies
appointed and adjourned.

Stolen Kisses.

The New YorkSun tells this incident
of Campanini'3 departure for Europe:

He was immediately sur-
rounded by several hundred people, who
shook him by the hand or shoulder or
arm or coat-tail until he was forced to
the edge of the gangway where he stood
bewildered and awry. Two American
girls stood near the foot of the gangway.
One of them turned to the guard and
asked who the stout gentleman was.
The guard clutched the stout man's legs
and cried:

"Sig. Campanini, these two ladies
want to say good-by."

The tenor wheeled around, leaned over,
clasped the upturned face of one ofthe
girls and kissed herheartily; then reached
overand performed the same interesting
feat onher companion's rosy lips, after
which he stumbled up the ship's side.

••Well, my gracious, did you ever?"
cried bothof the girls ina breath, and
declared that they would never dare to
look any one in the face again. After
this each declared that the other waa
blushing furiously.

ANXIOUS INDIANS

The WMhborn Schema of Plunder to Se-
cure Water for Minneapolis mills
Bear in*Fruit—The Indians Alarmed by
the Encroachment— G»t. Habbard In-
\u25bcestimating—A Callof th-> Chiefs Upon
Him.
For several weeks past there hivebeen ru-

mors of serious disaffection among the' Indi-
ans of the White Earth agency, resulting
from the awards of the commissioners ap-
pointed by the general government to assess
damages caused by the erection of dams at the
outlet of Lake Winnebagoshish, the fountain
head of the so-called reservoir system.. 80
serious did these rumors become that Gov.
Hubbard decided to investigate the matter,
and to that end appointed Major 0. A.
Ruffee, of Brainerd, formerly incharge of the
agency, personally acquainted with the head
men of tne tribe, and thoroughly conversant
withthe terms of the treaty stipulations be-
tween them and the general government, to
visit the locality and personally investigate
and report as to the situation. Major Ruffee
has performed the duty assigned him, and bis
report to the governor, together with corre-
spondence touching the same, appears below,
commenninz with the letter of the governor
appointing Major Rnffee to the service, as fol-
lows:

State of Minnesota, >
Executive Department, May 25, 1552. $

M«j. C. A. Ruffte, Brainerd, Minn.—
Dear Sir:In view of the discontent mani-
fested by the Indians at the White Earth
agency and vicinity, occasioned apparently by
the government work in progress at Lake
Winnebagoshish, and the reported consequent
uneasiness of the people livingin the adjacent
settlements, I desire, in behair of the
state, that you visit the reserva-
tions occupied by these Indians
and ascertain as far as possible the character
of their complaints and the facts inregard to
threatened trouble. Please extend your in-
quiries as far as you deem necessary, and visit
any camp other than the White Earth and
Leech Lake Indians, that you may think de-
sirable, inorder to ascertain a full Knowledge
of the situation, and report the result of your
investigation to me at a*early a de.te as pos-
sible. Veryrespectfully, L.F. Hubbard,

MAJOR RUFFEE'S REPORT.
Bhainerd, Minn.,June 35, 1552.

His Excellency, L.F. Eubbard, Governor of
Minnesota:
Sir: Ihave the honor to report that pur-

suant to your letter of instruction of date
May 25thult ,directing me to ascertain as far
as possible the character of the complaints
and the facts in regard to the threatened
trouble of the Chippewa Indians, in con-
sequence of the United States taking posses-
sion of a portion of the land resurved to said
Indians by treaty, and constructing
thereon reservoir?, Ivisited the Indians
directly interested, and had full consultation
with the principal chiefs and head men, and
find the condition of things as hereinafter
stated:

First— The Indians believe they have the
absolute possessionary right to the reserva-
tion, and arc entitled to the full enjoyment of
the same, to the exclusion of all other per-
sons, except their consent thereto be lirst ob-
tained, and that they have been assured of this
by many solemn treaties made with the gov-
ernment, which treaties they claim to have
kept and observed

Second
—

That in taking possession of a por-
tion of their reservations without consent, ia
a violation of good faith on the part of the
government and without justification.

