The bueine6s failures for six
months ending to-day, as reported by the mer-
cantile agency of R. G. Dun & Co., are in
number 597, with liabilities of $50,000,000.
Th2failures the first six months of 1881 were
2,803, with liabilities of $40,000,C00. The in-
crease, therefore, in number aud amount, is
about 25 per cent, es compared with the cor-
responding period of 1881. The increase ap-
pears to have ouly occurred in the first quar-
ter of 1882, as the failures for the second
quarter, just closed, are only 365 more than
for the same period for ISSI, with liabilities of
less than £1,000,000 greater. The average
liabilities of the quarter just closed is only
$11,000 for each failure, as against 114,000 for
each failure the same quarier of 1881. Judged
by a comparison possible with the previous
five years, the trade of the country, in pro-
portion to its tnaguitude, is thought to be in
sound condition. InIS7B the failures for the
first half yuar were 5,825, with liabilities $130,-
-000,000, while this year they are, as above
stated, only !},.VJ7, with liabilities of 150,000,-
