Turiy, Italy, June 12, 1882.—It

has been decided after much discus-
sion and difficulty to hold a general Ital-
ian exhibition in 1884 at Turin. Seven
hundred thousand dollars (§700,000) have
been subscribed by private persons and
commercial houses, and the sum increases
daily.
THE GOVERNMENT PETITIONED.

A petition has been sent to the govern-
ment for $300,000, which, it is hoped,
will be granted. All the necessary com-
mittees are formed and working, and
several of the most important points have
been settled. The ground selected is a
portion and continuation of the Valen-
tino, or public garden. It runs along
the Po, and combines beautiful scenery
and fine shade with all the water power
advantages furnished by the river. Sepa-
rate houses are to be built, in which to
exhibit each century of painting, com-
mencing with the thirteenth century and
to include the present. Each house is to
be built in the style most popular during
the period represented. It is to be deco-
rated and furnished in keeping and to
contain only such works of art as are
known to belong to the century indicated
by all that pertains to each house. This
arrangement has many advantages. It
saves confusion and fatigue,allowing visi-
tors to commence and leave off where they
choose, without the risk of missing any-
thing,and,by being collected together,will
vividly impress the eye and memory, as
well as greatly facilitate art students in
comparing different epochs and different
schools of painting. Great effort is being
made to make all departments more com-
plete than at any previous exhibition.
Private collections will be called upon
largely; and cnergy and intelligence,
aided by money, are combined powers
that muss lead to success.

ITALIAN MANUFACTURES.

The exhibition held last year at Milan
showed, not only to strangers, but to the
Italians themselves, what the present
manufacturing power is in Italy, and a
still greater knowledge of this important
feature in Italy of to-day, is expected to
be not fully represented here in 1884, but
that the result will be a mighty impulse
pushing it to a more extended success.

ESTIMATE OF ITALIAN MANUFACTURES,

Many articles manufactured in Italy,
for instance, cloth, lace, silk, bronze,
etc., are sent to France and England,
then returned to this country to be sold;
and all this because the above named
countries have a reputation tor these
articles, and Italy up to last year not only
had no, or very little reputation for her
manufactures. But only a few Italians
directly interested in commerce were
aware that these manufactures existed.

WHERE FACTORIES ARE BUILT.

Those who have traveled here must
have noticed with surprise that few, if
any, large factories are built in cities,
and rarely even near cities. Some
out of the way village, away from rail-
roads, is usually selected. This is caused,
I am told, by the extremely high price of
land and buildings in and near cities; by
the numerous and exorbitant taxes; and
also because food and all necessities of
life are so much higher in the cities that
laborers require higher wages in conse-
quence; and the only way for the home
manufactories to be able to compete in
price with those of other countries is for
them to select a locality as free as possi-
ble from the taxes that have such a beavy
hold on everything and to obtain labor at
lowest rates. Convenience of position is
a thing not yet possible for the Italian
manufacturer to take into considerationy
Those whose good fortune brings them
to Turin in 1884 are sare to find collected
together much of great interest.

ANECDOTE.

Although Sarah Bernhardt has been
married and long since left us, still the
journals are full of echoes about her
doings. Her talent, combined with a
most astonishing will-force and activity,
seem to carry away even the most bitter
resistances. Just before she left this
city, Miss Bernhardt overheard a gentle-
man exclaim that he would ‘“give ten
years of his life for one drop of the great
artist’s blood.” She instantly pricked
her hand, wiped a drop of blood on her
handkerchief and presented it to the en-
thusiastic gentleman, and this precious
memento is kept under glass in a rich re-
ception room, as the one object worthy to
be admired.

A VISIT TO ROME.

I have just returned from a visit to
Rome. Leaving others the task of point-
ing out objects of historical interest
along the route, and te furnish details
about what I ought to see in Rome, let
me notedown some of my most vivid
impressions: Taking the express from
Rome thai leaves Turin at 7 o’cleck in

the evening, one can go there i sixteen
hours, but

PISA,
you know, is on the way, and it was im-
possible to resist the temptation of spend-
ing a day in that most intercsting place.
‘We went conscientiously through various
art galleries, through the cathedral
where still hangs the bronze lamp whose’
vibrations are said to have suggested the
endulum to Galileo; through the Campo
to, all over the Campanile,—or fam-
ous Leaning Tower, and near night we
entered the Baptistry, a beautiful edifice
entirely of marble, and built in a circular
form. We were weary from sight seeing;
our heads felt fairly saturated, to use
Hawibomne’s expression, and we walked
on listlessly, paying little attention to the
loquacious guide. We stopped under the
cupola to look at the wonderful baptis-

