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HOTEL LAFAYETTE,

A Visit 1o Minnetonka Beach-—-The Huge
Carvavavsary Repidiy Appreoachinvg Com-
pletion—Dieeting of the Travellng Men
There To-cay-—-Capt. Davidson’s Belle of
Minnelonke.

From time to time the GLobe has made
brief mention of the fact that the railroad
king of the Nortwwest, Mr. James J. [Hill,
was epgaged in the erection of a mammoth
hotel on the sheres of Lake Minnetonka to be
called the Hotel Lafayette, As it will bz fully
completed within a very few days and thrown
open to the public, a representative of
the GroBE was  detailed to visit
the spot, and give its thousands of readers the
result of what he could see and learn.

This large and elegant hotel is sit-
nated on the north shore of Lake
Minnetonka on the peninsuia of an

island between that lake and Crystal Bay, just
thirty miles by rail from 8t. Paul, occupies the
mest commanding eminence about this beau.
tiful sheet of water and its imposing propor-
tions can be seen from almostevery point on
the lake, and it presents agrand appearance
from the decks of the steamers that pass to
and fro every half hour in the day.

Vork upon foundation  was
commenced on the 10th of March,
last, and in another week it will entire-
nisbed, furnished, and ready to accommo-
date its guests by the thousands. In order that
ihe readers of the GLOBE may have eome idea
of its magnitude, they need only read the fol-
lowing des ion, which so far as the fig-
ures are concerned is official and taken froin
architect’s plans and books

The building is 500 feet in length by eixty
feet wide, and is four full stories and a part of
a tifth in heighth, or in figures is 108 feet
high from the ground to the tap of the roof.
It 35 built in the Queen Ann style of archi-
tecture and its many towers, gables
ete., mves it an attractive look. Surrounding
the whole building is a versnda seventeen feet
wide, giving a delightful promenade of about
one-fifth of 2 mile in length. Around the up-
per stories are numerous balconies, recesses,
projecting gables, bay windows, etc., ete. Ex-
tending througzh the entire length of the
building on each floor is a hall, sixteen feet

vide, on either side of which are large, well
entilated rocme, all comnecting en suite, so
at two, ten or twenty of them can all be
thrown together if desired, presenting a vista
view delightful to behold.

The building faces the southwest and,as
stated above, is situated upon a peniusula, so
that both its front or rear is but a few hun-
dred feet from the waters of the lake. The
advantage of this is duly appreciated by the
clerks and highly pleasing to the guests, for
the clerk can give and the guests obtain a
front room. There are none but front rooms
in the whole hotel, and the scevery from each
is equally charming.

THE FIRST FLGOR.

This floor is reached by an easy flight of
steps, and, commencing at the west end of the
building, we cross the veranda and enter the
dining-room. The ceiling of this flooris 18
feet high. The dining-room 1s 108 by 40 feet,
and uext to it a parlor 40 by 72 feet. This is
reached from the veranda or through a hall
from the ofiice. The office is situated in the
center of the building and is 56 by 48 feet. In
the center of the office is an opening 24 by 16
feet, extending through all the five floors to
the roof, each flocr being surrounded by a neat
railing, The grand stairway, twelve feet
wide, leads up by eesy flights from the office
to the upper floor. There are two other
flights of stairs, one at each end of the build-
ing, six feet wide, also reaching to the upper
floor. Bath rooms and water closets are
situated at each end of the building on all
the floors and a main water closet next to the
oflice, and in addition to the stairways there
is a hydraulic passenger and baggage elevator
extending through all the floors.

Passing through the office eastward are
{hree large private dining rooms with ladies’
aitting rooms adjoining.

THE UPPER FLOORS.

The other four floors are all taken up with

rooms en suiteas stated above. The ceiling of

tlie second floor is fourteen feet high and the
others twelve feet. There are 235 rooms all
furnisbed with Brussels and other rich carpets
in new patterns, and with mahogany, waluut
and Hungarian ash furniture.
KITCHEN,'LAUNDRY, ETC.

