A MOOTED QUESTION SETTLED.
AMinneapolis morning paper, printed

in this city, succeeded a few days ago in
creating some alarm by a grossly exag-
gerated statement of the health of the
city, alleging that there was an
alarming presence of scarlet fever
and diphtheria. The statemeut was
evidently designed to make it appear
that St. Paul is unhealthy because other
localities, not far distant, have been
sadly afflicted.

The statement published inyesterday's
GLOBE from the Oakland Cemetery associ-
ation effectually sets at rest the malicious
report ofthis hostile newspaper, which
evidently expects to secure outside pat-
ronage in return for its slander. Ifa
disease is so prevalent it is pretty sure
the victims must be hurried somewhere.
The statements of the cemeteries show
that in the entire city during the month
of July there were but seven deaths from
diphtheria, two from scarlet fever and
three from typhoid fever. Three of the
interments from diphtheria were brought
from outside the city, leaving a total
of only nine deaths from
the three alleged epidemic
diseases in the entire month of July.
For a city of 75,000 inhabitants this
cannot be considered an alarming rec-
ord.

The casual reader should bear
in mind that, while the com-
munication in question, giving these
valuable statistics, emanated from
the Oakland Cemetery association, itcoy

rred the official report of interments
from five cemeteries—all that there are
in the city. There never was
a more complete and satisfactory
answer made to a slanderous statement
assailing the health of the city, and the
thanks of the public are due to the Oak-
laud officials, for their prompt and em-
phatic extinguisher.
Itought to show the public the charac-

ter of the Minneapolis sheet, which as a
matter of mechanical convenience is
printed in St. Paul, but which never
loses anopportunity to administer a stab.

HOW TO SMASH THB SLATE.

The Globe does not assume to pre-
dict what action the Democratic conven-
tion in the First District will take when
it assembles at "VVinona on the sth ofSep-
tember, but ithas hohesitation in statirg
what it believes would be
good and shrewd political
policy. The contest in the First district
is not, inreality, upon the member of the
house, but relative to who shall succeed
Mr. Windom in the United States senate.

per day. This appeared different and he atonce concluded that if he could eet a job at
that pay he would be glad to
take it and so informed his new made
acquaintances. They, therefore, took him
along down street for the purpose, as they
said, of showing him where the office was,
tnat they wanted $2.50 men. When they got
to the foot ofBibley etreet they took him into
the lower part of Hill's old warehouse, and
walked him clear to the other end ofit.When
they reached the end of the warehouse the two
men pointed toa pairof rickety old 6tairs, and
told him "Itsup them stairs where they want
such men." He looked at the stairs
and concluded that they did not look as
though they led toa two dollar and a half
place, and so informed the twomen, and at the
same time he told them he would not go any
further. As soon as he said this one
of the men hit him on one
side of his head with a club which
knocked him up against a post, when tbe fel-
low on the other side hit him on that bide of
the head. This rendered him perfectly sense-
less, when the two went through him and got
out as soon as possible, but McLaughlin got
up to soon after they left and gave
the alarm so loud and
so quickly that the officers succeeded in cha--
ing one of the robbers down and arrested him.
He gives bis name as Frank Brown and says
the other fellow is named John Brown. Both
ran with all the speed possible and it w;n not
without a long and hard cLase that they were
caught. This Frank Brown, as he gives his
name, odly about twenty-one jears of age,
and is a very hard looking citizen and a still
harder acting one. Of course he denies every-
thing:,but McLaughlin fully and completely
identifies him as one of tbe "men that hit him
with a club.

UK.II SCHOOL BOARD.

The It*port of the Pros res* Mlado in Thi*
Branch of Education.

The high school board created by air act of
the last legislature held its first meeting and
organized July 1. The board has completed
its report, whichhas been filed with the su-
perintendent of public instructions, and is as
follows:

The reports ofvisitors were submitted and
accepted. These reports, with very few
exceptions, represented the schools as in a
very promising condition, and the officers
having control as determined to establish
schools ofahigher grade. Insome instances
there was not sufficient room for the proper
accommodation of the high school depart-
ments. Insome also the standard for en-
trance was so low that the scholarship under
the course pursued was not good. Inothers
again, there was an evident lack of ambition
and enthusiasm in the branches of a higher
education. These conditions are considered
incidental to the workof fostering an interest
in liberal education, and under good direction
willsoon disappear.

The term reports showed the schools to be
well attended, with a good percentage of
now resident pupils. ,

Trie report of the examiner showed ex-
cellent . work jdone by some of the schools
in the large number .of examinations were
and the scholarly character of the wo.'k done.
O.berehools weie unable to prepare but few
for examination and in a few cases there was
no report of wok completed during the year.
Afullschedule of reports will be included in
Hi" report of the department of public instruc-
tion. • ; •
