Dirt Cheap for Cash.

«“Selections, gentlemen; every day this
month I’ve beaten the horses,” called out
a rather shrewd-looking young man on
pier 8, North river, Wednesday morning.
He held in hisright hand a bundle of
cealed envelopes, which he shuffled over
und spread out as if they werc a pack of
cards, =

“Sure thing,” e continuec; ‘‘give you
the name of thie winning horse in each
race. Who'!l havea seiecuion. Beston
the track. Gives you all horses to win
for both first and second places.

Walking up and down tlie pier he ac-
costed ecach group of men as they came
up to the gang-plank of the Jcsse
Hoyt.

“‘How much for ’em? ’’ asked a country-
man, who seemed to have come out of
New Jersey.

‘“Twenty-five cents.”’

“Give names of winning horses? ”’

“Yes—every one—never fails.
one?”’ )

“Wa-al, yes, 1 guess I'l] take one.”

The selection-seller pocketed the
quarter, and as he turned away the coun-
tryman said: Ay ) :

“Say, there. If this ain’t right, do I
get my money back?”

«Y es—to-night, in Central park. Don’t
fail to meet me.” !

The countryman presently discovered
that 1n order to win any money by the
“gelections” he would have to pat money
on the horses. This he had not bargained
for, and he was last seen trying to get
his quarter back.

Several men bought envelopes, and all
did so in a laughing, balf-ashamed way,
asif they were willing, for the fun of the
thing, to try it just once. ;

“I)o you sell many selections?”’ asked
a reporter of the man.

“No, not many; poor business.”’

The selection man evidently regarded
his interrogator as a possibierival in the
business. The reporter brought an en-
velope. Within was & long, narrow
strip of paper. On it were printed the
numbers of the races, with spaces for
the first and second horses. For Wednes-
day’s races at Monmouth park it gave
the winners as Parole, Pizarro, Amazon,
Fair Count, Itaska and Frank Short. The
first two were the only hits, so that one
who had 1mpartially followed the selec-
tions would have lost money.

Sometimes the gelections have exellent
luck. One day last week the oldest man
in the business named the six winning
horses, and the next day named five out
of six. Itis said that he was once rich,
and lost all his money on the English
turf. He sold tips while in England, and
is now to hefound busy at every impor-
tant meeting in this country. He adver-
tises his business and furrishes distant
subscribers with tips at 50 cents a day, or
¢5a week. He has anoflice in New
York, where his wife sells the envelopes,
He is always around the track and sta-
bles, and is said to have a tout who times
the horses at exercises. His success has
stimulated imitation.

‘““Arc you generally correct in your
selections?” asked the reporter of this
dealer out of fortunes at twenty-five
cents each.

“If 1 wasn’t,” he replied, “I woulad
soon lose all my custom. Of course I
make mistakes, A horse may suddenly
get out of condition, and there are a
thousand mishaps on a race-course. 1
only claim to name the horses that ought
to win if they bave a fair chance.”

At the entrance of the Monmouth park
race-course a shabbily-dressed man offer-
ed selections for sale. The first thought
on seeing him was that if he was able to
pick out winning horses he was able to
buy better clothes. Apparently he had
some business at the gate, for he was
afterward seen on the grand stand wear-
ing a badge. The man from the pieralso
reappeared and continued his sales.
When the first two races had run the se-
lection sellers went about calling:

“Selections, gentlemen: names all the
winning horses. Named the first and
second winners already.”

This was true, and business became
brisk. The nextrace upset the selection
men, and their voices were stilled. Sud-
denly they reappeared with pocketbooks
loaded down with bank bills, and an-

Have

nounced that they would cash
running tickets on Turco at
a slight reduction. This is

called scalping. It was not confined to
the selection men, but a dozen others
were in the field. They scalped from 10
cents to $1 from the winning tickets, but
the great competition kept the margin
down pretty low. The scalpers had
hovered around the French pool booths
until the value of the winning ticket was
posted and then rushed into the crowd,
shouting: “Cash Turco, $12.50; worth
§12.75.”7 As cashing tickets at the booths
often involves a tedious delay many men
were willing to pay 25 cents to get their
money without trouble.

“How much do you make a day?’’ asked
a reporter of a scalper.

“YFrom §5 to $10 on a good day. It pays
our expenses and gives us a little some-
thing over to bet on the races.”

Every race-course now has its selectien
men and scalpers. They often travel
around from meeting to meeting. The
principal selection-seller is now at Sara-
toga, where he is said to be doing a poor
business, because people there do not
understand it.—New York Sun.

Heow an Allrged Princess Swindled Paris
Shopkeepers.

herself with only absolute necessaries.
However, as creditors innumerable and
importunate put in their appearance
soon after the departure of the lady, it
was deemed advisable to wire to Nice to
remind the absent oneof her devoirs,
when lo, neither prince nor lady were
known or to be found in all bella Nizza.
