A SENSIBLE EXAMPLE.
The Republicans in the Twelfth Illi-

nois district have held a convention and
formally resolved to make no nomination
for Congress, and adjourned. The Chi-
cago Tribune thus editorially reviews the
matter:

The situation in the Twelfth Illinois Con-
gressional district, where the Democrats a
few days ago had the most prolonged session
of balloting on record, 1,521 votes being taken
before a nomination was reached, is rendered
etiilmore interesting by the actioa yesterday
of the Republican convention at Whitehall
in deciding to make no nomination. The
significance ofthis determination is found in
the fact that Gen. Singleton, who was de-
feated at Mount Sterling and Beardstown,
has indicated a willingness to enter the
lists against Riggs, the regular Democratic
nominee, on condition that the Republicans
leave the field free from complications by ab-
staining from making a nomination. Such
was the understanding which governed the
decision of yesterday's convention, the mo-
tion to adjourn without putting up a candi-
date being carried by a vote of 26 to IS. The
district is hopelessly Democratic ina straight-
out fight between the twopirties, and under
all the circumstances there was much to gain
and nothing to lose by Republican non-
action. Ittens a choice between an easy walk-
over' for lliggs against any Republican

minee and the possible election of Gen.
Singleton as an independent Democratic
candidate, and the decision was a wise one.
Witha fair proportion of the votes of the
Demosrats of the counties which so stub-
bornly supported him in the Democratic con-
vention, together with the votes of the Re-
publicans and Greenbackers of the district,
Gen. Singleton has more than a fighting
chance to be his own successor, and in this
result, should itcome to pass, the Republicans
will at least eDjoy the satisfaction and ad-
vantage of having brought about a Demo-
cratic defeat.

THE DORSET LETTER.
A letter written by Stephen W. Dor-

sey, now Secretary of the National Re-
publican Executive Committee and de-
fendant in the star route cases, has
recently found its way into print. While
;there is a cool, refreshing vein of impu-
dence pervading the letter, there is
nothing neither inthe then politicalsitu-
ation, nor in the antecedents of the par-
ties to the correspondence, to justify the
conclusion that itis, either in diction or
spirit at variance with the code of
political ethics reognized in political
circles in this country during

-
the last

fifteen or twenty years.
Written at a time anterior to the corn-

menceinent of the criminal proceedings
now pendirg in the courts at Washing-
ton against Dorsey— when the writer
had no reason to suppose that it would
ever be used to illustrate what he then
supposed to be a sealed chapter in the
history of his life—the letter is at once
an important and impartial witness of
the motives which actuated its author
in the part he has played in political and
business transactions that have now
passed, inpart, into history.

The attempt to use Dorsey ?s
appeal for the recognition

of the Stalwart wing of the Republican
party in the formation of the cabinet of

the then President-elect, is to say the
least more ingenious than frank. It is
due to the star route swindler to say
that there is nothing in the letter he

wrote to President Garfield on the 7th of

February following the presidential elec-
tion; that has in the remotest degree the
least bearing on the crime forwhich he
has been triod, and, in the judgment of
an impartial public, convicted accord-

ing to tbe law and the evi-
dence. When he protests to the
President-elect that he is "tired of
this blathering talk about MacVeagh
to go into the cabinet irom Pennsylva-
nia and James from New York," Dorsey
is only voicing the sentiments of the Stal-
warts from Maine to California. When
he refers to these gentlemen as "sneaks,
bummers and deserters in the rear," the

"Ihave presented to you some frozen
facts;" and as the President received
them coolly, he has the consolation of
knowing that his advice was received in
the same spirit in whichit was tendered.

Hon. W. W. Billson Gives His Views of the
FifthDistrict Fight—The (Jhar yes Against
Kindred False.

To the Editor of the Duluth Tribune :
Duluth, Minn., Aug. 15, 1882.—1observe

that you reproduce in your columns this
morning the report of an interview with Col.
Graves which was published in Saturday's
Pioneer Press, in which itis said tbat "Bill-
son, the Kindred candidate for state senator* * *

is privately telling people that, of
course, as a religious man he cannot support
Kindred." Areasonable amount of trickery
and low strategy is to be looked for in most
political campaigns, but Iwas certainly
unprepared to believe that OsL Graves
would allow his angry passions to so
lord itover hia sense of honor, that he would
to injure either Mr. Kindred ormyself, put in
circulation a known untruth. Iassumed
therefore, and so remarked to others, |that
Col. Graves had probably been wrongly re-
ported, and had intended, upon that assertion,
to pass the matter by without notice. The
republication of this interview in Col.
Graves' home organ rather staggered my dis-
belief inits authenticity, andItherefore this
morning sent the colonel a note of which the
foliowine is a copy:

"Col. Gravts: Will yon have the kindness
to inform me whether you are correctly re-
ported in your interview published in the
Pioneer Press of Monday and reproduced in
the Tribune this morning. If you arc, will
you please give me your authority for 6tating
'hat Ihave priva'ely expressed myself as you
therein claim Ihave." Youre, etc.

