Tarry, of Missouri, who had on exhibition a
model of his invention of a cable road for
street cars. An inspection shows itto have
great Advantages over the cable in use in San
Francisco and Chicago.
Itis designed to apply the grip to each car

instead of having a grip car draw a train,
and itcan ba put down for $36,000 per mile
against $100,000, the cost in Chicago. The
median by which itdescribes a circle, or
switches itself upon main or
side tracks, if. truly wonderful,
and needs to be seen, for It cannot be clearly
described to those unfamiliar with cable
roads. There Is a probability that the St.
Paul street car company will have
an experimental section laid, and if
it works like the moid there
is no doubt that horses as a meats oflocomo-
tion for our street cars will poon be aban-
doned. Itwillenable lines to be extended im-
mensely and probably secure a street Hue to
Minneapolis.

A Sad Story Told of a Hatband by his
Wife, of Cruelty, Robbery and Deter-

Mrs, Amelia Gebhardt has made applica-
tion in the districtcourt for a divorce from
her husband, '

John Nich. Gebhardt, In the
suit William Hannon is associated as co de-
fendant, which seems at firstto be rather cu-
rious. The story is a long one as told in the
complaint, but it is susceptible of being
greatly abbreviated. Mrs- Gebhardt, after
reciting the usual introductory part of di-
vorce petitions, as toage, marriage, etc., pro-
ceeds to give the grounds for her application.
These are based upon the charge of cruel
and inhuman treatment. The
way the • other . • defendant is
brought into the case is through an alleged
attempt to so dispose ofthe property that the
wife willbe left, without anything. She seta
forth inher petition that her husband has at-
tempted to sell or dispose of his business, and
has also attempted to transfer his real estate
to Hannon. Besides all this the d-eerted her,
on the 11th ofthis month, «nd that, too, when
she stood badly inneed of a husband to sym-
pathize withher. and:aid in sustaining her
during an important .that is likely to
occur soon. She asks first for a divorce;
second for a reasonable sum
for her support and for a
special .and immediate allowance for her
present wants, and to enable her to prosecute
this action; third, that he may be enjoined
from disposing of his property; fourth, that
the conveyance to Hannon may be declared
a pledge and saved to her and her child for a
homestead.

Uojastiflable aud Disgraceful Row,

An outrageous and entirely unjustifiable
row took place at Dr. Stein's saloon, on the
corner of Thiid and Rosabel streets, between
9and 9 o'clock last evening.

Tbe
bullymet bt& match, however, for Capt. Clark
advanced with his lantern and yanked the
drunkrn brute out acdeent him to tbe lockup.
The other two men,named Black and Joyce,
made their escape, but will probably bear-
rested. Itis about time that an example be
made of such rowdies, who are little if any
bettei than the Younger brothers.
