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LABOR AND CAPITAL,

The President of the Federation of Lab r
Unlons Hoping for Rellef Through Na-
tional Leglslation — Abandonment of
Present Strikes Advised to Awalt the
Developments of the Coming Winter —
Situation of the Various Strikes as Re-
ported by ielegraph.

WASHINGTON, Aug 20.—Alexander Kenady,
vresident of the Federation of Labor unions,
Washington, has addressed a communication
to the chiefs of the various labor organiza.
tions thr oughout the country, in which he
gives the substance of a conversation with
Senator Blair, chairman of the genate com-
mittee on education and labor. The com-
munication 18 dated the 16th, and is as fol-
lows:

GENTLEMEN: I casually met to-day Hon.
H. W. Blair, chairman of the committee on
education and laborof the senate, to which
committee has been referred the most impor-
tant question of the day, the solution of the
labor problem.

The distinguished senator imparted to me
some very important information and request-
ed I should convey the substance to the lead-
ing members of the most powerful labor
orgamzations throughout the Union, as facili-
ties for direct communication with those
bodies by the committee has not been perfect-
ed as yet. The senator expressed the opinion
that the plan heretofore presented by the
Washington City branch of the federation,
namely, a central committee of representative
workmen from all sectious of the Unien at the
capital, with a duly anthenticated sub-com-
mitiee or directory, will prove the most
practicable method of ebtaining information
r@ative to the present condition of the work-
ing classes and their grievances, the causes
of labor strikes and practical suggestions as
to what will tend to the improvement of their
social condition.

Senator Blair remarked, also, that a portion
of ihe public press is doing great injustice to
the senate commiitee by intimating that the
members are ignorant of the great import-
ance of the vital question, submitted to them
for investigation, and 1nsinuated they have
turned the affuir inte a “junketing party at the
seashore.”” It will be the aim of the
committee to fairly adjust the rela-
tions between capital and labor, not
hurriedly, but with due deliberation. He,
therefore, hopes both capitalists and laborers
will select representative men.in whose judg-
ment and integrity they can place implicit re-
liance, and both parties will do the committee
Jjustice to believe they will act honestly and
fairly according to their judgment.

In transmitting the foregoing information
at the request ef the honorable chairman of
the committee, designated by the power (the
law making power) of the land to arbitrate
between aggressive capitalists and compara-
tively defenceless laborers, I cannot resist the
opportunity to say as a co-laborer of the
earnest and devoted men to whom this
communication is respectfully addressed,
that I thick it would be wise policy at this
juncture to advise all workmen now on a
strike who rely upon financial aid fr- m the
scaniy stere of their fellow laborers, to resume
work at an early day, at least before winter
with increased expenses sets in, upon the best
terms obtainable from their late employers,
and continue to work with as much patience
as they can command until they see what con-
gress will do inthe matter next winter. If it
should transpire in this legislative inquiry
that the industrial classes are
being juggled with by knavish tools
of unscrupulous power, which I will not be-
lieve until ;it is clearly proved, = national
strike could be inaugarated within thirty
days after the adjournment of congress next
March, by the united labor orgaunizations of
the United 8tates, with ten fold more effect
than the recent strikes of 150,000 meun. If the
siege is raised and hostilities cease for the
winter, the funds now devoted to sustainmg
the strikes may be more effectually applied to
the economical maintenance of a central com-
mittee of vigilant and active workers at the
capital in collecting and preparing statistics
to sustain our cause before congress.

I disclaim any authority from any bodyv of
men for the suggestions contained in the
above, bul enbmit it as my iadividual view of
the present situation.

Two hundred cases of fever are un-
der treatment at Matamoras; eleven deaths in
the last twenty-four hours.

GOVERNMENT AID,

WASHINGTON, Aug. 19.—A telegram from
Governor Roberts, of Texas, was to-day re-
ceived at the treasury department stating the
suffering condition of those sick with yellow
fever and of 2,000 perzons in Browsville outof
employment on account of quarantine, and re-
questing aid. Acting Becretary French re-
plied that the department would take charge
of the hospitals and quarantine at suitable
stations if the government desired it, but that
the state of Texas must support all persons
not in hospitals. If the governor accedes to
this view the surgeon general of the marine
hospital service will at once  muster
into his service and pay guards at proper
points to prevent egress from Brownsville,
and will, through one of his surgeons, take
charge of all hospital arrangements. Surgeon
General Hamilton has already made arrange-
ments by which hespital tents have been sent
to Memphis, and instructions have been given
to proceed at once, on receiving orders, to
Brownsville and take charge of yellow fever
patients.

