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DR. SOHBLZ'S HEATH.
*Cneofihe Vet*ran Physicians of the City

Closes His Earthly Account.
The Globe a few days ago mentioned the

fact that there was no hope of the recovery
ofDr. Schell fromhis illness, and hence itwill
be no surprise to read the annouueement of
bis death, which occurred at S:ls a. m. yes-
terd&y. Dr. Schell was taken sick in January
last withpartial paraljsie, and a few months
ago bis mind gave way and gradually he sank
unti; yesterday he passed away at his residence,
No. obi WafcniDgton street, opposite .Rice
park.

Dr. Schell may be called the
first homeopathic physician that
came to St. Paul. He came here as
-early as LBSB, and from that time to the com
nietictment of his illness he was one of the
b*&lknown physicians in the city. He had

;his peculiarities, but they were all on the bet-
ters;;:- of humanity. Beiiea'.h a somewhat
-grull txterior he hid a warm and sympathetic
nature, wuich always showed itselt in lime of
need To the poor and distressed.

Dr. Bchell was born in Bath, England, in
1523, and consequently «as in the ti'fty-niuta
year of his age ut the time of his death. He

•came to at. Paul in 1955, as above
•Stated, MidÜBtil he was taken sick in January
last baa a large practice, and although
•a generous liver and of a liberal disposition
he accumulated a competence. Dr. Schell
had liuionly received an education the best to
be obtained inEngland, but bad also traveled
•over tc*1 most of the habitable globe, and dur-
ing tbe laat few months of his lifehis mind
traveled bock over the scenes of the past, and
he would recount scenes and incidents of his
travel which, while they were entertaining
tohis listeners werepitiful in their rambling

•character.
Besides his wife he leaves a brother and

sister iv this country to mourn his death.
His brother lives in Cincinnati. Ohio, and ar-
rangeuj-uU for the funeral willbe deferred un-
tilhis arrival, but willprobably take place on
Monday.
