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RAULROAD HALL,

At the right of the avenue upon the state
¢air grounds, and a little west of Floral
hall, stands the old building built fifteen
yesrs ago for a Floral hall, but which has
been used again this year for the third
time for the railroad exhibits.

This display was this year made entire-
iy by the land department of the
Winona & St. Peter railroad under the di-

rect supervision of Mr. C. H. Whitney, of
Marshall, and deserves (thanks to the in-
defatigueable efforts of that gentleman) an
elaborate notice.

This creat.system of railroad, spanning
an entire state as it does from Winona on

.the east to  Watertown on the
west, with its Plainview branch, its Chat-
field branch. its Zumbrota branch, its Red-

GENUINE SAMPLES.

Each and every one of the 2,000 and
over samples of the products of the coun-
try aloug the line of the Winona & St. Pe-
ter railrcad. already described, have been
produced {his season, in the open air, and
without any forcing process whatever. To
convey these exhibits to this, their fourth
annual exhibit, required four freight cars.

SPEOTAL SAMPLES,
In this order it will be a matter of inter-
. est to note that there were shown of spring
wheat seven vayieties, which have yielded
grom twe .y-two to forty-five bushels per

acre, some of which uncleaned weighed
sixty-three pounds per bushel; oats of
numberless varieties, one sample from 132
bushels, grown from two bushels of seed;
corn thirteen feet.ten inches high grown
in ninety days; eight samples of husked
corn, this year’s crop, five of which are
ripe and fit for seed; barley that yielded
seventy bushels per acre; flax raised on
this year's breaking a field
of 260 acres of which averaged eleven
bushels to the acre.

REVIEW OF THE CHICAGO GRAIN
AND NEW YORK STOCK MARKETS.

The Effert to Compromise the July Deal
Unsuccessful—A Corner Assured in Both
Wheat and Oats—Prospects of the Apple
Crop—A Stronger Feeling in Stocks and
a Considerable Advance.

Cuicaco, Sept. 8.—To-day a meeting of
the short interest in the celebrated July
wheat deal was held. A committee of
three was appointed who will meet to-
morrow for the purpose of arranging a

compromise with the longs. The shorts
do mnot expect to ask a redue-
tion in price, but will request

that no proceedings be taken against them
till after the courts pronounce upon the
injunction cases now p:nding.
THE MAKKETS

were generally firmer under a reaction
from the terrible bear onslaught of the
past week. Wheat was steady and higher.
McGeoch is a heavy long, and his enemies
will try and force him to sell. He is a
man of wonderful tenacity of purpose and
has a long purse, and the contest promises
to be a warm one. To-day McGeoch went
up to the wheat pit and hearing no mem-
ber bid at 933{c¢ he eried out, “I will take
any part of a million bushels of Novem-
ber wheat-at 93'4c.” Noone replied. The
dealers stood aghast, and for once silepce"
ruled in the wheat pit;-93%gc for November
wheat,” shouted the Milwaukee millionaire.
No one replied, and the bluffer passed out
with a smile. Immediately thereafter
November wheat fell l4c. Red winter
wheat is now only 14¢ premium over
spring wheat, whereas it usually is at a
premium of from 3 to 4e. The trade in
wheat is at a rest. Ne one comes to sell
for fear of a squeeze, and the syorts are
waiting for somethiag t0 turn up. An

A PECULIAR FEATURE,
if not caused by it. Parties who bought
wheat at much higher prices .are now
offering it -freely in western Europe at
prices which are barely equal to $1 per
bushel in New York. Of course export
orders here are out of the
question while this state of
things continve. English operators bought
while bad weather there threatened their
own harvest., and fears of a general war in
the old world added to the inducement to
Now that good crops in western Eu-
rope are assured and the war cloud seems
to be a small one, there are some
doubts in regard to dinancial strin-
gency in the old world. which
may make wheat papér a hard thing
The weakness there is undoubt-
edly made worse by the exaggerated esti-
mates of the yield which have been sent
over the water from this side. There are
only three letters in the word six and four
in the word five. Hence it is really easier
to write six hundred millions than the
smaller quantity, which is probably much
nearer to the truth. English people are
widely possessed of the idea that the
United States wheat crop of this year ag-
gregates fully 600,000.000 bushels, and
some of them are already writing learned
disquisitions about the impossibility of
such a tremendous quantity being got rid
of at any price.

Corn was active and irregular. declining
from 33 to 14c on all the options. David
Dows lolds October and September. No-
vember is said to be a good 'purchase, be-
ing now from 4 to 5c under October,
whereas the difference should not be
greater than 2 or 3 cents. Year corn was
weak and May strong. A good straddle
would be to buy May and sell year.

The oats market was strong, cash stuff
being taken readily. The deferred fu-
tures were slow.

cases out of ten is greatly under-
estimated. However, allowing therg
will be =a short crop. the liberal

crop in Illinois and Missounri will no doubt
make up the deficiency. Besides, other
Western states which do not ship apples
will have a good crop for their own usé,
and there may not be so argeat a demand
from interior ports as usual, and the pres-
ent outlook warrants dealers in making
the statement that the public need not
fear very high prices for apples the com-
ing winter. The foreign crop of apples. it
is reported. is almost a failure, and reports
from abroad intimate that large importa-
tions of American apples will be required.
This will tend to enhance the value of ap-
ples to some extent, and a good trade will
no doubt exist during the fall and winter
months at reasonable prices. :
