11 you do not read another word inthis
magazine, read this article, ifyou are old
enough to do so. Read each line care-
fullyand thoroughly. Youmay not find
Anything tomake you laugh—possibly
you may ;but you "willbe certain to find
something of almost inestimable value
to you in every sentence.

Boys are scarce nowadays. In the
flays of Methuselah, malehuman beings
trere still boys when nearly a century
Did; twenty-five years ago boys were
Btillsuch until well out of their

teens;"

now the interval between infancy and
the age at which the boy becomes a
young man is so brief that boyhood is
almost a thing of the past. The happy
period of care-free, joyous innocence
which formerly intervened between
childhood and early manhood is now
almost unobservabJe. Boys grow old
too fast. They learn to imi.ate the
Vices and manners of their s "iiors before
they reach their teens, siinl .ire impa-
tient to be counted no men, no matter
bow great may be their deficiencies,
iheir unfitness for the important duties
sand responsibilities of life. \u25a0 The conse-
quence of this inordinate haste and im-
patience to be old is premature decay.
iJnfortunately the general tendency of
the young members of the rising gener-
ation is to copy the vices of their elders,
rather than the virtues of true manli-
ness. Astrong evidence of this fact, if
Ihere were, no other, is the unnaturally
old-looking laces which so many of our
Jboys present. At the present time the
average boy of 12 knows more of vice
&ndsin than the youth of 20 of the past
generation.
It is not ho much for these human

mushrooms, which may not inaptly be
compared to toadstools which grow up in
a single night and almost as speedily de-
cay, that we write, but for the old-
fashioned boys, a few such there may
be, those who have not yet learned to
love sin,tho&e whoso minds are stillpure
and uncontaminated. Those who have
already begun a course of viceand wick-
edness we have littlehope of reforming;
but woare anxious to offer a few words
of counsel and warning which may pos-
sibly help to save, as brands plucked
from a blazing fire, those whose moral
Dense is yet alive, who have quick and
tender consciences, who aspire to be
trulynoble and good.

Whatever debases, contaminates, or in
an • a y injures the boys of a country,
sin suad undermines the very founda-
tion..1, the nation's strength and great-
nets. Save tho boys from vice and
eriine, givo them good training, phys-
ically, mentally and morally, and the
pi\>sperity of the nation is assured.

When a skillful artist perfects a work
o? art, a painting, a drawing, statue, or
some other workrequiring great talent
and exceeding all his other efforts, it is
called his masterpiece. So man is the
noblest work of God, the masterpiece of
the Almighty. Numerous anecdotes are
told of the sagacity of dogs, horses, ele-
phants and other animals, of their intel-
ligence and ingenious devices in over-
coming obstacles, avoiding difficulties,
etc. Our admiration aud wonder are of-
ten excited by the scarcely less than hu-
man wisdom shown by these lowlybro-
thers of the human race.

A Wonderful Thing ofLife.
Inour boyhood we often heard of a

hoop snake, one that, bringing its head
and tail together, roiled over and over
like a wagon wheel. Itis said that this
snake didits execution with its tail, that
Ix'ing pointed and like a needle. We
never had the terror of seeing one of
them, but did, when about eight years
old, see a jointed snake. The joints
were übout six inches long. When
alarmed the snake fell to pieces, the
head jointdarting off likean arrow to a
place ot concealment. That was the last
snake of the kind weever saw until quite
recently we saw a hoop- jointed snake.
We were walking leisurely inour field.

Allof a sudden we were startled out
of ourself by something rolling by us,
which looked like the rim of a buggy
wheel without the spokes. When it
passed about ten steps beyond us, in
making an effort to turn, itaccidentally
struck the end of a projecting rail.
This must have alarmed it, for all at
once itfellto pieces, and the head joint
darted through a crack of the fence and
into the swamp as quickly as possible.
Remembering the jointed snake of our
boyhood, and that our grandfather had
toldns if we would watch we would see
the head return for the joints left, as
badly as we were scared we determined
to watch and wait the head's return.
Notunmindful that we had been toldby
them of old time that tbe only protector
from a hoop-snake was to get behind a
tree or stump on the opposite side from
the one ifc was coming, we took a posi-
tion behind an old stump and waited
developments.

The Cost ofLivinginFrance.
Koughly speaking— and the statement

is based upon a varied experience^
—

the
cost^of livinginFrance is a third higher
than in England; probably more, only
mremote country districts less. Take,
for instance, a foremost necessity
oi existence in a country where
winter is long and severe— namely, fuel.We allknow the exorbitant price of fuelinPtiris, but we do not findin the prov-
inces at all the^diminution in price that
might be expected. Bungundy is a
wooded country, and wood is the prin-
c%>:ii fuel used, yet the csot of firingis
enormous. An English traveller was
lately at Autun, and complained to the
landlady of the hotel that tho charge
of three francs a day for the small fire
was excessive: whereupon the hostessexplained that the actual cost to herselfof fivesmall logs of wood was 1franc..Now we could hardly credit such astate-
ment, and referred the matter to acoun-
try gentleman livingnear, well able to
judge. He assured us that the charge
was by no means exaggerated, and that
at Dijonfive small pieces of wood wouldcost 1franc. One moderate fire, there-
fore, m the heart ofFranc costs one half
crown a day, whereas even seaside land-
ladies in England give a decent coalnre for five shillings a week.Why jams and jelliesmade of fruits
should be so exorbitant inBrance seems
strange, considering that it is the coun-trypar excellence of fruits. Yet, ordi-nary preserve costs more than double
the price wo give here, for which reasonitfigures on the dessert table as a lux-
Fy- T^e, thosugar costs more thanm England; but, on the other hand,
irmtis cheaper. When we come to
minor necessaries we find them all con-siderably higher in price. Haberdashery
tor instance: why should ribbons, pins
needles and tapes be so absurdly dear in
.trance? Whyphould ladies be able topurchase ruffles ofBreton lace at Hast-
ings for one- third of the price demandedover the water? And to come to the
merest trifles, why should a FrenchChristmas card cost 3 pence— no whitbetter in design and getting up than
the English card sold at apenny? Why
should fine-scented soap cost doublethe price in France? House rent in
towns is quite as dear as with us—in
certain large towns dearer— perhaps
in isolated country places cheaper, but
innomarked degree. Servants' wages,even in the provinces, are rising to°thePans and English standard, while thecost of manual labor is very high In
the neighborhood ofDijon the pay of aday laborer is 5 francs a day withwine;and this willgive ur some idea of the
cost of keeping up a house and garden,
as gardening, carpentering, etc, have tobe paid for at the same rate.
