Bob Ingersoll, in concluding his speech
to the jury, in defense of the star route
thieves, well sastained his reputation for
radiani oratory. Bni rhetoric is got al-
ways logic. In the face of stern faets, and
irrefragible evidence, the seduetive Splati-
tudes of eloquence cannot turn aside the
sharp, relentless edge of justice. Inger-
soll, infidel as ho is, derider of the Bibie
and its teachings as he is, yet, in the fervid
strains of his flowery eloquence, with a
moving pathos, appeals to the pathtic
scenes of scriptural history, ihe irnth of
bwich he denies in his anti-Christian lec-
tures.

Stephen V. Dorsey,‘es from the high
pinnacle which he has occupied in his
country’s affairs, and whose interests he has
corrupliy betrayed for self-aggrandize-
ment, in a verdiet of guilty, a dark abyss
of infawmy, a remediless foture.

It ipay have been for effect
or 1t xoay have been from woman’s clinging
affection, that Mrs. Dorsey cccupied a
seat by the side of ber husband in the court
room. The lawyers for the prosecution
ridiculed ihe advocate for ihe accused,
chbarging that this array of marital affection
was cooly assumed for effect, and was un-
natural and, thererore, insincere.

Hers is not the
reaconing of the courts, but the simple,
trothfol logic of affection. To deride this
manifestation of wifely love, affection and
confidence, may be the cold, stern part of
a lawyer, striving at all bazards to win his
case, but it has in it po flavor of real
humanity.

Mr. ingersoll was deeply woved by this
rude jarring of the opposing coun-
sel, upen wounded affection, and he poured
forth a volmme of iouching vindications,
Born only of troe eloquence, ibe offspring
of innate implanted geniue. :

The point we are here making is ihis:

Ingersoll, fully surcharged with human
sympathy, in this eloguent outburst, forgot
his infidelity, in the excited emotions of
his higher nature, and fully admitted
that the man of Nazareth, whom he had

so much and so long derided was
divine. Whpt a testimony this,
to  ihe " actual insincerity  of

atheistic belief when the avenues of the

ture’s impulses are given full play, in the
rapt exallation of impassioned thought
and feeling, the ready acknowledgement is
foreed, that there is 2 God, and that “there
is o divinity that shapes our ends, rough
hew them how we may.”

We here give a passage from this elo-
quent harangue, which atltests the man
more than the lawyer:

‘“Yet this prosecution, this government, these
atlomeys, representative of the majesty of the
republic, representing the greatost republic that
ever existed, have asked you not only to violate
the law of the land, but also the law of nature,
They have maligned nature. They have laughed
at me. They have trampled on honest human
ties and even made light becauss a wife in this
trial has sat by her husband’s side, There is o
painting in the Louvre, a painting of desolation,
of despair and love. 1t represents the Night of
Crucifixicn. The world is wrapped in ehadow.
The stars are hid, and yet in the darkness is seen
a kneeling form. It is Mary Magdalen, with
loving lips and hands pressed againet the bleed-
ing feet of Chriet. The skies were never dark
enough, nor etarless enongh, the storm was never
fierce enough, nor wild enough, the guick bolis
of heaven were never lurid enoungh, and the ar-
rows of elander nover flew thick enough to drive
a noble woman from her hushand’s eide. [Ap-
plause. | And so it is in all of the human ephere,
the hoilest word is ““‘womzn.”’

This outbursi deeply touched the
audience, however mach if may or
may not have affected the jury, and
many an eye unused lo weeping, was wet
with tears.

This atheistic infidel, in all the range of
the world’s history, could £ind noth-
ing 50 adaped 1o hLis purpose
as the scene of the crucifixion, and the
heart-broken Mary, “kissing the bleeding
feei of Christ.” What a sarcasm is here
ultered on his own alleged disbelief. In
ithe sad drama of human life, the advocate
is here citing the bald part of gross in-
sincerity to produce an effect. So itis an
evidence that deep down in the human
soul thereis a felt reality of influences
more than human, influences ail di-
vine.

Bob Ingersoll, in his infidel moments,

his ethics of unbelief, claims that
moreality is not indebted to Christianity for
itselevalion and purity, and that puremor-
ality is high above and beyend Christiani-
Thus the High Priest of infidelity, the
atheisiic philosopher of a sublimated mor-
ality, airs his inconsistencies in a court of
justice, in his attempts to save the star
route thieves from due punishment, and
Iays his lofty code of ethics on itho altar
of rascality

in his legal advocacy., he
upsets iiis infidel theology. So
much for this modern prophet of atheism.

Ingersoll, like Tom Paine, destroys the
good he might do by the misase of his fine
mental endowments. Tom Paineespoused
the cause of ihe colonies in the days of the
Revolution, and in a pamphlet entitled
“Common BSense,” achieved wide reputa-
iicn in the advocacy of an independent
national sovereignty. Subsequently, he
ciouded 1 fine reputation, as Bob Ingersoll
is deing, by bhis infidel speculations,
and, especially by his coarse and blas-
phemous work, entitled the “Age of
Reason.” This led to the perpeiration of
the following epitaphic pasquinade, which
mighi also be a warning to Bob Ingersoil,
whose grose inconsistencies and unsound
ethies desiroy all true rezpect for him:

At ibe conclusion of the third heat in
ihe 2:29 class, President Norrish, an-
nounced from the judges’® stand that
at the conclusion of the race, Gov.
Hubbard, U. S. Senator Windom and Gen.
Baker, guests of the association for the
day, would briefly address the audience
from the frent door of floral hall. Owing,
however, to the long continuance of the
race, as above sei forth, it was found mnec-
essary to inaugurate the speaking before
the races were concluded, thus dividing
the interest, and though mnot ful-
ly understood, to the credit of the
audience be it said, that much the larger
proportion left the race for the speaking.

