Comparatively speaking the
man who earns his twenty cents is as well
off hers as the man who earns $1.50 a day
in California, and he can put aside alarger
proportion of it for the future than the
Californian can. As everything is com-
parative, so long as the Japanese laborer
is satisfied with his food and clothing. he
is the happiest of the two. The J apanese
will not endure the filthy ways of Chizess
living. but he can and does live as cheap-
ly as the Chinaman.

FINANCIAL & COMMERCIAL.

There is really but little ocecasion for
comment concerning the markets this
week. There has been no material change
since our last report, either in the general
condition of the market or in quotations.
Every department is busy. and orders are
coming in more rapidly than at any pre-
vious time. Butteris a shade stronger?®
eggs are rather quiet but steady, fruit is
generally a little weaker, game firm, ‘hides
quiet,malt lower,hops higher and stronger,
raisins are lower.dry goods without change.
calomel has advanced slightly, oil sassafras
is firmer, baled hay weaker, dressed meats
are steady, live stock unchanged.

In regard t0 money matters, the move-
ment of curreney into the interior incident
to the marketing of the erops, has com-
menced in real earnest, and banks are or-
dering curremecy from the East to mee’ the
demands. Exchange is at a discount be-
tween banks. The return flood of money
is not as yet perceptible, as farmers are
obliged to to pay employes and threshing
expenses from the proceeds of such quan-
tity of wheat as they have been able to
haul to market. Country merchants will
reap their harvest as soon as these pay-
ments have been made and additional
grain brought in for sale. The demand
for money continues active, and banks are
responding to all legitimate calls from
regular customers. Outside paper is be-
ing generally discriminated against.
Counter business is good and shows in-
creased volume as the season advances.
The promises of the season are being re-
alized, and our business men are doing as
well as the most sangnine heped for.

WHOLESALE PRODUCE.

Of all branches of trade none is more
active than the fruit. department. Pears
still maintain the advance noticed! last
week. B. Clairgreens, Dognesand B. Han-
ly’s are in market, Bartletts are all gone.

Kansas and Missouri
are generally supplying the market with
apples at present and they are $2.50@3
per barrel for anything that will do to
ship.
