Robert J. Kittson, son of Commodore

Another Fine Improvement.

Hon. George Mitsch, carriage and wagon
maker, corner of Seventh and Washington
streets, has commenced removing a por-
tion of his works preparatory to the erec-
tion thereon the coming spring of two fine
store buildings. As the plans have not
beep completed, it can only be stated in

general terms  that the store
buildings will be about twenty-five
feet front each on Seventh street,

by 75 feet in depth, and three stories in
heighth. To clear the ground for this im-
provement the woodwork department of
the manufactory isto be moved back, and
fronted on Sixth street, adjoining the pres-
ent warehouse, while the present blacksmith
shop will be demolished, a new building
for this branch of the carriage and wagon
business is to be built this fall on the lot
next west of the new location of the wood
shop also to front on Sixth street. This
new improvement will be a decided addi-
tion to that portion of the city, as also an-
other evidence of the enterprise of Mr.

1854.

ries received by the explosion of a boiler
in the shop of the' Duluth Railroad com-
pany, situate at White Bear, and that the
cause of said explosion was} unknown to
the jury.”
