NEW EIREAPPARATUS.
Trial of the New Extension Hook aid

Ladder.
The fire department of St. Paul exhibit-

ed yesterday afternoon the Hayes exten-
sion ladder truck, a new apparatus invent-
ed to aid in extinguishing fires, This
truck has just been received from the
manufactory and needs to be 6een in op-
eration but once to satisfy a person that it
is invaluable as an auxiliary to the steam
fire engine. Where buildings are con-
structed five and six stories high
this truck or some other similar
invention built on the some principle is
absolutely indispensable. With the mod-
ern steamers throwing from five hundred
to seven hundred gallons of water a min-
ute, itis not very difficultto put out a fire
in the first story. When, however, a fire
is started in the fourth or fifth story a
steamer is comparatively powerless for the
reason that it cannot put water on the fire.
His truck completely obviates this difficul-
ty, and enables the firemen to pat a stream
straight into the fourth or fifth story
window the same as they can
into the first story. It is difficult
to describe the apparatus and its operation.
The whole truck is similar to any hook and
ladder truck. On the top of the track lays
a telescope ladder which, when extended,
measures from sixty to eighty-five feet.
One end of this telescope ladder is at-
tached to easily handled machinery at the
front of the truck by which this telescope
ladder is raised to a perpendicular or to
any angle desired. With this machinery
the ladder can be turned around and han-
dled in any shape desired. Yesterday the
ladder was laid over from one side
of the street to the other and
men run up and down to
and from the roofs of the four story blocks
withperfect ease. Hose was run up to the
top of it and men were stationed on the
top,fiftyor sixty feet from the ground and
played the water on all the buildings on
both sides of the street the same as they
would had they been on the ground. This
telescope ladder was handled with a man
at the upper end of it withas much ease
and readiness as a man would handle a
fish pole. Itwas placed first at one win-
dow and then at another, then at
the roof and then straightened
up perpendicularly inthe middle of the
street. An immense crowd witnessed the
experiment and the opinion was universal
that it was a grand and perfect success.
The fire commissioners and the city coun-
cil have done a good thing in getting this
piece of machinery.

declining a renomination to the office of
judge of probate of this county, and ask-
ing that Iconsent to again become
a candidate for that position. Such an en-
dorsement of my administration of the
affairs of the office, by so many of my fel-
low citizens and prominent business men,
cannot but be gratifying to me, and know-
ing my own shortcomings, it is the more
appreciated by me; allow me, therefore, to
express to each of you my sincere thanks
for your kindly expressions of confidence
in my fidelity and integrity, and of your
satisfaction with the manner in which the
arduous duties of the office have been ful-
filledduring the last six years; such ap-
preciation of my humble endeavors is, I
assure you, highly esteemed b£ me.

Were the circumstances other than they
are it would afford me much pleasure to
accede to your request, but under the
present circumstances Icannot consent to
seek a renomination. The Democratic
county convention of one year ago, passed
a resolution, the substance of which is
that no candidate should thereafter be
nominated for a third term.
