BOAED OF TRADE.

The market on the board of trade has
not improved since the last issue, and dull-
ness marks what business there is. The
crop reports contiuue so favorable that
the tendency is, from- this very fact to dull-

ness. Though there is an immense amount
of wheat moving forward to market,
it must be * remembered that
there is an unusual

harvest this season, and that the farmers
are anxious to realize as much as possible,
and where they cannot get as much for
their wheat as they- think they ought to,
they are likely to hold for an advance. No
one knows this better than the wheat
buyer, and he knows ‘the result will be a

surplus in the interior. With this surplus
in the country there comes to the
buyer the disposition to hold

off for lower prices, which he argues must
follow. Of course, under such circum-
stances the grain market must necessarily
be dull and prices lower: This condition
is not local but extends to all the larger
cities. Corn was dull, oats without change,
barley weaker, rye without change, ground
feed quiet, bran weaker, baled hay without
change.

Egypt and the Nile.
According to Mr. John Fowler, for seven
years consulting engineer to the Egyptian
government, the Nile in an average year
cenveysno less than 100,000,000000 tons of
water and 65,000000 tons of silica, alumina,
lime and other fertilizing soils down to
the Mediterranean. The river begins to
rise about the middle of June, at which
time the discharge averages about 350
tons of water per second, and attains in
September a height of from 19 to 28 feet,
and a discharge of from 7,000 to 10.000
tons per second. The cultivated lands in
the provinces of lower Egypt have an area
of 3,000,000 acres, and to irrigate this
effectually at least 30.000.000 tons of water
per day would be required. an amount
somewhat exceeding the whole of the low
Nile discharge. At present the irrigation
canals are totally inadequate to convey
this quantity, and imperfect irrigation and
eonsequent loss of crops are the result. In

* | many instances a couple of men labor for

a hundred days in watering by shadoof a
single acre of ground, all of which amount
of labor might be dispensed with if the
bamge of the Nile were completed, and a
few other works carried out, the whole of
which would be paid for handsomely by a
slight water rate per acre. Mr. Fowler
does not think that the resources of Egypt
have been fully developed, magnificent as
they even now are, having reference to the
size of the country.
