•- The TariffCommission.
Pittrsuegh, Oct. 11.—A committee of

wool growers came before the tariff com-
mission this morning and advocated the
maintenance or increase -of the present
duties on wool. A cork manufacturer asked
an increase of duties on manufactured
corks, and that cork bark lie still admitted
free of duty. Inthe interest of cleanli-
ness a soap manufacturer asked for an ab-
olition of the duties on chemicals entering
into the manufactory of soap.
