The Packing Season [Promising Well,

Caicago, Oct. 19.—The markets behaved

very pectliarly to-day. An uneasy feeling
prevailed, and the flzctuations were sud-
den and marked.. The general tendency
at the opening of the day’s business was
upward ; at its close downward. Comn
alone on some options closed higher than
yesterday, prices of the near futures and
May delivery being well sustained through
both the regular and call board sessions.
but on the curb later in the afternoon it
finally eased off and lost its advantage.
Lower prices are predicted for to-mor-
row, unless the clique gives this
market another turn or the
shorts are too eager again. Asa nataral
consequence of the lively fluctuation of
eorn, that cereal is the topic of conversa-
tion all over the country. and is attracting
the most attention of any speculative me-
dium dealt in on the board of trade. The
excitemen there over it continues unabated
and times are looking like the olden days
of the corner last year. The corn pitis
not anything adeqzate to trade inon
’change, and the crowd of corn dealers are
taking  possession of the entire
floor, having used the large wheat pit for
some daye. Thebabel and confusion on
*change is great, Wheat and provisions
are forgotten, while oats, barley and the
seeds are only traded in by old stand-by
speculators in those zeeds and grains, and
by shippers and receivers. Yesterday old
Hutch stood bravely up on to the call and
took all the May corn clear up to 57¢,but
grew a trifie weary at these figures. Lind-
bloom was seen huying heavily., while
well kncwn brokers of the
syndicate who ase Hnted at
being inclined toward a correr. were buy-
ing year corn quite liveiy. Hobbs, who
sold year corn yesterday. was busy buying
it back again, and it is said is out a little
by the operation. Altogether it wasa gay
day on ‘change and about the alley,

“I understand,” said a prominent bro-
ker, “that the visible -supply reports will
show over a milliorn bushels decrease in
corn to-day, and with October options less
than,a cent preminum over November, I
confess I don’t see tkhe prudence of selling
November short. They fay that some ore
is ruening e cornerjin corn. Why,itis
cornering itself witbout any aid from
cliques or combinations. The receipts to-
day are only 100 car loads by rail, and
about 9,000 bushels by canal, and I don’t
believe any will' be sent here at present
prices. Those fellcws who sold short
clear over their heads are now trying to
get out of the scrape. and that's what
causes the corner. _ It extends ali over the
country, and no combination in the world
could help maiters aleng.” Corn is good
for 75c¢ a bushel before Nov. 1. Wheat is
also in a fair shape for an upturn.”
To-day buyers were neariy
equally plenty.¥ Lester was a heavy taker,
and others of the old crowd which recent-
1y urloaded. Dows continues toship corn
in large quantities and the receipts now
are not over a quarter of the shipments:
The stock here is being rapidly depleted.
8t. Louis parties have beem heavy buyers
within a few days, coming here to fll in
their short deals.

On the board to-day an active demand
existed, and the feellng early in the session
was quite strong, with prices ruling
higher all round, but later became
weak under liberal offerings and declined
materially. All cash corn was in brick de-
mand at somewhat light prices, evidently
for shipment, and the specalative demand
was also urgent. The receipts showed a
slightincrease as compared with the ar-
rivals of yesterday.but foreign advices were
favorable, and New York reports zlso
encouraging. The market opened 3@ 7§
higher and advanced an additional 15@ gc
per bushel, and then receded and fuctuated
for some time within a range of
Y@%c and finally declined to
about 124@1%4 below the outside prices
reached, fluctnated and finally closed
about !{c higher for cash and October, lgc
higher for November. }gc lower for year,
3gc lower for January., and {c higher for
May than the closing figures on ‘change
yesterday.

aided the belief of a squeeze at the
end of the year. It is
certain that both eorn- and “wheat
although likely soon to be plenty are now
remaining right out in the hands of the
country dealers and sellers.

The flour market was more active and
trading quite brisk, with home dealers and
jobbers stocking np to a considerable
quantity and paying well up to previous
quotations, while shippers and exporters
were looking about and taking all lots that
were to be had within their limits. The
market has been nearly cleaned, and many
lots were sold to arriye or for prompt
shipment.

but the receipts being rather liberal, eased
off.

The provision market was moderately
active and generally lower under very mod-
erate offerings of the leading articles for
future delivery, and very moderate receipts
of a fair quality of hogs.

month, and prices were weak and lower.

Considerable pork is being put into
strips. October sold at $23.50, and closed
dull. On call pork was in good demand,
but very irregular. October sold down to
$22.90@ 23, but November, which was in
beiter request, was 2!gc beiter
than on the board. Lard was aleo more
freely offered and weaker, selling off 2215¢
on Ncvember option and closing ata de-
cline of 2215@25c. The longer futures
were not as weak as the near deliveries.

