Gambler Hargraves* Enorm w . Winnings
at Cards—The Prince of All Short-Card
Flayrs—On the Field of Honor—
ing for Cuba's Freedom—An Eventful
Life.
Walking slowly up Larimer street yes-

terday, says the Denver World, leaning on
the arm of his friend, was Dick Hargraves,
a gambler whose name and reputation has
become well-known to the citizens of Chi-
cago, Cincinnati and St. Louis for some
yearsa tall, finely formed, elegantly
dressed man, with light blue eyes, and
pale, grave face, on which still may be
seen the renmants'of a strongly marked
individuality. Late hours and dissipation
have evidently brought the once elegant
Dick down to a mere wreck ofhis former
self, and it was plainly to be seen by the
passers-by that his ancient vigor has de-
parted, and despite the invigorating at-
mosphere of Colorado his life is nearly
ended. He was accompanied by his friend
"Bed Jack," who is a person of similar ilk,
but of a more common kind, who support-
ed him with all the tenderness of a wo-
man.

The death of Mr. James D. Davidson,
one of the leading lawyers of Virginia, is
announced from Lexington. He was a
trustee of Washington and Lee university
and connected with all of the charitable
and business enterprises of his neighbor-
hood, and a neighborhood in Virginia is
only bounded by the lines of the Old Do-
minion. He leaves two daughters und an
ample estate.

Howard Carroll, Republican candidate
for representative at large in New York,
says that in the event of his election he
willbecome the "objector'.' in ,the house.
Perhaps, though, he might have trouble in
getting in ahead of your Uncle Holman, of
Indiana. But the fact is so many people
in New York object to sending Carroll to
congress that he willhave to do his object-
ing at home.

Hargraves is an Englishman about for-
ty-five years old, and came to this country
when only sixteen years of age, landing at
New Orleans. He began lifeas a barkeep-
er and followed the Mississippi river for a
number ofyears. He soon became skill-
ful at cards, and was accounted the best
short-hand player that ever sat down to a
table. His firstbig winning was from a
Louisiana planter named Dupuy, $30,000
coming into his possession by that transac-
tion, and ever after that luck seemed to
come his way. Everything he touched
turned to gold, and at one time he was
reported to be worth over

2,000,000. He lived high, sported dia-
monds, was the favorite ofwomen, but his
word was as good as his bond, and he was
liked by everybody. A little Spanish wo-
man, the wifeof an old New Orleans bank-
er named Arroyes, became fascinated with
handsome Dick, and the upshot of the
matter was that the old man challenged
Dick tofight a duel, and was killed for his
pains. BillVedal. a brother of Mrs. Ar-
roye., then sent Dick word that he would
kill him on sight. They met at Natchez
Under the Hill, and Bill fell mortally
wounded.

This little occurrence seemed tb cure
Mrs. Arroyes of her infatuation for Har-
graves, for she idolized her brother, and
when she next met him she plunged a
dagger into his breast, and thinking she
had killed him, took a dose of poison and
joined her husband and brother. Dick re-
covered in time, and during a fire one
night at Mobile, Ala., at the risk ofhis own
life rescued a little girl from the flames
and afterward married her. She was of
good family and has done a good deal to
sober Dick down; but his is a restless spir-
it that chafes atrestraint, and nothing will
still him but death.

There seems to be a "bolt" in Perry Bel-
mont's congressional district, New York.
The World says: Dwight Townsend, of
Staten Island, received yesterday what is
alleged by interested people tobe a nomi-
nation for congress against Perry Belmont.
A handful of "delegates," by whom elected
is unknown, secretly met, it is said, in an
obscure room in Jamaica and there pre-
tended to . decide between Townsend and
ex-Alderman Keegan, of Long Island City.

Commodore Hugh 1(. Purviance, on the
retired list, died Saturday morning, Octo-
ber 21, at his residence in Baltimore. He
was born in Maryland and was appointed
to the navy in 1818. During the blockade
offCharleston and the southern coast in
1861 he commanded the frigate St. Law-
rence. He sank the Confederate privateer
Petrel when offCharleston. He captured
several prizes, and participated in the
fight of the Merrimac, gunboats and bat-
teries off Sewell's Point, Hampton Roads.
In 1862 he was commissioned as commo-
dore.

When the Cubans revolted against Spain
Dick was one of the first to espouse the
cause of "the gem of the Antilles," and for
two years he fought for Cuban supremacy.
He was captured and confined in Castle
Moro, and sentenced to be shot. The
night before the day set forhis execution
he, in company with three Americans and
two Cubans, escaped from their dungeon
by picking the lead from around the end
of a bar of iron that formed one of the
gratings of their cell. The only thing the
men had to work with was the tine of a
steel fork, which was found in the cell.

