Pyramid Pari.:
Mr. Barnes, the general passenger and

ticket agent of the Northern Pacific road,
gives the following description of Pyramid
Park: gj3!

About forty miles west of Dickinson the
railroad enters the famous "Bad Lauds" or
'Pyramid jPark" of the Little Missouri,
which covers an area of perhaps 10,000
square miles, or a tract about 200 miles
long by fifty miles wide. They were
named Bad Lands by the Indians, who
found them difficult to get through, and
were obliged to perform circuitous jour-
neys by winding around the buttes in very

arrow and broken trails at the base of
these -curious, conical and angular projec.
tions. " The general elevation above the
sea is about 2,500 feet, and the
climate is superb. The geological
formations are so eccentric, the fossils bo
numerous, and the features of the land-
scape so startlingly grotesque tjiat the
country will always possess an infinite in-
terest to the scientist; game is so plentiful
and so easily reached that the sportsman
will find it a paradise; and the grass is so
nutritious and the shelter so complete that
the ranchman willhold it a better range
than can be found anywhere as near the
market.

Hundreds of ambitious writers have at-
tempted a description of them .with only
comparative success. The charm of the
landscape is found in the wonderful colore,
the reds and grays and
greens and browns with which
these enormous masses of conglomerate
are bedecked; enormous masses in all
sorts offantastic and grotesque forms, tow-
ers, and pillars, and peaks, and domes, and
pyramids, and shapes that are unlike any-
thing seen outside the limits of a night-
mare's ride.

One day the land is supposed to have
been level, a high plateau underlaid with
beds of lignite, topped with stratas of clay.
The coal caught fire and baked the day;
the surface caved in when the fuel was ex-
hausted, and the masses which were left
nnburned now stand alone in gor-
geous splendor and in fantastic forms that
cannot be represented in words. Some of
the fires which produced these wonderful
results are still burning. These subter-
ranean fires can be seen with only a six
miles ride from Little Missouri station,
either by poney or wagon, and the traveler
who has never witnessed them should stop
over a train for this especial purpose.

On approaching them the smell of sul-
phur becomes very distinct, and the intense
heat will not permit too near an approach,
but near enough to remind the visitor of
the hereafter.

The "Bad Lands"are a part of the scenie
attractions of the Valley route to the Pa-
cific coast. From these we pass on to ' the
"National park" or "Pleasure garden" of
the American continent, which will be
reached by the Northern Pacific in June,
1883.

Nicholas Faber, respondent, vs. the St.
Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba Railway
company, appellant.

Upon the trial ofan issue of negligence
of a rail -oad comppny in tne ranniug of
its train within the limits of an incoipor-
ated city, the fact tbat the rate ofspeed at
which the train was ran was prohibited by
an. ordinance of the city is competent evi-
dence of negligence and maybe proved;
although theexi-t3nce of the ordinance bat,
not been alleged in the pleadings. Evi-
dence in this case considered as tending
to show that plaintiffbefore coming to the
railroad crossing, where he was injured by
a passing train, seasonably exercised his '
duty of looking along tbe line of the
railrord track and as having been properly
submitted to the jury.

The refusal to instruct the jury as re-
quested is not e:;ror where the instruction
submitted to the coart assumes a fact
which is in issue and upon which the evi-
dence is conflicting. Arequest for an in-
struction to the jury to the effect that it
was the duty of plaintiff (in tbe exercise of
carefulness) to do that which the evidence
tends to show he was unable to do. was
rightly refused.
