We claim that this investigation
sl ould not be closed until every surviving
member of thejexpedition shall have been
examined under oath as to what he knows
about 1it. We are also in possession of full
information that on Melville finding the
bodies of the De Long party, he used the
most infamous and scandalous language
concerning my brother’s body. We also
hayo reason for believing that the reports
made by Melville as to the condition of the
v, which he alleged prevented him
going to the relief of the De Long
, were false, for the dates on which he
d the weather was bad are shown to
been good by the records.

“I have sent Master Lendy’s letter to
New Yorlk, and have had prepared a care-
ful list of gquestions to be put to those who
come up before the board. If these ques-
{ions are answered honestly by the sur-
vivors, it will give us some facts that have
not yat been brought out. If an attempt
is put forth to make the investigation par-
lial and leave any witnesses out, or close
its sessions before all the survivors have
boon examined, we shall be compelled to

form all the evidencs we possess in rela-
tion to the private his'ory of the mem-
bers of the expedition and their conduct

while with the Jeanmnette. This jpam
phlet we shall place on the desk
of every member  of coagress

during the next session, and demand a
congressional investigation. Danenhower
told me, when I saw him in New York, that
Capt. DeLong was suffering from insom-
nia, and his mind was not right. Concern-
ing my brother’s arrest, the fact is simply
this in a nutshell—DeLeng was no scient—
ist. He wanted to get at the scientific re-
ports for his own purposes, and my broth-
or refnsed o give them up. Then the cap-
tain used his power, which was absolute,to
persecute my brother.

“Melville says in his dispatch to the sec-
rotary of the navy, ‘I found the bodies of
Delong and his party’ We know this to
beuntrue, for it was Ninderman who found
them while Melville was at another part of
the Lena Delta. I said a minute ago that

certain officers of the expedition. Inde-
pendently of my brother’s case this wes so.
Danenhower’s testimony goes to show that
he was kept on the sick list and deprived
of his legitimate position long after his
oyes were comparatively well and he was
fit for duty. On one occasion at a consul-
tation of officers he was left out.

“So far as we are able to find out the
firgt trouble on the ship was concerning an
order that was issued to the effect that all
the men should undergo a physical exam-
ination monthly. Among others my brother
refused to be examined below the waist, it
being intensely cold at the time. When
the ship went down Danenhower was not
perinitted to assist in the work of retreat-
ing. My brother was rot allowed to carry
& zun uatil he reached Bennettisland. We
have r2ason to believe that De Long had
considerable trouble with other officers.
We desire to learn from Danenhower what
reason Melville gave him for refusing to
allow him to go to Belun with Kusmah and
Shagra. We want to know how long it
took Danenhower to go to Belun from where
Melville waited for the two natives, and
what kind of weather prevailed at the
time.

“We happen to know that Kusmah re-
quested Melville to go to De Long’s relief
himself or to send some one, and that Mel-
ville would do neither. He first gave the
order to Danenhower to go and then coun-
tormanded the order. Kusmah and Shagra
were fifteen days in making the round trip
to Belun from the spot at which Melville’s
party was. Two days each way was am-
ple time for the journey. During the trip

“We Jemand that Ninderman be ¢x-

amined under oath and cross-examined
as to his relations with Melville and his
knowledge of the facts concerning the re-
treat and the finding of the bodies. We
want to ascertain also what he knows of
the troubles of the other officers of ihe
expedition by De Long. We believe that
Ninderman has made memoranda of all
these matters, and has them in his note
book. We wish to have that book brought
out. We have reason to believe that when
Melville refused to let Danenhower go to
Belun, Newcomb was present and that he
knows how the party occupied itself during
the absence of Kusmah and Shagra. We
dornand that all the records of the expedi-
tion. including the medicel records be
published.

“It was on October 11 that Kusmah, the
exile, left for Belun—a two days’ journey.
He should have reached Belun by the 14th
at the latest and returned by the 17th. In-
stead of that he was fourteen days and his
stories of detention by storms and bad
weather ore all false as the official log will
show. If Mellville had gone with the
natives as he ought to have done there is
no doubt that De Long and his party

WOULD HAVE BEEN SAVED,
He would have seen the beacon fires that
had been lighted on the bluffs, as stated in
De Long’s journal which was found, even
if he had started out when Kusmah and
Shagra were overdue. We therefore make
the charge that had Mellville done his duty
instead of spending his time playing chess
and checkers, De Long and several of his
party would not have died. Melville left
them to die and he 1s responsible for their
death.”

