THE EFFICACY OF, OUR WATER

WORKS SYSTEM.

Tested. by the Common Council Committee
on tire Department—The System' if
Value as a Fire Protection if Properly

- Handled— Matter ofHandling Gates—
Insurance Hates, etc.
Yesterday afternoon the committee from

the common council on firedepartment, to
which was referred the matter of investi-
gating the water works system, the com-
munications of Mayor Ames and Chief
Stetson, relative thereto at the; meeting of
the council, held a meeting and took the
various matters under consideration. The
communications of the ; mayor and
the ' chief were V read. After a
short discussion they were laid upon the
table until after they could make a test of
the water pressure. The question of shut-
ting off the gates so as to concentrate the
pressure at the point needed in the case of
a fire was thoroughly discussed. Itseemed
to be the general opinion of the commit-
tee that these gates had not been properly
handled at the recent fires. It was found
that the gates had usually been shut off by
an employe of the water works in cases of
fire, whereas it should be, according to the
city ordinance, attended to • at the
direction of the chief of the department.
After deciding to ascertain the exact con-
dition of the mains at the time of the Mon-
day tiro, the committee adjourned to the
scene of the disaster to witness ,' ;. •,'

'• • : THE TEST.

Considerable time was consumed in
shutting off the gate3stopping the South
Minneapolis and the East side supply. In
the course of a half hour, four pieces of
hose having been attached to the hydrant
directly in front of the Knickerbocker
block ruins, the sound of one whistle from
the paper mill gave the signal for turning
on the water. Four powerful
streams was the result. The chief
then detached one hose and put on a
gauge and the water was again turned on.
With a pressure of sixty pounds to a
square inch, three streams were thrown to
the top of the Hurlbut block, five stories
high, with great force. The nozzles were
a one inch and two seven-eighths
inches. The hose was all detached and an
other test of the pressure made, showing it
to be seventy-five pounds. The pressure
at the pump house was ninety pounds to
the square inch, fifteen pounds being lost
in the distance and elevation. Superin-
tendent Johnson estimates that the
hydrant is about thirty feet higher
that the pump Louse. The pressure at the
pump house can be increased to 200
pounds, which demonstrates the fact
that ifproperly handled, Minneapolis has
an excellent and effective fire
protection. The committee will re-
port in favor of requesting
especial care in handling the gates during
fires.

The failure of the water works system
to do efficacious work during the fire on
Monday, created considerable fright
among insurance men, and as an outcome
the following circular which, explains il-
self, has been issued from the office of the
board of underwriters.

Minneapolis, Minn., Nov. 15, 1882.—T0
the Members of the Minneapolis Under-
writers' Union—Gentlemen: The setious
losses of the 4th and 13th inst. have clearly
demonstrated that the facilities for ex-
tinguishing fires in this city are inade-
quate. The water mains are too small, the
pumping force too light, hydrants far too
few, the direct pressure system unreliable.
that there are not enough steamers, and
that the fire department is not properly
directed. You are, therefore, required to
add twenty cents to each and every rate
borne on the rate book, which is not more
than 3 per cent. (School houses, dwellings
and churches excepted.) The rates promul-
gated on the rate slips, and those to be
promulgated, will have the same additions
made to each rate by you before writing a
policy.

Dovey, the well-known healer of invalid
dogs.

"Well, what can I do for you? You
should have brought your ailing pet along.
Ican never tell "

The reporter hastened to explain that his
dog was in the enjoyment of excellent
health.

"But Icannot tell when he may be taken
sick, doctor, and, therefore, I have called
to learn how indisposed curs are treated."

"Well, pretty much as human beings
are, and they have pretty much the same
diseases.

t
You see this pug

"Yes; what has become of his hair? He
looks as though he had been scalded."

"For the past fortnight Ihave been treat-
ing him for the mange. He is improving
now, and in another week will be able to*
go out. The lady who leftthe officeas you
came in is his mistress."
. "Dogs have to swallow nasty doses, as
their masters do, Isuppose," observed the
reporter, watching the gambols ofthe con-
valescent pug.

"Just the same, and they don't like it a
bit more than men do. But a sick dog
must take his medicine whether he likes it
or not. We force open his jaws, and down
goes the dose, nolen volens."

"What diseases are dogs most liable to,
doctor?"

"That is a rather weak question. What
diseases are men most liable to? Dogs
suffer from the same maladies that afflict
men, resulting from the same causes."

"And the same remedies are applied to
dogs as to their owners ?"

"Exactly; when a dog has chills and
fever he is given quinine; when he has dys-
pepsia, pluerisy, influenza, or colic it is
cured by precisely the same means as are
used forsick men and women. Speaking
of diseases, here is a sad case."
. The doctor brought from a dark hall a
light box of wood, covered with mosquito
netting. In the box, wrapped warmly in
a fur cloak, was a glossy, bright-eyed King
Charles spaniel.

"What ails him?" asked the reporter,
stroking the animal's head.