Third—That the arbitrary awards of the so-
called commission of damages (see exhibit A
attached), is in all resDects unjust and inade-
quate as wellas exparte, and without notice
to or the consent of the Indians eflectcd
thereby.

Fourth That the construction of the re-
servoirs as contemplated would be an irrepar-
able injury to a large number of their people,
and deprive them of their ordinary and only
means of livelihood, as well as destroying
their homes and the graves of their kindred.

Fifth.—That if they q'litely eubmit to this
act, which they deem an unjustifiable invasion
of their rights, they may reasonably expect
that in all future time they would have to
submit without protest to any aggression the
government may undertake.

Sixth.—That they have a rieht to be heard
in the matter, and that the refusal of the gov-
ernment tolisten to or consider their requests
so to be heard, was an invasion of the rights
of the weak and helpless by the strong and
powerful.

Seventh. —That in consequence of the belief
of the Indians, as above stated, much dissatis-
faction exists, and a feeling obtained among
them that the government nolonger respected
either their rights or its treaty obligations,

Eighth
—

That no hostility is or has been
contemplated by any of the Indians to-
ward any persons of their reservations, nor
anything further than to give emphasis to
their disapprobation of the course pursued by
the government toward them in the matter,
and that there is no danger whatever to the
citizens of Minnesota from any act or thing
which willbe done by these Indians. They
are disclaiming any ill-feeling toward the set-
tlers, and clearly understanding that the gov-
ernment alone is responsible for any infringe-
ment of their treaty rights.

Ninth
—

That as much as the Indians deem
themselves injured, that they have refused to
receive any portion of the so-called award
for damages assessed by the com-
mission designated for that purpose by the de-
partment last year. A fair exponent of the
views of the Indians is found in tiie address
made to me by White Cloud, head chief of the
Mississippi bands of Chippewas, whose peo-
ple are more numerous, and perhaps more
largely interested than those of any other
band. The address has been reduced to Eng-
lish, by Paul H Beaudieu, at my request,
and hereto attached:

t SfBEECH OF WHITE CLOUD.
My friend,Ishake hand 3with you iv re-

spect to the authorities who 6eut you here.
We are pleased to have you read and to listen
to the letter of the governor, which shows
that some action is being taken in our affairs.

My friend, you willcertainly find what is
troublingus, and you can take it to the gov-
ernor. Has the great father forgotten that
he is infringing on the rights which he gave
us when we visited him in Washington, and
his he forgotten his words to that treaty?

We always had extreme faith in the justice
of 'lie government, and we are startled by this
movement to rob us ofour rights in this mat-
ter. We heard last summer that you were
sent to follow the tracings ofthe land to be
overflowed. Iand some of the Leech Lake
chiefs accompanied you. lam going some
out of my way, but itis for the purpose of
explanation. Last fall (you will remember
the time) a commission was sent here in re-
ference to the buildingof the dam at Winne-
bagosbi6h. We had a talk withthem, and
our words were written. They must have
been lost, or tha commission would not have
done what it did, and sent those words on
which the money for damages has been for-
warded. •

You told us yourself that you would repre-
sent our wishes, that it was necessary for a
fair understanding. After waiting some time
we thought these questions were moving
slowly, and we requested Kay-mah (Col. Beau-
dieu) to write inreference to this, and asking
you to writea letter to Washington for a satisfactoryat-

isfactory settlement.
We became tired of waiting and wrote last

winter a letter to our agent We then waited
untilnearly spring when news came to our
father, the agent, that the commission was in
favor ofcalling the Indians to see their great
father to ascertain what could be done. It
was so understood, as if we would be allowed
to go. We looked forward since, and we were
surprised when our agent told us that
he had received a paper in refer-
ence to the awards. Then we saw that a fair
settlement would not soon occur. We began
to have fear, as there is cause for it. We felt
anxious. Ihave at times, during the winter,
sent messengers to my people at the other
reservations, advising them not toact rashly,
and to trust that all would be made right by
the great father. What we ask is justice, and
nothing that is arbitrary. We look at our-
selves, and see ourselves dressed as white men.
We appear so, but still we are not up to the
same condition as the white man.