saying, “‘sing the first three notes of the
common chord.” As I had not been
listening, I thoughtit a wild thing for
him to ask in _this peremptory way, and
was startled §into 1mm tely obeying,
and gave the three notes distinctly. The
muf: was most delightful and astonish-
ing, for a wonderful echo burst upon our
ears,sending back not only the three notes
given, but furnishing the fourth, and in
every chord, where only three notes were
given, the fourth was immediately given
by the echo. Another voice soon joined
in, and the effect was that of a number-
less choir singing in most exquisite har-
mony. Echo after echo rolled back, now
near, now far,growing all the time sweeter
and more unearthly, and at last floated
away and seemed to play about the edge
of unseen clouds, until mortal ear could
no longer distinguish it. This unexpected
pleasur¢ was a most happy ending to a
day rich with memories of olden times
that stole over us. ‘“Like a kindly ghost
that rises and floats by with a sweet and
solemn smile.”’
SCENES AND INCIDENTS IN ROME.

Leaving Pisa for Rome, we came in due
time to Orbetello. For miles around the
land is flat and uninteresting, with now
and then a glimpse of the sea. All this
land, up to some five or six years ago,
was a marsh, almost impenetrable and a
perfect paradise for the sportsman, being
full of wild beasts, game, and, also, fishes.
The railroad has not long passed where it
now does. The sea is gradually being
pushed back and obliged to give up its
bed, to be gradually converted into pas-
tures for the great numbers of horses
that are raised in that part of Italy and
afterward are sent, at stated times, to the
different cities for sale. But this land is
still very poor and dreary, and the
grounds so famous for spert bave disap-
peared, and with them many of the wild
beasts that could not find a new home
and were gradually exterminated.

Nothing indicated one’s approach to
the eternal city and its glories, until
one is quite upon the city; but once in-
side the walls, all becomes full of in-
terest, the very stones seem to come to
life, and to speak wondrous tales of the
past. Even the most indifferent person
must find his heart gradually and uncon-
sciously beating faster, while the mind
shakes the dust off from many a memory
not known to be possessed. The more
one sees and studies and understands,
the more one becomes fascinated in fol-
lowing and dreaming over the times and
scenes that have passed away ages ago,
yet left such mighty finger-marks be-
hind them.

PICTURE IN THE VATICAN.

A new picture in the vatican caused
me some curious reflections, a mixture
of pleasure given by the masterly way
the subject is treated and painted, and
pain at the prominence given to the
event from which the subject is drawn.
The picture was painted by Fraccassini,
a painter of great promise, who died not
long since aged onli) twenty-eight years.
He presented it to Pius IX., and it has
been in the vatican for some three years.
The scene is in Antwerp, in about
1600, and represents Catholic priests be-
ing tortured and hung by various Prot-
estants. They are in a barn, or some
out of the way place, while a ray from
the sun falls on a portion of them,
through a hole in the roof and across a
broken beam. The colors and expressions
are most striking and natural. The
whole picture impressed me s much as
any modern picture in Rome, but being
where it is, with the light of history
shining out so brilliantly, as it does upon
the deaths of martyrs of Protestants at
the handsof Catholics, it seemed strange
indeed, for Protestants do not usuaily
think of themselves as having inflicted
suffering on others, but as having en-
dured it even unto death; and the few
acts of revenge or cruelty that stain their
history are so little thought of, as to be
forgotten.

ASCENSION DAY

was rich in church music. We com-
menced it with a pontifical mass at St.
Peter’s, thus hearing to advantage some
of the Pope’s singers. The organist was
excellent. I was surprised to hear more
German spoken around me than any
other language except, perhaps, English.
We heard a glorious mass at the Church
of ¢“‘Jesus;"’ then mass at the Church of
Ara Ceeli, and last but not least, were
vespers at St. John Lateran, There were
two organs, two choirs of about forty

each, several eunuchs from the
Pope’s choir, as well as artists
from the opera. And in the

“‘Gloria” there was such an overwhelm-
ing quantity of sound that the pillars and
very stones seemed to cry out and clap
themselves together with joy. I, how-
ever, could not feel quite reconciled to
hear a voice exactly like a rich, high
soprano, come out between a heavy
mustache; yet if one listens without
looking the rare beauty of these eunuchs’
voices make themselves felt most power-
fully.