Extending north from the west side is an
cll two stories high, with a basement 7T5x40
feet, used as the kitchen, laundry and store-
room. In the kitchen 1s a, thirty foot range,
and in the rear of it are two rooms, each
21x48, one used as a dining-room for the em-
ployes, and the other as a scullery. In the
upper story, over the Kitchen are six large
dormitories for sleeping-rooms for the help.
The basemeut is used for a store room aud
the steam laundry. Two brick ovens, 10x15
feet each, are also located in this ell.

The entire building 1s Jighted with electric
light, and electric wires run to every room. The
hatel is supplied with water from Crystal Bay
by two fifty horse power engines. The drain-
age is in a large cess pool in a sandy, gravely
bank over 700 feet from the building, and is
perfect. The building throughout is finished
with native woods, oiled and varnizshed. There
is not a particle of paint about the building
except on the roof, which is a dark red or
brownish color. The floors are all of southern
pine.

In mentioning the furniture and other ap-
pointments of the parlors, it is proper to state
that in them will be found three of S, hmer &
Co.’s grand resewood pianos, viz.: A 71{ oc-
tave parlor grand, overstrung scale; a 71{ oc-
tave concert grand and a 71{ octave cabinet
grand, overstrung scale, ail three of which
were purchased through Mrs. M, C. Thayer,
the well known music dealer, No. 418 Wa-
bashaw street,8t. Paul. The facs that three of
these pianos are accorded a placein this splen-
did hotel would seem to indicate that they are
among the best pianos made, if not the best.

The gronnds around the building have not
been oramented much as yet, but the plans
contemplate leveling, grading shrubery, etc.
A drive of sixty feet wide around the shores of
the lake will be one of the featmies, and inside
of that lots will be laid out and sold for the
erection of cottages. A large amount of
grading has already been done and is still in
progress. A depot building is in process of
erectien within a few rods of the house, and
will soon be completed.

Just as soon as the hotel is completed work
will be commenced upon & bulding 60x150
feet near the steamboat landing and the
depot for a billiard hall, bowling
alley and refreshment saloon. This building
also will be finished in the best of style and
supplied with all the creature comforts of a
watering place life. A substantial dock 250
feet long has been built out into the lake,
where after to-day all the steamers plying
upon thelake will land during the season.

Perhaps a better idea of the magnitude of
this immense hotel may be gather-
ed from a statement of a few facts. In
its erection over 2,000,000 feet of lumber was
used; 750,000 shingles were required to roof it,
and two car loads of mails were used,
Between four and five hundred men have
been employed on the work since March last.
The carpeting will cover three acres; there
are seven miles of electric bell wires and five
miles of door casings; fifteen thousand yards
of wainscotting, and I requires 40,000 yards
of plastering to cover its walls and ceilings.,
Between 150 and 200 employes will be re-
quired, and are now in the bulding, nearly
all of whom were brought from New York.

The cost of the building exclusive of

ourds is fully $150,000, and the furniture

8 cost fully $50,000 more. It has been
built from plans drawn by Mr. James Brodie,
of 8t. Paul, master carpenter and architect,
of the 8t. Paul & Manitoba road. Mr. Brodie
has had considerable experience in building
hotels, and this immense structure has been
built in the marvelously shoit time of less
then four months under his direction and per-
sonal supervision alone. It will stand as a

the

monument of what intelligent energy and
morey can do.

As stated above this hotel is the private
property and venture of James J. Hill Ezq.,
of this city. Mr. Hill has hardly time to stay
at home let alone giviog his personal atten-
tion to such a mamicoth hotel, but
he has secured the services of those whose
long experience admirably fi$ them for “keep-
ing hotel” even on this magoificent scals
The principa! employes are as follows:

Belle of Minnetonia.