To this note the colonel condescended to

make no reply further than to tell the bearer
ofitthat no reply was necessary, and that it
was all right. The statement contained in the
above quoted passage from the colonel's inter-
viewis ntterl yuntrue. Whether he knew it
tobe 60 when he uttered itIwillnot harshly
nor hastily undertake to say. Iam of the
opinion, however, that if ha had spokea itin
entire good faith, his first impulse upon re-
ceipt of mynote would have been either to
assign his authority or make some explana-
tionor apology for not doing co.

The cunning motives which led the colonel
tointroduce my name in his reply to iuquiries
relating solely to congressional matters a"c
not difficult to fathom. If,by an invention
of this kind, Icould be induced publicly to
disclaim the statements and sentiments im-
puted to me, ray disclaimer could be paraded
before tbe frieuds of Mr.Nelson as an evidence
that Ihad become a champion of the Kindred
cause.

IfIbelieved the imputations against Mr.
Kindred's character, Ishould perhaps be un-
der no moral obligation to deny the expres-
sions Col. Graves af cribes to m», although I
had in truth never uttered them. But believ-
ing, as Ido, that the charges against Mr.
Kindred are without substantial foundation,
in fact, Icannot with self-respect allow my-
self to be quoted as endorsing them. Iprefer
to be defeated, rather than to be elected at
such a price.

But Ihave a better opinion of the sense of
fair play of the people of this district than
my crafty enemies. No fair minded or dis-
passionate person will ask that Iallow my
name to be falsely used in support of what I
believe to be unfounded charges against
either of the congressional candidates, and
they willbelieve that Iwould be as swift to
prevent itin the case of the one candidate as
of the other.

Ifit should turn out that a majority of our
people have it for their only desire in the
matter of the senatorship, to vote 'or a bawl-
ing Kindred man or a sniieking Nelson man,
as the case may be, Ishall undoubtedly be
"left."

In my judgment, however, the congres
sional and legislative issues are bo logically
feeparate and distinct from each other, as to
justify a suspicion that the efforts to entangle
them proceed mainly fiom those who are ex
citedly pursuing personal or political ends of
their own, without a due regard for the pub-
lic interest.

THE INTAKEPIPE.
The following bids for ths work and the

necessary material to be used inputting the
intake pipe from the center of the river to the
pumphou3e:

Mcßltchie & Nichol, Chicago, $29.00 per
lineal foot,aggregating about $21,000.

Glenn & Lusk, Minneapolis, $24.40 per
lineal foot, making about $18,178 for the
whole.

The question elicited considerable discus-
sion, but the board was unanimously in favor
of carrying forward the work, and so supply
the city withpure water.

Commissioner Morse stated that there
wouldnot be enough money at the command
of the board to pay the cost of the contem-
plated change or improvement aside from the
$15,000 now inthe hands of the treasurer.

The mayor suggested that in that event it
might be practicable to petition the city coun-
cil for funds from the permanent improve-
ment fund to pay the expense of the intake
pipe, and in the meantime only contract for
$15,000 worth of the proposed work.

Upon motion the contract was awarded to
Messrs. Glenn ALusk for laying tha pipes.

The matter ofproposals for iron girders for
the new pump bouse was laid upon the table
at the request of the bidders until the next
meeting.

Aid. Andrews, from the committee on ways
and means happening inthe room, stated that
inhis opinion the council wouldbe willing to
furnish the additional means tolay the in-take
pipes, as the council was anxious to secure as
pure water as possible.

Extension pipes were ordered laid onFirst
street, Lyndalc avenue and Grant street.

After a rambling discussion the board ad-
journed until Monday afternoon at 2 o'clock.

One Way of Making Money.

Before Douglass E Case had arrived at a
majority, he disposed of some thirty lots in
North Minneapolis for about $14,000. He
having at the time of the Bale and transfer
had a regularly appointed guardian, Rev. D.

Another Band on the War Path and Per-

petrating Horrible Atrocities.
Tucson, Arizona, Aug. 18.—Special advices

from Guagames, Bonora, of the 16th save:
Word has just been received from Tiinidad,
Bonora, that the Apaches are depredatingfear-
fuily and committing frightful atrocities in
the Tahnahupa disirict. A large force of
Mexicans are in close pursuit of the redskins.
At Taratuce ranch the Apaches killed six men;
passing Lamesa Palona, killed twi>; in Luch-
illa two; in Arincahonda four. Three hours
afterwards they attacked Elcarrigle, killed
eleven women and a child, first stripping the
women and outraging them in a (shocking
manner, then putting them to death by the
most cruel torture. Four of the m^n of the
ranche who were returning saw the houses on
fireand fled. The Apaches gave chase. Three
of them took refuge in the rocks and were de-
fending themselves when tha fourthman, who
escaped,!.brougbt the news to Trinidad. A
large force of citizens started at oace to the
rescue and couriers were sent inall directions
to warn the settlers of the whereabouis
of the hostiles. No mail riders have arrived
for several days. Itis believed all have fallen
victims of the Apaches. The number of hos-
tiles are 300, commanded by Juh, tbe Chihua-
hua chief, who escaped after the battle with
Gen. Fuera last spring. Authenticated re-
ports state that a band of Apaches have pene-
trated Alamer and are depredating there. Gen.
Reyswith a large force in the Tahuahupa
district declares he will not spare a buck,
squaw or pappoose if he again encounters
them.