A serlous Acclaent on a Hudson River
Steamer.

New York, Aug. 19.—Shortly before two
o’clock this morning, as the steamer Kaater-
skill was coming down Hudson river, and
while in the Highlands, the passengers were
suddenly awakened by a tremendous shock
and loud rattling of machinery followed by a
great rush and roar of escaping steam. The
people ran out of their state rooms in their
night clothing. Men shouted, women
screamed and children cried. The greatest
excitement prevailed. A cloud of hot vapor
filled the cabins and saloon. As soon as the
confusion had in & measure subsided, it was
ascertained the walking beam (had broken
causing the piston to strike
the bottom of the cylinder with such force
that the cylinder was also broken. thus per-
mitting the escape of steam. Five persons were
injured as follows: Calles Vincenzo, Italian
laborer, probably fatally; Garlai Michels,
Italian laborer, badly scalded; Mrs, Bamuel
Green, wife of the local freight agent of the
steamboat line at Catskill, scalded about the
face and shoulders, injuries serious; Mrs. Mary
Hinman, sister of Mrs. Green, injured by in-
baling steam; Major S. A. Russell, deputy
warden of the Bellevne hospital, received in-
ternal iojuries. The steamer was towed to
Rhinebeck and passengers brought here by
the steamer Redfield.

ALL READY.
ALEXANDRIA, Aug. 19.—Six trausports

with troops and two gunboats left this port
Friday night to take a position ontside the
harbor to be ready to start on Saturday.

The ehips have their top-
masts lowered and yards secnred with every-
thing cleared ready for action.

THE POPE TO THE IRISH BISHOPS.
RomE, Aug. 19.—A letter from the pope to
the Irish bishops, dated Aug. 1, is published
here. His holiness, expressing .his profound
regret that tranquilily has not been restored
in Ireland and that murders continue to be

committed, says: “The Irish people, by
following the advice of their pre-
lates, may hope tor an alleviation of

the ills trom which they suffer., A just
cause must be upheld by just means. Secret
socities must be shunned. In the words of
8t. Augustine, the first characteristic frait of
liberty is non-commission of crimes. The
priests ought to be active supporters of pub-
lic order during the present troubles.” The
letter concludes by expressing the hope that
the English government will do justice to the
equitable claims of the Irish people, remem-
bering the pacification of Ireland constitutes
an element of tranquility in the whole empire.

DORSEY TO GARFIELD.

Another Letter of the Boss Star Router to
the Lato President—A Strong Plea for the
Appolntment of Folger to the Treasury
—With Vigorous Werds of Warning
Agalnst the Machinations of Blaine.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 19.—More of Dorsey’s

letters to Garfield will be published to-mor-

row. One of them urges the appointment of

Gov. Routt, of Colorado, as postmaster gen-

eral. The following are extracts from the

letter dated February 24, 1881:

Hon. J. A. Garfield, Mentor, O.

My DeAR GENERaL: Gen. Arthur came
over last night from Washington and I had a
conference of several hours with him. He
informed me Blaine and his political adherents
were very much provoked at what they called
my interference, namely, because I had sug-
gested, with many others, the name of Jiidge
Folger for secretary of the treasury. Gen.
Arthur says he has never heard such a buzz
and disturbance of feeling as there has been
among the Blaine people. Ile fusthermore
says that Atkins, acting no doubt for Blaine,
is talking very noisily against the selection of
Judge Folger because ke was a tool of mine.
This disappointment, manifested by the feel-
ing ic Washington on the part of his friends,
is the evident outgrowth of a notion that
they expected to control the cabinet, and
especially the treasury department.

Ir Blaine did not care to control the treas-
ury department he would not be dissatisfied or
annoyed at the appointment of Folger. I
warn you, therefore, that this manifestation
of bitterness is a thing of which you should
take heed, and I write what I have said to you
more than once, that neither Blaine nor any
other ambitions man should have control of
the great places in your cabinet. If Blaine is
to be made secretary of state, and a protege
of his secretary of the treasury, and another
secretary of the interior, I have great fears that
your administration would greatly suffer with
an even chance that disaster wounld follow in
the near future. 1 do not wish to say an un-
Kind thing of Blaine, although he is charged
with the responsibility for most unkiad things
said of me within the Jast week and the most
untruthful and malignaut ever uttered by a
man.