GOV. HUSEARD.

The tirst speaker introduced by President
Norrish was Gov. Hubbard, who, in re-
sponse to the very complimentary terms in
which he was infroduced, spoke subsianti-
ally as follows:

Fellow Cifizens of Dakota County: ‘I
came here io-day for the purpose of exam-
ining your very fine exhibit; of meeting
youin a friendly way and not to makea
speech. Indeed, it was expressly under-
stood between Iz, Norrich and myself,
when I accepted his cordial invitation to
attend your fair, that T would not be asked
to do anything of the kind. I was much
pleased to receive your- invitation to be
here; rather think I ghould have come
without omne, for I have been so long a
close neighbor of Hastings and Dakota
county, that I feel privileged todrop in on
you at any time without formal notice. I
attended your fair last year and I witnessed
then as I have to-day an exhibit of the
products of the farm such ns only a first-
elass agricultural county could produce.
It is very grotifying {o visit the fairs of
our.siate {his year, and see the cvidence
and receive,the assurance as we do, that

our farmers have been
well rewarded for their labor
in an abundant - harvest. We will

know that fact means prosperity to every
business interest throughout the state. As
soon as il became assured that the harvest
ol this year was satisfactory, every indus-
try and enterprisein our midst received an
impetus, and pushed ahead with fresh con-
fidenceinthe futare. Itisa mosbtassuring
fact cspecially iliustrated in the exhibiis
of all our fairs,that our agriculture amd
the methods of our farming bkave become
progressive, and bave greatly improved in
common with other industries in our midst.
Qur agriculture has lefé the rut in which
in gome sections it had nearly worn ifself

ut, and has placed itself upon a common
sense basis. Qur farmers in the older
counties have diversified their products.
That phrase though much hacknied,old
and very familiar, has but Iately]im-
pressod us with its full significance. At
the state fair the other day, I witressed an
exhibition of dairy products,and a display
of stock, that I believe could compete
successfolly for premiums or other-
wise, with the exhibts of any of
the New England states. We seem to have
finally realized that our soil and climate
have capabilities beyond the growing of a
singie crop, and that we can raise suecess-
fully al? the products of a temperate cli-
mate. We bave a better opinion of our
state, ils resources, and the possibilities
of its fature, than we had a few years ago.
We were modest then. both in our preten-
sions and expectations. In the early days
of our state, when we old settlers used to
take those tedious winiry stage rides
along this river, we thought if we lived to
see a railroad penetrate this country our
comfcrt and our presperity woald be eom-
plete. We kave more than realized our
early aobition in that respect, as in most
others. Indeed, in all matters of ma-
terial development, we have passed
far beyond the goal for which we were
striving a few years ago and we already
see a future for our vigorous young
commonwealth, that shall place it along-
side of theyforemost states of the Union in
population, wealth and all the elements of
progrees and prosperity.

The governor’s remarks were received
with earnest attention and hearty ap-
plause. ;

SENATOR WINDOM.

The appiause following ihe conclusion
of ' the governor’'s remarks having
subeided, President Norris in a
few bappy remarks introduced Senator
‘Windom, who said that he had been more
than pleased with the development which
he had witnessed in the state exhibites by
the fairs he had visited. The state fair was
specially alluded to. He spoke of the in-
fluence of the Centennial exhibition, as on
a larger scale embodying the results of
our great industry and progress; state
fairs and county fairs do the same thing
in a more subordinate, and yet a more use-
fulway. Thegeneral prosperity of ourstate
was dwelt upon. He spoke of the general
results of the national prosperity asreflected
in the national credit, which had been able
to borrow fifty millions in a single day at
314 per cent. interest; and to borrow seven
hundred millions of dollars in 2 very
short space of time at the same rate
payable at the pleasure of the government
in one year or five hundred years. The
credit of no mnation could compare with
ours. He made excellent observations
jouching ;Ba{achcal matters of progress
wkich heinstanced in an admirable manner,

’ GEN, BAKEE. .

The next and last speaker was Gen. H.
A. Baker, state railroad commissioner, who
was introduced inj most compliment-
ary terms by [President _Norrish,
in respomse  to which and = the
enthusiastic applause with which he was
received, Gen. Baker spoke in his usunal
trappy siyle. The points of which the
reporter caught are as follows:

As he had observed the vast wealth of
production which covered the state, the
general marked prosperity and enlture,
he was proud that he was a citizen of
Minnesota. Mary of us here present had
come to the northwest in an early day,
when there was no abounding promise of
the splendid results we now so joyously
behold. Buit the curtain has been lifted
and the sun of prosperity has burst upon
our people. There is no such miracle in
the growth of empire as that which
Minnesota presents to the  world.