The receipts of wheat here to-day
were 82,796 and the shipments 63,981 bush-
ele. Hogs continue to come in at the rate
of 20,000 a day.

The quality codtinues to im-
prove. Advices from Kansas, southern
Illinois and southwest Missouri are that
new corn is coming in freely, and witha
continvance of the present weather, frost

The Ilatest date any of
them  place, is the 15th of
November. The exports of wheat from

this coantry have become very large, aver-
aging 3,000,000 bushels per week for the
past three weeks from the sever Atlantic
perts against an average of 1,600°000 bush-
els last year, but the movement of coran
and other grain is much smaller. Exports
of butiter and cheese. bacon and hams,
and lard are still much smaller than they
were a year ago.

The Chicago grain ard provision ex-
change, better known as the call board, is
fast increasing its membership, business
and importance. Its present guarters are
much too small, ard on a busy day it over-
flows and fills the alley. When the new
board of trade bunilding is completed, this
organization wili have commodiouns guar-
tezs therein. and will ‘be no longer
cramped.  Iis membership includes many
of the best men on the regu-
lar board and its sessions
from 1:30 to 3:30 p. m. are the scene of
brisk trading. All the large commission
houses hold memberships on both beards
Beginning with a §5 membership fee it
has so increased that the privilege of deal-
ing on the call board is now worth §$1,600.
It has a surplus of $150,000 in its treasury,
and declares a yearly dividend of $100, or
thereabouts to get rid of some of its 1z0oney.
This year the premium on the auction sale
of seats alone amounted to over $75,000.

School Lile and the Eye Sight.

The first of a series of medical talks to
be given during the winter in the rooms of
the Y. M. C. A., was given last evening by
Mr. J. F. Fulton. on “The effects of school
life on the eyesight.”

As culture and education advances, addi-
tional demands are mede upon the organs
of vision. It is a matter of _surprise as
well as condemnation that so little
attention is paid to this subject or the part
of teachers and parents. The condition of
the eyes should always be examined before
the arduous duties of school-life are be-
gun. It has heen proven by those
who have studied the subject that a great
number of the cases of myopia are pro-
duced by the educational process. Dr.
Ensman, of St. Petersburg, examined 4,358
school children in the primary class, 13.6
per cent. of which were myopic. In the
higher classes 42.8 per cent. In Germany
11.1 per cent. are myopic. and in the high-
er classes 62. per cent. Results of Ameri-
can investigation were about the same.
This proves that the educational process
constitutes one of the chief factors in the
production of near sightedness. The evil
effect of commencing study at too tender
an age becomes apparent. The readily
yielding tissues of childhood are not equal
to the task placed upon them. He closed
by saying that the curriculum of study
should be more elastic and suited to chil-
dren suffering from a tendency to near-
sightednese.

New Yogk, Oct. 19.—R. O. Storris & Co.,
manufacturers of woolens at Dedham,
Mass., feiled yesterday. Liabilities, $430,-
000; nominal assets,, $225,000. It is al-
leged that up and within a few days the
creditors of the concern have been misled
by false statements concerning its resour-
ces. Some months sgo, it is stated, th
firm claimed to have & large excess of as-
sets over liabilities. William 8. Slater is
endorser to a large amount of the con-
cern’s paper, and as it was believed he
owned a large amount of real estate, his
endorsement was generally a ted. In-
vestigation, however, discloses that he does
not own a large amount of property, and
some- recent transfers have been made
which have a questionable appearance.

SIN IN HIGH PLACES,

Crookedness of Judge Folger—Bibulous
Habits of Mr. Arthur.

“Gath,” in a letter to the C'i.ncimﬁ
Enquirer, gives some interesting gessip on
the New York gubernatorial situation, in

‘the shape of interviews with prominent

politicians of -the Empire state. A well-
known Republican is put down as saying:
“Pennsylvania has been driven into revolt
by Cameron manipulating the state con-
ventions, and' particularly the delegate
lists for the national conventions. Gern-
eral Arthur had so little sagacity that
he selected Cameron to be his master
of his national strategy, put into
his hands the patronage of the federal
power in all parts of the country, and
Cameron was going to renaminate him.
This had no sooner got out than the Penn-
sylvanians made their - preparations to
demolish Cameron utterly, and they are
going to do it” Nothing whatever can save
Pennsylvania from having a Democratic
governor.” .