After their escape they went to Hayti,
and from Pert au Prince went to St. Au-
gustine, Fla., in an open boat. Making
their way to New Orleans, they found
friends, and Dick was soon on his feet
again. He, shortly after his return from
Cuba, married the Mobile young lady
whom he had saved from the fire when she
was a little girl, he having kept track of
her all the time, and after his marriage
removed to Cincinnati, where ho has sinced
lived, taking occasional trips to other
cities for the purpose ofpracticing his pro-
fessiongambling.

Hargraves espoused the Union cause
during the war and fought bravely, being
promoted from a private to the rank of
major, but for some cause left the army
before the war was over. Since the war,
with the exception of his career in Cuba,
he has connected himself as a gentleman
gambler should do. -Finding himself in
the clutches of consumption, he has come
to Colorado in hopes of getting cured. He
still hrs plenty of money, though not near
so wealthy as he once was. He is a man
liked by everybody, a man with no small
\u25bciees, generous, brave and honorable. He
has the reputation of always having played
a fair game and has given away more
money in his lifeprobably than any other
man of his age in the world. In the nu-
merous personal encounters he has had he
never was the aggressor, and, despite his
calling, has always conducted himself as a
gentleman.

In the language of Bed Jack, "Dick
Hargrave's is a square out an' outer. Ha
never coppered the keard of a friend that
he knowed would win,nor pinched a bet
to save a nickel. He played a stack of
yellows asjif they were worth but fifty
cents, and when he was flush and winned
a bet of a hundred he'd give it to theboys.
I've seed him after a winning buy a dozen
bootblacks a suit of cloihes apiece, and
nary widder that lived in Dick's neighbor-
hood that ever suffered for the necessaries
of life. He made his washerwoman a pres-
ent of $100 once, and at a church festival
he paid $3,000 for a cake. His money
built that church, and many a preacher
has he given a suit of clothes. Him and
old death are now playing a game of draw,
and death holds the edge. I hope the old
boy will come to time, but Idon't know;
you may bet that I'll stick to him until
somebody better than either of us opens
the jack pot. Ifhe gets cleaned out. pard,
don't fill when he draws to his last flush
and throws up his hand; I'll be there
when the pot is raked in. Ifwe have to
plant him. you bet we will do it in great
shape. We'll have the biggest funeral
ever seed— white horses, silver-mount-
ed hearse, rosewood coffin, and brass band,
and a monyment as big. as anybody's.
We'll have on it. "'Dick Hargraves', gen-
tleman; also gambler; aged 45, and of such
is tha Kingdom of Heaven.'"

The employes of Steinway <tSons, piano
manufacturers in New York and Astoria,
are still on a strike, and they met to con-
sider a notice published on Wednesday by
the Steinways to the effect that those who
did not return to work on Monday would
be discharged. The strike was not for any
increase of wages or for shorter hours.
The two principal demands of the men
were for the discharge of A. Somsner, the
bookkeeper, who has become unpopular,
and the reinstatement of two men who
have been discharged, with full pay forun-
finished contracts. The Steinways refuse
to accede to the demands. They say they
pay the highest rate of wages and are not
disposed to be dictated to by their men
There are 900 men on strike.

The National Cotton Planters' associa-
tion in session at Little Bock, Arkansas,
decided to hold a world's centennial cotton
exposition in 1884—that year being desig-
nated because of the seizure by the king
of England, in 1784, of eight bales of cot-
ton as contraband, it having been charged
that America could not produce so large a
quantity. Resolutions were adopted urging
that the commissioner of agriculture be
made a cabinet officer, asking a reduction
of the tariff, and appointing a committee
composed of one representative from each
state, to consider the proposition to estab-
lish a cotton and land syndicate and foran
alliance between Manchester spinners and
American cotton growers. . ._•"

The Rev. W. L. Woodruff, pastor of the
Emanuel Reformed Episcopal church, in
Baltimore, was arrested yesterday on the
charge of opening letters. In default o
$3,000 he was locked up. The arrest was
made on complaint of R. H. Lawrence
whose postoffice box was next to the preach
er's. A letter for Lawrence from a man in j
Illinois, who owed Lawrence money, had \
been opened and au answer sent in Lawf
rence's name directing Jerfferson to send a
certified check for $150 to the address
given. A decoy letter was made up, ad-
dressed to Lawrence and put in the preach-
er's box. He was arrested after he was
seen to open it, and his explanation was
that he was in need of money and meant
simply to borrow the use of it or awile.

A correspondent of the Philadelphia
Press, who has been looking over New
Hampshire to get an idea of the political
situation there, does not find a very en-
couraging outlook for his party. He writes
the Press that he has it on good authority
that "500 Republicans in Cheshire county
.have bound themselves not to vote for
Hale under any circumstances,".

PLEASE ;.PASS THE SALT.