MELVILLE INTERVIEWED.

WasHINGTON, Nov. 3.—A representatvie
of the Western Associated Press this morn-
ing called upon Melville and asked him
what he had to say about the charges con-
tained in the interview of Dr. Colling, of
Minneapolis,respecting the charges against
DeLong, of the Jeannette expedition, and
more especially that part of the interview
which charged him (Melville) with respon-
sibility for the deaths of DeLong and his
comrades. Melville said he had read the
interview as published in the morning pa-
pers, but did not care to discuss the
matter at this {ime, especially through the
newspapers, that such discussions were apt
to make matters worse, being liable to
misrepresentation. In response to a sug-
gestion that anything he would write on
the subject would be laid before the pub-
lic, Melvilie replied that he would not write
anything a{ present; that he would soon
appear upon the board, when the whole
matter would probably bLe investigated.
Upon being pressed for an answer respect-
ing the foundation for the charges, ke said
that he knew nothing about them, and
could not consistently discuss the matter.
The interview has caused much comment,
and is the topio of the day.

In response to inquiries about the Col-
lins charges, Danenhower says the state-
ment is an exaggeration of the facts. He
admits telling Collins, who he says talked
with him in an excited manner, that there
was no criminal charge against hisbrother.
Beyond this Danenhower declines to talk
until the matter comes before the exam-
ining board.

It is stated on good anthority that Mrs.
DeLong had engaged counsel to appear
before the naval examining board to rep-
resent her husband’s memory. This will
have the effect of disclosing the relations
which existed between DeLong, Melville
and Danenhower.

A MABEAS COB}US CASE.

Can Witnesses be Imprisoned for the Pur-
pose of Holding Them as Witnes-es
Whean They Have not Committed Any
Crime?

The shooting of William Johnson last
Sunday night on Rosabel street, is liable
to prove an interesting case in a legal
point of view, in the following way:

HOW IT IS 80.

When Ole Sorenson, who did the shoot-
ing that caused the death of Johnson, was
axraigned in the munieipal cowt the next
morning, Peter Benson, Charles Iilton
and Charles Newstrom, the persons who"
were relied upon to prove the case, were
brought into the municipal court as wit-
nesses. When the case was disposed of
in that court the witnesses above named
were directed to give bonds in the sum of
$5,000 each, for their appearance at
the next term of the district court.
of course 1t was 1mpossible
for them to furnish this amount of bail,
and they were thereupon committed by
the court to the county jail, for the pur-
pose of holding them as witnesses to ap-
pear before the grand jury and also before
the district court.

A HABEAS CORPUS.

This being the state of the case the wit-
nesses, through their counsel, Mr. C. D,
G’Brien, applied to the district court for
a writ of habeas corpus with wich to ob-
tain their release. This writ was made
retarnable yesterday afternoon before
Judge Simons, in the old court house.
Mr. C. D. O’Brien appeared on behalf of
the prisorers and Mr. J.J. Egen for the
state.

THE QUESTION PRESENTED.

The proposition before the court is an
exceedingly interesting ome, and though
it is not wholly new in all its aspects to
the courts of this state, it has never been

judicially and definitely passed
upon. The simple issme in this
case is, can the courts of the

state of Minnesota imprison a witness,
simply forthe purpose of keeping him as
a witness. It will be remembered that the
late H. F. Masterson, several years ago
presented the same question to the court
but in that case there were some other
questions involved, so that the case he
presenied was disposed of by the decision
of some of the other questions and the is-
sue presented in the present case was not
decided.
WITAT THE WITNESSES SAT.

In their petition the witnesses are made
to say that they are imprisoned without
any just cause. They declare that they
have not refused to obey any lawful pro-
cess of the court, nor declined or refused
to appear a3 witnesses. They are now
ready and willing to appear and have been
ready and willing to appear in any court
to which they may be called, at any time
or place to which they may be cited as
witnesses, in any criminal cause,
and to obey any mandate
or process; that in issuing the commit-
rent that consigns them to the felon’s cell
the municipal courp acted solely and ex-
tirely upon the question of the ability of
the petitioners to give bail for their ap-
pearance in the sam of £5.000, and that
there was no evidence whatever before the
munieipal eourt showing or tending to
show that there was any reason or cause to
believe that these petitioners, or either of
them. would absent themselves from the
state of Minzesota, or would not respond
{o any subpana or process of the court
when called upon.