"He is paralyzed, and has been so for
nearly two years. Poor fellow, . see how
his paws are shriveled. He can never :he
cured."

"When people bring you sick dogs, how
do you make a diagnosis of the case

'•The dog's tongue is inspected and his
pulse is felt. Iobserve the temperature of
his body, sound his lungs and examine him
thoroughly in other ways. Many diseases
in dogs are the result of over-feeding and
insufficient exercise. This is particularly
the case with dogs of wealthy owners."

"What malady sends most dogs to their
graves?"

"Distemper, a disease corresponding to
yellow fever in human beings. It is in-
fectious, and at the best very dangerous."

•'ls the canine race liable ! to ' consump-
tion

"Yes, a dog may expose - himself and
take a cold that affects his lungs and .in
time brings on consumption. In such
cases Iusually order a change ofclimate ?"

"Is it not difficulttohandle some of your
larger patients?" ; ' ,

"Well—yes, sometimes. . Ihave been in
the business for more than twenty years
and have got so used to the beasts that I
do not hesitate tohandle the most refract-
ory dogs. ;I. have ' been bitten scores of
times, but a dog doctor acquires such skill
that he can manage a fierce mastiff with-
out receiving a scratch, where a novice
would be nearly chewed «p." *\u25a0' I

"You perform surgical operations?"
asked the Star man, gently repulsing the
advances of a large gray cat. :

"Yes; Iset broken legs and take care of
all sorts of injuries." j . \u25a0

; '\Bo you administer any anaesthetics?"

"When Ithink the case demands it Tve
got a little black-and-tan down stairs now
with a game leg. He willbe able to go
home in a few days. Speaking of broken
legs, Ihad an interesting case some time
ago in the person of a little Brooklyn dog
that was stepped upon by a horse. His
leg was crushed and almost severed from
the body. His owner took him to a fancy
surgeon in Brooklyn, who set the limb in
plaster of paris. That was a mistake.
The animal was brought to me for treat-
ment and Itook ca~e of him for a year.
At the expiration of that time the crushed
leg had become sound as a dollar."

"Do you keep some of your patients here
at your house?"

4iYes, a few of them that require partic-
ularly careful nursing. Idon't believe in
giving a dog or a man much medicine.
Nursing is the great thing."

'•Do canine invalids ever suffer from in-
somnia ?"

"Only when they are in acute pain.
When they have toothache they can't sleep,
of course."

"How can you tell when they have tooth-
ache ?"

"When Isee a dog suffering severely, I
examine him carefully, never neglecting
to look into his mouth. If I find a de-
cayed tooth there, out it comes."

"Insome cases does not a sick dog's in
Btinct teach him what remedies nature has
provided ?"

"Yes, but city dogs, particularly those
which are the pampered darliuga of
wealthy families, do not r-lwaye have access
to naturci mcdi ernes, and in their efforts to
find relief they sometimes poison them-
selves."

"Do you ever give a dog liquor."
"Sometimes."
"Does he like it usually ?"
"No, sir; therein he differs from man.

One glass of grog suffices for a dog, while
man, on the contrary —but why should I
speak of man? You asked for informa-
tion about dogs."

"Are there any well known people among
your pat ons?"

"Yes: Charles A. Dana and his son Paul,
are fond of dogs, and so is S. L. M. Bar-
low, who owns some splendid mastiffs and
deerhounds. Iused to treat dogs of Mr. E.
S. Jaffray,who owned a number of fine ones.
•Tolni T. Raymond has employed me to at-
tend to his pug, and Lester Wallack's skye-
terriers have received medicine at my
hands.'"

"Doyou ever act as an oculist?"
"Often. Not long ago I extracted the

"How do you know they are near-skrht-
ed?"

They do not
recognize familiar persons until quite clo^e
t;> them, and will allow a piece of meat to
lie untasted a litte distance leeward.

"Why to leeward?"
"Because if the meat were to windward

the dog would smell it."
"How do bulldogs behave when ill?"
"They are surly as when in health. Not

long ago Iwas called upon to attend an
English bulldog who had a bone in his
throat. He was in awful agony, and it re-
quired the united efforts of fix men to hold
him. Ishoved a stiff piece of whalebone
down his throat to force the other bone
into his stomach. The brute chewed the
whalebone into a jelly."

"Isuppose people are sometimes as anx-
ious over a sick dog as over a sick child?"

The veteran healer of canines laughed.
"Just aboat. But Itell them to follow

my instruction?, and remember that clean-
liness, warmth, avoidance of drafts, and
fresh air are as powerful aids in making
puppies well as in curing babies."