Our great father tells us to lay aside our
Indian dress, and to put on pants, so that we
willhave more strength in handling the plow
and hoe. Iam an Ojibway, and love ..my
great father, and can Bay that Ineyer stained
my hands with the blood of a white
maa, but Ihear often of the red
people, my kind, being unfriendly to the great
father, and ehedding bisblood, and Ihear al

so that they are being assisted by great sums
of money for their advancement,
I,an QJibway .though friendly withtha great

father, am assisted but little. Whoever is the
friend Sof the great father, he is the one whoshould be treated fairly and assisted. Now
he shuts me up (refers to datns,^ and wishes
to take those things which suppoit an Indian.Where willthose Indians livingon other reser-vations go? Must they starve?

We are in fear. Our rights are disregarded.
We have not had sufficient seed this spring,
though our agent has done what he could,
but he has received instructions from theIndian commissioner not to assist us, or thatwe must depend on ourselves,
consequently many of our fields are
not fully seeded. An Indian mustbe given time, and fully prepared to become
self supporting. You know, and our agent
fenowG, that he receives instructions to keep
the Indians on their reservations. Does thegreat father intend to [make us starve

*
Andifour crops failwhere shall we go!We shallexpect to go U> our big warehouses, (i.c., thelakes on which dams are being built) We theMississippi Chippewas, willgo there. We'can-not starve where fish are plenty. And, there-fore, when we hear of other bands of ourtribe, tho Ojlbways, being robbed of tuMrlands, we are afraid for the sake of our chi:-dren, knowing the question of the buildingof

the dams is not settled.
Ithought, amIto be served the same way,

and am surprised that the great father should
accept the award as made by the commission,
and send the money. Iwas" told that one centan aero was to be paid for our lands. Iam
poor.but not so poor as toaccept that amount,
and if urged to take itwould only do so to
throw it aside.

We have friends in Bt. Paul who know our
standing with the great father, and on whomwe depend, those who never tell an Indian a
lie. As an Indian, lam weak and powerless,
and am thought to have a bandago over my
eyes. Baing poor,Icannot defend myself,but
Ido think the white people will think twice
before they act. Those of ray children, the
mixed blood persons, who tread the ground as
Ido, (means owning right6),have they not a
right tosay something when anything of im-
portance affects our interests The mixed
blood is not blind,and ifIsee nothing, is it
not right for me to ask him about it, and is it
wrong for him to tell me? 11 1saw that those
children of mine looked at anything in a
wrong light,Ishould tell them to sit dowc.
They are my children, and Ihave a right todo so.

Tell the governor that we wish no trouble.
Isay this for the Mississippi chiefs. Idonot
speak for the Pillagers. They have their own
minds. We know what we say.
Iwas very much surprised to hear that '.ke

agent had received money to pay the awards
nfter us not giving consent. Ihid a person
to write my words. The commission had one
also. Isaid that their writings should becompared so that proper representations
would be made. The commissioners promised
to represent everything. It would be sur-
ptising that those who have good hearts
would not do as they said, and none but bad
traveling men, who wander from city to city,
(he means tramps) would fail to do as they'
promited, and are not the men to do right.

We have two churches, where we are told
of the Good Spirit who give* us reason or un-
derstanding, from which follow friendship
and good will,and the Bad Spirit creates thiev-
ing, robbery, dishonesty, murder and blood-
shed. From him we receive all that is bad.
We do not wish that and shall put itaside. We
will take up good willand friendship, and
hold to that, but we are afraid and look anx-
iously for good work and a fair settlement of
the questions that disturb us.
Iam a Mississippi Ojibway Indian, and talk

as such about tho land guaranteed by the
great father to us. Iwish that the money
Bhould not be paid to any one until an
understanding is arrived at. I wish
this understood, and until then Iwould sug-
gest that the work on the dam be temporarily
stopped.
Isay to you again that 1 do not wish trou

ble, and no young men ofthe reservation shall
create any, but Ia^k and shall expect justic< .