THE PANTHEON.
It was after 7on a cold, wet morning
that we reached the Pantheon, the rest-
ing place of the great Raphael and Vie-
tor Emmanuel. The interior is most
imposing, owing to its being covered
with an arched roof of great height and
with an opening in the middle of the top.
This opening serves to give all the light
and air, as there are no windows in the
temple. Rain was pouring in, mingled
with the last hght of day, so that a great
pool of water, almost a lake, stood in the
center. Some religious service for the
dead was being sung in one of the side
chapels by priests in white robes, with
rich voices. Only two or three strangers,
hike ourselvess, were to be seen, except
a solitary veteran, who stood quietly near
a marble pillar, that was completely
covered with wreaths and tokens of re-
membrance sent there in honor of the
dead king. An open book invites each
visitor to write his name, and one is told
that the Kking rests behind a
simple marble slab. What a
contrast between the past and present;
so much life and energy and military val-
or hushed forever, while out of the thou-
sands of brave soldiers called to guard
him in life, only one is now called in turn
to watch over him in death.
THE ANCIENT ROMAN’S LOVE OF FISH.

But each day comes to a close, and in
the meantime the material side of our
nature claims attention. While looking
over the bill of fare my mind was still
rambling about the palaces of the Cssars,
the home of Caligula, the baths of Carac-
alla, the golden house of Nero, and other
equally interesting places. Thoughts
came back of what the Latin writers, as
well as many modern ones, tell us about
the inhaoitants and frequenters of these
places. And as my eye ran over the list
of fish, several names called up most viv-
idly the passion many noted Romans had
for these same varieties, and of the follies
committed on their account. The mu-
renes were much estimated. They are an
eel-shaped fish, moving about in the
water with the same undulating motion
used by serpents on land. They live on
crabs and fish and often reach near two
yards 1n iength. The Romans had an
extraordinary love for them, and this
affection was not entirely gastronomical.
During the empire, Figuser tells that fol-
lies were committed on their account.

mal fonts, and the guide turned suddenly,

lmmense sums of money were set apart

for  their keeping and the
quantity of murenes one gave
a rank and distinction in society. Licin-
ius Cnm:;s 7-; known 'frol:- his beyh:&
mense ponds of murenes. ey o

his voice, coming forward at his call for
their food. This same man with others
equaliy noted shed tears whenever a dead
murene was found in their ponds. They
multipled to such an extent that Cssar
after one of his triumphs distributed over
10,000. 8o far theiraffection was but an
affair of taste-fashion—butcruelty and
corruption soon entered into this ion.
The Romans imagined that these fishes
became much more delisate and savory
when fed on human flesh. A rich, en-
franchised slave, named Pollion, had
the cruelty to throw into  his
reservoir of murenes such slaves as of-
fended him, and sometimes even those
who had merited no pua’shment. It 1s
related that one day the Emporer A ugus-
tus dined with him, and a poor slave
while serving had the misfortune to break
a costly vessel. Immediately Pollion or-
dered him to be thrown to the murenes to
die, but the emperor, to show his indig-
nation and to resent Pollion’s conduct,
gave the slave his freedom, and ordered
all the collection of costly vessels in Pol-
lion’s house to be broken. These fishes
are still much sought after along the
coasts of ltaly, where they are found in
large quantities.

The red mullet was also held in great
favor, and owes its celebrity to its
briiliant skin which reflects all the hues
of the rainbow, and it was also esteemed
for its firm white flesh. The Romans
caused the red mullet to become a great
luxury, spent great sums on the ponds
destined for their use, and paid most ex-
travagant prices for them. They kept
them not oniy to eat but also to admire,
and this admiration soon grew into great
cruelty. Rich noblemen in Italy used to
give themselves the barbarous pleasure of
letting these poor fishes die in their hands
for the simple pleasure of watching their
color change from purple, violet and blue,
which succeeded each other from cinna-
bar red to the palest white as the fish lost
strength little by littie and at last died.
We are told that the lawyer Hortensius,
Cicero’srival, who drew such crowds of
people to the forum to hear his oratioms,
had an excessive passion for these fish.
He had them brought to his table in

d

and took delight at his sumptuous feasts
to have them taken out and put on the
table palpitating, agitated with con-
vulsions of death, to perish before his

eyes, while their colors took on
a thousand rainbow hues. It soon
became the fashion to  possess

these fish, as was the case with the
murenes, and they soon became much
sought after During Caligula’s reign
over £1,120 is said to have been paid for
three red mullets. But one finds only
too many examples in imperial Rome of
these savage plecasures and bad taste,
ostentatiously displayed. Although the
red mullets are no longer objects of such
prodigal expense and senseless care, still
they are highly esteemed and seught
aftcg for their beauty and excellent
comestible qualities. They abound in
several seas, bhut are, perhaps, most
abundant in the Mediterranean.
LEAVING ROME.

We left Rome with regret, which, I
think, must be the dominating feeling in
all hearts on leaving, for it would take
long years, if net a lifetime, to satisfac-

I fancy can take the place of this regret,
and that is when one has had the great
misfortune to take that much feared
fever which for some reason seems to
prefer to fasten itself upon strangers
rather than upon natives.