For the past three months or so visitors to
or passers-by Lake Miunctonka have had
their attention called to an immense veesel in
the course of building. Frequenters of the
lake have watched its progress, from the lay-
ing of its keel to its completion, which took
place yesterday, and to-morrow it will walk
the waters of Lake Minneiouka like a thing
of life, a perfect model of a fivating beauty.
Much curiosity has been excited as to who
was the owner of this large vessel, and who
the plucky individnal was that had
the sand and the money to  build
a floating palace of that kind on an inland
body of water in Minnesota. There is no
longer any mystery about the matter. Its
owner 13 Capt. Payton 8. Dayidson, of La
Crosse, and he has given his bezautiful boat
the appropriate name of the “Belle of Min-
netonka.” And she is a belle in reality.  Her
model is perfect, every portion being marked
with lines of beauty. She was built expressly
for an excursion boat intended to meet the
wants of pleasure seekers at this popular
watering place. Snhe draws only twenty-

eight inches of water ard can accommo-
date 2,600 persons with ease and
comfort. Every part of her from the hull to

the pilot house has been built in the most
substantial manner andshe is as safe as hu-
man ingenuity can make a steamboat. Some
idea of her proportions may be gathered from
the following figures: She i3 285 feet in
length and 1s fifty-six feet over all. 8he has
two main decks and her plan contemplates the
eetting aside of all available space for the
aceommodation of passengers. On ker lower
deck from the foot of the stairs at the gang
way to the boiler room there is an open airy
space capable of seating 1,000 persons. In
the after part of {he same deck
there is another open space admirably fitted
for comfort that can be utilized either for
seating, promenading or dancing.

Bhe has three 42-inch boilers by 24-feet
long. These boilers are of steel, double riv-
eted, which have stood the government test of
167 pounds of steam, Her engines are two 22-
inch cylinders, with 7-feet stroke. Her
wheels are 30 feet in diameter with buckets
12 feet in length, and she 1s capable of making
twenty miles an hour. Her doctor engine is
so arranged that the entire boat can be
flooded with water in a few moments from the
water line to he roof of her pilot house in case
of fire. There are three stairways leading
from the lower to the upper déck. On the
lower deck will be located both in the forward
and after part, refreshment stands and soda
fountaing, where a person can obtain anything
from a ten cent sandwich up to & diuner, to
guit the most exacting epicure. Just forward
of the left wheel is the cook house supplied
with a range, etc. Immediately over 1t is a
large and convenient pantry:

On the upper deck there is an open space
covered, 70 by 50 feet, next to that the
dining room, 75 by 16, and then a ladies’
cabin 40x16 feet. Both of these large rooms
are finished in white and gold, with rich
stained glass windows, mirrors, and every
other appliance to make up a most pleasing
effect. In the rearagian is another promen-
ade, 100x40 feet. There are two ladies’ toilet
rooms and washrooms on each side of the
boat, and ladies’ sitting rooms. The Texas
cabin is 70x15, with sleeping rooms for forty
persons, and a dining room to accommodate
16 persons at a time. Above this is the pilot
house, large and commodious. Sixteen feet
above the pilot housz is arranged
a 6,000 candle light electric
light with a reflector, which will light up the
lake for from seven to ten miles around. The
whole boat is lighted with electric lights, and
when she moves through the water, particu-
larly on 2 dark night, she must present a sight
worth traveling many miles to witness, In
brief, it is no exaggeration to say that the
Belle of Minuetonka is the finest excursion
steamboat now afloat in this or any other
state. She has been built and furnished at an
expense of $60,000. Her construction has
been supervised by Capt.James Eldridge, an
experienced builder. Her efficers are as fol-
lows:

BURIED IN THE JAIL,

Guiteau’s I3ody Placrd in a Graveia the
Northeast Corridor of the Jril Yesterday
Afteracon—No Mourners, No Tears, No
Prayers — Usantmous Opleicn of the
Physiclzans Thet the DBrute’s BErxin Was
Healthy and io a Normasal Condition.

The Barial .