If whatGen. Arthur has heard is true, it is
clear as daylight to my mind that he expects
to have his friend in the treasury department,
another friend either in the postoffice or inte-

rior. Through them and by them he intends
to do one of two things,
either to make your administration

a campaign ground for his own aspirations,
or he has some other object no less dangerous
to the party. I cannot bring myself to be-
lieve that Blaine is in the state of mind he is
reported to be, and I sincerely trust Gen.
Arthur has been misinformed. Isay to you
that for the good of your administration and
of the Republican party, and for the
country the appointment of Thos. Folger to
the treasury department is themost imporiant
one you have to deal with. Your failure to
appoint him, it seems to me, will be the mon-
umental mistake of your administration. I
believe the Republican party of the couatry
think well of Blaine, and I think his selection
as head of your cabicet is a wise one, but
Blaine is not in a position to be chief of the
cabinet and then dictate other places in it, and
what is of more importance, you are not in a
position to allow him to do it.

YESTERDAY’S BLAZES.

PIANO FIRE

New YorkK, Aug. 19.—Fire this morning
destroyed the piano factory of Hartman,
Dawling & Peck, Tenth avenue and Fifty-
seventh street. Loss eslimated at $375,000;
upon which there is some insurance, but not
enough to cover the lose. The factory was a
brick structure, nine stories in height, and
well filled with seasoped lumber and inflam-
mable material. Theeflorts of the firemen were
directed toward preventing a disastrous
spread of the flames to adjoining tene-
ments. The entire brigade of the
upper district worked for three hours to
accomplish this end and stood their ground
bravely. The four-story tenement No. 836
Tenth avenue, caught fire repeatedly tut the
flames were fought back. The Lheadlong
flight of the cccupants with those from ad-
joinioyg tenements, made the scene one of ter-
ror and confusion bat no accidents happened.
The fourth flour of the factory cccupied by
Oakler & Ketting manufacturers of washing
machines, stock and machivery was des-
troyed. Loss $300,000, partially insured.

Later estimates place the lo:s at $250,000;
insured. The firm employed 400 men and from
1,200 to 1,500 pianos were in process of manu-
facture.

BURNED TO A CRISP.

East Washington street,a no o reputable
locality, and from room 45 where the smoke
was thickest, the agonized screams of a
woman were heard. The firemen broke into
the room and extinguished the flames, and
found Mrs. Frank Flynn lying in a bed,
burned out of semblance to a human form and
barely alive. Sheappeared to have upset the
kerosene lamp in an insane or drunken frenzy.
She was taken to the county hospital. Her
flesh was cooked and burned to a crisp.
FLOURING MILL BURNED.
JEFFERSONVILLE,, Ind., Aug. 19.—The

\lnrge flouring mill owned by M. B. Cole &

Buler, in the town of Charlesten, this county,
was burned yesterday morning. Three thous-
and bushels of wheat and seventy-five barrels
of flour were also consumed wtth the mill.
The original cost of the mill was $7,000, and
had an insurance upon it of §5,000. It is
supposed to be the work of an incendiary.

NOTHING BUT DEATH.

Four Bodies Found at a Railway Crossing
—A Driving Party Leave Anoka in High
Spirits—None Left tc Tell the Tale.