The same person remarked: “When Ar-
thur was made president I was apprehen-
sive that he would turn out to be a drunk-
ard. He bad been drinking very hard for
years.and he was a cocktail drinker, and
could drink half a dozen cocktails one after
the other. Afterhe received the nomination.
however, he became very moderate with
his brandy, and it was apparent by his
clearer skin, more punctilious dress and
some little nicety about his daily compan-
jons. As a rule his friends in New York
were not very respectable, and heis almost
the only president of the United States
who has been a public drinker at the bars
of the hotels. Liguor has been used, I
guess, by all the presidents, more or less,
but they have not made a public example
of standing up against the bar to get it.”

STEWAET'S STRENGTH.

Speaking of the action of Steve French
in forging proxies to the Baratoga cob-
vention and the effect of the expose upon
the New York voters, the same gentleman
said: “French’s act was almost identical
with that of Cameron, which made the
bolt last year and the present year. Mr.
John Stewart, of Pennsylvania, was elected
a delegate to the state convention to
choose national delegates to Chicago in
1880. When Mr. Stewart went to the con-
vention he heard another man’s name read
out from the platform for his district,
though there had been no contest whatever.
What is the consequence? Last year 50,600
votes were cast for an independent Repub
lican, who wes not nominated by any con-
vention whatever. This year there may be
150,000 votes cast for that same John Stew-
art. What I design to say to you™ said the
gentleman in question, “is this: Arthur

ill pay for the bad company he has been
keeping by the loss of the state of New
York this fall.” Gath here remarks: “This
view i3 very generally expressed, though I
find some Democrats dubious, who appre-
hend that the desperate recessities of the
federal administration will make its hench-
men work with ten-fold hardness, and there
is a vast amount of money the president
can throw into the state out of the big ap-
propriations the Democrats and Republi-
cans alike put into his hands at the last
session.”

POINTS AGAINST FOLGER.

In dwelling on the record of the respec-
tive gubernatorial candidates the corre-
spondent says: “There are two points to
be raised against Folger, whieh he already
anticipates. In the (firsi place he was
elected judge of the court of appeals by
two celebrated members of the old New
York Tweed ring, James ('Brien ard
Mike Norton. Norton has had an indict-
ment hanging cover him for years; but.
through the influence of powerful friends,
he has escaped from under ii, and is now
a local justice here in civil causes under
a certain amount of money. Norton was
a repeater, and at the head of the system
of cheating the ballot during and after the
war when he was a state senator. (’Brien
held the once lucrative office of sheriff at
a time when it was worth not less than
$100,000 a year, and perbaps twice
that amount. O’Brien had =2 large
influence in one of ethe Irish districts,
similar to that which Norton bad in an-
other, and these two men allowed Judge
Folger’s name, with that of Judge An-
drews, to be rerved out of their mo-
cratic boxes, so that all the heelers of
those days in the two districts voted for
the two Republicans, who were thereby
elected by such a large vote over that of
any others on the Republican ticket that
it made a tremendous scandal and Charles
O’Conor, when Tilden was governor, pab-
lished a manifesto declaring that the
Court of Appeals had been set up by
Tweed, Sweeney & Co., to saye them from
the consequences of their crimes, and that
it had answered its purpose because it re-
versed the decisions of a court below
giving Tweed a tremendous sentence in
the penitentiary. Itis hinted that Fol-
ger assisted legi8lation which Tweed and
the ring desired at Albany, where he was
the most powerful Republican member of
the state senate for about seven jears,
beginring with 1861.

ANOTEER CHAEGE,

“The second charge against Mr. Folger
he cannot dispute at all. He took the of-
fice'of assistant treasurer of the United
States at New Yorkcity, perfectly knowing
the amountof salary aitached to it, which
was $8,000 a year—a very respectable sum.
Afier he left the ofiice he quietly instituted
asuit against the government to compel it
to pay him & commission on the revenue
stamps manufaciured and sold while he
was in the office, the amount of which com-
mission would have amoanted to several
hundred thousand dollars, This was a
singular suit for one of the government’s
trusted officers to bring. The federal court
thought so, t00, when it non-sunited Mr.
Foiger, and the decision unfortumately
came at the very moment when he was solie-
iting Gen. Garfield to make him
secretary of the trasury. Garfield caught
him, as it were, in the act of using his fe-
gal skill and cunning to fileh from the
government several hundred thousand doi-
lars for very ordinary duties. In fact,
Folger wanted to be.paid a much bigher
sa\ary than the president of the United
States, on the commission principle. Wonld
a man of horor-—of that kind of honor
which we expect in our public servants—
have contrived such a scheme as his?
General Washington exposed his life dar-
ing eight years of the revolation, and took
no pay at all, merely charging the govern-
ment with his expenses. But the modern
chief justice,net content with $8.000 a year
or $168 a week pay, brings suit against his
employer fo pay him, through some tool
of a judge, perhaps, a salary of about $100,-
000 a'year more.