Brooklyn (N.Y.) Eagle; Senator Pen-
dleton, in his speech at the great meet-
ing at Columbus, Ohio, in honor of the-re-
cent victory, said: "Itwas achieved not
by the Democratic party alone, but by lib-
eral minded men of other faiths, . hereto-
fore, who found in state and federal leg-,
islation, in the tendencies of parties and
in the driftof events, good reason to vote
with it." This '\u25a0 utterance is
he-statement ot a fact which warrants us
in accepting the political revolution in
Ohio as the precursor of a revolution that
is destined to extend to the control of the
federal administration. Itmeans that the
reign of the Dorseys, the' Bradys and the
Robesons is drawing to a close, and that
honest Republicans are no longer willing
to tolerate the corruptions and iniquities
which Republican rule has fostered.

The famous Morey-Chinese letter for-
gery matter is still flopping about
In one way and another it is likely to fig
ure in the courts and public prints for a
long time to come. Kenward Philp, the
young journalist whose connection with
the proceedings in Judge Davis's court will
be easily recalled, has sued Col. George
Bliss, on whose complaint he was arrested,
for false arrest and imprisonment. He
has also brought numerous other suits for
libel, and says he willpress them to an is-
sue. Itis mentioned as a curious circum-
stance that the complaint against Philp,
the warrant upon which his arrest was
made, the commitment of the judge and
the indictment itself, have mysteriously
disappeared from the district attorney's
office. It is thought that Johnny Daven-
port, who is not an officer of the court, can
tell where they are.

A statement is. now going the rounds
to the effect that over 20,000 votes were
cast by the prohibitionists at the recent
Ohioelection and that it is plain, therefore,
that Republican temperance men are re-
sponsible for the Republican defeat. If
this is so we have no doubt that these men
can shoulder their responsibility. But if
it is so why did these Republican temper-
ance men refuse to -vote the Republican
ticket?

Want* to Knur About Protection.
To the Editor of the Globe:

There is one pointin ourrecent speeches
in favor of protection of American indus-
tries which we did not make perfectly
clear, and which we beg you to allow us to
set forth in your columns. Any one with
the sense of an albino must see that pro-
tection is of vitalimportance to the north-
western farmer. His wheat, to be sure,
undersells all European markets, and all
markets known to geographers at present.
Its cheapness is more fatal to Russia than
a nation of nihilists. But what of that?
Who can tell what new country, the center
of Africa or the border of the Polar sea,
may not be discovered, where wheat not j
only grows, but harvests itself spontane
ously? Wise legislation should make laws
to guard against every emergency.

We advocate a high tariff on wheat and
all cereals. The farmer being thus secured
it is not too much to ask of him to pay a
trifle more, say 50 per cent to our eastern
manufacturers for his clothes. Are they
not his fellow countrymen? These truths
of course all men of sense admit. There
is only one practical difficulty about this
question. As we have unfortunately no
navy for large standing army like France
or England the surplus revenue from our
duties already enormous, will soon
tend to grow unwieldy. -After long delib-
eration as to what is best for the public
good, we think we can save . the country
from this embarrassment. Let the money
be equally divided among the different no-
tional representatives. After defraying
their re-alectieneering expenses and thus
saving the country from the curse of Demo-
cratic anarchy, let them invest the rest in
great public utilities; saw mills, flour mills
and the like. To avoid confusion the legal
title should remain in them, but we feel
certain that the people can trust them to
act as quasi trustees, a role which, when
assumed by railroad j directors in similar
case, has proved so beneficent to the
people.

The statement is untrue. Tbe founda-
tion for it is probably the fact that Itdid
state in the Union that a gentleman of the
highest character had assured me that
Mr. Lamar had declared in his presence
that Ferry, the Republican president of
the senate, had the right to count the elec-

Judge Black called on me ia reference ,
to this statement and said that of his own
personal knowledge he knew that Mr. La-
mar did not entertain the opinion attrib-
uted to him by my informant, and asked
me to say in the Union that a friend of
Lamar, in which I had confidence, had
made this statement. No menace was
used on the occasion and Iallowed the
statement to be published in the Union.
Lamar did not then or since deny the pre-
vious statement in the Union and no re-
traction of it was asked or given; nor, in-
deed did Judge Black or any one else ever
speak to me on the subject, professing to
aot for Mr. Lamar and by his authority.

In the issue of the Union of the 14th of
December, 1876, 1 expressed the opinion
that the presidency had then been sold by
certain of the southern leaders. Ihad rea-
son then to believe the faot, subsequently
stated publicly by Ben Hill,that a league
had then been formed by enough of them
to control the house to act with the Repub-
licans on the presidential question, and the
declaration of Mr. Lamar, who was, I
believe, the head of that league, stated
the ground upon which they had then de-
termined to put themselves in carrying
out the programme. But the programme
then contemplated was abandoned because
Mr. Cenkling and other -Republican sena-
tors would not stultify themselves by up-
holding such power in Ferry, having at
the previous session of the senate denied
it in toto.

This compelled the resort to the electo-
ral cimmission to effect the objeot previ-
ously intended to have been accomplished
through Ferry, the only difference in the
plan being that the power to defeat tie
willof the people was given to a Republi-
can commission, forwhioh the constitution
furnished no pretext, instead of to a Re-
publican vice president, for whioh there
was some color of authority.