How to Treat Sunstroke.
A distinction ofimmense practical im-

portance exists between heat-exhau3tion
and lieat-stroke, or coup de soleil. It is
lyuck to be feared that this difference
too often pusses unregarded, to the
serious detriment of the patient. Heat-
c-xhaustion, as the term implies, means a
sudden au.vmia produced by work or
muscular exercise in a high tempera-
ture. Heat-stroke, or sun-stroke, signi-
fies the sudden access of unconsciousness
with high febrile heat. In the former
the body is cool, the skin moist, or wet
with perspiration, the pulse small, feeble
and lowin tension, the muscular system
relaxed, the pupil dilated, and the mind
feeble, but consciousness is not lost, or
is restored after a syncopal state of brief
duration. In the latter there is pro-
found unconsciousness, contracted pupil,
.injected conjunctivfe, the skin is hot and
usually dry, the temperature high, the
pulse rapid, and the muscular system
often convulsed and tending rather to
rigidity. Ifthe case be one of heat-ex-
haustion the patient will probably bf
able to swallow. Repose in the shade,
in the recumbent position, and a few
drops of laudanum in a table-spoonful n
whiisky or brandy will quickly bring
about restoration. In the cago of true
heat-stroke the patient should be at
once removed to as cool a spot as prac-
ticable, and should have cold water
thrown on him, be rubbed with pieces
of ice, and have ice applied to the head
and spine. Other medical remedies,
morphine, quinine and chloroform, are
recommended. —Medical News.

A Suit of Jay Gould and One of His Con-
* federate* Against the Mutual I ion Tele-

' graph Company. :'
j Albany, Nov. 16.—Application was yes-
terday made to the attorney general for
the commencement; of an action by. the
people of the state of New York against
the Mutual Union Telegraph company to
vacate its charter and dissolve the corpora-
tion upon the following grounds: ;.

!r.!r. First. That said company has unlawfully
issued $10,000,000 capital stock when the
authority conferred upon is by law to issue
capital stock was •limited to the issue of
$1,200,000,

Second. That about $5,000,000 ofbonds
of said company have been issued in pay-
ment for construction and equipment of

, telegraph worth about $350,000, and sub-
stantially the whole of said $10,000,000
stock has been fraudulently issued; in con-
nection therewith without any payment or
other adequate consideration forsaid stock
to said company.

The application is made by Wm. Hen-
dry .Cameron, a stockholder in the com-
pany,and with it is filed a further applica-
tion made by Jay Gould stating that he ie
informed of these proceedings and that
he desires to be joined as relator in such
action as may be brought upon this appli-
cation. The attorney general has issued a
citation directed to the Mutual Union Tele-
graph company directing that company to
show cause before him on Tuesday next at
Albany why the application should not be
granted and the proceedings commenced.

THE RANK OF ENGLAND.

How the (ifcntest Monetary Institution in
the World is Managed. '\u25a0';

The constitution and government of the
Bank of England are not fully understood,
even by many otherwise well-;nformed

residents in the city of London itself. It
differs from most corporations in the fact
that it has no permanent governor or chair-
man, and furthermore, that the remunera-
tionpaid to the directors for their services
is individually small. The governing body
consists of twenty-six director?, that is to
say, one governor, one deputy-governor
and twenty-four directors. This body does
not change except by death or resignation,
etc., but the governor and his deputy, who
act as chairman and deputy chairman of
the board or court of directors, change
every two year?, the deputy becoming gov-
ernor and all the directors being deputy
and governor in rotation. The salary of
the governor, as well as that of the deputy
governor, is now £1,000 per annum, while
that of the other twenty-four directors is
£500 each. According to Francis, whose
history »f the Bank of England is practi-
cally out of print, the management of the
bank is vested in the whole court of direc-
tors,which meets weekly, when a statement
is read of the position of the bank as re-
gards its securities, bullion and liabilities.
The directors have equal power, and should
a majority disapprove of the arrange-
ment?, they may reconstruct them. Eight
directors go out and eight come in annu-
ally, elected by the court of proprietors.
The list ofcandidates recommended by the
court of directors is transmitted to the
proprietors, and the eight so recommend a
uniformly come in. When any person is
proposed as a new director, inquiry is al-
ways instituted concerning his private
character. Those who survive this fiery
ordeal, and are approved of by the court
of directors, never fail to be elected.
The qualifications for a director are the
possession of bank stock to the amount
of£2,000; for the deputy-governor, $3,000,
and for the governor, £4,000. The direct-
ors are responsible for the management of
the affairs of the bank, and penalties are
attached to their office individually and
collectively on certain occasions. By the
charter, however, they are not answerable

'to the government for the management of
the monetary department, and the security
which the public has for a good adminis-
tration of affairs depends upon the discre-
tion of the directors, subject to the charter.
No volume has ever been issued from the
press containing elements of more drama-
tic or even tragical interest than the work
of Mr. Francis.

Thf Future of Cyprus.

misrule. He has many influential friends
in London through whom he hopes to be
able to persuade the Gladstone govern-
ment to give Cyprus to Greece, as the
same administration did the lonian islands
some years ago. Ido not believe he will
ever succeed in this, as, although Cyprus,
on account of its religion, language, and
race, ought to belong to Greece, the island
is of too great importance to the British
crown to be given to Greece or any other
nation.