When J say how ignorant 1am thought, 1
say so, because Iam awarded a cent an KM
for our land. The uommissioncrs thought
themselves liberal in the appraisal of its
value. It is singular that land is so cheap
this year, and worth a cent an acre, as shown
by the awards read to us by the agent. I
wishit would remain at that price. If tho
great father will take a cent an acre, we
would like to invest our remaining annuties
in re-purchasing th« lands we sold. We
would get back over half of Minnesota and
Wisconsin.

This is allIhave to Eav. Iam glad
you came to know our thoughts, .rad to
learn that we wish the work at the dams to
stop until steps arc taken for anunderstand-
ing. Ask the governor to use his|influence.

1wish it understood that any person re-
ceiving annunities, full or mixed blood, shall
have a right to talk on this reservation when-
ever anything ailects their interests, and we
wish the counsel of white men related to us
by marriage. They also should have a right
tospeak.
Ifa commission should come here itshould

be composed of good men, and vested with
power, and not of the kind who came here
lilt fall, who appeared blind. We
whh good men selected, those of
understanding, and knowing the Indian char-
acter. vVe willmeet them anywhere in the
Ojibway country, so that all can hear, and
everything be smothered that disheartens
them. Should any part of our understanding
be left open, if necessary a delegation could
visit the great father next winter, if itmeet
with approval. This is all. Other chitfo
may have something to say."

MIN'XETOWAUB'SSJ'EECH,

•'My friend, who has just spoken, has said
everything, but t have a few wordß to add.
He has covered the ground. Our hearts are
heavy. It 13 very surprising
that the great father should
tate our property. Ihave thought all winter,
if he wished it, he would send for me ani
make inouey arrangements. Ik. >\u25a0\u25a0• ths
boundaries of our reservations, and wtiat the
great father willtake willharm me. Iknow
Ha value and what the dainige willbe, though
ti.cy think mo blind. Idonothing ina hasiy
manner. Ihave made my calculations. IfI
do anything haphazardly, Iwillinjure myself,
atall persouß do who attend to their affairs in
this manner. As an Indian, Idonot wish to
show my ttelh and Ido not wish the white
man to show his. Iwish to settle in friend-
ship, and wish you to tell the governor this.
Th.s is allIhave to say."
Ineed not add that the Chippewa Indians

are fully conscious of the fatality of hostile
demonstration against the government, nor
that they ftel a great injury is beingdono
them inthi3 matter which they are powerless
to redress. They feel iDJured and wronged and
think ifthey remain inactive and bilent their
conduct willbe construed not only as acquies-
cence inbut approval of the acts of which
they complain.

From what Ihave said your excellency will
readily perceive the remedy for tha evils of
which thty complain from their standpoint,
viz: the appointment of proper persons on the
part of ths government to consult with and
arrange a just aad amicable concession by the
Indians of the rights they claim are involved
in the controversy. This, Ibelieve, they
would readily concede to and be fullysatisfied
with Euch amicable determination.

From the deep interest found and the strong
feeling entertained by the Indians in what they
deem an unwarrantable and unjust invasion of
their reservation by the government, it would
seem but the part of prudence to make some
effort for an equitable adjustment before at
tempting the prosecution of other work with-
in their reservations, as such acts without a
previous understanding, would tend to further
irritate and increase the bad feeling now mani-
fest. They insist that no less than 2,500
bushels of wildrice would be annually de-
stroyed by the overflow caused by the con-
structioDJof the Winnebagoshish dam alone, the
aggregate value of which would be
at the rate they receive per pound, $10,000.
Also, the fish which constitutes a larger por-
tion of their living, and which are ouly

caught in the months of October and No-
vember, and ia |certain localities, would be
driver to localities to them unknown and be-
yond their reach.

In one breath they boast that their hands
were never stained with white m-n's blood,
and in the next implore jnstice and equity in
this matter, whica Ithink a civilized Cnristian
people should no* refuse. Very respectfully,

They simply ask that the
obligations of existing treaties be observed,
and that they be consulted anJ fairly dealt
w:*Q in the appropriation of their territory
that is now bein/r made.
Iask in behalf of the people of Minnesota,

who would be the sufferers if the discontent
existing among these Indians should cul-
minate in anything serious, that your depart-
ment give this matter such consideration as
itsevident importance demands.