WASHINGTON, July'l.—The body of Guiteau
was buried this afternoon 1m the northeast
corridor of the jail, and, so far ss is now
known to the contrary, the remains will lie
there undisturbed by any future sepulture,
Under the law the disposition of the bodies of
eriminals who are executed rests within the
discretion of the warden. In ths case of

Guiteau, his sister (Mrs. SBcoville)
was without means and could
not have undertaken his burial

expenses even if permitted to doso. The
ocly other relative who has appearsd upon
the scene, his brother (John W. Guiteau) was
unwilling to assume the risk of taking charge
of the remains, believing he would be power-
less to prevent body snatchers from stealing
them. Therefore, Gen. Crocker resolved to
bury the assassin’s body within the walls of
the jail, where it would be beyond the reach
alike of vengeance or speculation. -

The northbeast corridor in which he was
buried is upon the opposite side of the ro-
tunda from the one in which he was hung,
and from the window of the cell in which he
was confined, one [can lookJdown _upon his
grave. The Dbrick floor was removed this
forenoon and a grave seven feet deep was dug.
At ‘4 this afternoon the coflin
conlaining the body of Charles J,
Guiteau was borne from the chapel
upon the shoulders of six of the jail prisen-
ers, and without any service or ceremony
whatever was lowered into the grave and
buried from sight. The only persons present
were Johu W. Guiteau, Dr. Hicks, Warden
Crocker &nd son, Mr., Wright, Undertaker
Russ, Capt. Crocker,and the six prisoners who
acted as pall bearers,

The coflin was closed last evening and no
one has since been permitted to see the re-
mains. Mis, 8cevilie, accompanied by Miss
Chevalier, arrived at the jail shortly before 4
o'clock and importuned the warden to be al-
lowed to sec the remains and witness their
burial. Gen. Crecker, however, remained
firm in his determination rot to accede to her
demand, and after a few minntes she returned
to the city, leaving a number of flower piecas
which she had brought with her and which
she expected to place upon the grave.

As the body was being taken down the staps
leading fiom the chapel to the center of the
rotunda of the building the mourners, or
rather witnesses, stood mear the door leading
to the northeast rotunda, and as it was taken
down the flight of ateps leading from the ro-
tunda to the back floor of the corridor they
silently filed in behind the convict pall bear-
ers. Arrived at the grave, the little proces-
sion halted. Warden Crocker looked inquir-
ingly first toward Dr. Hicks and then to
Johu Guiteau. “All right,”” esaid
the latter, with the same compesure
he has exibited all through the ordeal of the
past three days, and the coflin was at onee
lowered to its place.

After the earth had been replaced, and the
top of the grave leveled off, John Guiteau
stepped forward and placed at1ts head a crown
of white immortelles, Not a word was
spoken; not a tear was shed. An outcast
frem human sympathy when living, Guiteau
had found an unwept sepulture.

A e Brain,

Wasnixgron, July 1. —Dr. Lamb was asked
to-day if it was true that Guiteau’'s brain was
found in a normal condition, and replied:

“That is true, as far as the brain is con-
cerned, but the membrane that envelopes it
was found to be unhealthy and will be examin-
ed closely.”

““Was the condition of the brain a surprise
to vou?’

‘No; it could not have been very well; as I
had no expectation in regard to it. Isimply
examined the brain with desire to find as much
as possible of its condition.”

Drs. Lamb and Sowers think it will be sev-
eral days before the reportis completed. Dr.
Hartigan is of the opinion that it will be
ready sooner. Dr. Hartigan said the mem-
branes around the brain were apt to czuse a
donbtinthe minds of those who were dis-
posed to favor the insanity theery, but he had
often seen the same condition of the mem-
brane inpersons never suspected of insanity.

Dr. McDonald, whose expert testimo ny
during the Guiteau trial formed one of the
features, attended the autopsy, and was to-day
asked if it was true that the brain was found
in a healthy condition. “Yes,”” was the reply,
‘““that was the case. It could hardly have been
in a better cordition, In weightit was only
half an ounce below the normal, and its ap-
pearance was nataral and healthy.”