The number three passenger train which
left 8t. Paul Friday night at 8:40 o’clock for
Grand Forks, on the Manitoba road, was the
instrument which made that a particularly un-
lacky Friday to a driving party at 10:30
o’clock, at a road crossing one mile east of
Ancka station. When the train stopped at
Anoka, the engineer awakened Mr. Finn, the
station agent, and said he believed a horse had
been struck a short distance down the track.
Mr. Finn and the warehouseman took lanterns
and walked along the road, being desirous of
satisfying themselves as to whether
the horse had been slightly stunned or seri-
ously ipjured. Instead of one horse they
found two—both dead. On the side of the
track opposite from the horses, they found to
thelr surprise and horror a shattered carriage
and four dead people, two ladies and two gen-
tlemen. They hastened back to the station
where a freight train was standing on the side
track, and returned with the locomotive and
caboose. The four dead bodies, which were
not much mangled, were taken to town and
placed in charge of the coroner. The remains
were readily recognized as of Jasper Cole,
Wm. Hackett, Miss Florence Parker
and Miss Libby Downer. All were residents
of Anoka, excepting the last named young
lady, who lived at Bethel. Miss Parker, who
was the niece of Mr. Cole, had been living
with her widowed mother, in Anoka. The
party had passed the first part of the evening
in a sort of theatrical show tent, and had
taken a carriage and started for Crooked lake
to finish the night at a ball. They were evi-
dently bent on pleasure, and must have beén
in a very giddy state of mind to attempt to
cross the track with the headlight of a loco-
motive glaring full in their faces, for the lay
of the land is such as tc afford a
view of the railroad and it can be seen for
over a mile in either direction. The wagon
track approaches the railroad crossing at an
acute angle and in the direction from which
the train was coming. Many people, when
they ece a train coming, will whip up their
horses and try to beat the cars to the crossing.
It is by some thought that a spirit of bravado
prompted the young man who was driving to
cross ahead of the engine 1n order to frighten
the “gurls’’ and have some fun. Another

conjecture is that the horses balked
while  standing across the track.
The truth will not be apt to

come out, eince the night was dark. and no
one happened to be near at the time, though
another driving party crossed the track and
mg the luckless crowd shortly before the dis-
aster.

The funeral gervices of all save Miss Downer
were held in Anoka yesterday. The remains
of Miss Downer were forwarded to Bethel.
The people in thetowns and country round
about are shocked and saddened by the sud-
denness of the disaster and the strange mys-
tery which surrounds it.

The Ramsey County Convention-Judges
Simons and Brill Renominated—The
Prohibition Qaestion—Forty-Seven Del-
egates to the Congressional Convertion.
The Democratic convention called for

the purpose of nominating two judges of

the district court, and to select forty-
seven delegates to the Democratic con-
gressional convention to be held at Min-
neapolis on the 24th inst., convened at
the old courthouse atel0 a. m. yesterday,

428, followed to {’l?: yeﬁz:t
that in an action npon one of several notes
given for a chattel, the defendant alleging a
breach of warranty may isterpose a counter
claim for his entire cuuse of sction for dam.
ages growing out of the alleged falge war-
ranty.

Where the parties proeeeded to trial upon an
aniwer which set up a false warranty upon a
sale of a chattel and a counter claim for dam-
ages, and also alleged a recision of the con-
tract, which was depied by the reply. The
court properly proceeded to hear the caseup
on the merits of the couunter claim and with-
tl‘lrew from the jurythe issue as tothe recis-
on

The correet rule of damages upon a recovery
for breach of warranty in tuch case is the dif
ference betweeu the lowest value of the prop
erty as represenled and warranted and s
actual value with interest. In the absence of
other evidence the puarchase price is prima
facie its value as warranted.

Order denying new triai atfirmed.

Hugh Cochrane and Carson N. Cosgrove, re-
spondents vs. Peter Quackenbush., Living-
stone Quackenbush and Anthony P.Halsey

(Livingstone Quackenbush) appellant.

Where several parties have suffered a joiut
injury caused by ths Issuance of an attsch-
ment in a civil suit saed out maliciousiy aud
without probable cause, they may unite in an
aetion to recever their joint damages.

In such action special damages may be
alleged and proved for injaries to their joiut
credit, businees and property.

The gravamen is the injuary caused by the
groundless and malicious issuance of legal
process, and where the complaint failed to
allege the falsity of an affidavit for an attach-
ment (which aflidavit was made a part of the
complaint), but alleged that the writ was s
sued maliciously and without probable cause,
held euflicient as aguinst a general objection
fer inenfliciency made for the first time on
the trial. Upos the trial of this cise evidence
was received of the disposition of the partner-
ship property (subsequent to the vacation of
the writ of attachment) by a receiver appointed
in a suit for a dissolution of thlie partoership,
also of theloss and shrinkage in the assetls
on the receiver’s sale held improper and t:o
remote on the question of damsges. Order
denying new trial reversed.