““Was this not an unexpected result?"’

“‘Not to me at least. It was no more than
I expected; and, as far as the brain shows the
mental condition, I have seen no reason to
change my opinion about the deceased.”

‘‘But does the brain indicate the mental con-
dition?”

““To a certain extent yes, and as the work
with the microscope becomes accurate it will
show it more fully. A diseased brain is re-
garded as an 1ndication of insanity, although
sane people have been known to have diseased
brains.”

“But it is said
diseased.”

“It was mnot healthy, and its condition
might and might not indicate disease. The
miecroscopic examination will show, and will
determine exact!y what it does irdicate.”

““WIll there be anything furiher developed
in the examination of the brain to change
your opinion?” asked the reporter,

*I don’t see, now, how that can be. The
examination will be continued, and will be as
thorough as possible, and @11l give minute
particulars, but the general conclusion will
uot be changed. In my opieion the brain
was a good one.”

CONGRESSIONAL WORK.

Both Houxsat Wark on the Apprepriation
Fills -The Legislative 12:1l Passed By the
Sonate—Blll R:gu at ng the C rryfog of
Pasrengers at Sea.

The Senate,

WasHiNGTON, July 1. —Sen. Saunders, from
committee on territories, reported a bill to
estabiish the territory of Pembina, and pro-
vidiag & temporary government therefor.

Sen.Hale from committee on eppropriations
reported the house joint recolution appropri-
atieg $00,000 to provide for efficieney in the
appropriation for fees of witnesses in United
States courts.

Sepator HKill {Colsradojoffered an amend-
ment providing that all persons residinw west
of the Mississippi river,summoned &s wituess-
es in star routé cases in Washington, shall be
entitled to a per diem fee of $2.50 ard a mile-
age fee of seven cents per mile, Adopted.

In view of the adoption of this amendment
the amount appropriated was increased to
$70,000, und the joint resolution passed as
amended.

The senate went into commitiee on the
legizlative execative and judicial appropria-
tion bill. After discussion the bill as amend-
ed was reported to the senate and passed.

A bill passed to further reguiate the invest-
ment of Pacific railroad sinking funds. It
permits the secretary of the treasury to issue
tirst sicking fund in first wortgage thirty
vear bonds of the Union Pacific and Central
Pacific railroads.

The senate then in committee proceeded to
the considerrtion of the general deficiency
approprigtion bill, which was considered
without interruption until the senate went
into execulive session, and shortl y adjourned.

House of Representatives.

WasmiNgToN, July 1.—Mr. Kelly asked
unanimous consest to report, from the com
mittee on ways and means, a joint resolution
authorizing the secretary of the treasury to
issus $200,000,000 of 2 per cent. bonds or
certificates, in excbange for bonds bearing a
higher rate of interest.

Mr. H:zeltine objected, but subsequently
withdrew the objection and after soms ex-
planations by Messrs, Kelly and Randall the
Joint resolution passed,

The house went into committee on the
naval appropriation bill, the question being
on the amendment offered by Mr. Calkins, to
strike out the provisions in regard to pro-
motions to the grade of rear admiral.

After lengthy coneideration of the bill, and
the adoption of several important amend-
ments, the committee rose.

The senate bill to authorize the construc-
tion of a bridge across Sault St. Marie river
passed.

The bill to repeal so much of section 3,385
of the revised statutes as imposes a tax on to-
bacco passed.

The speaker laid before the house a message
from the president returning without his sp-
proval the bill to regulate the carriage of
passengers by sea. While expressing his en-
tire sympathy with the objects of the bill
he points out three defects in it. The first is
the use of the words “uppermost decks,” ig-
noring entirely all reference to the spar deck,
with which almost all large modern vessels
are provided. The second is the requirement
of scven clear feet height between decks.
The third is the requirement of passengers
being furnished before the vessel clears. This
would be impracticable in the case of
sleamers, new passengers coming on board to
the last moment. The practical result of the
law would be to subject all ocean steamers to
greatlosses and to restrict immigration. A
good bill of some character, correctly phiased,
would receive his prompt assent as a public
necessity and blessing.