Sarah Mills, George C. Richmond, James

W.Richmond,Caroline Staples et al.,heirs at
law, respondents, vs. E. W. Robstock, J. P.
Leitner,and John A.Gilman,managers of the
widows’ and orphans’ faod of the United
Ancient Order of Druids of the state of Min-
nesota, appellants:

The constitution and by-laws of a *““Mutual
Benefit association” orgauized to secure the
benefit of life insurance to the heirs of de-
ceased members, on the death sssessment
plan, and which 1ssucs no policies stand in
the place of a policy, and where such cobsti-
tation and laws contaiu no provision gualify-
ing the right of recovery in case of suicige,
the heirs of a member are entitled o recover
the amount stipulated, irrespective of the
mode of his death.

Evidence in this case considered and held
sufficient to sustain the finding of the trial
court that a deceased member was *‘in good
standing”’ in the order at his death.

Order aflirmed. VANDERBURGH, J.

Ferlinand Holtz, respondent, vs. the Minne-
apolis & St. Louis railway, appellants.
Evidence in this case held defficient to sup-

port plaintifi’s allegations, that the defend-

ant corporation was guilly of negligence in
failing to maintain and keep in repair its
fences previously built along its right of way
through plaintifi’s land, and that in conse-
quence plaintifi’s cattle escaped upon the track
and were killed by defendants’ ears. Order
affirmed by the court (Justice Mitchell
absent). VANDEREURGH, J.

John J. Schorrege and Wm. Schorrege, sub-
stituted by the court as plaintiff in place of
James Arnold, respondents, vs. Bishop,
Gordon & Co., H, McCormick aud Leander
J. McCormick, partners as McCormick
Eros., appellants.

An attorney employed to enforee and collect
a judgment for a pon-rcsident client will be
deemed vested by virtue of his employment
with reasonable discretion in the selection and
use of ordinary means aud remedies necessary
for the accomplishment of such object,

Ile will be answerable to his client in dam-
ages for any abuse of his trust and the conse-
quence Qf his negligence, ignorance or indis-
cretion. But where he simply adopts a rem-
edy which the law provides or resorts to ex-
redients or means to secure and collect the
debt, his acts should not ordinarily be
permitted 1o prejudice public officers
and others who are entiled fo regard him as
the adviser and representative of his client.

Where an attorney for foreign clients, plain-
{iffs in the execution execnted in their name
and for them (but withont express authority),
4n instrument under seal indemnifying a sher-
iff against the claim of a third party to prop-
erty in the possession of a judgment deblor,
levied by him, and which indemuity was mnec-
essarily required in order to preserve and con-
tinue the Jevyin their behalf. Held first, that
the seal being unnecessary to its validity the
icstrument might stand and be valid as an

updertaking under the statute.
Second, that there being in this
case po reason 1o question the good

faith of the attorney or the exercise of reagon-
able prudence and discretion on his part, it 1s
not conzidered that hetranscended the limits
of his implied authority in the premises.
Clark vs Randall, 9 Wisconsin *135,
Approved. Order allirmed.

Henry Kraeger, respoudent, vs. Martin Far-
raut, appeliant.

Where a case containa no stipulation or
covenant on the subject, no obligation on the
part of the landlord to repair is implied, nor
apy warranty that the premises are or will
continue to be suitable for the lessce’s use or
business, or safe from exposure to damage
from the elements through the lanalord’s
omission to make repairs. Wilkinson vs.
Clauson, 12, N. W. R. 147, followsd.

This rule held also to extend mn like manuer
to parts of the premises not expressly de-
mired to the tenaunt, but which may be neces-
sary for his convenience or protection, as in
Lhis case, the common reol.

The rule, as respects the liebility of the pro-
prietors of distinct adjoining tenements under
a common roof to each eother, for repairs, is
the same whether one tenement is by the side
of or under the other.

Accordingly where a tenant leased and oec-
cupied a separate room in the lower story of
a building, the roof of which had become de-
fective from want of repairs, and in conse-
quence his stock of goods were damaged by
water during a rain storm, held that the land-
lord was not liable for such damage, either
upon implied covenant or upon the principle
that because the owner of the wpper portion
ol the building was bound to 8o use his own
property as not to injure the occupant of the
lower story.

Ordered reverssd and uew trial granted.