The message went over as nunfinished busi-
mess, and the house adjourned.

ST. LOUIS GAMBLERS.

Lottery Men To Be Prosecuted—Moreof the
Gang Pardoned By Gov, Crittenden,

8t. Louss, July 1.—On Monday the fight
against the lottery men will begin in the
criminal court. There are nearly 400 lottery
cases on the docket, over sixty separate in-
dictments having been found against Robert
C. Pate, who recently plead quilty in gambling
cases and was pardoned by the gevernor.
Henry Lehndoof, Herman Bruner, John G.
Lardan and John L. Black, these are all charg-
ed with being owners of the Pate race scheme

lottery. Over a score of emplo; venders,
etc., are indicted with them. R. C. Kern is
indicted as owner cf national race lottery

scheme, and about ten employes. 8. W,
Hutchinson and Wmn. Doruer sre indicted for
ruening the union race scheme and about
seven players. Edward Kauber, agent of the
Liousiana lottery has two indictments against
him. Warren F. W. McHeeney, who is con-
sidered the lottery king, hus sixty indictmsnts
against him. Thestate is aiming particulariy
to secure his conviction. His trial is set
specially for July 15, when the prosecutien
will have the advantage of all the testimouy
in the other cases. A disg:!ch from Jefferson
City says: Gov. Crittendsn has signed the
pardons of John Cark and Julias Lang, now ia
jail uncer pleas of guilty in the gambling

cases. On pleading guilty were sentene-
ed to six months in jail. two gam-
blers are now in jail, John and Charles
Pate, both of whom plead guilty.

WELCO2E HOME,

Ths Return of Commodors Dav'dson to
Again Becoms a Resident of St. Panl
After Twelve Years' Absence—A Review
of His Past Work and Some of His Plaus
for the Future—The Big Bocm He 1 Gly-
ing St. Paul.

In the spring of 1570 Commodire Wm. F.
Davidson, who had for many yeirs prior
thereto been identified with the city of St.
Paul, removed from here to St. Loniz. His
large interests in steamboatsand river trans.
portation seemed to demand the change, so
that he might bz at the initial point of the
upper Mississippi river business. At that
time it will be remembered there was 3 war of
competition between the Keokuk Packet
company, the Northern Line Packet
company, and the North Western
Union Packst company, of which the commo-
dore was the president and largest stockholder,
That war raged until the close of ihe season of
navigation for 1872, and resulted in the organ-
ization of the Keokuk Northern Line Packet
company, of which he became president. We
do not propose now to review the litigation
which thereafter grew out of the jealousy of
some minority stock holders and which finally
destroyed the credit and business of the old
company. It is sufficient to state that with
the opening of the season of navigation
for 1851 a mew and magnificent line of pas.
senger packets under the control and man-
agement of Commodore Davidsor came upon
the upper river. It was headei by the peer-
less “Gem City,” as the flag ship of the fleet,
and the entire season was one continuous ova-
tion. Toward the close of the season the
“War Eagle’’ came into the trade and this eea-
son the Centennial has been added with a
large number of side wheel packets remodeled
and refurnished, making the most complete
line ever used on the upper Mississippi.

It has been known for a long time by Com-
modore Davidson's intimate friends that he
purposed returning to St. Paul to make this
his home and business headquarters as soon
as he could do so consistent with his river
interests. He has so often expressed this
determination and it hss been so long de-
ferred, that but few even of his business as-
sociates felt certain that he would ultimately
return to this city. He has, however, broken
up his home in St. Louis and has brought his

family with him, aod will from this
time on be a citiz2n of this grow-
ing metropolis. He and his family

are temporarily quartered at the Metropolitan
hotel and will spend the summer about the
lakes and not resume housekeeping until next
fall or winter.

This removal to 8t. Panl means a great deal
for the interests of this city. As all who
know him are aware he is a great worker,
and with his indomitable pluck and persever-
ance he can do and will do a vast amount to-
wards building up St. Paul. In 1876 when
everything was dead and when the most
daring financiers among our own residents
would not spend a dollar in improvements he
erected the Davidson block, corner of Fourth
and Jackson streets. In 1879 he built his
pressed brick front block on Jackson strect,
between Sixth and Seventh strects, using the
first St. Louis pressed brick ever brought to
&t. Paul for building purposes. .

The block corner Fourth and Jackson hav-
ing burned in March, 1880, he immediately
rebuilt it and changed it from a house for
wholesale business to an office block and it
has proved a splendid success. He owns a
very large amount of the best business prop-
erty in the city and will, as rapidly as possible,
improve that which will pay the best in rentals,
Withir five years next ensuing we venture the
prediction that he will do more to boild up
and improve 8t. Paui than any other one
citizen. He is baving elaborate plans drawn
for the new Opera house, and is also
planning other buildinge, notably a block 50
x65 feet and flve stories high squarely in
front of the old court house on the south side
of Fourth, and in rear of the building now
occupied by the American Express company,
also a five-story block on the corner of Cedar
and Fourth streets, next east of the
court house. Col. James H. Davidson,
who owns 50x150 pext east of {he corner, has
agreed to join him in building, and the 1wo

buildings together will make a very hand- |

some block 100 feet front on Fourth, and five
stories high. These are probably all that will
be commenced by him the present year, and
these buildings well under way will incite
others to build on Fourth street.

Preparatory to all this his ground on Jack-
son street, just beyond Cook’s new barn, will
be enclosea to use for storing lumber and
buildiug materials and a large shop for the
use of his mechanics and for winter work will
be erected. When this is once iu order and
his working force organized, we shall expect
to see him push building and ymprovement of
his property with as much vim and vigor as
he bas all through life shown in the various
enterprises with which he has been connected.

He has taken a ground floor office in his
block, corner ourth and Jackson, and
dates his resumption of business in 8t. Paul
from July 1st.

He is non-committal as to how much he ex-
pects to accomplish in the way of building
before winter, but as he has employed an ex-
perienced bullder by the year to take charge
of his building enterprises and sct as foreman
and overseer of the work it is entirely clear
that he *‘means business,’”” aod from the way
they are sketching and figuring, the
““dirt will ly*’ soon and the chips will follow.
With such immensa pivperty interests at
stekc il has always been » marvel how he
could manage it and live hundreds of miles
away.

Bey owns the water power al S8auk Rapids,
pext in importance and valuz to the water
power at 8t. Authouny Falls. He owns over
16,000 acres of the best farming lands in Min-
nesota, located in Redwood county, and with
a considerable acreage of it under cultivation,
i= rapidly converting it into productive prop-
erty. Laying aside his steamboat interests,
mg his other investments, such 25 stocks of
various (insurance, steam?®
boat and railroad) he has
& very large and valuable list of inside prop-
erty in this city and his taxes and assessments
are always paid promftly. His faith has
never wavered in 8t. Paul, and he believes now
that it is destined to become one of the great
cities of the cortinent. If other large proper-
ty holders would do as much toward building
and improving as Commodore Davidson has
heretofore done, and as he is planning to do in
future, this city would take a stride forward
that would simply amazs the outside world.

But few of our citizens appreciate the bene-
fits that have been conf on 8t. Paul and
Minnesota by hi gaerculean efforts to maintan
steamboat and lines to this city against
the competition of railroad lines, disputing
with them every foot of river territory at
ruinously low rates. Itis undoubtediy true
that he would have been far better off fican-
cially if he had given up his river interests
and spent the money in improving
his St. g::l real estate, which he has lavished
in steamboat wars and railroad comyetition,
but our city and state would have lost
heavily thereby.

There is something, too, in the way of
“carrying ‘one’s point,” and as long as there
was a bitter fight personal agaiust him in
8t. Louis he remained there, and never left
the field t1ll the last legal battle was fought
He has lived to own and control, without
dissenting stock holders, the largest, best
equipped and finest steamboat flcet that has
ever done service in the upper Mississippi
TIver.

Haying completely triumphed on the water
he now comes back to 8t. Paul to look more
carefully and thoroughly after his own fiman-
cial and business interests. We hear on every
band only words of welcome and commends
tion from our business men, aud we congratu-
late our citizens in having one so experienced
snd able in every sense return to cast in his
lot with us  He has had twelve years of bat-
tle and toil, and we trust that benceforth he
may reap that prosperity and that quiet ecjoy-

ment which so fittingly comes and rounds out
abusy life.

The whole weére in charge
of Col. W. P. Clough, attorney for the
road, which is a suflicient guarantee we were
well cared for.

The party from 8t. Pau! were met at Wadena
by county officials of Otter Tail county, and
city oflicials of Fergus Falls. The varty
was composed of the follewing gentlemen:
Jacob Austin, chairman board of commission-
ere. H. Crocker, J, H. Gray, commissioners,
Fred W. Burnham, couuty auditor. C. J.
Wright, clerk of district court. C. D,
Wright, city treasurer, Fergus Falls. J. D.
Boyd, city clerk, Fergus Falls. Also G A.
Whitney of Wadena, editor of the Northern
Pacific Farmer.

The first station was Wadena Junetion, one
ninth ofa mile irom Wadena, consisting of
a station house. This is rear the county
line.

The next station was Deer Creek, ten milea
from Wadena, and we found it in quite a flour-
fshing conditio th stores, schoolhouse
and many dwe

Henning, eighteen miles from Wadena, is
an enterprising town with good hotel, hand-
some store, general stores, all doing well,

Clitheral, twenty-nine miles, is located near

a fine I3ke of the same name. The country is
well “seitied. A steam elevator has been
erected by Mr. Sawyer, of Duluth, and there
are all the business houses necessary for a
good town.

Battle Lake, tnirty-three miles from
Wadena, is located on 2 fire nill oyerlooking
the lake of the same name. We stopped and
viewed the lake which all decided could not be
beaten in the state. It will be a fie town and
a place of resort.

Underwood is situated in 2 grove, and in a
fine locality for business,

Fergus Falls, 51 miles from Wadena, is the
terminus of the road at present, but is bein,
pushed to Breckenridge. This piace is locate
on Red river, on high ground, fine grove on
the north side, water power the best in the
northwest, land surrounding it the very
best for farming purpoees. It must
become a great commercis] and manufactur-
ing center. The place is on the boom, but it
is a steady and healthful growth., We were
joined here by O. C. Chase, L. J. Morrill,
members of the city council, and G. L.
Nichols, postmaster, and J. B. Alexander, chief
engineer of the roat. The party left for
Pelican Rapids, passing through a fine coun-
try known as the Pelican valley. [he first
station is Elizabeth, eight miles from Fergus,
passing east of the old town, about half a mile,
where there is a thriving village.

Ertard Grove is six miles from Fergus.
This village now inits infancy, will be a good
one, being in a fine farming country.

Pelican Rapids i3 twenty-two miles from
Fergus, where the entire party took dinner at
Blodgett’s hotel.a house well kept, wherejthey
have a meal, as in 8t Paul. fter
viewing the fine mill of R. L. Frazer, Esq.,
sitnated on Pelican river, and the many busi-
ness houses, consisting of fourteen stores,
bank, etc., the train started on the retura
trip. JohunjSchroeder, editor of the Normandy
Banner, of Fergus,took passage with the
party. The St. Paul party are all in excellent
spirits.
